KATZ ON THE BREACH.

ONE can    read the plea     made in court by Rudolph Katz—the leader of the

I.W.W. strike in Paterson, and nominee of the Socialist Labor Party for

Congress, arrested and sentenced to a 6 months’ term in jail for picket-

ing—without profound gratification.

The firm and dignified and pregnant words of Katz, free from the swagger and

insolence that mark the rage of the weak, marked, in turn, the moral strength that

comes from manfulness, fortified with knowledge, and knowledge, fortified with

manfulness.

The arrest of Katz was illegal; his trial was a farce; the sentence a miscarriage

of justice;—the whole performance a conspiracy. Katz knew that.

The truths that Col. Roosevelt is, for his own private ends, blustering out re-

garding “predatory wealth” and its political aids; the equal truths that Gov.

Woodrow Wilson is proclaiming, likewise for his own private ends, in more scholas-

tic style against the identical bunch; the undigested indictments that both are hurl-

ing at present conditions;—all this Rudolph Katz knows all about; all this he could

amplify a thousand-fold; what is more, he has thoroughly digested.

With such digested knowledge, Katz clearly saw through the stage-scenery of

Recorder Carroll’s court-room; realized the same to be, for the nonce, but the back-

yard of the firm of Siff & Cohen; sized up the star actors as manikins of the firm;

knew in advance what the “verdict” would be;—nor had any doubt as to who had

framed-up and ordered the same.

A mental or physical cripple would have gone to pieces under the provocation.

Katz controlled himself. Every sentence of his plea was a shot that went home: “If

there was any law broken, the police authorities did it”; “If I am convicted, it will be

an injustice”; “I know why I was arrested; it was simply because the interests of Siff
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& Cohen were at stake; Siff no sooner came on the scene than he said to Sergeant

Nolan: ‘Arrest him and give him ninety days!’” ; “I maintain I had a right to do what

I did, and will do it again, it is within the law”;—of these and similar firm and dig-

nified utterances, breathing conscious ascendancy, consisted the plea of Katz, as he

serenely looked in the court room over the heads of the agencies of the Capitalist

Class, and saw the proletariat mass beyond; the Class for whom he stood and whom

to scourge he was to be victimized, drilling to overthrow at the polls the Class the

breath in whose nostrils is Working Class suffering, and to enforce the overthrow at

the hustings with the power of the industrial organization.

Gtan., in the "Call" of 
May 30 and May 20 (the isaue contains 
both dates). The Wsterfordian says: 
"The Socialist party lias run to cover, 
just lik» the worst pari of the labor 
unions, although it has far leas excuse. 
. . . It wants their [the capitalist 
newspapers'] respect—not in order to in. 
crease the class conscious power of the 
proletariat, but in order to win, even at 
the expense of that power, little political 
successes for its leaders"—which is to 
the credit of Mr. Eastman to acknowl­
edge; and then he proceeds: "I also ad­
vocate sabotage and violence"—which, to 
the discredit of any man, ranks the gen­
tleman with the Anarchists. Such ex­
treme* and contradictions are the con­
sequence of putty faced S. P.-ism. 

COL. WBNSTCXX'S REPORT 

"No improvement in Cuba"—and none 
will find its way into the columns of the 
bourgeois press so long as the Tobacco, 
Sugar and Standard Oil Trusts need 
"disturbances in Cuba" as the pretext 
for them to "take and hold" all that 
their interests demand—in the interest 
of Religion, Patriotism and the Family. 

Right alter Domicio Da Gama, the 
Ambassador of Brasil, had •exposed the 
ignorance of the official circles of this 
country, by ladies of whom he had fre­
quently been asked: "Is Brazil a colony 
of Germany?"—right after turning the 
light upon the intelligence of that set, 
the Ambassador turned the light upon 
himself—with equally disastrous effect. 
He pronounced the principle of the ooffee 
merchants in America of paying for other 
people's merchandise not the price they 
a*k for it hut the price the merchant* 
want to pay for it, a "somewhat arbi­
trary and quite revolutionary doctrine.'' 
According to which opinion the Brazilian 
coffee plantation owners proceed upon 
"arbitrary and quite revolutionary doc­
trine." Our information is to the effect, 
and the information is reliable, that the 
owners of coffee plantations in .Brazil 
pay for the merchandise labor-power not 
the price that the owners of the mer­
chandise, workers, a%k for it, but the 
price that the said plantation owners 
want to pay for i t 

It did not need the discovery that the 
A. F. of L. is scabbing upon the I. W. W. 
striking silk weavers in Paterson, the 
same as the Im-a-bummery has been 
doing, in order to detect the navel-string 
of relationship between the two sets. 
The MeNamaraism. of the one, the "Di­
rect Action'' preachments, of the other, 
fortified by preachments of theft, arson, 
"strike at the ballot box with an axe," 
and even murder, have long established 
the kinship between all the piebald devo­
tees of the philosophy of "No Politics in 
the Union!" 

"I see one of our big corporations is go­
ing to do something for its old clerks." 
"Oood enough, what form will it take?" 
"Well, after a man has been with them 
25 year*, they're going to give him a 
gold stripe on his sleeve." This is a vi­
cious dig that the Louisville "Courier-
Journal" can have meant only as a 
satirical summary of the Victor L. Ber-
ger's pension for old workingmen who 
have passed the age when most of them. 
are dead. 

The oapitalist papers of California, the 
Angeles "Times" leading, which are 

justifying the conduct of the San Diego 
vigilantes with the reasoning: "Lynch 
law is bad, but it's better than no law" 
seem not to know that Lynch Law is pre­
eminently the negation of law. What 
these capitalist editorial muddle-heads 
have in mind is an entirely different, tho* 
somewhat similarly sounding principle— 
Tyranny is better than chaos. 

If you please. Mr. "New York Evening 
Poet"—not so fast. When in your issue 
of May 22 you say of Col. Roosevelt thai 
"to the Republican radicals who stay 
with him he expect* to add enough other 
radios Is from the ranks of the Democrats 
and the Socialist* to make him Presi­
dent," you do the Colonel an injustice. 
However true the theory may be that tho 
election bos, especially the presidential 
election be, robe the victims upon whom 
the insect settles of some of their sanity, 
we hardly think the Colonel is gene suffi­
ciently insane to expect te draw any tan­
gible strength from the Socialist Leber 
Party's camp. We admit ho has good 
reasons to count upen support from the 
Socialist party's ranks. But 'tis going 
quite too far to say of the Colonel that 
he either knows not of she existence of 
the S. L. P.; or, that knowing of its ex­
istence, ho knows no better than to lump 
the S. L. P. and the S. P. together, and 
to count with camp followers "from tho 
rinks of tho Socialists." 

A move in the Socialist party direc­
tion was made by the Chicago "So­
cialist" when It changed Its name to 
"World." The word "Socialist" is like­
ly to repel; the word "World" Is nen-
repellant. Thus the Chicago "World" 
may succeed in getting readers, where­
as the Chicago "Socialist" has failed. 
Obedient to the law that effect reacts 
back upon cause and stimulates cause, 
often even to the extent of turning 
cause into effect, the S. P., a cause te 
which the change of name by Its Chi­
cago organ la the effect, should now 
also change its name, say to the 
"World's Party"; cause and effect, act­
ing and reacting upon each other, the 
paper may then call itself the "Vapor"; 
the paper's newest name effect a fur­
ther change in the party's name to the 
"Vapor Party "—and so on. It is worth 
while fer somebody to try and "catch 
society napping,'- and thus word it into 
a rereiution, while the S. L. P. is mak­
ing the front attack. 

There is a passage of peculiar interest 
in the report made to tho Governor of 
California by Col. Harris Woinstoek of 
San Francisco, the Special Commissioner 
appointed by the Governor to investigate 
the late San Diego disturbances. 

Hsving recited the charges made by 
the Police of San Diego against the I. W. 
W. (the name which the Bummery false­
ly sails under) and the charges made by 
the Bummery against the Police; pro­
ceeding from the assumption that both 
sets of charges are truthful; fortifying 
the assumption against the Bummery 
with numerous citation*, from their own 
literature; and concluding that the vie-
tlms of the wrath of the vigilante com­
mittee were guilty of leas reprehensible 
actions than the members of tho commit­
tee themselves; Col. Weinstoek declare*! 
"No graver crime againit »oo*ety can b* 
committed than a lawleim act, committed 
in the name of law, ogaintt the law 
breaker." 

This is inspiring. In these days of 
widespread mental uncliwnliness, the de­
claration of Col. Weinstoek feels like a 
refreshing bath. It is the announcement, 
it is almost the resuscitation of one of 
the leading conquests made by the bour­
geois revolution for Civilisation. 

In order that reader* of The People 
may fully share with this office the satis-
faction we feel over the lofty posture of 
Col. Weinstock's declaration, wo sharl 
now take from our files, and quote from 
the letters that this office has for some 
time been pestered with from a friend, if 
not a member, of the Bummery, one C. L, I ateak to trouble.**

In the contrast between Mr. Griffing's 
principles with the principles enunciated 
by Col. Weinstoek is seen the distance 
that the human race has traveled from 
untamed ruffianism to self-control; from 
the chaw-bacon to the human; in short, 
from the savage to civilised man. Were 
Mr. Griffing's principles still dominant 
today, then, what the Vigilante Com­
mittee deslt out to his Anarch kindred, 
who went to San Diego "looking for 
trouble," would be no more than they 
wanted; then, the only fault that society 
would find with the Vigilante Committee 
would be that it "did not kick high 
enough while in action"; then, the social 
bonds would be snapped, and society 
would be plunged into Griffingian, or 
Haywoodistic, in short, into the debasing 
chaos of mental, moral and physical 
anarchy. Fortunately that low level of 
human understanding and conduct lies 
far, far behind the race—how far, the 
standard of civic conduct proclaimed by 
Col. Weinstoek emphasizes by contrast 
with thst swaggeringly writ down by Mr. 
Grifflng, 

Society will, in self-protection, visit 
with condign chastisement the Vigi­
lante's exercise of Mr. Griffing's Ana/ch 
principles:—the transgressions of the 
Bummery do not justify heavier trans­
gressions against them. Inversely, So­
ciety will, in self-protection, administer 
the necessary correction to the Bum­
mery:—the heavier transgressions that 
they were made the victims of do not 
cleanse them of guilt.

Why was Rudolph Katz Given Six Months in Jail? 

On May 30 Col. Roosevelt delivered the 
Memorial Day address at the convention 
of the Bret her band of Locomotive Engi­
neers at Gettysburg. Not a word drop­
ped from the Colonel's lips to indicate 
that the railroad tracks are a bloodier 
field of battle where locomotive engi­
neers have dropped mangled, dying and 
dead,—a field of battle Moodier even 
than Gettysburg was. Not a word upon 
that drepped from the Colonel's lips— 
nor was any such expected by the Civic 
Federstionized Brotherhood. Such wards 
woued have been too constructive, hence, 
too "personal." 

The announcement that "annexation by 
the United States is the best thing that 
couM happen to Cuba" will throw nobody 
on* bis bass and take in no man of ex­
perience on the ground that the opinion 
is fathered by a "Sir Hawy Hamilton 
Johnston, the African explorer." Ex­
plorers, even when they are "Sirs" are 
not inaccessible to Tobacco, Sugar, and 
Standard Oil suasion. 

A glimpse into the fix that the Social­
ist party is in is afforded by a member 
of that party, Max Eastman, who writes 

The ultramontane Fiizgeralds, togeth­
er with their set of capitalist supporters 
who realize that Roosevelt's Ccssarism 
means subjugation to them,—this 
"push," in their endeavor to stem Roose­
velt with discoveries of marginal anno­
tations iudicative of his having contem­
plated a life term aa far back as seven 
years ago, and with citations of Roose­
velt proving him to have changed his 
mind,—this "push" looks like a lot of 
demented people trying to stem a tidal 
wave with the effort to knock off a cork 
that is dancing on the wave's crest. 

BELOIAN CLERICALS APPEAR TO

3*rueseis( June 3.—Fuller returns from 
yesterday's Parliamentary elections 
emphasised the victory of tho Clericals 
—the Government party—whose major-

Events in the city of Paterson dur­
ing the last few weeks have been 
such as to give rise to the question: 
"Where we are located—In America 
or In the domains of the Csar of all 
the Russian ?'• 

A conspiracy of a part of tho silk 
bosses to rob the silk workers of Pat­
erson of the fruits of their recant 
struggle for better wages, haa been 
augmented and re-enforced by a con­
spiracy of tho authorities of the city 
to help the bosses accomplish their 
purpose. The capitalist exploiters and 
the capitalist politicians ore seen work­
ing hand In hand to again establish 
the conditions that prevailed prior to 
the general strike. Together they are 
straining to force the silk workers 
back to the conditions they had Just 
escaped. And they are carrying things 
with a high hand. 

Let us, briefly, review the situation 
so that all may understand. In No­
vember of last year, a strike took 
place at the Henry Doherty silk mill 

1 to resist the introduction of the in­
famous four-loom system. Out of that 
strike grew the general strike of wea­
vers in nearly all the stlk mills la 
Paterson, conducted under the aus­
pices of the Industrial Workers of the 
World, which strike ended In a vic­
tory for the workers almost all along 
the line. It was a strike the like of 
which has never been witnessed. Ow­
ing to the splendid self-discipline of 
the workers, the struggle was con­
ducted in the most peaceful, the moot-
law-abiding and yet tho most effective 
manner on record. It has been truly 
said that Its moot sensational feature 
was the entire absence of sensations. 
Not an arrest was made, no disturb­
ance of any kind could be charged 
against the strikers, an attempt on 
the part of the Haywood "Direct Ac­
tion" organisatlan to inject Itself Into 
the situation waa sternly frowned up­
on—in short. It was a demonstration 
of st;if-discipline consciously and de­
liberately applied. The city officials, 
though no doubt even at that time 
eager to take a hand on the side of 
the bosses, somehow did not get their 
cue and all went off peacefully. 

Later on, however, it became appar-ity in the Chamber of Deputies is in­
creased from six to fourteen or sixteen" ont that a part at least of the silk 

bosses did not propose to abide by 
the price schedules they had agreed 
to when tho general strike was set­
tled. Again and again re* ta were 
received that the schedule was being 
disregarded, or was oven t ing torn 
off the wall by this firm nd that 
firm; again and again reports came 
in that, as fast as warps w >uld run 
out, weavers were laid off—e for the 
purpose of emptying the mill getting 
rid of tho union weavers nd then 
start up anew with a force f scabs. 
Whsn the purpose of these manoeu­
vres became clear, some shops were 
struck whilst in others Jock-o its were 
declared. Aa fast aa this tappened 
such mills were picketed. 

Thereupon, another thing became 
clear. It became clear that t e politi­
cians In office, the crowd th t every 
year begs the working class for Its 
votes, were In conspiracy with the Silk 
bosses. What they were after did not 
require much penetration to see 
through, tho very rawness >t their 
methods making that as plain aa day­
light. THEY WANTED f t GOAD 
THE WORKERS INTO DBl DS OF 
VIOLENCE; THEY WANTED TO FO­
MENT RIOTS. Knowing th. In the 
I. W. W. silk workers they had to 
deal with a body of organise* J Labor 
not so easily lured nor provoked Into 
doS'da of rashness, they put It en rather 
thick and themselves resorted to acts 
of lawless outrages the like c which 
are unheard of In the history of tho 
American Labor Movement. nciden-
tally, a little rioting would ha a come 
not at all amiss to some of t ie gen­
try; it might have forced the g vernor 
of the state to send the n tla to 
Paterson and thereby Injure hi* presi­
dential aspirations, a consun nation 
not at all distasteful to some of our 
local upholders of "law and order.'* 

At any rate, tho following Is only a 
part of what they did do: 

1. On May 7th., at the Aro son A 
Blum mill on Cliff street no U s than 
forty-seven (4?) pickets were a rested, 
all at whom wore doing nothi g else 
than peacefully petrolling th street 
and noting entirely within th- r con­
stitutional rights. A telepho e call 
freen ta* firm brought tho poll e who 
proceeded te arrest and brad l to pa­
trol wagons tho forty-seven icketa. 
The whole performance was ot ously 
pre-arranged.

pickets came up In court before Re­
corder Carroll Messrs. Ward and Mc-
Oinnls, the attorneys of the I. W. W. 
being both out Of town that day, a 
request waa made to postpone the 
cases. The request was denied and 
the Recorder at onoe proceeded to 
"hear" the cases. I, took him Just 
about Ave (6) minutes to fine 46 men 
$10 apiece and another SS6. Not only 
did tho worthy Recorder "hear'' the 
cases, but he also Indulged in some 
inane lecturing of tke men whom he 
thus railroaded and, while he himself 
had boon holding private conferences 
with members of the Aronson A Blum 
firm in his private room, he refueed 
to allow Rudolph Kats, the I. W. W. 
organiser, to testify on behalf of the 
men and to disprove some absurd im­
putations of the Recorder to the ef­
fect that the men had been acting con­
trary to the advice of thoir lenders. 
It roust be added that the I486 fines, 
In case of non-payment, meant 970 
days la the county .Jail for the 47 
men. 

Hero we have it: Wholesale arrests, 
prefunctory hearings, refusal to grant 
opportunity for proper defense and 
then wholesale fines. The purpose is 
plain. It Is to intimidate ue so that 
we give up our light and, incidentally, 
to bleed us to death financially. But 
tho scheme failed of its purpose. Our 
men did not pay tho fines nor would 
they let the union pay tuem. They 
went to Jail and they went to jail 
the very opposite of being intimidated. 
BUT WE SHALL REMEMBER THIS 
ACT OF "JUSTICE." AND T H E M 
ARE MORE THAN A FEW W E S 
WILL DO THE REMEMBERING. 

S. On May 8th.. Frank F. Young, an 
I. W. W. organizer, was In the court 
room while a largo crowd of strikers 
who had been denied admission stood 
out in tho driving rain waiting for 
the outcome of the cases against the 
pickets. Organiser Rudolph Kats re­
quested Toung to go outside and tall 
the people to go quietly to the un­
ion's headquarters at 184 Main street 
and there await the report. Young 
did as requested and, while so telling 
the men outside, he was pounced upon, 
arrested, dragged Into court on some 
trumped-up charge and, In about two 
minutes' time, without being al'^wed 
a lawyer or given nay chance to make

Paterson, N. J.. May 31.—Rudolph 
Kats, the leader of the , Industrial 
Workers of the World who are on 
strike here, was this morning arrested 
and sentenced to six months In Jail for 
exercising the lawful right of picket­
ing. The capitalist authorities say 
Kats was sentenced for "disorderly 
conduct.'' Of course he was,—peaceful 
picketing, in the eyes of the Pater­
son silk manufacturers and their poli­
tical henchmen is "disorderly," law or 
no law. And law or no law, the au­
thorities are trying to help the manu­
facturers smash the Industrial Work­
ers' strike. The I. W. W. will have 
to teach these officials themselves, the 
real disturbers and disorderly element 
in the community, what Is lawful and 
what isn't. 

The sentence of Rudolph Kats will 
be appealed. 

It was bright and early this morn­
ing that Kats and some other pickets 
went on duty before the Siff and Cohen 
mill at Clay and State streets. Kats 
spoke to about 15 different persons, 
shaking hands and exchanging greet­
ings. Ho also accosted several scabs. 
He walked up and down before the 
mill In the most peaceful and un­
demonstrative mannsr. This was not 
to the liking of the powers that be. 
At about 10 minutes to 7 o'clock he 
spoke to a scab named Fabian Francis, 
and then it was that a police ser­
geant, ordered by Mr. Siff, Instructed 
an officer to arrest Kats for "Inter­
ference." The sergeant testified on 
the stand that Siff ordered Kats's ar­
rest. 

Kats was bundled off to the station 
house, and It wasn't very long before 
a "trial" was held. Two policemen, 
'two scabs, and Mr. Siff appeared as 
witnesses against Kats. They all tes­
tified to "disorderly conduct" and "in­
terfering'' with scabs. There were two 
witnesses for Kats who testified to 
the orderly manner In which ho pick­
eted. There would have been more 
witnesses to testify, and Attorney 
Ward asked for a delay In order to 
prepare the defense but Recorder Car­
roll would not postpone the hearing. 

The case occupied the entire morn­
ing In court, and great interest was 
taken In It The court room was' 
thronged. After sentence was pro­
nounced by the recorder Katz smiled 
and said: 

"Thank yout'» * 
"You are welcome*" the court an­

swered. 

The arrest of Katz was made by 
Patrolman William Taylor, under di­
rection of Sergeant Edward Nolan. Tho 
strike leader was In the vicinity of 
the Reinhardt mill, at Clay and Gray 
streets, about 6:30 o'clock and, ac­
cording to Taylor, obstructing persons 
passing along. He failed to heed the 
warning of the sergeant, who then, 
directed Oftcer Taylor to place Kats 
under arrest. 

This morning changes of disorderly 
conduct, setting forth that Katz had 
Violated section 3 of the disorderly act 
of 1698 in that he, while not under 
the influence of liquor did loiter and 
obstruct persons in the vicinity of 
Clay and State streets, ware made 
In Police Court Katz was represented 
by Lawyer John Ward and David 
Smith. The city's side of the case was 
taken care of by Assistant City At­
torney Randall Lewis and Lawyer Isi­
dore Klenert 

Patrolman Taylor was the first wit­
ness. He testified to seeing Kats walk­
ing up and down the street In front 
of the mill about 6.M o'clock this 
morning and stopping Eablan Fnaocts 
and other persons unknown to tho offi­
cer Sergeant Nolan and Samuel Siff 
gave corroborative testimony.

though he has known Kats for the past 
five years, he did not wish to speak 
to him this morning. Counsel for the 
complainant then called Miss Nellie 
Cadelle, of 120 Barclay street The 
latter is employed In the Siff * Cohen 
plant, which is located In the Rein­
hardt mill. She testified that she was 
on her way to her place of employ­
ment this morning when she saw Kats 
walking up and down the street in 
front of the mill and stopping peo­
ple. When she neared the corner of 
State and Clay streets she saw Kats 
stop three women. As she passed she 
beard him say to them: 

"Don't go in there!" pointing towards 
the mill. 'It's a scab shop!'-

With the conclusion of tho testi­
mony of Miss Cadelle, the complainants 
rested their case. 

Rudolph Kats wso called ta the 
stand. Under direct examination, ha 
said that It was true no walked up 
and down In front of the Reinhardt 
mill and that he did stop persona, but 
they were friends of his. He exchang­
ed greetings with them, and passed 
on. He positively declared that ho 
did not stop nor talk to anyone who 
did not care to stop or talk to him. 
He denied In emphatic terms hav­
ing spoken to any women. He never 
used the word "seal," he averred 

Under cross-examination Kats said 
that he lived at 209 Hamburg ave­
nue, and that be had been a resident 
of this cfty for the past six years He 
was a cigar maker by trade, but for 
the past six months has been the or­
ganizer for the Industrial Workers of 
the World. This organisation, he said, 
was composed principally of silk 
workers, but there w re also other 
branches of trade in the organisation, 
such as wood workers, printers, paint­
ers, and«many others. Asked why he 
went to the Reinhardt mill this morn­
ing Kats said: 

"It had been reported to me thnt 
the firm of Siff A Cohen had complete 
charge of the situation at their mill, 
where a strike is In progress. I had 
heard that the police officers took or­
ders from members of this firm. I 
went there this morning to find out 
If this were true. I see that R la 
true.'' 

Benjamin Bookboff, a picket at tho 
Reinhardt mill, and Joseph Patella, cor­
roborated Katz s testimony. 

After all the witnesses were heard, 
Mr. Katz expressed a desire to plead 
his own caae. After a discussion. In 
which lawyers Ward and Klenert t ok 
port, Recorder Cutivtl retuetrtct, I!e 
warned Kats, however, to say nothing 
concerning the strikes in this city, 
nor the silk trouble, but to canine 
himself solely to tho facta In this par* 
ticular caae. Kats's argument was) lim­
ited to ton minutes. 

"The strike, as It nan been conduct­
ed. " began Kats, 

"Now please confine yourself to this 
ease." the court again warned. 

Katz again started: 
"I wish to say that X did not break 

the law as I understand It If there 
waa any law broken, tho police au­
thorities did i t I did not obstruct 
traffic; neither did I obstruct people, t 
spoke to no one who did not wish to 

«sp«ak to me. 

"If I am convicted it will bo an In­
justice. I know why I was arrestee 

fit was simply because the Interests of 
Star & Cohen were at stake. Siff no 
sooner came on the scene than he raid 
to Sergeant Nolan: 'Arrest him end 
give him ninety days.' 

"I maintain I hove a right to tell 
a man not to work In a place tf I so 
desire I will do that again, aa ft is 
within tho law. I am not aa anaochlst. 
I believe In living up to the letter ot 
the law, and In doing what I did this 
morning. I was doing no more than 
your honor does every day. I simply 
met persons t knew, and greeted them. 
I know tho law under which complaints 
have been made agslnst me, and 1 
declare that I did not violate any part 
of i t -

Kleuert, In which be asked, for a con-
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
