it formerly led, all sorts of adventurers, o~portunists with a BOod demagogic lino, any kinj of ·disciplined anj organized Group like the ACLU or the Trotzkyites, can and does step in and fill the vacuum left by the collapsa of the CPUSA. There is not yet any sufficiently organ­ized a~d conocious left win3, not yet any real Communist Party, to prevent such thinss. 

Trotzkyism properly is classified as a right opportunist, and there­fore anti-workin5 class 5I'OUping. 

Lenin as lon5 ago as 1912 was calling Trotzky "Judas11 Oustory CPSU, P, 136) for his ori:;anization of Henshiviks in the "August Bloc" against. the Bolsheviks, and that was not the beginning of their differences. As the leader of the Mezhryontsi, a special sect of Mensheviks, Trotzky was admitted along with his whole group to the Bolshevik party at its Sixth Congress, just before the 1917 revolution. The I.fezhryontsi tw.d declar3d they a.ccoptGd tho Bolehovik program and would abandon Hensho­vism, 

But in 1927, at tho FiftGenth Congress of tho CPSU, a. resolution had to bo adoptod: , 
"The denial of tho possibility of a•victoriouo bu1ldin5 ofSoci.:i.lism in the USSR and consequently the denial of tho Socialist ch~ractor of our revolution; tho donialof tho Socia.list character of St~to industry; tho denial of the Socialist roads of development in tho village under conditions of the proletarian dictatorship and of tho policy of union of tho proletariat with tho fundamental masses of the poa.sa.ntry on the basis of Socia.list construction; finally, tho actual denial of the pr~lotarian dictatorship 1n tho USSR ( 1Thorm1dor') and the attitude of capitula.tion and dofoatism·connoctod.with it, all this idoological orient~tion has transformed tho Trotzky op,ooition into o.n instrument of potty-bourgeois dcmocra.cy within the USSR and into en a.uxiliarr. troop of intorna.ti~n3l Social-Democracy outside of ito frontiero.'
