Dear Comrades,

Since I got in here on 27th I
have been demanding revolutionary literature
which I had on my possession . (One copy of
Chairman Mao's Quotations). This has been
denied by the lackey prison authorities in close
collaboration with the Dept. of Justice.

Much angered by this arrogance
and much encouraged by the enthusiasm of the
prisc rs to read Chairman Mao's works » and
the regular news of the Irish Revolution in Red
Patriot , I have decided to begin a hunger strike,
Until I am allowed to have revolutionary litera-
ture (Chairman Mao's little Red Book, Red
Patriot, and progressive journals like Literat-
ure and Ideology, MassLine in Medicine, etc. ),
I will not eat or drink anything except water
and salt .

nell Street, Dublin and carried on the tit-for-
tat struggle to expose the growing fascism in
Ireland as a paper tiger , right into the courts
and jails .
