The article said: "While chatter­
ing continuously about 'peace' nnd 
'detente,' the United States and tlw 
Soviet Union go on increas ing their 
nuclenr arms stocks and refuse to 
make any commitment not to be the 
fir·st to use the atomic bomb." ''Facts 
have demonstrated the hypocrisy of 
the propaganda of 'peace' and 'de­
tente.'
