It is also essential to the solution of 
the watan question. Therefore , it is on 
the basis of the principle of equal rights 
that we can point clearly to national and 
sex oppression as the focus of the Bakke 
attack of the bourgeoisie; it is on the 
basis of the principle of equal rights 
that we can show systematic national 
and sex oppression in all aspects of soc­
ial life and connect it with 1the worl~ 
wide struggle of oppressed nations and 
peoples against irrperialism; and it i s

The US 
government also agreed in the 
joint Shanghai communique between 
the us and China in 1972 that nor­
malization should take place. 
\'That is the barrier then to the 
normalization of US-China rela­
tions? 

The barrier is US policy toward 
Taiwan . In the Shanghai communi­
que the Chinese stated: "The Tai­
wan question i~ the crucial 
question obstructing normalization 
of relations between China and the 
US" (our emphasis). Normalization, 
the Chinese insist, requires: 

1 . Withdrawing all US military 
forces and installa tions from 
Taiwan, 

2. Breaking the 1954 ·Mutual 
Defense Treaty with the puppet 
clique holding power on Taiwan , 

3 . Breaking diplomatic rela­
tions of every kind with the 
puppet clique . 

TAIWAN IS A PART OF CHINA 

Both the US and China agree 
that Taiwan is a part of China. 
The Shanghai Communique specifi­
cally states that. Histoiically , 
the island was populated primarily 
by people who moved from the main­
land Fukien province. As a result 
since ancient times it has been a 
recognized part of China's terri­
tory . The dialect spoken on the 
island, for example , is mainland 
Fukienese . 

In 1894, Japa n o c cupied Taiwan 
in its drive to become a colonial 
power in Asia, but at the end of 
World War II, a joint declaration 
of allied powe-r s recognized that 
Taiwan had been "stolen from the -
Chi nese . " As a result it was 
restored to China as part of Chi­
nese territory . With the libera­
tion of China in 1949, Chiang Kai­
shek 's Kuomintang f orces fled to 
the island in an e ffort to bo rrow 
a bit of time befor e an inevitable 

doom, but even at this point the 
US acknowledged that there was 
only one China and Taiwan was a 
part of it. 

The Korean War, however brought 
a fundamental change in US policy 
towards China. The US Seventh 
Fleet moved into the strait separa­
ting Taiwan from the mainland and 
US military forces occupied Taiwan. 
In order to cling t o a foothold 
for aggression and subversion in 
China, the US propped up the anti­
popular Chiang Kai-shek clique 
and treated the nationalist gov­
ernment as the legitimate repre-

. sentative of the Chinese people. 
In 1954, t h e US government ent er­
e d into a _Mutual Defense Treaty 
with the Kuomintang government 
pledging that "ei t her" party 
would assist the other in event 
of an attack against the territor y 
of the other. The US promised t o 
defend Taiwan and t he Penghu is­
lands from attack. In practice , 
this meant that the US was apply­
ing the "two China policy" 
that it maintains to this day . 

In short , the Seventh fleet, 
troops, military aid, diplomati c 
recogn i tion, and a treaty guaran­
teeing US interve n tion, promoted 
the stability of ·a corrupt r e gime 
without a base or following 
among the people of mainlan9 China 
or of Taiwan. 

The war of the Chinese people, 
led by the Communist Party of 
Ch na against tn~ comprador retlcta l 
warlord regime of Chiang Kai - s he k , 
wa~ an internal war, a c l a s s war 
in which the US had no right to 
intervene. Its support for defeat­
ed nationalist forces on Taiwan 
was fr om the start an interference 
wi th t he internal affairs of t he 
Chinese people and an attack on 
China 's sovereignty and territor­
ial integrity.It is this encroach­
ment on Chinese s ove reignty which 
must be cured befor e there can be 
any normalization o f ,relations be­
tween the two countries. 

THE US MUST REMOVE ALL TROOPS 
FROM TAIWAN 

The internal affairs of no 
country can be free fr~m foreign 
interference while foreign troops 

forcibly occupy its soil.. 2, 800 
US troops remain on Taiwan today 
engaged in highly secret communi­
cations monitoring and in main­
taining two airforce bases . They 
are integrated i nto the headquart­
ers of the Taiwan defense command 
and are responsible for countless 
acts of subversion and aggression . 
As a result of US military expen­
ditures over the years , Taiwan has 
an armed force of over 600,000 
troops and is the world's sixth 
larges t military power. 

In the Shpnghai Communique 
of 1972, the US pledged that 
it sought "the ultimate ob jective 
of the withdrawal of all US forces 
and military installations from 
Taiwan" and that it would "per­
manently reduce its forces and 
military installations . " 

Has there been progress along 
these l ines? 

The r e has no t . 
In June , 1975, the US withdrew 

a small number of troops and it 
has al s o withdrawn a few F5-E 
fighter planes. But more than 
offsett ing this, since 1973 arms 
sales to Taiwan (b ased on 
loans and cred i t s) have dou­
bled- -from $45 . 2 million t o $8 0 
million . In a ddition, Northrop 
corporation has been authorized to 
build 100 F5-E jet fighters on 
Taiwan by this year--and a $200 
million credit has been arranged 
to make this possible. 

This imme se milltary mac in~ 
is pretty clearly directed no t 
only against the mainland, but 
also against the people of Taiwan 
who have been subjected to martial 
law since 1949. Withdrawal o f . all 
US forces and military aid, di r ect 
or indirect, is a just and legiti­
ma te precondition f or t he normali­
zation of US-China relations. 

BREAK THE MUTUAL DEFENSE TREATY 

Because the Chiang clique had 
long since c e a se d ·to go vern 

- Ch ina , t hi s treat y , s igned in _ 
1954, was called "null and void" 
by Chou En ~ai at t he t ime it wa s 
signed. . US imperialism has no 
power to make a defense treaty 
with the l osing side in a civil

Th.is article contl.ntes our series stu­

dying the CHINA PIDPLE ' S OZU:LY polemic 
defending Chairman Mao's theocy of the 
three worlds. 'Ihe polemic, CHAIRW.N 
MAO'S 'lllIDRY OF 'IBE DIFFEREm'IATION OF 
'IBE THREE I\ORLOO IS A MI\JOR COITTRIBlJrION 
'IO MI\RXISM-LENlNISM, appeared in PEKING 
REVIEW, #45 , Noverrber 4, 1977, and is 
also published in a panphlet available 
from the Workers Congress (M-L) for 50¢. 

In the last issue we identified the 
main features of revolutionary strategy -­
the 1113.in €neI!¥, the main force of revolu­
tionary struggle, the middle forces and 
the direction of the main blc:M. Based 
on the conclusions of the theocy of 

· three worlds, we took up the first b.o 
features: US irrperiaJ.ism and Soviet 
social irrpenahsm are together the 
main €neI!¥ of international class struggle 
and the peoples and countries of the 
third world are the main force. 

In the following article we study the 
questl.oo of the middle forces and the

K&W Battery , a s ubsidiary of 
Westingho use l o c a ted outs ide 
Chi cago , has recently become t he 
focus of a major health and safety 
struggle. In the past year and 
a ha l f , almost 50 K&W workers 
(out of a workforce of 200) have 
been treated for chronic lead 
poisoning. Within this time 
neither the company , OSlIA, nor the 
steel union leadership have done 
anything effective to reduce the 
toxic levels of lead found at the 
plant. 

K&W is one of the largest in­
dustrial battery making plants in 
the country. These batteries, 2 
of which fill a large room, are 
made with tremendous amounts of 
lead, which is now smelted direct­
ly at K&W. The overwhelming ma­
jority of worke rs are national 
minorities. Cons istent with the 
national oppression that these 
workers experience in other indus­
tries, like the coke ovens in steel, 
they are placed in the hardest and 
most dan gerous j obs which include 
smelting, melti ng and pasting of 
the lead into the batteries. A 
concrete result of this national 
oppression is shown by the fact 
that 25 % of the workers at K&W 
have been treated for lead 
poisoning. 

For years, several of the older 
K&W workers had complained of the 
symptoms of chro~ic lead poison­
ing: fatigue, irritability, 
weakness, i nsomnia, ·oint ain, 

etc . When _ the company ~octor 
would do a blood t e s t, he would 
only te ll t he worker he, was OK o r 
give him pills to keep Lhe b lood 
levels below a dangerous level. 
But nothing would be done to rid 
the body of its increasing l e ad 
burden which leads to permanent 
damage to kidneys and the nervous 
system. 

It was not until July 1976 on a 
routine visit to Cook County 
Hospital that a doctor asked a K&W 
worker if anything else was wrong 
with him besides a cold. He men­
tioned some of the symptoms of 
chronic lead poisoning, and the 
doctor, conscious of general 
health and safety conditions, 
drew a blood leve l . It came back 
high and he was admitted for five 
days of therapy to remove the 
lead from his bloods tream. Since 
then , almost 50 workers have come 
to County for similar treatment . 

What Cook County doctors have 
f ound is that most of these work­
ers have had to return on the 
ave rage of 3 times for re-treat­
ment even though none of them re­
turned to work . In other words, 
the lead had accumulated in their 
bodies over the years, probably 
i n the bones, and it would take 
many years, in some cases the rest 
of their lives, to get it out. The 
K&W workers were told by the doc­
tors at County that none . of them 
could return to work safely until 
the source of their exposure had 
been cleaned up. 

The more militant workers organ· 
ized a n d went to their union , the 
United Steelworkers of America 
(USWA) for he l p. The union re­
fused to act, so most individually 
got t heir own lawyers and began to 
file compensation claims with the 
State of Illinoi s Compensati on 
Board . 

RESPONSE OF WESTINGHOUSE 

By late spring of 1977 when 
over 40 workers had been treated 
at Cook County Hospital (CCH) and 
were out of the plant, Westing­
house began to counterattack. An 
i nternational vice-president from 
Pittsburg phoned the hospital's 
Governing Commission, and told 
t hem that CCH was "overtreating" 
the workers and to call off the 
testing and treatment. After 
the Governing Commission refused , 
Wes tinghouse cut off the disabili­
ty of almost all the workers going 
to CCH. At the same time, Westing· 
house hired some of their own 
scientists and doctors to "prove" 
that CCH was wrong. 

OSHA COMES TO THE RESCUE? 

In our article "Deteriorating 
Health and Safety" (THE COMMUNIST 
Vol.III , no.15) we showed that 
OSHA is a bourgeois reform whose 
main purpose is "to act as a 
lightening rod to draw fire away

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PROTECTIONIST 
MOVE BY 
EO·ROPEAN STEEL 

In the last issue of THE 
COMMUNIST, we analyzed the recent 
US protectionist campaign waged in 
steel through the government's 
proposed "reference price system." 
We pointed out how this move in­
dicated a particular sharpening of 
the trade conflict between the US 
and Japan, as well as a general 
deepening of the international 
crisis of capitalism. Now following 
the pattern of US protectionism, 
the European Economic Community 
(EEC) has also come up with its own 
version 9f a reference price plan 
aimed at "curtailing the cheap 
steel imports that have been under­
cutting EEC products by as much as 
40%." paralleling the situation 
in the US, the EEC has been under 
pressure from steel industries and 
their labor lieutenants in the 
trade union movement to restrict 
foreign steel imports which are 
scapegoated as the source of the 
crisis faced by the steel industry. 

Beginning this month, the EEC 
will tax all steel that comes in 
below present trigger prices. The 
protectionist measures are de­
signed to "boost Common Market 
steel prices by 15% in 1978 and. to 
nudge upward the profits of Eur- · 
opean steel producers". In 

· addition, Britain established 
restrictions on Soviet steel im­
ports which have jumped from 
16,0QO tons to 100,000 tons in 
the past year. Eur~pean countries 

, outside the EEC in the European 
Free Trade Association say similar 
protectionist measures could be 
discussed at their member meeting 
this month in Brussels. Sweden 
has already established similar 
restrictions. 

While US monopoly capital likes 
to portray itself as the "inj_ured 
party" in world trade, the fact of 
the matter is that the countries 
of Western Europe are also deeply 
enmeshed in the current crisi~. 
Virtually the whole European steel 
industry is in its third loss 
year in a row. Plants are opera­
ting at an avera9e of 62% capacity. 
And in the pastaecade foreign 
imports in steel have jumpe d .from 
an 8% to an 11% share of the Eur­
opean market. (During the same 
period, foreign steel imports in 
the US rose only slightly from 
14.6% to 14.9%.) As a result 
European monopoly capital has 
stepped up its efforts to place 
the burden of the crisis on the 
backs of working people. 100,000 
of the 737,000 workers now 
employed in the Common Market 
Steel Industry will be cut back 
through early retirement plans, 
mandatory part time , and at tr i ti.on. 
The largest blast furnace in Eur­
ope, the Usinor-Thionville, has 
recently ·shut down idling over 
1,600 workers. 

As the crisis of capi·talism 
deepens worldwide, capitalist coun· 
trie s are forced to abandon the 
more preferred liberal world 
trade policy in favor of gre.ater 
protectionist moves ostensibly 

4 aimed at solving the domestic 
crisis. As we pointed out in an 
earlier article, "Steel Imports 
Hoax", (THE COMMUNIST, Vol.IV,no.2 ) 
crisis "means sharper and more 
intense competition by the indus­
try of each country and by each 
individual capitalist concern to 
secure its position. This com­
petition is a source of trade 
restrictions, trade wars and 
ultimately, imperialist wars". The 
latest round of protectionist 
moves by the US and the countries 
of the European Community show a 
sharpening of the factors leading 
to full scale trade wars and show 
tlte heightened contention between 
the US and those 5econd World 
countries formerly in the US im­
perialist camp.

war. The trea t y , which stands 
today, pledges US aid to the 
Kuomintang clique if Taiwan or 
the Penghu isliinds are attacked. 

It would not be in the inter- . 
ests of the US people to be drag­
ged into war on behalf of these 
petty tyrants, and there is· no 
doubt that the US people would 
not willingly permit US troops 
to be c1sed in any such war. This 
too is a just and legitimate pre­
condition for the normalization 
of relations. But no steps have, 
been taken to annul this treaty._ 

END DIPLOMATIC RECOGNITION OF THE 
CHIANG CLIQUE 

No major nation in the world 
today carries on diplomatic .rela­
tions with the Kuomintang govern­
ment on Taiwan. Neither militar­
ily nor diplomatically could this 
clique survive without us support. 
It has no claim to legitimacy 
other than as a puppet of US imp­
erialism, and no claim whatsoever 
t o independent sovereignty. 

What steps have been taken by 
the US to derecognize the nation­
alist government in order to pre­
pare the way for normalization? 

No steps have been taken . 
Instead, since Nixon's first 

visit to China in 1972, the US 
has allowed the nationalist 
clique to set up five new consu­
lates in Atlanta, Portland, Kansas 
City, Guam and American Samoa. 
To what purpose have these 
offices been established if the 

last summer, the only step pro­
posed regarding normalization was 
a step backward. 

WHY WAS VANCE'S TRIP A SETBACK? 

Vance . called his discussions 
with the Chine~e progress and 
concluded that the Chinese were 
flexible on the Taiwan question 
and had changed their position 
somewhat. , 

This was fabrication and the 
Chinese quickly responded that 
there had been neither progress 
nor flexibility.Vance suggested 
a US condition for normalization-­
that settlement of the Taiwan 
issue be peaceful. The Chinese 
have always made absolutely clear 
that how and when Taiwan is liber­
ated is a matter for the Chinese 
people to decide and there can · 
be no foreign interference whatso­
ever. The US can impose no condi­
tions. 

It is no accident that Chiang 
Kai-shek wound up collecting his 
defeated forces on Taiwan. On 
Feb~uary 28, 1947, there was an 
island wide revolt against the 
brutality and corruption of the 
Kuomintang authorities. Several 
towns were liberated. Chiang 
had to withdraw 50,000 troops 
from the mainland to suppress the 
revolt. This weakened his forces 
on the mainland and directly con­
tributed as a result to the ad­
vance of the people's liberation 
army. US government intends to recognize .__ __________________ ...J 

the rightful _government of the 
Chinese people · in Peking? 

In fact, since Nixon's visit, 
trade with Taiwan has increased 
from $1.5 billion to $3.7 billion, 
which is a measure of the stepped 
up contacts with Taiwan. Many US 
corporations, such as Zenith, 
which laid off 5,000 workers in 
Chicago last fall,have closed US 
plants in order to open facili­
ties in Taiwan, taking advantage 
of brutal conditions of labor and 
exploitation. Taiwan has also 
been given aid to build nuclear 
power plants and several US com­
panies are exploring for oil in 
the Taiwan straits. 

In fact, when the Carter ad­
ministration sent Vance to China

. Vance also proposed that the 
present relationship of embassies 
with the Chiang clique and liason 
offices with the People's Republic 
be reversed -- he suggested embas­
sies with the People's Republic 
and liason offices with the Chiang 
clique.

o f "normal diplomatic rela tions" 
would there be if t hey we r e p ur­
chased at the e xpense of f ull 
national sovereignty? Prior to 
+iberation China suffe red long 
and bitter experience with quali­
fications and conditions placed on 
national. sovereignty by the imper­
ialist powers through counsular 
jurisdiction, unequal treaties, 
and so forth. No such deals will 
be imposed on People's China 
today even by a superpower cloak­
ing its interference under the 
deceptive and hypocritic~l plea 
of a "peaceful settlement". us 
imperial.ism's evasions on the 
question of Taiwan run counter 
to the cur rent of history. 

Taiwan is the main obstacle to 
normal relations between China 
and the US. The basis for solving 
the Taiwan question rests on 
three conditions: · 

1. Remove US troops and mili­
tary istallations 

2. Annul the Mutual Defense 
Treaty 

3. Derecognize the Kuomintang 
clique. 
These are just and legitimate 
demands that can be supported 
by very broad -seqtors · of the US 
people. From the beqinning the 
China policy of US imperialism 
has attempted to isolate the 
People's Republic in world affairs . 
Nearly 30 years of that policy 
have left the US thoroughly iso­
lated with the prestige of China 
growing daily.
