Peking, December 31, 1971 (iisinhua)--
Following is the full text of the 1971

lew Year's Day editorial by the "People's
Laily," the "ded I"ag," and the "Liberation
Army Daily" entitled "Unite to win S5till
greater victories":

NMineteen seventyone was a year of
victory. ifarching forward courageously
along Chairman rao's proletarian revo-
lutionary line, the people of all nation-
alities in China confidently step into
1571, a year of militancy.

Yhen the world entered the 1970's,
Chairman Mao pointed out in his statement
of May 20, 1970: "“IHk DANGER OF A diEW
JCRLD WAR STILL ZXISTS, A#D Tils PECPLE
OF ALL COUNTRIES MUST GULT PRISPARED. 3BU
REVCLJITICL IS 'Ths MALW TRIMD 1i Tilli WORLD
TCDAY." Developnents in the international
situation in the past year have further
confirmed this scientific =zthesis.

The world has been in a state of ¢
great upheaval in the past year. The
basic contradictions in the contemporary
“ygid have sharpened. In particular, the
contradictions between U.S. imperialism
and Soviet revisionism on the one hand
and the people of the world including the
American and Soviet people on the other,
and the contradictions between the two
superpowers in their scramble for world
hegemony and spheres‘of influence have

become even more acute and widespread.,
Ageression, subversion, control, inter-
ference and bullying by imperiallsm and
social-inperialism have aroused the people
of Asia, Africa, iatin America and the
rest of the world to rise against then,
local wars between aggression and resist-
ance to aggression and between revolution
and counter~revolution have never

ceased. The imperialist camp is split.
The revisionist bloc is falling apart.

The reactionaries of various countries

are sitting on thorns. Various political
forces are in the process of further
division and reorganization., The cha-
racteristic feature of the world situation
can be summed up in one word, "upheaval,"
or global upheaval., In this situation,
the political consciousness of the prolet-
arlat and people of various countries

has rapidly risen, “arxist-Lleninist
parties and organizations have been
tempered in the course of struggle, and
the revolutionary movements of the op-
pressed nations and people have deepened,
Irom the strategic rear areas of imperial-
ism to the "heartland" of capitalism,
revolutionary struggles are surging for-
ward, Countries want independence,
nations want liberation and the people
want revolution--this great historical
tide is pounding the decadent rule of
imperialism and all reaction.

Never before did U.5, imperdalism
find itself in such a plight, 1ts
counter-revolutionary global strategy. has
suffered one defeat after another. 1ts
powers of aggression have been enormously
weakened by the magnificent victories of
the people of Viet iam, laos and Cambodia
in their war against U.5. aggression and
for national salvation, by the growth of
the struggle of the Palegtiaiam and other




Aradb peoples amainst U.s.-lsraeli ag-
gression, by the rise of the revolutionary
mass movenent of the American people and by
the upsurge of the world peovle's struggle
against U.5. imperialisn,
in the balance of forces between the

Jnited States on the one hand and Japan

and the West suropean and other capitalist
countries on the other has intensified
their fight to shift their crises onto each
other and their scramble for markets and
sources of raw material, And the United
States is faced with its toushest challenge
in the 26 post-war years. All this has ag-
rravated the political, economic and social
crisis in the uUnited States,

#0llewing in the footsteps of U.5.
imperialism, Soviet revisionist social-
imperialism is grabbing out everywhere
under all sorts of covers, Uhile op-
pressing the people of different national-
ities in the Soviet Union itself, the
lrezhnev reneszade clique is doing its ut-
most to control and cxploit the people of
the other countrics in its "community" and
working feverishly to expand its spheres of
influence all over the world., Thus it is
putting more and more nooses round its own
neck, In the past year, Soviet revisionisn
has colluded with U.S, inperialism in
nuclear deals, signed the agreement on Yest
Berlin selling out the sovereignty of the
German Denmocratic Republic, conducted sub-
version in many countries, threatened the
Balkans, undermined the armed struggle of
the ralestinian and other Arab veoples
arainst the U.S.-Lsraell a;pressors and,
above all,& shamelessly and flagrantly
supported the Indian reactionaries' armed
aggression arainst akistan. All this has
further exposed its social-imperialist
features before the people of the world,
subjected it to their fierce denunciation
and landed it in a more and nore isolated
position,

Gone are the days when representatives of
the two superpowers could decide the
destinies of other countries at will by
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sitting doun together and making deals
behind their backs. Lore and more
nedium and small countries are joining
forces to oppose the hegemony and power
polities of the two superpowers;
countries of the third world are in-
creasingly playing a positive role in
international affairs; and all the
cauntries and people suffering from
ageression, subversion, control, in-
terference and bullying by the two
superpovers are forming a broad united
front, This is an important trend in
international relations today. At the 26th
session of the U,H. General Assembly,
U.5. government obstruction was broken
through and the resolution was adopted
by an overwhelning majority. restoring
China's lawful rights in the United
iatlons and irmediately expelling the
revresentatives of the Chiang Kal-shek
clique from that world body and all
its related organizations; and, against
the will of Soviet social-imperialism,
the resolution calling upon India and
Pakistan to cease fire and withdraw
their armed forces was adopted with an
overwhelming majority of 104 votes,
l.ever before had there been a situation
in which mediun and small countries
were able to play such an inspiring
role in the uUnited iations through their
Joint efforts, the voice of justice
was able to prevail to such an extent,
and the two superpowers, the United
States and the Soviet Union, were so
isolated., The changes in the United
llations are a vivid reflection of the
excellent international situation,

But imperialism, social-imperialism
and the reactionaries of various countries
are not reconciled to their defeat; they
are bound to struggle desperately and
continue to make trouble. The events of
the past year have again vividly proved
that the harder things go for them, the
more frenziedly do they want to carry out
aggression, interference and subversion,
and even unscrupulously to provoke ney
wars of aggression. ‘hereiore, the people
of various countries must maintain'high
vigilance, constantly sum up their ex-
perience, reinforce their unity, build up
thelr strength and persist in struggle -



so as to win new victories.

Inplementing Chairman liao's revolution-
ary line and policies in foreign affirs, the
Chinese people achieved inportant successes
in the past year. Together with the people
of other countries, we have carried out
resolute strugples against imperialism,
expansionism, colonialism and neo-colonial-
ism, and against the hegemony and power
politics of the two superpowers, Cur
revolutionary friendship with fraternal
socialist countries has continued to grow,
and we have marched shoulder to shoulder
with the Albanian rarty of iabour and all
senuine arxist-Leninist parties and or-
panizations in the world in the struggle
against nodern revisionism with the Soviet
revisionist rencpade clique at its centre.
Gur militant unity with the people of
Viet llam, Laos and Cambodia in the struggle
against U.S5, imperialist azpression has
grown stronger; we have acted in close
coordination with the people of :orea,
Japan and other Asian countries in the strug-
gle against U.S. imperiallsn and Japanese
nilitarism; and we and the Arab, African
and Iatin American peoples have supported
one another in the anti-imperialist strug-
gle; In the past year, our friendly
contacts with the people of various
countries have developed continually, our
cooveration with many friendly countries
has advanced, we have cstablished diplomatic
relations with 15 more countries, andk,
in particular, our lawful rights in the
United :ations have been restored; the
growing influence of our socialist nother-
land in the world has thus been fully
demonstrated. All this inspires us with
immense confidence to work hard and continue
to implement Chairman .mo's xrevolutionaxry
line and policies in foreipn affalrs,

The past year has been a year of preat
victory in CARRYL:G OUD ZDUCATIOL 12
IDEOLOGY ASD POLITICAL Lli:g throughout the
party and among the pcople of the whole
country. Adhering to Chalrman Jao's
teachings, the whole Party, through reading
and studying, opposing arrogance and doing

In accord-
ance with Chairman Mao's line on army
building, the Chinese People's Liberation
Army should strengthen army building
and energetically grasp military and
political training so as to raise its
political and military gualities higher.
It is necessary to strengthen militia
building. It is necessary to SUPPORT
THE ARMY AND CHERISH THE PEOPLE, SUPPORT
THE GOVERNMENT AND CHERISH THE PEOPLE,
and thus strengthen army-government and
army-civilian unity. It is necessary
to deal resolute blows at the disruptive
activities of the counter-revilutionaries.
