People's
struggles to acheive national liberation and safeguard national independence are
deepening and surging higher in Indochina and the Middle East, and throughout Asia
Africa and Latin America. 1t has become the compon demand of the people of various
countries to oppose the power politics and hegemany of the superpowers. ilore and -
wore countries in the first as well as the second intermediate zones are joining
forces in different forms and on a varying scale to ongage in struggles against one
or two superpowers. The third world is playing an incrcasingly important role in
international affairs. Even some countries .under fairly tight control of Sovict -re- -
visionism or U.S. imperialism are striving to free themsclves from their dictate.
Egypt's announcement of the’sending aaway of Soviet military experts and.part of -

the Soviet officers and men, the enlargement of the Mcst European Common flarkect, the
formation of the 17-nation free trade zone, and the new dinlomatic moves of Japan and
some other countries - all this shows that international relations are undergoing
new readjustments and changes. ; :

During the past year;‘China"has'continued'toxcarry,put,Chairman Mao's revolution-
ary line in forecign affairs in an all-round vay. We have further developed our rela-
tions of fricndship, mutual assistance and cooperation with the other socialist. coun-
tries. We have firmly supported the people of Viet iam, Laos and Cambodia in their
struggle against U.S. aggression and for national salvation, and supported the people
of other fisian, African and Latin American countrics in their Just strugales to ach-
eive and safeguard nationpal independence and defend state sovereignty. e insist on
peaceful coexistence with countries having different social systems on the basis of
the Five Principles and strive for the relaxation of international tension. This is
what e have done towards Nsian, African and Latin American .countries as well as
towards countries in ‘the sccond intermediate zone. Even if a country previously adop-
ted a policy hostile to China, we would hold talks with it for the improvement of re-
lations between the two countries when it indicates its readiness to change that
policy. He uphicld our principle and, at the same time, adont a flexible: attitude
which is permissible and nccessary for carrying out our principle. Our foreign poli-
Cy nas won ever wider sympathy and supnort in the world. Qur friendly exchanges
with other peoples-have increasad. We nave finally recained our legitimate rights
in the United iations after being deprived of them for more than twenty years, and
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the Chiang Kai-shek clique has been driven out of this world body. Twanty more
countries nave established or restored dinlomatic relations with China in the
past year. Heads of state and gcvernment, foreign ministers and government dele-
gations from many countries have visited our country. After relations between
China and the United States had been suspended for more than twenty years, U.S.
President Richard Mixon visited China last February, and the leaders of the two
countries held earnest, frank and beneficial talks on Sino-U.S. relations and
world affairs. The gate to friendly contacts between the people of the two coun-
tries is now open. Japanese Prime {linister Kakuei Tanaka has just visited China
on invitation, and the leaders of the two countries held friendly talks and
reacned agreement on the important question of normalization of Sino-Japanese
relations. The termination of the state of war and the establishment of diplo-
matic relations between China and Japan have fulfilled a long-time desire of the
Chinese and Japanese people and opened a new page in the relations between the
two countries. This will exert a positive influence on the relaxation of tension
in Asia and the safeguard1nj of world peace. As a result of the great acheive-
ments of Chairman ifao's line on foreign affairs, the policy of those who dreamed.
of isolating China has gone bankrupt and the still extant counter-revoluticnary
schemes to encircle China are falling apart

The world ‘today is far from peaceful. imperia1ism is still waging a bloody
war in Vietilam and the rest of Indochina. It has not yot withdrawn all its aggres-
sor troops'and those of its vassals from there, -but instead has been recinforcing
its naval and air forces engaged in the bombing and blockading of Viet Nam. The
situation remains tense in the South Asia Sub-continent, the iliddle East and other
areas as a resultof contention between Soviet revisionism and U.S. imperialism.
Though the two superpowers, the Soviet Union and the United States, have conduc-
ted negotiations and concluded certain agrececmants, their suncrficial compromise
and case-off only serve to prepare for a new fight. The Soviet Union and the U-
nited States signed in lioscow an agreement on the so-called limitation of stra-
tegic offensive arms, but before the ink was dry one stepped up the testing and
manufacturing of new nuclcar weapons -and the otner increased its military expendi-
tures enormously. Thus they entered a new stage of nuclear arms race. Wnile main-
taining a no-war-no-peace situation in the Hiddle East, they have stepped up open
and covert struggles to increase their control over frab countries and suppress
the Palestinian revolutionary movement. Soviet revisionism has exerted itself to
play up the so-called European security question only to pin-point Europe as the
main area of its contention with U.S. imperialism.

In the course of this contention, the Soviet ‘revisionist renegade clique has
further revealed its true colours of social-imperialism. With a growing .appetite,
it is reaching out its hands everyvwhere. It is even more deceitful than old-line
imperialist countries, and thercfore more dangerous. Social-imperialism is, as
Lenin pointed out, " SOCI\LISH IJ JORDS, INPERIALISIY IN DEEDS, THE GROWTH OF
OPPORTUNISIT INTO IIPERIHLIS]" Hhile obv1ous1y oursuing a policy of military ex-
pansion, Soviet revisionist social-imperialism clamours for "peace" and "security".
While 0bv10us]y push1ﬁg neo- co10n1a11sm in a big way in fsia, Africa and Latin
America, it advertises "support to the national liberation movoment". Hhile ob-
viously stepping up its arms expansion and war preparations, it raiscs a hue -
and cry about "disarmament". At the current U.N. General fissembly Session, Soviet
revisionism has ta]ked glibly about so-called "permanent prohibition of the use of
nuclear weapons", just sc much humbug with wh1cn it intends to avoid comﬂ.tt1ng
itself te the comp]ete prohibition and thorough destruction of nucleaf ‘weapons
and to maintain its nuclear monopoly. But shaﬂ is sham. It may decaive some people
for some time, but not forever. Soviet revisionism is still being condemned for
Jts military occupation of Czechoslovakia; by instigating India to launch a war
of aggression against Pakistan, it once again revealed its expansionist ambitions;
its schemes to control the Nrab countries have been further exposed; its subversive
activities in many countries have been frustrated one after another. These ugly
facts have helped reople to see things much more clearly. The aggression and ex-
pansion by Soviet revisionism has not only evokad stronger and stronger onposi-
tion from the people of various countries, but also aggravated its domestic crises,
thus placing it in an incrcasingly difficult position both at home and abroad.
