Buffalo Student Mo .ement Conference.

An entirely"new type" of conference has
taken place in Buffalo. A conference in
the style of the Great Proletarian Cul-
tural Revolution, in the style of the In-
ternationalists) a conference entirely
consistent with all that 1s new, vigor-
ous and developing in our country; a con-
ference entirely consistent with the rev-
olutionary aspirations of the American
proletariat - the recent Buffaleo Student
Movement Conference "UPHOLD THE REVOLU=-
TIONARY ASPIRATIONS OF THE AMERICAN PRO-
LETARTAT" was definitely a conference of
this type: It was neither a revisionist
conference to promote reformism and so-
cial fascist ideology or an "ultra-left"
conference divorced from the masses, but
a proletarian revolutionary and mass dem-
ocratic conference held in the midst of
the masses and carried out in the spirit
of uncompromising class struggle against
all bourgeois trends. It was truly a €OGN-
FERENCE OF THE NEW and a CONFERENCE COF
UNITY.

+ From the first day of the conference the
proletarian revolutionaries met for the
sole purpose of summing up their experi-
ence in BUILDING THE PARTY and AROUSING
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definite guidelines for troadening and
deepening their work( The repotrt from

the representative of the American Commus
nist Workers' Movement which called on
the comrades to begin to carry out mass-
ive external consolidation of the move-
ment, to establish MA$S DEMOCRACY among
the people and to striVe hard t¢ partici=-
rate in building the Centralized Organs
of thePARTY and which summed up, in de-
tail} the politicél situation locally and
the methods used in bullding the PARTY
was unanimously accepted and immediately
put into practice; The Central Unit of the
Buffalo Studeht Movement was elected and
the program of the BSM, unit of American
Student Movement, under the leadership of
ACWM (M-L) was apmroved, The Central Unit
immediately met and elected its public

for reform,” Trying to subvert the revo-
lutionary form of the conference these

1d lers raised all sorts of objectlons
and questions out of thin air in order to
oppose the proletarian revolutionaries
from summing up actual experience and ap-
plying the lessons learned to concretely
further the anti-fascist revolution of
the American working class and people,

To these "worthies" the fact of the Am-
erican working class and people uniting
to overthrow fascism is a matter of dis-
cussion, definition and personal taste =
they prefer to engage in sterile discus-
sion on socalled “"material conditions"

or "political economy" than to integrate
with actual revolutionary practice of our
people, The revolutionaries united as one
to smash this revisionist line of organ-
1zing to "understand the world" ard up-
held the proletarian line of "organizing
to change the world,"

For the next three days the revolution-
aries took the llne of the conference
deep among the student masses at SUNYAB
and Buffalo State, thus beginning the

After a GRAND RALLY on Friday night,

50 comrades and friends of the Buffalo

In a spirit of revolutionary optimism,

AFRO-ASIAN SOLIDARITY FORUM (SEATTLE)like in Indo~China,

held a rally on April 24th at - the Uni-
versity of Washington to HAIL THE SECOND
ANNIVERSARY OF THE JOINT STATEMENT OF THE
SUMMIT CONFERENCE OF THE THREE INDO-CHI-
NESE PROPLES and DENOUNCE US IMPERIALISM
FOR ITS GENOCIDAL WAR IN INDO-CHINA AND
RECENT ESCALATIONS OF THE WAI!

This was the second meeting organized
at the campus by Afro-Asian, publicity
was actively disseminated, and over 25
progressive people attended,

A student from Eritrea was the first
speaker, She stated that: Over the past
15 years, American imperialism has tried
to turn the countries of Indo-China into
military camps and into anew type of col-
ony so as to exploit and repress the peo~
ples of Indo=China, The US aggressors
have used Indo-China as a testing ground
for all their warfare machines and also
to wipe out the national liberation move=-
ments in Indo-China and all over the world.

US imperialists have launched the most
barbaric war of aggression on the Vietna-
mese people and provoked a treacherous
war agalnst the peoples of Cambodia and
the Iaotian people.

But; the US imperialists have encount-
ered defeat after defeat, for the heroic
resistance of the three Indo-Chinese peo=
Ples has been gaining momentum and achel-
ving victory after victory.

In response to the militant call issued
by the venerated President Ho Chi Minh,
the Vietnamese people fought in unity and
acheived great victories in their strug-
gle to liberate and defend their father-
land., The laotian people and the people
of Cambodia have also valiantly engaged
in a revolutionary people's war and have
repeatedly frustrated US provocation and
manoevres,

The struggles of the three Indo-Chbnese
peoples is the center point of the world'sg
national liberation movements and the fo=-
cus of all revolutionary and anti-imperi-
alist struggles being waged by the peoples
of the world,

US imperialism'’s new war adventure in
its recent escalation of the bombing in
Vietnam is a reflection of its weakness
and desparate struggle. And Nixon's coun=-
ter-revolutionary dual tactids of violence
and deception is already doomed to failure.
It is beset with difficulties both at home
and abroad, As the great leader Chairman
Mao said, "All reactionary forces on the
verge of extinction invariably conduct des -
sparate struggles, They are bound to re-
sort to military adventure and political
deception in all their forms in order to
save themselves from extinction,"

There are already 50 People's Wars of
National Liberation being waged through-
out the world., Some are at a higher level
Mozambique, Guinea
Bissau, Angola, and others are progressiv-
ely getting intense like in India, Eritrea,
South Africa, Rhodesia, and right here in
America the revolutionary spirit of the
people is rising.

The trend is clear, Countries want inde-
pendence, nations want liberation and the
people want revolution, And US imperialism
1s doomed to failure in all its counter-
revolutionary adventures,



This is surely a great occasion to hail
the heroic armed forces and people of

south Vietnam in their recent launching of -
vehement offensives in various battlefields
which greatly batter the US aggressors and
their lackeys. This has dealt a heavy blow
to Nixon's programme of "Vietnamizing the
war". ’

The US has audaciously claimed that its
reids on north Vietnam were in response to
the invasion of south Vietnam. This
line of argument is absurd and ridiculous.
For the Vietnamese nation is a wholeand the
Vietnamese brothers and sisiers from both
north and south have jointly combatted the
US aggressors and the mercenaries of south
Vietnam,

With this precise pretext of 50 called
response to north Vietnamese "invasion",
the US imperialists expanded the war to
north Vietnam and the whole of Indo-China,

Despite US imperialism's frantic provo-
cations, the Vietnamese, with their compa-
triots the Iaotian people and the people -
of Cambodia, shall surely be victorious.

On March 18, 1970, US imperialism engin-
eered a coup d'etat in Cambodiz agzinst the
Head of State Sihanouk and installed the
traitorous Lon Nol clique for the purpose
of camouflaging American imperialist inter-
vention and aggress.on in Indo-China. This
sabotage was greatly condemned by Sihanouk
and the people of Cambodia.

Immediately after on April 30, Nixon de-
clared the sending of US troops and south
Vietnamese mercenaries to make a massive
invasion of Cambodia. This war of aggres-
sion against the peoples of (Cambodia .
launched by Nixon's government and the ex-
ransion of its war in Indo~China were fran-
tic provocations against the three Indo-
Chinese peoples. But the heroic Indo-Chin-.
ese united together, daring to fight and
persevering in a protracted war, defied all
provocations and attempts made by the US
" to divide and subjugate the people. And
they shall certainly defeat the US paper
tigers and their running dogs,

In light of this new development in
I,do-China and the great history of frater-
nal relationship that exists among the
three Indo-Chinese peoples, a summit con-
ference 1initiated by the Head of State of
Cambodia, Samdech Sihanouk, was held on
April 24th 1970. The three peoples of Indo
Cyina were represented by four delegations:

from the Royal Government of lational Union .

under the leadership of the Hational United
Front of Kampuchesz, from the laotian Pa-
triotic front, the Central Committee of the
South Vietnam National Front for Liberation,
and the government of the Democratic Repub-
lic of Vietnam,

The Summit Conference tased on the ideas
of self-reliance and the Five Principles of
Peaceful Coexistence, was a militant call
to the three Imio-Chinese pecples to stre-
ngthen their solidarity, fight with heroism
and defy all hardships and sacrifices with
the firm determination to defeat US aggres-
Sors and thelr lackeys,

After rsading parts of the Joint Declar-
ation of the Summit Conference, the spea-
ker concluded the speech by saying that
the Summit Conference is a conference of
great historic significance. The confer-
ence fully expressed the common will and

firm determination of the three Indo-Chinese

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peoples for unity against imperialism,
The Indo-Chinese pecple have always held::

supporting the three peoples wars of na-i

tional  liberation.

Just as the the Vietnamese peoples

struggle against US imperialism has
grown stronger in a step by step manner,
so has the American people's opposition
to the US government's war of aggression,.

Seeing themselves as very isolated, the

- US imperialists are in a frenzy to main-

tain themselves and increasingly have/to
resort to fascist repression at home
(such as the Attica Prison Massacre) and

. Nazi-like invasions abroad (Cambodia in

1970 and laos in 1971) to try to stem the
tide of peoples revolutions., .

The Soviet social-imperialists as well
are raising a fascist banner to protect
their rule as evidenced by their invasion
of Czechoslovakia in 1968 and the encou-
ragement given to the Indian expansion-
ists in their attack on Pakistan-in 1971,
So in the world of today the imperialists
are definitely preparing for world war

and people are opposing these policies
with revolution. In the light of this
world situation, the counter-revolution-
ary nature of the "anti-war" misleader-
ship, the trotskyists and the peaceniks,
was explained,
Chairman Mao has correctly pointed out
that"Either revolution prevents war or
war gives rise to revolution".- The role
of the trotskyists who advocate "end the
war", "peace now" etc., is to confuse
peace. lar
in the interest of the impetialists is
unjust, while war in the interests of the
oppressed people of the world in opposit-
ion to imperialist domination and explois
tation 1is just, revolutionary, and pro-
gressive, Peace also ha s a class nature,
While it is true that. the large majority
of the world's people desire peace, and
only the imperialists need war to fur-
ther their exploitation of others, peace
can also be in the interests of the im-
perialists. To call for "peace" in Indo-"
China without supporting the three peo-
ples wars of national liberation as the
trotskyists do, is to oppose a genuine
peace. It would be in the interests of
the imperialists to have peace in SE Asia
before the peoples struggles kick them
out. This would help them to consolidate
their rule. A genuine peace can be estab-
lished in Indo-China only with the vic-
tory of the three Indo-Chinese peoples
and the complete defeat of US imperialism

The material conditions for the exist-

ence of war is imverialism and principal-
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ly US imperialism, Only by eliminating im-
perialism can a just peace be established.
This is true for the Indo-Chinese people
as well as for the American people.
