On October 7th, the 52nd day of his
starvation strike, with his health in
serious condition but with his revolut-
ionary spirits high, the fascists of
Hamilton forcibly removed Comrade
Robert A. Cruise, the leading spokes-
man of the Communist Party of Canada
(Marxist- Leninist) from Hamilton Gen-
eral Hospital and have taken him to
the Ontario Hospital in Hamilton to be-
gin proceedings to declarehim "crim-
inally insane". They have declared
that he is in for "psychiatric examin-
ation" as he is "trying to take his own
life' and "that may be illegal".

AFTER TWO MONTHS OF FASCIST
ATTACKS AGAINST PROGRESSIVE
PEOPLE AND THE LEADING SPOKES-
MAN OF THE COMMUNIST PARTY

AFTER CONSPIRING TO DELAY PRO-
CEEDINGS IN THE CASE THROUGH
"CONTEMPT'" CHARGES AND RUN-
NING AWAY ON "HOLIDAYS'", THESE

For these heroic acts comrade
Cruise was arrested, along  with his
close comrade Tom Bates, by a num=
ber of fully armed police .who allowed
