(Hamilton, October 11)

The leading spokesman for the Com-
munist Party of Canada (Marxist-Lenin-
istj, Robert A. Cruise took up the gun
on August 19th to defend Progressive
Books and Periodicals from the attacks
of fascist gangs organized by the bour-
geoisie of Hamilton, For this he andhis
close comrade, Tom Bates, were unjus-
tifiably arrested. They have to this date
not been brought to trial and Robert A.
Cruise has persisted in a hunger strike
for over 54 days in denounciationof hese
acts on the part of the Crown Prosecu-
tor and Judge Morrison.

On the weekend of October 9-11th an
upsurge in revolutionary activity in Ha-
milton in support of Bob Cruise has
greatly frightened the Canadian compra-
dors and it has revealed their true fas-
cist features. On October 9th a militant
picket appeared outside the Hamilton
Provincial Courthouse. The picketers
demarided the unconditional release of
Robert A. Cruise and denounced Judge
Morrison for his diabolical plot inpre-
venting the case from coming to trial,
knowing that the date set, December 1st,
would be 100 days after the beginning of
the hunger strike. "Soon theyl be
bringing him in on a stretcher", the
crown prosecutor declared as he indi-
cated it was of no concern to hi m wheth-
er Robert A. Cruise lived or died, The
picketers distributed large numbers of
PCDN, Special Issue, entitled ""Blood
Debts Will Be Paid in Bloed!". This
issue clearly exposed the plan of the
bourgeois authorities against the leading
spokesman of the party.

Greatly surprised and frightened at
this sudden demonstration, the Hamilton
reactionaries sent large numbers of po-
lice to intimidate the pickets. The pick-
ets.waged tit for tat struggle against the
police and patiently explained to the
broad masses the crimes being comit-
ted by the reactioparies in Hamilton.

On the morning of Saturday the 10th,
propaganda teams fanned out through
the city distributing large numbers of
PCDN, Special Issue, PCDN was also
used by the supporters of Robert A.
Cruise as posters. They were seen

plastered on the Provincial Court Build-
ing, on the Hamilton General Hospital
where Robert Cruise is kept and onthe
Barton Street Jail where Tom Bates is
unjustly serving time. The Hamilton
police began a campaign to stop the ex-
posure of the crimes of the bourgeoisie
and the dissemination of revolutionary
ideas to the people of Hamilton, Four
people were unjustifiably arrested that
morning.

At 2p, m, sharp, a militant demon-
stration quickly formed in front of the
Provincial Court, catching the lackey
police by surprise. PCDN reporter
sent the following report:

After many legal battles, many de-
monstrations and appeals, Quebec pat-
riots in the Front de Liberation du Que-
bec have decided to take matters into
their own hands and to liberate their 23
comrades being held in the colonialist
jails. On October 5th they seized the
British Trade Commissioner in Mon-
treal, James Cross, from his home in
Montreal and put forward a number of
demands for the release of the political

prisoners from Quebec jails. This
has severely shaken the Canadian com-
pradores and it indicates that a new
level of revolutionary struggle exists
in Canadian and Quebec politics.

Refusing to heed the just demands of
the Quebec patriots, the anglo-canad-
jan colonialists began a full scale re-
pression campaign, arbitrarily search-
ing homes and arresting individuals. Tt
was thought that this would terrorize
the people into submission. Replying
tit for tat, on October 10th one of the
most hated men in Quebec, Pierre La-
porte, a most servile flunkey of the US
imperialists and a bitter foe of the Que-
bec people, also a cabinet minister in
the portfolio of Manpower and Immigra-
tion, was seized at his home near St.

The "elected”
council, contrary to the popular sen-
timent, invited the Chairman of the-
Board of Ontario Hydro to the Six Na-
tion Grand River lands and stated that
negotiations were underway for the
government ""easement" onto their
land. The Chairmanof the Board ar-
rived quietly a few nights later for
discussion with his faithful ""elected"
council. The Confederacy Council
quickly mobilized 150 warriors, mar-
ched to the Council House and deman-
ded that the Chairman of the Board leave
their land immediately. The leading
bourgeois of Ontario Hydro arrogantly
stated: "Thavecome to negotiate with
the "elected" council. I do not wish
to speak with you."

The Confederacy Council spokes-
mansaid, "Youhave 5 minutes to leave
our land!" A warrior called out the
half minutes. When 5 minutes were
up, two warriors gathered up his pa-
pers and stuffed them into his brief-
case. Fourother warrjors eased the
gentleman from his chair and briskly
senthimon his way with a stern war-
ning that any effort to comstruct the
hydro line on their land would be met
with absolute resistance. Everyone
cheered loudly, The embarrassed
"elected" council sneaked away fear-
ful’ of the united strength of the Native
People.
