ly outside the store's premises by a large number of city police,
plainclothes detectives and RCMP hoodlums after they refused
to let the fascist police enter the bookstore and were arrested on
trumped-up charges of "assault" laidby a reactionary Dalhousie
law professor. The unjust arrests followed hard on the heels of

While the "'representatives of the people"" discussed
the situation on Parliament Hill, the imperialists and
their agents sent thousands of troops and police to try
to stomp out the nationalliberation struggle of the Que-
bec people. The last weeks have conclusively proved
to the broad masses that the rubber stamp parliament
is a fraud, the so-called courts and justice are a fraud,
bourgeois elections are a fraud, and that behind them
all is the desperate naked force of a class that is more
despiscd and isolated than ever.

Who is being fooled--""The FLQ is an isolaled band
of terrorists'-~since when were tens of thousands of
troops and police necessary to apprehend a "small
group of fanatics''? The ''problem" of Quebec has
already been solved by the Quebec people. This sol-
ution has been developed through hard struggle since
the British colonial armieslandedin1760. The ques-
tion was already settledin the 1837-38 war of nation-
af liberation, ' & was ablvedin 1987 when the Quebec-
ois took up guns to resist consecription in the service
of "Her Majesty the Queen", it was solved in the life
and death struggles of the workers for the right to or-
ganize at Murdochville and outsidethe Murray Hill
garage the evening of October 9th, 1969. The fact of
the matter is that Quebec is a nation, the Quebecois
have always been exploited on that basis, and that no
amount of parliamentary "debate! can rationalize that
fact. Trudeau, whose family sold out their company,
bullt on Quebecois blood and sweat to Rockefeller 's
Stardard Oil, is well aware of this fact. In 1958, he
said that the problem in Quebec is that the Quebecois

Montreal, November 2 - '"Jailing cannot stop our just
struggle. We will turn their concentration camps in-
to further ngoses around their necks!" With this spirit
arrested members and supporters of the Communist
Party of Quebec(Marxist-Leninist), the FLQ and other
patriotic, anti-imperialist organizations have refused
to bow down Lo the threats of the bourgeois authorities
and their jailers. In Quebec for some time now the re~
gime has been busy building new jails, court houses
and detention centers. ""Continue building, " one revol-
uticoary comrade declared,'and by the time these are
all completed we will have need of them to put away

all the fascist gangsters like Trudeau, Bourassa and
all their running dogs!"

Quebec Provincial Police Detention Center on Par-
thenais Street in Montreal, has become a revolution-
ary center of bright red working class ideas. Right
after the October 16th gestapo attacks, three support-
ers of the Communist Parfy of Quebec (Marxist-Lenin-
ist) began a hunger strike which was joined by 17 of the
other prisoners,  One of the staunch communist fight-
ers defied 6 police thugs sent to break his fighting sen~
timent and won the overwhelming support of all the rev-
olutionary masses present.

Twice a day, led by the comrades, the whole jail re-
sounds with the singing of the world Communist anthem,
The Internationale. Political discussions have adopt-
ed mass democratic form and a handful of reactionar-
ies and enemy agents that had slipped amongst the mas-
ses were rooted out and isclated, Two counter-revol-
utionary trotskyites were denounced by the broad mas-
ses themselves when they continually interrupted dis-
cussions on Quebec, fascism, nation-
al liberation, communism and Mao
Tsetung Thought by claiming that the
people should be discussing '"women's
liberation” and other such irrelevant
nonsense, These disruptions were
opposed and from the experience of
the masses themselves examples
were brought forth of how these peo-
ple have opposed national liberdtion,
how they support the social-fascist
and federalist New Democratic Party
and how they have "directed" demon=
strations from the sidecars of police
motoreycles with the complete coop-
eration of the nazi Montreal police.

Discussions on the People's Repub-
lic of China and Chairman Mao have
raised the enthusiasm of the masses.
"They got me for nothing this-time, "
one person declared, '"next time it
will be for something!"

16th, 1970, Faced with unsolvable problems? the resistance of the youth and stu-
dents and the growing economic strikes of the working class, the imperialists and
their lackeys have declared war upon the people. This small group of exploiters
which has prostituted itself to U.S. monopoly capital and has sold o the land,
labour and resources belonging to the Canadian and Quebec people, now is attempt
ing to outlaw any resistance, written or spoken, armed or unarmed, to their.des-
picable national betrayal.

Invain, they have beentrying this for some time. Since December 30th, 1969,
wher Comrade Bill Shpikula, a young Vancouver worker, was arrested for dis-
seminating revolutionary literature intothe working class, the fascist ruling class
has engineered the arrest of over 100 Canadian revolutionary fighters who have
been active in the dissemination of Marxism- Leninism-Mso Tsetung Thought,
In Quebec, there have been over 400 such arrests over the past two years,

Continuing thesc attempts, on October 19th,1970, the bourgeois printer grov-
elled in front of his masters and at the instigation of the RCMP, ceased to print
People's Canada Daily News, The tighting headline of "Canadian Democracy is a
Bourgeols Friud' hit this profit-hungry imperialist on the head and he acted true
to his nature in defending his reactionary interests. The attempt was made to stop
the first newspaper of the Canadianworking class and people and to reimpose the
imperialist monopoly which PCDN had smashed withits first issue on August 26th
1970.

The bourgeois press servesimperialism lock, ctockandbarrel, It mystifies,
distorts, concocts and spreads outrightlies toserve the class interest of the bour-
geoisie, Everything that is evil, backward and degenerate is prettified, while
everything that is new and good is painted in somber colours, Confusion is spread
on the nature of right and wrong and the class struggle is mystified in order toblunt
struggle and to deflect the thrust of the mass democratic, anti-imperialist rev -
olutibn. All this prepares public opinion for fascism and suppressionof the work-
ing and oppressed people, In Quebec, the people are portrayed as peaceful, happy
pastoral types who want to live in peace and harmony with their uxplolters.' This
rpatural harmony™ is disrupted by "foreignagitators" who want to 'sow dissension”
between classes, and destroy "social peace and progress'. Thus there is no need
to look at internal problems of the society--revolutionary struggle does not exist,
and one can organize to stamp out the "small minority of alien disruptors".

The revolutionary press, by contra g sses. It seeks truth from
facts to serve the people, clarifies ¢ s and issues and clearly
shows the nature and development of class struggle right up to the violent over-
throw of oppressor by oppressed through revolutionary ¢ ivil war. A people's
prese réports on all the revolutionary struggles of the people, whether at a high
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orlow level, and helps these sparks to become prairie fires.

After the refusal of the printer to print PCDNonQOctober 19th, internal strug-
ale developed between two lines. The reactionary bourgeois line diluted reality
for ¢fficiency's sake and felt that PCDNhadto come out no matter what, evenifthe
reactionary printer refused to touch all the correct articles onthe Quebec people's
struggle. This was capitulationism andin essence believed in the sensibleness
of imperialism--that somehoiv the peace period would soon be restored and that
the people’s press did not have tobegin ona new basis and take measures to do so.
Therefore, no guidance was given to the people's struggles.

The fighting anti-imperialist line, greatly reinforced by mass eriticism,right
fm’m the beginning followed the teachings of Chairman Mao on self-reliance and
not believing in‘the sensibleness of imperialism. Tt denounced articles wWritten out
of the context of the struggle and papers which totally ignored the principal prob-
lem before the Canadian people-- how to smash the fascism of the Canadian com-
pradores and concretely support the revolutionary storm for national liberation
in Quebec, This line upheld the original spirit and guide of PCDN and the two lines
were brought to the consciousness of the masses in an open meeting attended by
revolutionary workers, students and national minorities, Atthis meeting, the rev-
olutionary line, doing concrete analysis of concrete conditions, was able to give
guidance to the people's anti-imperialist revolution at this crucial moment.

Issue 36 of PCDN reflects the new situation. It reports on the main struggles

and $100,000 mansions in Rockeliffe
Park (Ottawa) and Westmount (Montreal)

protecting the working class districts,
they were ransacking them and building
up a long list of debts which will soon
be repaid in kind.

Their leading spokesman is
T.C. Douglas, the notorious anti-com-
inunist, who protests that the bourg-
enisie is not dealing with the social con-
ditions which gave rise to the "terrify-
ing FLQ".

The Canada wide support for the
rising level of the national liberation
struggle of the Quebec people was re-
flected in Edmonton last week as the
town erupted in a series of mass dem-
ocratic rallies which resulted in the
formation of Mao Tsetung Thought pro-
paganda teams, People's Canada re-
ceived the following report from our
Edmonton correspondent:

RESOLUTELY SUPPORTING and
doing pebpaganda for the national lib-
eration struggle of-the Quebec people
and, waging a relentless struggle a-
gainst the fascism of the Canadian
compradors, comrades and support-
ers of the Communist Party of Canada
(Marxist-Leninist) in Edmonton reach-
ed a new level of disseminating Mao
Tsetung Thought. They began the for-
mation of propaganda teams during
the last week, Firm in the belief that
the Canadian people support the Que-
bec people, comrades militantly sold
PCDN, Volume 1, No.32, "THE UN-
ARMED QUEBEC PECPLE'S STRUG-
GLE WILL BECOME ARMED" indown-
town Edmonton, at the University of
Alberta and in high schools and work-
ing class districts.

On Monday, October 20th, comrades
distributed 1500 leaflets containing the
declaration and important statement
of the Communist Party of Quebec
(Marxist- Leninist) at the University
of Alberta, Struggle quickly develop-
ed when a group of 5 fascists hyster-
ically burned and attempted to rip up
copies of the statement. Their fascist
threats to "call the police" and to'kill"
the comrades were staunchly opposed.
When people began to gather the dem-

, ocratic elements demanded "Let the
communists speak'. The declaration
and the statement were read out infull
to the developing mass democratic
meeting and defended point by point,
The atmosphere of hysteria and anti-
communism were defeated. The mass-
es then moved to a mass bureaucrat-
ic meeting organized by various shades
and hues of soclal democrats of the
holy alliance, where all manner of re-

_ actionary lines were developed by the
nexperts' who said, "The French-Can-
adian people are ashamed at the killing
of Laporte", "We are against the FLQ
terrorists but also against the War
Measures Act", and the counter-rev-
olutionary trotskyites suggested the
macses ""petition" Trudeau to repeal
the War Measures Act. These lines
were staunchly opposed by the state-
ment and declaration of the Communist
Party of Quebec(Marxist-Leninist) and
many progressive peoplecame forward
with the sincere desire to support the
national liberation struggle of the Que-
bec people. Because of the mass bu-
reaucratic formof the meeting, the ar-
bitrary "time limits" on speakers and
because the comrades failed to sum
up the two contending lines and develop
the initiative of the masses and their
true revolutionary sentiments, the re-
actionaries succeeded in stifling the
meeting.

Many of the broad masses who were’
disappointed and frustrated by the mass

bureaucracy of the meeting spoke with
the comrades later and expressed sup-
port for the brave action of putting for-
ward the statement and the declaration
in the face of the fascist intimidation
unleashed by the comprador bourgeois-
ie. A group of militant young support-
ers of the national liberation struggle
came forward and expressed their de-
cire to begin the revolutionary activi-
ty of disseminating statements of the
Communist Party of Canada(Marxist-

" Leninist) throughout the whole city.

Following Chairman Mao's basic prin-
ciple of "mobilizing the masses and
relying on them", comrades and sup-
porters printed and disseminated over
3500 copies of the statement and decl-
aration in the streets, in the shopping
centres and in the communities through-
out Edmonton.
Revolutionary high school students
disseminated the leaflets to their class-
mates and everywhere struggle broke
out on the two lines, The comrades
printed and distributed leaflets con-
taining a criticism of Monday's mass
burcaucratic meeting and at the Uni-
versity of Alberta 750 were distribut-
ed, at the same time calling for amass
democracy., Firm in their conviction
-that the hysteria whipped up by the
compradors and their mass media had
been overthrown by the masses, and
firm in their position that the two lines
bad to be fought out, to the extent of
bloodshed if necessary, comrades and
a small "people's army" of supporters
carefully prepared and began the mass
democracy mecting, True to their an-
alysis, and against all "warnings" and
slanders of the holy alliance of the so-
called "left", the masses eagerly took
up the question and in a highly princi-
ples manner struggled out the two
positions, quickly imposing the disc-
ipline of mass democracy on the few
reactionariés there to disrupt the
meeting and make anti-communist re-
marks. All the lines brought forth by
the people on the nature of the FLQ,
the stage of the national liberation of
Quebec, the right to use revolution-
ary violence against the oppressors
and the fascism of the lackey Trudeau
regime, were dealt with one by one
and one by one all reactionary lines
were exposed and defeated and the
revolutionary lines were successful-
ly defended. By the end of the meet-
ing the two lines were crystal clear
when one of the fascists threatened
the revolutionaries. Completely is-
olated and without support, this paper
tiger tried to squirm out of the fight,
claiming he had not threatened. He
- was denounced by the masses as a

reactionary and a coward as he ran

off, 4
Between 100 and 150 people partici-
pated in the mass democratic struggle
and several progressive people stood
up to voice their support for the nat-
ional liberation struggle and their ad-
miration and courage of the revolution-
ary fighters in Quebec.

On Saturday, a team of revolution-

aries went into the main streets of
Edmonton and distributed a thousand

/

more copies of the CPQ (ML) state-
ment and declaration, sold People's
Canada Daily News Number 32, and
carried placards saying "LONG LIVE
THE NATIONAL LIBERATION OF THE
QUEBEC PEOPLE!", and "DOWN
WITH FASCISM!". Vigourous dis-
cussions were carried on amongsi the
masses, who warmly supported the
slogans and the statement,

A mass bureaucracy meeting again-
st the War Measures Act had been
called by the holy alliance of the NDP,
the trotskyites and other social-fas-
cists for Churchill Square. The trot-
skyite called for the development of .
a "mass movement" in denunciation
of the FLQ and "in opposition" to the
Act, Following his lead, the rev-
isionist hacks supported the Trudeau
line against acts of revolutionary vio-
lence and labeled them as "terrorism
and anarchism", At this point this
traitor to the working class was de-
nounced by the comrades as a slander-
er and it was démanded that the gquest-
ion be put to the people in a democrat-
ic manner so that the lines could be
fought -out. ‘The scab ran
off in panic and was not seen again,
The last speaker was the provincial
NDP head, proving that the NDP was
politically bankrupt and that he had
nothing to say.,

The chairman of the meeting, who
was a progresgive person, criticized
himself for having allowed the liberal-
bourgeois and social-democrats to
turn the dtruggle into a dead bureau-
cratic affair and dealt a sharp blow to
the holy alliance by taking up the call
for mass dethoeracy, ;

One of our comrades spoke, read=
ing the important statement of the
CPQ(ML) and declaring that the guest-
ion was whether or not one supported
the national liberation struggle and op-
posed the fascism unleashed by the
lackey Trudeay regime of national be-
trayal, This led to a fierce mass dem-
ocratic anti-imperialist struggle in
which the two lines emerged clearly.
Two camps formed. This led to the
tremendous victory of the pro]etariaﬁ
revolutionary line for the first time in
such a meeting in Edmonton.

Taken by surprise, the London police,
