As a result, over 9000 workers
are being layed off in Montreal alone
from Canadair, United Aircraft, Mar-
coni and Northern Eleetric.

U S imperialist economic plunder and
control of Quebec has resulted in untold
hardships and misery. Over 15% of the
wark force is unemployed. In some
regions such as Trois Rivieres, St. Jean
and St. Jerome, the unemployment has
reached 40-50% of the working people.
InMontreal's working class sections such
as St. Henriand St, Jacques, the unem-
ployment has reached close to 50%.

Comrade Norman Bethune, a member of the Communist Party of Canada, was
around fifty when he was sent by the Communist Parties of Canada and the Unit-
ed States to China; he made light of travelling thousands of miles to help us in
our War of Resistance Against Japan. He arrived in Yenan in the spring of last
year, -went to work in the Wutai Mountains, and to our great sorrow died a
martyr at his post. What kind of spirit is this that makes a foreigner selflessly
adopt the cause of the Chinese people's liberation as his own? It is the spirit of
internationalism, 'the spirit of communism, from which every Chinese Commun-
it must learn. Leninism teaches that the world revolution can only succeed if
the prolclariat of the capitalist countries supports the struggle for liberation of
the colonial and semi-colonial peoples and if the proletariat of the colonies and
semi-colonies supports that of the proletariat of the capitalist countries, Com-
rade Bethune put this Leninist line into practice. We Chinese Communists must
follow this line in our practice. We must unite with the proletariat of all the cap-
italist countries, for this is the only to overthrow imperialism, to liberate our
aation and people and to liberate the other nations and peoples of the world. This
is our internationalism, the internationalism with which we oppose both narrow
nationalism and narrow patriotism.

Comrade Bethune's, spirit, his utter devotion to others without any thought of
sélf, was shown in his great sense of responsibility in his work and his great
warm ~heartedness towards all comrades and the people, Every Communist must
learn from him, There are not a few people who are irresponsible in their work,
preferringthe light and shirking the heavy, passing the burdensome tasks on to
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others and choosing the easy ones for themselves, At every turn they think of
themselves before others, When they make some small contribution, they swell
with pride and brag about it for fear that others will not know. They feel no warm-
th towards comrades and the people but are cold , indifferent and apathetic. In
truth such people are not Communists, or at lc'\st cannot be counted as devoted
Communists. No one who returned from the front failed to express admiration

for Bethune whenever his name was mentioned, and none remained unmoved by
his spirit, In the Shansi-Chahar -Hopei border area, no soldier or civilian was

. unmoved who had been treated by Dr. Bethune or had seen how he worked. Every

Communist must learn this true communist spirit from Comrade Bethune.

Comrade Bethune was a doctor, the art of healing was his profession and he
was constantly perfecting his skill, which stood very high in the Eighth Route
Army's medical service. His example is an excellent lesson for those people
who wish to change thgir work the moment they see something different and for
those who despise technical work as of no consequenge or as promising no future,

Comrade Bethune and I met only once. Afterwards he wrote me many letters,
But I was busy, and I wrote him only one letter and do not even know if he ever

received it. I am deeply grieved over his death, Now we are all commemorat-
ing him, which shows how profoundly his spirit inspires everyone. We must all
learn the spirit of absolute selflessness from him, With this $pirit everyone can
be very useful to the people. A man's ability may be great or'small, but if he
has this spirit, he is already noble-minded and pure, a man of moral integrity
and above vulgar interest, a man who is of value .o the people,

The reactionary fascist government,
lackey of US imperialism, in cq-opera-
tion with the bourgeois newspapers, tele-

_vision and radio, has taken upon itself to
'do propaganda that only the FIQ is illegal

but other organizations are not, This is
an attempt to hide the true nature of the
fascism unleashed onto the Quebec people.
Since October 15th, 1970, over 30 mem-—
bers and supporters of the Communist
Party of Quebec ( Marxist-Leninist ) have
been arrested and more are being picked
up as party members and supporters es-
calate their mass work. Seven of the ar-
rested are facing charges under the War
Meastres Act, yet the fascist authorities

in collaboration with the imperialist me-
dia are hiding this information in an att-

empt to suppfess it.

Since October 15th party members and
supportar\ were viciously beaten and
threatened by the RCMP, QPP and var-
ious city police forces. They have waged
tit for tat struggles and led the battles in
the jalls against the fascist authorities,
Greatly frightened at the national scope
and militancy of the Communist Party of
Quebec ( Marxist-Leninist ) members
and recognizing it as the only organiz-
ation caphble of leading mass struggles,
the fascl?: authorities have begun a re-
pression campaign which is ending in
miserable fallure.

The attack on progressive individuals,
and particularly members and supporters
of the CPQ (ml ) and the FLQ, are the
preparations of Trudeau-Bourassa-
Drapeau clique to intensify repression on
the Quebec working class and people 1n
face of the growing dconomic crisis,
particularly the sevegre unem ployment
crisis this winter, '




In Canada "Trudeau" has become the
most hated word and a mighty wave of
anti-U, S, ‘imperiallst sentiment swept
the Canadian people, bringing about a
completely new situation in Canadian
politics.

Tremendously frightened, the lackey
regime organized repressive campaigns
against the revolutionary people in Can-
ada and Quebec, arresting hundreds of
people throughout 1970 and engineering
attacks against communist bookshops
in a number of important cities,

In October, in direct reply to the at-
tacks of the fascist state, the revolu-
tionary people launched the counter-of-
fensive, dealing critical blcws‘j;‘c‘the re-
aEtiotm‘ry plots of the regime.’

Today in Quebec the revolutionary
situation is excellert and the Canad- -
ian compradors stand more isolated
than ever. Faced with unprecedented
mass support of revolutionary struggles,
the lackey government in Ottawa has pol-
itically taken over the province of Que-
bec from the provincial flunkeys of the
Bourassa government and have imposed
outright military occupation, This has
earned the utter contempt of over 90%
of the people.

The fascist regime of national betray-
al is even more isolated and despised
than before October 16th and a tremen-
dous revolt among youth and students as
well as the working class is brewing this
winter. Thé colonialist army will thus
be forced to stay for some time, giving
rise to the conditions for armed reve-
lutionary violence against the fascist
occupation forces.

Revolutionary youth and students are
the most active in the resistance to
fascism and in support of national lib-
eration. Before the declaration of the
War Measures Act, thousands of youth
and students stood up atthe Raul Sauve
arena and at the University oltﬁlontreu]
to hail the fighting spirit of the Quebec
patriots. "Down with fascism!", "We
are all FLQ - come and get us!" re-
sounded through the halls.\ On October
13th a powerful rally of 504 students
at the University of Laval in Quebec

N\—_City gave full support to the first com-

munique of the Communist Party of
Quebec (Marxist-Leninist). On October
17th, over 300 students at McGill ral-
lied to denounce the fascist War Mea-
sures Act. In the University of Que-
bec, on November 10th, 200 students
led by the People's Democratic Rights
Committee (CDDP) formed .ighting
anti-fascist committees and decided
to produce a newspaper denouncing
the regime of national betrayal and
giving the call for active resistance

" to fascism. .

Driven into a panic, the RCMP, the
QPP and_the Montreal City police have
arrested student organizers of the
Quebec Student Movement (MEQ) and
have issued a search 'bulletin® for a
third revolutionary student they have
not been able to find.

The most concentrated opposition in
Quebec come¥ from the working class.
Using the War Measures Act and the
hysteria created by the imperialist
press, employers have attempted to
intimidate the workers. Outright de-
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fiance has led to smashing of equip-
ment and numerous slogans being writ -

""There is no peaceful solution, “an
infuriated worker from St.Henri dist-
rict in Montreal declared, "wst""f;\u,srﬁ
have a revolution now," A CPR-tork-
er, recently threatened with layoff by
that monopoly stated, ""We need a rev-
olution. The young people are right,
Only by massive fire can we clean out
so many years of filth." "The army,
they say it is here to protect the peo-
ple. But where are they ?", a worker
asked, "I haven't seen a single one in
my district. They are all up in West-
mount with the big shots, And that's
not all - we pay for it!" An unemploy-
ed machinist simply declared, '"We
have all had enough. It is.clear that
we need revolution, we need commun-
ism."

Frightened by this rising revolution-
ary consciousness, the fascist author-
ities have for some time conducted all
out attacks agul)nsl. members and sup-
porters of the Communist Party of
Quebec (Marxist- Leninist) and Prog-
ressive Books and Periodicals, Ltd.,
a bookshop which disseminates large
quantities of Mao Tsetung Thought,
and has helped put two hundred years
of resistance on a scientific basis.

On the night of @ctober 16th, troops
and police armed with machine guns
raided the premises of Progressive
Books in Quebec City, seized all the
stock and ransacked the store, board- -
ing it up'when they had completed the
fascist crimes. They arrested the
librarian and her husband and forced
the landlord to cancel the lease. Also
seized throughout the city were rev-
olutionary patriots and communists
who had organized a militant rally of
500 students at Laval University, all
members of the Quebec Student Move- .
ment and Quebec Revolutionary Youth,

Three members of the student and
youth movements were beaten in jail,
five others were separated to be visit-
ed by a police officer who tol¢ them
that spics in the. group had told all
and they should “confess", This gi@Cat-
ly strengthenes the morale of the v
oluliunari\e’;u b realized that the po-
lice \v.r-rc;\i[;':nm.‘x.m paper tigers who
knew notling. Cue worker was led
away to a separate cell and beaten.
The fascist police fired a rifle shot
and came to tell the others that he was

In Lacblne, Quebec, on the night of
October I6th, two army trucks of col-
onialist army oct;?ﬁ;on forces sur-
rounded Progressive Books on 186-9th
Avenue. They proceeded to ransack
through the whole store searching for
the librarian and revolutionary work-
ers. Unable to find anyone, they ar-
bitrarily arrested Taxi drivers from
the adjacent stand and arrested young
people in the café across the street.
As troops pushed the young people and
drivers into the army trucké, others
rampaged down the main street of
town, roughly searching the restau-

As well as boarding up the Progres-
sive Bookstore in St,Henri, in Mon-
treal, the lackey police ransacked the
central Progressive Books and Per-
iodicals .store on Amherst street, They
stole letters, accounts, documents and
money. Progressive Books has a long
history of serving the Quehec people
and theseé attacks enraged the broad
masses of the people througout the
communities , .
