At L:00 A.M. in the morning of October
16th, a small minority consisting of mo
more than 4O families who own and control
Canada's land, labour and capital, esta-
blished fascist "law and order" regulations
in Canada and Quebec and had its police
forces arbitrarily arrest over 300 progre-
ssive people in Quebec society. This para-
sitical minority which has sold out Canada
and Quebec to American monopoly capital
had been planning this action for a long
time--for over one year. Beset with insur-
mountable economic difficulties, with the
most strikes since 1919, lacking any popu-
lar support in Canada, and faced with ris-
ing revolutionary national consciousness
in Quebec, this lackey bourgeoisie thinks
suppression of the pecple will end the
resistance movement.

The resistance movement has been deve-
loping for quite same time. It is composed
of the vast majority of the Canadian and
Quebec people who are sick and tired of
being slaves to foreigners who have stolen
Canada's land and resources. It is reflect-
ed in ths struggle of the British Columbia
msn who defied the anti-working class
injunctions and were arbitrarily sent to
jail by the flunkey judges. It is reflected
in the actions of the young followers of
Chairman Mao in Edmonton who denounced the
Alberta Supreme Court on October 1lst for
jailing them for 3 months without trial
and setting $5,000 and $25,000 ransom bail.
It is reflected in the fighting spirit of
Ttalian national minority women workers
in Toronto who battled scab trucks trying
to break through their picket lines. It is
reflected in the armed struggle of the

Nova Scotia fishermen and in the heroic
actlons of the leading spokesman of the
Communist Party of Canada (Marxist-Lenin-
ist), Robert A. Cruise, who on August 19th
brought a gun to shoot down fascist gangs
who had been attacking a progressive
bookstore in Hamilton, Ontaria. Above all,
it is today reflected by the people of
Quebec whose fight for national libera-
tion has been advancing daily and has been
gaining great victories.

Unable to solve the fundamental pro-
blems, the lackey Trudeau regime began te
create public opinion for fascist repre-
ssion. It tried to cover up its sell-out
of Canada and Quebec ‘to American mono-
polies. It tried to cover up the just
struggle of the Quebec people. It raised
the bogey of "foreign agitators" and "im-
ported ideology" to cover up the fact that
the cause for the rising anti-imperialist
sentiment in Canada and the rising revolu-
tionary national consciousness of ths
Quebec people is INTERNAL to the society
and lies directly in the betrayal of the
fundamental aspirations of the people. ~

By "forelgn agitators" do they mean Bell
Telephone, one of the main supporters of
fascism in North America? Do they mean Time
Magazine and Reader's Digest which spread
pro-U.5S. imperialist propaganda throughout
the country under special financial protec-
tion of the lackky Canadian cor pradors? [o
taey mean all the other foreign monopolies
which bully, exploit and repress the people?
No! The Trudeau regime does not call all
these criminals "foreign agitators", but
looks on them as bosom pals, while those
people who oppose imperialism and work for
the people are labelled by these
traitors as "criminals". This is
gangster logic which turns truth on
its head and confounds what is right
with what is wrong.

To impose fascist rules and regula
ions on to the people--to ban the
distribution of all progressive revo-
lutionary literature, to outlaw the
holding of progressive meetings and
rallies, to impose injunctions to
break working-class strikes, to carry

4 OCTOBER 12,1970,

For 300 years the colonlalists and imperiallsts have beenexploltingand murdering the work-
Ing and oppressed people of Quebec and plundering and ruping our homeland, Now, when the
Quebec people stand up ngalnst thelr oppressors, the U, S. Imperiallsts and their lackey
Trudeau colonialist clique bring out their entire Hitlerite arsenal of violent repression through
arbitrary arrests, beatings and killings. At the same time, they propagate the gangster logic
that the Imperialists have every right to exploit and repress and the people have no right to re-
slst. Without shame, they claim that the violence unleashed by the tiny minority of oppressors
Is "justice" while the reslstance of the people is "agalnst democracy". BUT THIS GANGSTER
LOGIC OF THE IMPERIALISTS AND COLONIALISTS ISONLY PAVINGTHE WAY TO THEIR
OWN DOWNFALL!

For 300 years the Quebec people have never stopped fighting and the real history of Quebec
is the development of the revolutionary heritage of the anti-colonlallst struggle. The patriotic
wars of 1837-38 are a monument to this tradition. The 1970's lsthe era In which as Chalrman
Mao has polnted out "revolution Is the main trend in the world today", Inthe past twoyears
there have been hundreds of battles In which anti-fascist Quebecols have fought for the right to
overthrow their oppressors. The FLQ, along with other patriotic people and organizations, In
standing up against the eriminal exploitation [s reflecting the sentiment of the Quebec people
that Quebec belongs to the people and not to the Imperfallsts. All patriotic political prisoners
must be freed| The real criminals, the exploiters and murderers must be punished! Frighten-
ed that their position is more and more isolated and that the Quebec people are more and more
united, the Trudeau colonialist clique {s carrying out a frenzied attack on the people. Just in
the last week the faselst police have arrested and beaten several hundred patriotic Quebecols
and Just yesterday arbitrarily arrested the patriotic lawyer Robert Lemieux, whose only
""erime" was defending the democratic rights of FLQ.

This fasclist repression and shameless gangster logic ls arousing the Quebec working class
and people and exploited sectlons of the national minorities to unite even more flnsely to smash
the rising fascism In Quebec. This growing united front Is sealed In blood. The Communist

Quebec la a nation. The original habj-
tants from France were the serfs, la-
bourers, craftsmen and pensants on
whose backs the feudal aristocracy
thrived and made its fortune by steal-
Ing the furs and wealth belonging to the
natlve Indlan people, In 1759 the rival-
ries between British Imperiallsm and
French imperialism led to all out war
for the possession of the North Amerl-
can continent and Its riches. With the
defeal at the Plalns of Abruham In 1759
and the enpture of Montreal in 1760, the
French colony of Quebec passed under
the subjugation of Lhe British army.

Tho British merchants took over the
Tur trade and implemented a program of
deportation and assimllation of the po-
pulation. Risinginmighty rebelllon, for
10 years the peasants of Quebec waged
guerrilla war agalnst the Britlsh army
and dealt severe blows to the plans of
the Brillsh colonialists to destroy the
nationsal character of the people. It was
only in 1774, whenthe British were
faced with rising rebellion in the Thir-
teen Colonles that they secured Quebec
Asan unstable base area by passing the
Quebec Act and cementing an alllance
with the feudal arlstocrats and the Ro-
man Catholic Church. The Quebec peo—
ple, however, never ceased lo struggle
and initlally supportedthe revolutionary
armies that marched north to attack
the British. This support was neutra-
lizedby the revolutionary armlesthem-
selves as they plllaged the countryslde
and showed utter contempt for the na-
tonal characteristics of the Quebec peo-
ple.

Where there s national oppresslon,
there the people will struggle for nat-
lonal liberation. Thus, in Quebee, the
Rebelllons of 1837 took a national char-
acter, quite unlike the uprising in Upper
Lanada (Ontario)., The Quebec revolu-
tlonarles, l=d by men of the people
such a8 Nelson, Chenler and Callaghan,
fought for an Independent Quebec, [ree
from the vicious domination of the Brit-

Ish Crown and its paraaitical merchanta
Because of the betraynl of the Quebee
people by traitors such ns Papineau (who
later became a Selgneur--a propertled
arlstocrat) the struggle was defeated by
the same colonialist armles In Upper
Canada. Large numbers of Quebec vil-

lages were put to the torch: men, women
and children were butchered,

The herolc patriotes were hung or de-
portedto prison camps in Australin and
general plliage swept the land, But rev-
olutlonary eplsodes abound. The herolc
call of Callaghan sUll stirs the revol-
utlonary spirite of the Quebec people.
The glorious sacriflce of Chenler rep-
resents the true spirit of the Quebec
people, The victory at the Battle of St,
Denis I8 a victory that the young rev-
olutionaries of Quebec hold upas a
bright page In the centurles of biller
struggle for national liberation,

In 1917, when the Canadian ruling
class attemptedto find cannon fodder Lo
fight Britaln's Imperlalist war by forcing
conscription onto the people, the Que-
bec people unlted with the most op-
pressed sections of the Canadian work-
Ingclass and wageda feroclous struggle
agalnst this criminal plot. Police in
Quebec City joined thousands of demon-
strators In the streets and Quebecols
troops refused to fire upon thelr com-
patriots. The colonlalist government In
Ottawa was forced to import a Toronto
regiment Lo Quebec City to carry through:
the repression campaign, Full scale
armed struggle broke out in March 1917
and many working and oppressed people
gave their llves for the liberation of
their natlon. .

In the 1940's and 1950's, the natural
resources of Quebec were sold out
by the traltor ruling class, led by Dup-
lessis, to U.S. monopoly capital. Viol
ent working class struggles erupted all
over Quebec for the right to unionize
and organize politically. To suppress
these struggles, the Duplessis reg-

ment of the Anglo-Canadlan colonlallsts
InOttnwa, formed a speclal political
police, the Quebec provinclal Pollee,
as a troop of fnsclst goons which used
reactionary, violence againsl the brond
masses of the people. This led Lo the
new awakoning of the Quebee people and
the rise of muny groups representing
varlous clusses that were struggling to
rld Quebec of forelgn oppresslon. Iliv-
Ing no sclentiflc theory and thus being
unable to bulld n revolutlonary organ-
Izatlon, these groups based themselves
on language, utoplan sociallsm and so-
clal democracy and died a qulck deuth,
giving rise to new but sImllar formatlons,

In May of 1068, the Internationallsts
(Marxist- Leninist Youth and Student's
Movement), were reorganized In Mont-
real and abitter campalgn began against
all those who were altempting to divert
the true revolutlonary sentiment of the
Quebec people Into reformism, pacl-
flam or national chauvinism. Due o the
patlent and consistent work of the lol-
lowers of Chairman Mao, the natlonal
liberation struggle of the Quebee people
was put on the correet Ideological, po-
litlcal and organizational path. Fromn
fight agalnst "the English", the strug-
gle was transformed into a baltle ngainst
the common enemy of the Quchee people,
the U.S, Imperialists and the Anglo-
Canadian monopoly capltalists, who
were nlso the sworn encmics of Lhe
Canadlan working class.
