esr. A "fact" which she had
never been told, Arrested on
the sans spot where she had
been arrested two months ago
and for the same reason, Com-
rade Betsy azaln put up an
extremely militant strumgle
and had to ba handcuffed hand
and foot in order to subdue
her, At her trial a few days
later, she mave a long, clear
militant speech exposing and
denounzinz the fascist at-
tacks on the pecovle's risght
to orzanize volitically.

This speech inspired a woman
worker, also on trial that
day, to denounre the Judge
too. aAfter the speech, Com-
rade Estsy vigorously fousht
the jallers who zame to drag
her sway,

A% 10 a.m. in the morning
of rov. 21, over thirty fas-
cist Cleveland police dared
to burst into an apartment of
the american Communist work-
ers Movement (Marxist-Lenin=-
ist) on the West Side of
Cleveland to make one of
thelr zestapo railds, They
met with tha stubborn re-
slstance of Comrade Pete
Tabolt, who attacked them
right at the Joor as they in-
vaded his home by surprise
and fought back furlously as
fifteen of ths running dogs
wrestled him to the ground
and beat him, Comrade Fete,
too, carried the struggle
militantly into the courts
the next day, also denounc-
inz the fasciat courts and
declaring that the day would
c30n come when the American
people would string up all
the fascist judges,police,
lackeys of every kind and
the monopoly cupltalists
themselves., On the same day
88 the raid on the West Side
the exact same gang of hood-
lums in uniform invaded an
apartment of the American
Student Movement (Anti-Im-
perialist) on the East Side,
thistime finding no cne home.

n hov 21, when Coarade
Georga Roush went out to the
Warrensville Workhouse to get
his car keys from his impri-
soned comrade Batsy Patton,
he had no sooner arrived on
the women's slde than six
fascist gusrds Jumped on him
in a most fasclatic manner,
¢laizming that he had not "re-
gistered” at ths maln guild-
ing, something never required

before ther, Gur comrade
bravely fought back agalnast
this unprovoked attack, was
dragged do¥n to the men's
alde of the workhouse and
taken rizhi, Anta the canet-
yard of th2 Jail on the way
to solitary confinement] A-
gain he put up a vallant
fight, right in front of

the prisoners, and bloodled
at leasat one guard before
they could get the handcuffs
on him and dArag him to the
hole, For defending himself
against theme rfasclst attacks,
Comrade Gecrge has been glven
five assault charges, The
fact that his fighting stand
has further aroused the spi-
rit of the prisoners and fur-
ther panicked the fascist
prisen authorities was demon-
strated today when Comrada
Dave Gass attempted to get
his car keys from Comrade

George, also at the work-
housa., Upon seeing our lone
comrade, four guards with

drawn guns rushed out at him
and surrounded him and
searched him a gunpoint, not
darinz to attack him as they
did comrade George.

Just before this series of
attacks in Cleveland, Comrade
Sarah Herrink was attacked by
the fascist police of
Dearborn, Mirhigan, who com-
plained that she and Comrade
Michele Shubert were selling
too many coples of FEOFLE'S
AMERICA DAILY NEWS to the
workers at Ford Hiver Rouge
Flant (1500 in one month at
one gate), Comrade Sarah,
Just 1like Comrades Betsy and
Peate, has fought resolutely
in court and in the jall and
1s now on hunger strike,

Meanwhile, in Iowa, the
bourgeolsie has carrled out
most viclous attacks in an
attempt to silence the Black
Revolutionary Communist Youth,
who ara dilssemlnating Mao
Tsetunz Thought on a wide
scale among the Black people
and epplylng it to the main
task of uniting the Afro=-
Amsrican peoples with the en-
tire working class and people
in the revelutionary over-
throw of the U.5, monopoly
capitallist class. With two
comrades already in jail on
"concealed weapons" charges,
on Lwet, 19, Comrades Clive
Depatten and Steven Gresen
first denounced the lackey
racist Judge and when this
fasclist jailed Jomrade Clive
for "contempt®, Comrade Steve
vaultad over the railing and
chased the judge right into
his chambers, A few days
later, while attending tra=-
ffic court, Comrade Charles
Knox splt in the Judge's face
for his racist crimes. Im-
medlately, he and his three
comrades wWere asgaulted by a
large number of fascist pol-
ice who dashed madly into the
court room to protect their
head lackey, For this revo-
lutlonary act of defiance of
the bourgeois courts, the
comrades received thres
months to one-year sentences.

These frenzied attacks are
only the latest, and highest
level, of thes attempts by the
buurgsolsle to prevent the
dissemination of Mao Tsetung
Thought and ths development
of the anti-fasclat struggle
on a sclentifioc basia. The
monopoly capltalists have
tried 1) to mobilire civi-
lian fasclst movements agal-

nst the communisté and the
progressive pecple, 2} to
smash the revolutionary
movement by direct state
violence, and 3) to undermine
ths resvolutioraries L S spdnd
soring counter-révolullonary
ldeas and practlces within
the revolutionary movement
in an attempt to destroy 1t
from within, In each case,
the resolute followers of
Chalrman Mao, "FEARIAG
NEITHER HARDSHIF NCR DEATH"
and using the weapon of mass
democratic struggle, hava
come forward to seize tha
initiative from thes fasclsts,
Bo on the attack and lnaplire
the people and raise the re-
siatance movement wave upon
wave to new levels,

When the monopoly capita=-
lists first tried to mobl-
1lize small businegsmen dis-
guised as "hard-mat" workers
to attack the communists
and democratic people in
Cleveland last gummer, the
members and supporters of
the ACWM (M-1) went on thas
offenslve against them, mo-
bilized the working people of
the Near Wdect Side to
denounce them, and then
smashed thelr demonstration
so thorcushly that they had
to be protected from the an-
RTY masses by the fasclst po-
lice. When the zlonlat-fas-
2ist gang called the "Jewish
Daranse Laarue" attemptpd to.
turn oppressed Jews agminst
the Falestinian national li-
beration struggle and against
the progressive psople in the
U.S., resolute members of
American Reévolutlonary Youth
and American Student Movement
smashed them in lew York 1n
October. Pinally, when the
"plalin dealsr" and cther lo-
cal articles in the bourgeols
press openly invited the fas-
cists to attack two of the
communlst apartments, by this
time they were not able to
mobilize a single civilian
fascist attack and once szaln
had to depend on naked state
power,

The mobilization of state
power in the form of the fas-
cist police, ~ourts and Jails
has also failed to stop the
revolutionary struggle of
these younrs comrades, Seve-
ral police were put out of
commisslon by the comrades
during the "hard-hat" strug-
gle. Un August 6, elght
ravolutionary youth sang
"The Internationale," anthem
of the international commu-
nist movement, right in the
court and loudly denounced
the fascist judge and police.
On hov. 6 the fascist juve-
nile court Judge Toner,
grabbing him and taking a
powerful swing at him, which
hs was only able to duck by
falling over backwards, In
the Jails, the heroine Com-
rade Barbara Cahn has with-
8tood beating after beating
to mobilize the women prisc-
ners rirat in the workhouse,
then in county jail and now
in the Cleveland Psychiatric
Institute to stand up with
her and attack thelr oppres-
sors, The Jowa comrades,
too, have consiatently taken
the offensive, chasing the
Judge into his chambera and
spitting on another fascist
Judge,

Thus it is clear that the
revolutionary youth have ta-
ken up thecall of the ACWM
M-L) to "WAGE WAR OF ANNI-
HILALION ON THE CULTURAL
FRONT" and have dealt death
blows to the principal ideoc=
logical enemy preventing the
developmeni of revolution --

the falaes 1dea that imperia-
1ism ias strong and tha people
weak. The actual situatlon

wing Chalrman Mao's May 20
Sclean Statemsnt that “AEVO-

But the final attempt of
the fasclats to stop this
revolutionary development la
to sponsor counter-revo-
lutionary ldeas and promdte
the development of the bour-
geols reactionary line to
oppose the proletarian re-—
volutionary line in the ranks
of the revolutionary people.
This line takes elther the
right opportunist form that
"ws should stop all this
needless fighting with the
police in the atrests and
get down to merlousideclo=
Rical strugzle”, or the
lsrt adventurist rfors tnat
"we should all go underground,
take up the gun and begin
the annihilation of the class
enremy." Both of these lines
are cowardly expressions of
belief in the strength of
the fascista and the weak-
ness of the pecple, that the
people supposedly will not
rise to defend the commu-
nists and make revolution
but instead must be "per-
suaded" to do so, or that the
revolution must be made for
then by small, completely
clandestine bands. Standing
directly opposed to this re-
ectlionary line is the pract=
ice of the leading young com=
rades of the resistance move-
ment, comrades like the her-
oine Barbara Cahn, the reso-
lute Afro-American communist
Charles Knox and the young
Fillipino-American worker
Darryl Austin, They have
gone deep among the masses,
always daring to do open po=
litical work. They have dls=
seninated Mao Tseturng Thought,
armed the people with it and
orzganized them, They have
propazated Chalrman Mao's
great thesis "PULITICAL POWER
