NIXON ASKS FOR ADDITIONAL“FOREIGN AID”
FUNDS FOR EXPANDING WARS OF AGGRESSION

Peking, November 22
(Hsinhua} -- U,3, imperialist
chieftaln Nixon in a "speclal
message" to conrress on Nov-
ember 18 requested huge addi-
tional "foreign ald" funds
to give financial support
to and boost the morale of
Israell zlioniem, the Chiang
Kal-shek bandit gang, the
liguyen Van Thieu-Nguyen Cao
Ky puppet clique of south Viet
Nam, the Lon Nol clique of
Cambodia and the Pak Jung Hi
clique of south Korea in a
plot to expand the wars of
aggression, according to
Washington reports,

The additional "foreign
ald" budget requested for the
flscal year 1971 totalled
1,035 million dollars, which
means an aboyt 50 per cent
increase of the 2,200
million-dollar "forelgn aid"
budget Nixon submitted at
the beginning of this year,
Most of the additional funds
are for military aid.

About a half of the addi-
tional budget, 500 million
dollars, will be given to
the Israell zionists, and 30
million dollars to the Jorda-
nien reactionaries, Nixon
stated bluntly that the
additional aid to Israel was
almed at assisting "her in
the financing of purchases of
equipment that have been
neceasary to maintain her
defense capability”, while
the additional ald to the
Jordanian reactionaries was
made because they had demon-
strated thelr "determination
and capacity to resist aggres-
slon by forces which oppose
a peace settlement and
threaten to weaken the stabi-
11ty of that country." The
so-called maintenance of
"defense capabllity" uttered
by Nixon is precisely an
expansion of the aggressive
strength of Israel, and what
he meant by "resisting aggres-
sion" is a U.S. lmperialist
attempt to further instigate
the Jordanian reactionaries
to launch new military att-
attacks on the Palestinian

and other Arab peoples. This
further proves that U.S.
imperialism 1s the sworn
enemy of the Arab and Pales-
tinlan peoples,

Nixon emphasised that the
Lon Nol clique’s "needs have
been urgent" and that it was
essential to provide "resour-
ces which are critically
needed to enable it to con-
tinue to defend itself."

He asked for 155 million
dollars to be given to the
Lon Nol clique, and for 100
million dollars to be given
to the Chiang bandit gang and
others so as to "restore" to
them the "ald" funds which
had been used for urgent
need when U.S. lmperialism
sent troops to invade
Cambodia, These two funds
totalled 255 million dollars,
In additon, 65 million dollars
will be glven to the south
Vietnamese puppet clique.

All this shows that far

from backing out of Indo-
China, U.3. imperialism has
deliberately mustered its
running dogs to step up its
war of aggression there, U.S.
imperialism's flagrant resum-
ption of bombing of north
Viet Nam has given added
proof td this,

Nixon asked that the Pak
Jung Hi puppet clique of
south Korea be glven 150
million dollars., To step up
the arming of the south
Korean puppet troops so as to
conduct new military aggres-
silve activities against the
Democratic People's Republic
of Korea, he declared the
need to transfer to the Pak
Jung Hi clique large quanti-
ties of equlipment now being
used by the U,S, imperialist
aggressor troops in south
Korea,

Nixon's additlonal
"foreign aid" budget was put
forward at a time when U.S.
imperialism is in deep eco-
nomic crisis and serious
financlal difficulties, As
a result of forelgn expan-
sion and aggressien, U.S.
imperialiem is plagued by

grave inflation, soaring
prices, raduced productlon
and increasing financial
deficits year after year.
"The balanced budget" as
boasted by Niron has already
proved to be a soap bubble,
U.S. official circles revealed
that the budget daficits for
the firet three months of
fiscal 1971 =-- July, August
and September -- have reached
7,700 million dollars, or
nearly 200 per cent more

than the deficit of 2,900
m1llion dollars for the whole
of fiscal 1970. By adding
huge "foraign aid" funds

to the enormous budget defi-
cits, Nixon will oply further

aggravated the U.S, financial
and économic cris Ihis
exposes once agal «S.

imperialism's paper-tiger
nature of being outwardly
strong and inwardly feeble,
Under the extremely diffi-
cult financial and econamic
situation of U.S. imperialism,
Nixon asked for large amount
of additional "foreign aid"
funds. This shows the dilemma
of U.S. imperialism in its
counter-revolutionary acti-
vities, Under the mounting
revolutionary armed strugzle
of the people of various
countries against U.3. imperi-
alism and its running dogs,
the regimes of some of the
running dogs are in a shaky
position, To leave them alone
will mean the loss of 1its own
aggressive position; while to
increase the aid to them
can by no means save them
from their inevitable doom,
but on the contrary, will
only have U.S. imperialism
bogged down still more deeply
in these areas, tying it and
its running dogs together so
that none of them can escape
the hammer blow of the
people's revolutionary
struggle in various
countries.

HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS RISE AGAINST RACIAL
DISCRIMINATION AND VIOLENT REPRESSION

Provlidence, E.I,, Dec. 1 -
An uprising of angry Black
and white high school stu-
dents against racial dlscri=
nination and violent repres-
8lon here recently has once
again thrown the local reac-
tionaries into frenzied fear
of the people, Infurlated by
segregated seating in a local
movie theatre, many young
Afro-Americans stormed the
astage and tore down the movie
screen in militant protest
against this cutrage, When
the police were called in to
preserve the "orderly" policy
of racial discrimination by
using fascist violence, they
met with fierce resistance
from the young Afro-Americans,
The tremendous fight that
broke out spread over several
downtown blocks. Thoroughly
frightened, the local reac-
