AGRICULTURAL
WORKERS STRIKE
IN CALIFORNIA

One of the largest agricultur-
al strikes since the 1930’s is be-
ing conducted in Tulare County,
California, in the vineyards
around the city of Delano (near
Fresno). The strike is led by
the Agrlcultural Workers' Or-
ganizing Committee (A.W.0.C.)
and the National Farm Work-
ers Association (F.W.A.).

The strike started Sept. 8
when A, W.0.C. demanded a
raise from $1.10 hour to $1.40
hour and from 10c box of grapes
to 26¢ box of grapes plus union
recognition. They staged a sit-
down strike; the striking work-
ers were then removed by the
sheriffs, and they set up picket
lines by the roadside.

Most of the striking workers
are Filipino-Americans, plus
some Mexican-Americans and
Pyerto Ricans. The Filipino-
Amencans are also picketing the
Ph.ltppme Consulate in Los An-
geles, 'ih’ response to the Con-
sul’s telling the workers to halt
the strike and to return to work.
The workers answered the Con-
sul with a picket line telling him
not to interfere in their affairs,
for they are not Philippine na-
tionals and are not subject to
his jurisdiction.

This is the largest post-war
agricultural strike in California,
and it is matched in size only
by the San Joaquin ‘Valley cot-
ton strikes of the 1930’s.

INDIA ATTACKS
