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EYEWITNESS ACCOUNT OF
INDONESIAN MILITARY TAKE-OVER
Account describes terrorism used by Rightest forces;
Revisionist support for Militarists’ coup detailed.

(Reprinted from The People’s Voice of New Zealand, Dec. 15, 1965)

“I spent ten days in Djakarta,
“from Qctober 13 to October 23
this year, attending the Con-
ference Against Foreign Mili-
" tary Bases, which had been
called prior to the military
coup, which was in progress

-when we arrived and which

" continued over -the following
wegks.. During that time, it
was possible to see a good
deal of what was going on,

»many Indonesian friends. It
was clearly evident that the
extreme right, ‘in panic be-
cause of the rise of the Com-
munist Party, had with foreign
support carried “out ‘a coup
against the whole progressive
movement.

“To me, it all seemed very like
the Shanghai of 1927, when the
Kuo-min-tang, bought up by for-
eign interests,. turned on the
Communist Party which had
done so much to bring them to
power, trying to exterminate it,

“Daily, during the whole time
of our stay in Djkarta, the army
transported lorry-loads of gang-
sters and hooligans to kill, ar-
rest and burn, These were the
same elements that the foreign
oil companies had so heavily
subsidized to carry out the last
Moslem extremist rebellion.
Now, as part of a big over-all
plan, they had been brought into
Djakarta by the army, and were
used to burn the SOBSI, head-
quarters . of the labour unions,
those of the cultural movement,
LEKRA, many uriversities and

. schools, the headquarters and
sub-offices of the Communist
Party of Indoaesia (P.K.1.), the
homes of progressive people’s

leaders, like Aidit, who was a

. and to exchange opinions with .

Cabinet Minister in the govern-
ment.

“Daily, lorry-fulls of arrested
youth could be seen, with hands
behind their necks, being trans-
ported away, Jails were im-
provised by the army in cellars
of a department store, and in
many other places,

“Around the Hotel Indonesxa
where the conference was held, -
were the familiar faces of many
C.I.A. and other foreign agents,
all quite busy.

“Not only the people’ s organi-
zatjons were attacked, but an
anti-Chinese agitation was pro-
moted.

“The’Chinese commereial con-
sulate was attacked, and later
Chinese consulates elsewhere.
Chinese technicians assisting In-
donesia were molested. Chinese
schools, homes and shops were
burnt or looted, despite the cor-
rect policy of non-interference
that China preserved during the
whole business, all done by the
same elements who had march-
ed past the U.S., Embassy in ac-
claim. !

“To one who had watched the
machinations of foreign imperi
alism along the China coast fo:
decades, there was something
deadeningly familiar about th
whole busingss.

“Certainly the generals’ cou
in Indonesia showed all the sign
of adequate financing and cars
ful preparation, The ways b
which resentment against t}
P.K.I. and other progressiv
could be fostered, and actio
taken against them, making
seem that they were part a:
parcel of the same thing, w
obviously a devilishly thoug!
out, long-range plan.

(1.S. MONOPOLY CAPITAL Vs.
FRENCH MONOPOLY CAPITAL:
NEW INTI"R IMPERIALIST RIVALRY

The contradlction hetween im-
perialist countries, sometimes
referred to as imter-imperialist
_rivalry, is becoming more intense
with each passing day. The U.S,

government attacks the nation-.
... alism of the French government -
and attacks the “selfishness” of

French President de Gaulle.
This quarrel among' monopoly
groups - has extended to: all
spheres—the economic, the po-
litical, and the military, In con-
ference after conference, the in-
terests of French monopoly cap-
ital are found to be.at logger-
heads with the interests of
American monopoly capital,

the French government takes the
position that the U.S, govern-
ment should withdraw its troops

from Vietnam—so that France

could gain the trade from this
new market,

On the question of the North
Atlantic Treaty Organization
(N.A.T.0,), the French govern-
ment wants to -withdraw: from

NATO and wants NATO"_

d:ssolved because N.A.T.O,

 primarily an-instryment of U. S :
monopoly capital and does not

serve the interest of French mo-
nopoly capital,

On the question of monetary
policy, the French government
wants an international return to
the gold standard and the elim-
ination of the dollar standard.
The French fran¢ is increasing
in value, while the American
dollar is decreasing in value.:

On the question of the Euro-
pean Common Market, the
French government wants the
maintenance ‘of a protective ta-
viff to guarantee the market for

. French agriculture and industry,
and 'opposes the U.S. demand
for lower tariffs of American ag-
ricultural products ‘to Europe,
The French monopolists fear
that the U.S. monopolists will
use Western Europe as a dump-
ing ground for their agricultur-
al surpluses, and overwhe]m
French agriculture.-

- On the question of the Peo-
ple’s Republic of .China, the
French monopolists see China as
a new market with a vast sales
potential. For such reasons, the
French government has entered
into diplomatic and trade rela-
tions with China, and broke the
U.S. imperialists’ boycott of Chi-
na, The diplomatic battle be-
tween the
U.S. representatives at the Unit-
ed Natjons over the question .of

French and the’

the admission of the People's
Republic of China is another ex-
ample of this clash between the

;interests of French and U.S. mo-

nopoly. capital,
For French business to ex-
pand, it must find new markets

where the U.S. monopolists can-,

not overwhelm French com-

merce, France is turning to the
socialist countries for such a:

market, especially those  social-
ist countries boycotted by the
U.S. government (eSpemally Chi-
na, Vietnam, Albania). .

The rivalry between French
and U.S, monopoly capital will

, : continue and become moré pro-
_.On the question of Vietnam,:

nour}ced. Charles de Gaulle and
his idiosyncracies are not the

.main obstacle to harmony be-:

tween French and American im-
perialism; ‘nor is Lyndon John-
son and his- idiosyncracies the
main obstacle to such a harmo-
ny, The  overwhelming support
of French monopoly capital for
de Gaulle’s re-election can even

" be compared to the overwhelm- *
ing support of U.S. monopoly ¢

capital for Johnson’s Presiden-

tial candidacy in 1964: each of .
" the two men was selected as the

leading representative of these
two groupings of monopoly cap-
italists—French and American.
The obstacle to their har-
mony is the class interests of
these two imperialist powers —
the growth of one is at the ex-

‘pense of the other, This is the

basis of the rivalry. For each of
the imperialist powers, the for-

mula is to expand or to die, For °
one to expand, it means for the

other to die, or more immedi-
ately, to decline,’
It is with the present growth

in the strength of the socialist -

countries and of the national lib-
eration movement that the im-
perialists are intensifying their
intefnal rivalries. Like rats
each had a separate piece of
cheese, when previously they
each has a separate piece of
cheese, the various imperialist
powers are fighting over an in-
creasingly smaller share of the
world for their domination. In

. this predicament of the imperi-

alists, the anti-imperialist forces
for national liberation and for
socialism, led by the Marxist-
Leninist forces, will “see that
conditions worsen for the im-
perialists, and that finally im-
perialist and capitalist exploita-
tion is removed from the face of
the earth by the revolutionary
people throughout, the world.

“The English-language news-

papers produced by the coup-

leaders were full of lies. They
would talk of how the people
in their anger were putting up
slogans everywhere demanding
the death of Aidit and the dis-
solution of the P.K.I. But, from
the beginning of the generals’
coup; there was curfew from
dusk to dawn. It was on those
nights that the walls of com-
pounds and buildings facing the
painted with all
manner of insulting slogans, at-
leaders and
movements, all in the same red

. paint, same stylé. Only too ob-
viously simply the work of the -

army and police. There were
many other instances of incor-
rect army reports in the press.
“At intervals during our stay,
heavily-armed soldiers would

come on raids into the confer~ -

ence secretariat, arresting con-
ference workers and taking them
away. People all over the city
were thrown into a state of ter-
ror, never knowing when sol-
diers’ would' come stamping into
thelr offices or homes. o4
: “Dally the economic position
became worse. The government

" had granted a. tourist rate of

5,000 rupiahs for one U.S. dol,
lar. Black-marketeers on the
street were offering 26,000 for
the same sum while we were
there, Since, it has risen to some-
thing like 40,000. Food prices
for the common people have ris-
en alarmingly.

“It is the common man who is
bearing the full brunt of the eco-
nomic crisis the generals’ coup
has caused.

“No wonder that Prince Rah-

. man of Malaya chortled with de-
light as news of the generals’-

coup came through, No wonder
that the - revisionist chiefs in
Moscow, who support India so
heavily, and who are ever out to
improve their ‘American rela-
tions,’ praised the role of the
Indonesian Army,

“The generals’ coup proves

- again that peaceful transition is

impossible. The old ruling class
does not give up so easily.
FUTURE HOPE
“Indonesian reactionaries are
trying to form a so-called Com-
munist Party of revisionists and
reregades that will have the
blessing of Moscow, the generals
and their American backers, But

it is too late in the day for this . :
plan to succeed. The real P.K.I,,
strongly en; .

earth methods of work. The peo-
ple’ of Indonesia have suffered
for centuries, and the P.K.I. is
their only hope for the future.
