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One year is coming to & close; for our young party,
196k meant a difficult, very difficult stage. Some of our
best members, wishing to defend their rights, lost thelr
work and the possibility of finding other work in their pro-
fession, the "black” list of the owners' Association having
done its boycott work. The owners allov the "orthodox" to
remain orthodox, knowing that a member of the party whose
leaders have lost all revolutionary feeling, all idea of the
elass struggle, cannct be dangerous. However, our party
immediately, from its birth, attacked the roots of the evil
and acted not through pledges or high sounding words, but

through concrete ACTE.

Stricken by multiple injustices, the party members
have not lost courage. On the contrary, they have steeled
themselves and deepend their faith in the Just cause which
we Jointly defend. A member of the SWISE COMMUNIET PARTY is
a man watched by the owners, a man to be eliminated, "to be
killed like an animal,” as one good boss said. . .

We do not wish to play the martyr as, for example, did
tvo goocd-for-nothinge vhe, recently, vere distributing a
foreign imported leaflet in front of the police, knoving in
advance that the latter would confiscate the imported material
and impose a fine which would be paid out of foreign funds.
For the sake of dazzling thelr foreign "friends," those two
or three adventurers had found a way to be moticed, an ceccasion



vhere oo danger existed, wvherreverything would end pescefully.
Foor "martyrs" sent by the "City"™ . . .

Our party bhas nelther the money nor the time to loas
in "dazzling” the people. It acts directly, positively. In
fact, the resson for which its varicus sections and groups are
sultiplying is thet our members have gained the trust of the
vorkers wvho see them at work. Yes, the Sviss Communist Party
is the only organization in the country vhich could honestly
classify itself as Marxzist-Leninist. Our party is free, it lia
the slave of neither the USSR nor China. It tries to adapt
the basic Harxist-Lenipist principles to Sviss reality. Clearly,
the examples of the Grest October FRevolution im the Soviet
Union and the more recent Chinese revolutiom, guided by Mao
Tes-tung are valuabls sxasples %o us. The courage, valor sod
strength of those gresat revolutlicnaries who headed thelir
respective revolutions to victory are, for us, immortal and
poverful exaaples.

Qur party regrats the differences vhich exist betweea
the Chinese and Soviet comrades; it does not support & meeting
of Communmist parties a8 the one scheduled for the momnth of
March by the nev Boviet leaders vho are, it should be said,
dissppointing and vho promote Khrushehevism, without Khrushchev.
Certalnly, the purposs of such & meeting is to condemm the
Chinese c¢omrades and even to sliminate them from the big Tamily
of Bocialist countries. Buch a meeting should be violemtly
denounced and it i to be hoped that the parties invited will
not only refuse to commit such & shaseful mctiom but will mlso
denounce its provocatory and criminal nature.

As va have frequently repested, our party, basically,
is solidary with the Chiness comrades in almost all the differ-
#nces vhich exist betveen thema and the Soviet comrades. Asd if,
despite all and quite unfortunately, the preseat ocpportumistic
leaders of the USSH were to malntein thelir intesntiom of & aplit,
our party vould be in faver of the Chinsse comramdes rallyimg
their ovn sympathiser arcund the ldeas they defend, and, im
this case, in our quality of being the only true Narzist-Lemimist
in Bwitzerland, ve would be in favor of participatimng to such
& mesting and defending the thesss of the Svhks Communizts om
the subject of the sericus matters of discord. Host of thesw
theases are Iln agresment vith those of our Chinese comrades.
The fact that one or tvo repressntatives from the Chinese Embaszy
in Berne may be gullty of grave srrors does oot mesm st all that
our relations with the revolutionaries and the coarades of the
great and glorious Chinese Communlist Party are cold. The Swiss
Communist Farty alvays triss to defend truth, =vem if, sometimes,

it shocks. It will follow that line.
