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heavy mac hi ne guns and many 
heavyly-armed soldiers. 

"Most of them had sticks with 
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1 umps of iron. And they beat 
the prisLners regularly. Any­
one who came in their path 
was beaten. 

"I saw a 60-year-old man over­
come with the heat and 1 ack 
of water. He was beaten by 
four or five so 1 di ers. Then 
they tied him up. Later I 
saw him dead. 

"I saw seven killed in this 
way and I was told of another 
five. But I was only there 
for 36 hours for the interro­
gation. Some had been beaten 
to death, others had died from 
the heat." 

Eventually Dr Berge was put 
on a bus with Palestinians 
for the journey to Israel. 
The Palestinians were hooded 
and tied.

12 young Asiani in the dock 
at Leeds Crown Court won a 
major political victory on 
Wednesday 16 June when the 
state failed in its attempt 
to gaol them. They had been 
charged with "Making explo­
sives with intent to endanger 
1 i fe and property" and "Con­
spiracy to cause explosions 
with intent to endanger 1 i fe 
and property." 

If found 'guilty' they could 
· ~ve been sent down for life. 
Instead, they were acquitted 
on all the charges~ 

The Police had claimed that 
the defendants had made petrol 
bombs and planned to use them 
in a 'riot'. They claimed 
that the 12 had intended to 
1 aunc~ an assault on Bradford 
City C~tre with the intention 
of burning down big stores 
and attacking the police. 

PIG IGNORANCE 
The defence was clear. Na­

tional minority communities 

have been systematically at­
tacked by racist thugs. The 
police have just let this go 
on: they're claiming not to 
know of any racist attacks 
- as they did during the trial 
of the Bradford 12, after the 
murder of a black taxi driver 
in Bradford and a number of 
other, obviously racist at­
tacks. They've ignored re­
ports from black people about 
such attacks, and have not 
made any effort to catch the 
thugs who carry them out. 

A succession of defence wit-

nesses, including the Presi­
dent of Southall IWA, the edi­
tor of the "Daily Jang" and 
a counci 11 or from Luton who 
is a mem~er of a Community 
Defence Committee, built up 
a picture of racist violence 
~cross Britain and police 
passivity in the face of black 
ea 11 s to put a stop to it. 
But the other side of the pic­
ture was the growing unity 
of the black national minori­
ties in the face of such at­
tacks, and this too was shown 
in the courtroom.

We were glad to read that the 
Civil Service Unions are 
finally going to try and do 
something about the DHSS "sex­
snooper squads". 

When we came to Birmingham 
about 9 years ago we suffered 
at the hands of the DHSS 
cohabitation rule. We never 
hid the fact that we lived 
together, but we could show 
that we were financially 
independent. At our appea 1 
we had documents to show 
separate bank accounts, the 
flat was in both our names, 
we had 1 etters from both our 
doctor and our landlord saying 
that they considered us as 
being fi nanc i a 11 y independent 
of one another. 

Despite a 11 that the ruling 
was upheld that the woman was 
financially dependent on the 
man! The person (a woman! ) 
representing the DHSS summed 
up her department's attitude: 
"The financial arrangements 
were our own personal concern; 
what was important was that 
we slept together." 

As a result only the man got 
any benefit. It was entirely 
up to him whether he gave any 
to the woman. We got 1 es s 
than if we had been two men 
sharing the same flat.

The claims of the police, 
their prosecutor and the judge 
that this was not a political 
trial was belied by the open, 
forthright and vigorous po 1 i­
tical defence put forward by 
the Bradford 12. 

THE CAMPAIGN 

The legal defence in the 
courtroom had solid support 
in the campaign waged outside 
court by the Bradford 12 De­
fence Campaign. 

Campaigning groups were es­
tablished in many towns and 
their activities brought wide­
spread pub 1 i city to the case. 
The campaign organised support 
in the pub 1 i c ga 11 ery of the 
courtroom every day and regu-
1 ar pickets and demonstra­
tions. 

One defendant was re 1 eased 
on the Judge's dire~tion at 
the end of the prosecution. 

When the jury rejected, by 
11 votes to 1, the entire 
po 1 ice story and their c 1 aims 
that the trial was not politi­
ca 1 , the courtroom erupted 
into unprecedented scenes as 
the defendants, lawyers and 
observers cheered and applau­
ded the Jury. 

The Jury clearly accepted 
the defendants' argument that 
they acted in se 1 f-defence 
and that was no offence. 

The National minority com-1 
munities have declared their 
unity and their intention to 
defend themse 1 ves. They have 
now won a major battle to es-

tablish that right in the face 
of vicious opposition from 
the state. 

The Revo 1 uti onary Communist 
League consistently supported 
the Campaign to free the 12. 
We join with a 11 others who 
took part in the work in ap­
plauding this victory, a vic­
tory not just for the 12 bro­
thers but a 1 so for the demo­
cratic rights of all national 
minority and working people.
