On  May  8,   1974,   I  sent  the  following  letter  to  the  Political
Committee  of  the  Socialist  Wol.kers  Party:     ''This  is  to  inform
you  that  I  have  withdrawn  from  the  Internationalist  Tendency
caucus.     I  remain  an  ideological  supporter  of  the  International
Majority's  political  positions."

Since  I  was  elected  to  the  National  Committee  of  the  YSA
specifically  as  a  representative ,of  the  Internationalist  Tendency,
the  National  Executive  Committee  may  feel  it  appropriate  to  re-
move  me  from  t-.ie  National  Committee.     If  that  is   the  case,   I
would  be  willing  to  co-operate  in  stepping  off  the  body.

However,   as  the  letter  states,   I  remain  a  supporter  of  the
platform  of  the  IMT  and  am  willing  to  defend  its  positions.     I
am  willing  to  continue  to  serve  on  the  YSA  National  Committee
and  to  carry  out  all  the  responsibilities  that  are  entailed.
