Dear Comrade Lequenne,

We have received your letter dated December 1976 together
with the January 6, 1977, cover letter from Comrade Robs for the LCR
Political Bureau.

We would like to call to your attention what is apparently
a mistaken assumption on your part that your article published in
Critique Communiste was not translated and made available to the
SWP Political Committee and to those attending the SWP convention
last August. Referring to the July 29, 1976, statement of the
SWP Political Committee, you write: "Your statement is all the
more malicious and slanderous in that my article, which does not
seem to have been translated (which is the only way that the
statement's intended readers, the great majority of whom do not
read French, could make up their own minds, not to mention the
signers of the statement, most of whom do not read French either,
although this doesn't seem to have prevented them from forming an
opinion, which is a peculiar method for Marxists to follow)..."

The members of the Political Committee had a translation
of your article before they discussed and adopted the July 29
statement. The PC statement was distributed at our convention,
together with the translation of your article. Thus the Political
Committee and the convention were fully informed of your views as
contained in your article.

The July 29 statement of the SWP Political Committee was
submitted some time ago to the International Internal Discussion
Bulletin. I'm enclosing a copy of the English bulletin in which
it appears. Thus the appropriate place to submit any comments
you wish to make concerning the July 29 statement is the IIDB.

Dear Comrades,

At its March 3, 1977/, meeting, the Los Angeles SWP Local Exec-
utive Committee voted to recommend to the Political Committee that
we extend critical support to the campaigns of Luis Rodriquez of
the Communist Labor Party (CLP) for L.A. Board of Education, seat 6,
and Arnold Lockshin, Communist Party candidate for L.A. Community
Colleges Board of Trustees, seat 2.

Rodriquez, 22, is a Chicano and a laid-off steelworker. Accord-
ing to his campaign brochure, he was a founding member of the CLP.
At a recent campaign rally for Rodriquez, around 200 people were
present-—-about 45% Latino, 15% Black, 5% Asian and 35% white--indi-
cating a large number of working-class youth are members or support-
ers-of the CLP in the Los Angeles area. Through our participation
in Steelworkers Fight Back, we estimate that the CLP has around
12 members in the union active in the Sadlowski campaign.

In our opinion, the CLP is clearly a tendency in the workers
movement and it would be within our principles to utilize the tactic
of critical support in regard to this campaign. At the campaign rally
where Rodriquez spoke, a national leader of the CLP, Nelson Peery,
indicated that the CLP, formerly a Maoist oriented organization, no
longer takes sides in the split between Moscow and Peking. Their
literature display included publications from both Moscow and Peking
and books by Stalin, Mao and a Kremlin tract against Trotskyism.

Peery spent a good portion of his speech attacking the Democratic
and Republican parties and stressed the need for a labor party.

Rodriguez calls for both busing and bilingual education, but
no strategy is put forward on how to win them. Many of the people
around the CLP are new to politics, and would see that our campaign
for Mayor and Board of Education, seat 2, are stressing similar
issues. In addition, because the CLP is evolving from previously
supporting Maoism to what appears to be a pro-Moscow position, we
feel their supporters are vulnerable to our ideas. Extending criti-
cal support to Rodriquez will enable us to have &g more fraternal
discussion with their members and periphery, aimed at recruiting
some of them to Trotskyism and helping demoralize the CLP.

An initial discussion with Rodriquez indicates that the CLP
will not consider or even formally discuss with us extending sim-
ilar support to Sam Manuel for Mayor of L.A. or Virginia Garza
who is running for a different seat on the Board of Education.

In discussion with their members, we would want to challenge their
failure to take a stand for independent working class candidates
who are running against the anti-busing mayor of L.A., Tom Bradley,
'and the liberal, turned anti-buser, Howard Miller of the Board of
Education.



We currently have contact with CLP members in Steelworkers
Fight Back, the NAACP, campaign activities, and general meetings
around school desegregation. A statement on why the Sociglist
Workers Party supports the Rodriquez campaign emphasizing our
areas of common agreement would be gotten into the hands of many
CLP members and supporters, Done aggressively, this tactic could
help us learn more about the CLP, establish a dialogue with some
of their members, and pressure them to join us in common activities,
such ags the campaign aganist U.S. complicity with the white minority
regimes in southern Africa.

The Communist Party is running two candidates in the muni-
cipal elections, which will be a non-partisan primary on April 5,
1977. (There will be run-offs on May 30 between the top two vote
getters in any race if no one receives a majority on April 5.)

The CP candidates are William Taylor, chairman of the Southern
California CP, for Board of Education, seat 2, and Arnold Lockshin,
county organizer of the L.A. CP, for Community Colleges Board of
Trustees, seat 2.

Both candidates are described as leaders of the CP in their
campaign brochures, and the People's World has generally carried
weekly reports referring to them as the Communist candidates. We
thus feel it would be principled to extend critical support to
Lockshin, although we are running Virginia Garza against Taylor
for the same Board of Education position.

The CP has made integration and defense of busing a central
aspect of Taylor's campaign. The Lockshin campaign calls for no
cutbacks, education for gll, and jobs. Recently the CP played a
major role in organizing the February 12, 1977/, L.A. pro-desegre-
gation march of about 1,500 persons.

The CP is our major oppenent in the L.A. area. They have a
large number of Black and Chicano members and influence various
student organizations, unions and Black and Chicano organizations
in southern California. We confront the CP in many areas of work--
from school desegregation meetings to anti-deportation work to
trying to force their involvement in the March 26 South Africa
demonstration~-although our direct contact with CP members is
generally limited.

Although the CP has a position in favor of busing, the strategy
of the CP is for the Black and Chicano communities to depend on
‘liberal Democrats to defend desegregation and busing. This has
been made clear by their failure to condemn Mayor Bradley's public
attacks against busing. In fact, the People's World has avoided
even mentioning that Mayor Bradley is up for reelection in April.

We feel that we could distribute a leaflet explaining why
we call for a vote for Lockshin to various CP meetings leading
up to the elections and at various campaign events where we will
run into CPers. We would want to emphasize the need for the CP
and SWP to work together around actions in defense of school
desegregation, ballot rights and in building the March 26 South
Africa demonstration in L.A. At the same time, we would want
to sharply score their implicit support to Bradlcy, the leading



anti-busing candidate, and urge them to consider voting for Sam
Manuel as the only way to register a pro-busing vote in the mgyoral

election.

Dear Comrades:

The following is a report of my observations of a CLP campaign
rally I attended on the evening of 12 Feb. 1977 in Los Angeles.

The CLP is running Luis Rodrigquez for Los Angeles Board of
Education Seat no. 6 (see attached campaign borchure).

The rally was attended by approximately 200, mostly young people.
I would estimate the composition at the rally to be approximately
as follows: 45% Latino, 15% Black, 5% Asian and 35% white.

Spanish speaking individuals were asked to sit in a group in
the front right hand side of the auditorium where the talks were
simultaneously translated into Spanish for them.

Two speakers were scheduled to address the rally which was
followed by a dance. Nelson Peery spoke first followed by the
candidate, Luls Rodriquez. I listened to Peery who spoke for about
an hour. Peery is a leading member of the CLP national party.

I did not take notes but Peery made some interesting points.
As T can remember them they are:

1. The CLP thinks the working class must break with the
Democratic and Republican parties and they favor and would support
a labor party. They have no support for Carter.

2. The CLP will support "reform issues" (i.e. bread and
butter issues). They feel the working class will not rally around
the banner of revolution, but will rally around the issues which
immediately affect them.

5. The CLP must adapt itself to these "reform issues" and not
Jjust exhort revolution.

4. The membership must build and support the party press.
5. The party must recruit new memberc.

The literature table had literature from Cuba, Soviet Union,
China and Albania. The literature on the table included; the
collected works of Stalin, works by Mao and one %00+ page volume
devoted to explaining how Trotsky was in league with Hitler.

Busing Is the key issue in ‘the L.A. School Board race. The heart of the busing
question is social equality for the Negro and Mexican National Minorities, the right of
every child to quality sducation.

Rather than defend this right, the Board of Education has maintained the most seg-
regated school system in the country. Their proposal for ““integrated learning centers”
is only one more “legal” attempt to stop integration.

The facts show that the quality of ali education in California is declining. Working
class students at Jordan High in Watts, Garfield in East L.A., and Bell in Southeast L.A.
all have average reading scores below the 30th .880::6 Only 48% to 61% of the
students at these same schools graduate. Clearly it is not only the minorities who ae_w
fer from segregation, but the working classAnglo-American students as-weh. o

in the face of this it is the worst of tricks for reactionary ao:zouam on »soto!d of
Education to make Anglo-American parents believe that they cari have good educgtion
for their children at the expense of the minorities. Workers of all nationalities share
hardships on the assembly lines, in the markets and in unempioyment lines of L.A. The
entire history of this country shows that wherever the Negro people make gains in

- society, the level of all workers rises. Equality for national minority students is the key

to quality education for all.

The Communist Labor Party has ailways worked with community organizations and
labor unions to expose and resist attempts by reactionary politicians and groups like
BUSTOP to incite workers to violence against one another on this question. The com
pletely peaceful busing in Detroit schools was in large part due to the political leader
ship of the CLP, united with hundreds of progressive workers in this effort.

There can't be equal and quality education for all students without integration
There can't be integration in the L.A. School District without busing, to uqm»msa other
wise invites the violent hysteria of Boston.

SUPPORT BILINGUAL EDUCATION

There are tens of thousands of Spanish and other non-English speaking students ir
our district who are victims of the School Board's segregationist policy. Approxi
mately 40,000 students are denied aducation in their own language and get no training
in English. Those few schoots which have bilingual programs are rapidly being over-
crowded and segregated.

The Communist Labor Party fights for BILINGUAL EDUCATION in not just a few
schools, but IN EVERY SCHOOL WHERE THERE IS EVEN ONE STUDENT WHO DOES
NOT SPEAK ENGLISH! This is not impossible. At Morningside Elementary in San Fer
nando three Vietnamese students enrolied last year and the school district managec
to come up with a Vietnamese teacher and the money to pay her.

The question is not either busing or bilingual education, but BOTH.
