It is an example of the type of
meeting which will be most effective as both a memorial to
our fallen comrade and a protest meeting.

AID TO THE VICTIMS

- It would be highly improper to utilize such a meeting for
the purpose of raising funds for anything except aid to the
victims and survivors. To this end, a committee with two Wayne
State University professors as co-chairmen has been set up in
Detroit. This committee will raise funds to help meet emer-
gency expenses such as burial costs and medical expenses for
the wounded. Comrades Jan and Walt face a long and costly
period of convalescence and physical rehabilitation.
