If the local decides that it will be
possible for one comrade to go, the decision about who is to apply
must be made in collaboration with the National Office, No applications
should be submitted until it is cleared with the YSA National Office,
Locals should understand that not everyone who applies will be chosen
to go, since the final decision rests with the organizers of the trip,
At-largers wishing to apply must also contact the N.0O. before submitting
their applications,

Applications must be in before September 20, and should be
sent to.
