A regime which draws its inspiration from Nazi Germany rules Chile today.

it wes neither socialism, nor the proletarian revolution, nor the workes which
tailed in Chife. In Chile what collapssd so tragicslly wat a reformist project Sased on
the illusion that one can achisve soclalism by countiag on the gessivity of the ruling
clase and working within the framework laid down by the bourgsoisie.

ABOUT OUR GROUP
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> The authors of this pamphlet are a newly formed group of
revolutionary militants in the Berkeley - San Franciaco area.
Our participation in the political atruggles of the last decade
has convinced us of the importance of rcvolutionary organization.
The American socialist movement lacks many things, but 1t does not
lack 1ta "share" of eollectives, leagues, uhions, and parties
all claeiming to be that organization or at leaat 1ts
sturdy foundations. Yet if we 1look at the real character of thelr
work, in for example an area as central as solidarity with the
Chilean resistance, we sce how flirisy these claims really are.

We do not hold thege groupings morally responsible for their
shorteomings. In many ways they are a reflection of the political
confusions of the working class they ate ashbiring to lead. What
we do criticize them for is their consistent failure to study
and ascimilate the experience of the workers and revolutionary
movementn in other countries and in pabticular the rich experience
of the European revolutionaries beginning with May 1968 in France.

Our group, which is smaller than , most and not free of this
debilitating American "firstism," still sees a place for itself
in that we are consciously trying to overcome this deficiency.

We hope that the analysis that we have presented on the Chllean
revolution and the movements underway internationally to defend,
nourish, and sustain it will indicate this and prepare the way
r:§1: ngeded,1ﬁternationalization of diocussion among American
m anta.

The activities of our group at the present time are concen-
trated on the vital work of solidarity with the Chilean resistance.
Our actions 1n the solidarity movement and the ideas and positions
we bring to 1t are directly inspired by the activities of the
solidarity movements in Western Europe and Canada. In particular,
we have béen influenced by the work of the militants in sections
of the Fourth International such as the former Communist League
in France (now banned but organized around the paper Rouge), the
International Merxist Group in Britain, and the Revolutionary
Marxist Oroup - Groupe Marxiste Revolutionnaire in Canada and Quebec.
Both the general analysis of this pamphlet and much of its factual
materlal are taken from the various newspapers and magazines of the
Fourth International, papers which we intend to distribute regularly.
