Gus llall's report
Gus Hall in his report, dealt with the elections and the new untiatwes required

. of the Communist Party.

“‘We are a revolutionary party that fights for socialism,”” Hall declared, adding
that the Party was committed to mass actions. No revolution, he said, quoting Marx,
can be made by a party but by a nation. At the same time, he stressed. no revolution
can be made w1thout a Communist Party .

The Party S parucxpatxon in the
1972 elections constituted an his-
torical advance in the develop-
ment of the class struggle and
the independent movements of
the people, Hall said.

The campaign, he noted. broke
down barriers in the mass me-
dia, legal bars, the semi-under-
ground status of the Party, the
caricature image of the Party in
the minds of many pedple and
negative or pessimistic thoughts
in the minds of many Commu-
nists.

There is a new sense of self
confidence and pride throughout
the Party, he declared, adding
that tens of millions had been in-
fluenced by the campaign and
were ready to listen to what the
Party had to say.
