BAY AREA: Presontly we are in very good shape in the Boy Lrea., Our comrades are
funstioning very well and the norele is very highs Vie have sane 13 YS supporters :
here at present. It 13 generally conservetively estimated that we can bring this to-
a4 total of 20 by the time of the Conference. Our supporters ere sbout equally divid-
ed between Gan Francisco and Berkeley. This gives us an edge over the Shachtmenites,
who while they are stronger than us in Berkeley and on the CAL cempus, have only one
person on the Frisco side of the Bay.

The physical setup at present is very fine for functioning. In SF we have a whole
floor of a house where 3 corrades live and where meetings can be held and whieh is
fully equipped with a mimeo machine, etecs In Berkeley, some 5 comrades live in & sin-
gle house which is near the campus and likewise suited for meetings end parties,

Presently our cormrades are solling an average of 100 YS per month and getting & bundle
of 500, They use all their papers and rarely have any spare ones around. They have
four newspaper racks strategiocally placed near campuses and most of the sales came
from theses They will be able to raise the §1.00 per month average susteiner, keep
up on their bundle payments, and complete the fund drive. They have slready fulfilled
their tour quota.. ;

On organization, they are now attempting to set up good functioning ¥S supporter
aroups or caucuses on both sides of the Bay under the genercl cdirection of an erea
exe¢ and occasicnal area conferences. Thia is a change froam the present system of
operating as a single area unit.

Berkeley: The primary arena for work in the Dast Bay is the Cal campus. Here we are
limited as we have only 2 students on campus. liowever plans sre being laid for pute
ting some sort of group on campus so that we will have access to campus feeilities.
In addition, some sort of regular club activities will take place 1n Berkeley to
reach people in the general area, lie have elso scome contect with students at Oskland
Junior College., 4 c¢lass is being conducted sirmltaneously on both sides of the bay
on Baren's book. The major arena on campus is SLLTE. I had an extremely frienily
talk with Butch liallinan who lives with "Sluggo" and 'Kayo' and other pacifist types.
If we follow this up it should be very bensficial,

e are also in the thick of the Vienna Youth Festival in the area as is the Li sup-
Porter group. This is sauething we should get in everywhere. I spoke to some 75
people at the debate with Denitch near " the CAL eampus, lost of them were CALL stu-
dents. The debate went very well and was especially helpful in gaining contact with
LYL-type kids. 01d Clinton Jencks, well knowmn movie actor who has a case nsmeld after
him, was there also., The debate was useful in clarifying the differences between the
two groups, in giving a clear choice to new people, and is destroying various myth~
ology utilized by the social democrats,

San Freneisco: Our main arena in SF is the Mark Twein Club. 4bout a year ago we en-~
tered this club vhich was initiated by CP kids. At the meeting I spoke to (some 16

_were present) the last of the stalinist kids pulled out, leaving their club to us.
The CP youth have formed an exclusive underground club in SFe The club still seems
to be viable and have people around it. The comrades feel it will generally evolve
in the direction of the ¥YS supporter club in the near future. It now has about 20
nembers, 2/3 of which support the ¥S. Average attendence at meetings is arocund 15.
In addition to the LITC we have important influence at SF Svate. [Iose lie is going
there and there is a nucleus of some 8 socialist youth who are generally Y5 support-
erss Twere is sone Pusitical Union formation which we work through. We also have
contact at ST Gity College.
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Other Campuses: I spoke at the University of Santu Clera to sowe 125 stuuents. The
school is e catholic Jesuit institution, We made sume friends for the ¥YS there and
may even get same subs out of ite It wes an interesting experience in any event. Ve
have friends at Stanford U. who function in the Politicel Union there., Due to & num-
ber of circumstantial facturs and the earliuness in the school year of my visit there
was not time to get we on SF State or Stanford. alsov a meeting at Cal hea to be cun-
eelled due to & conflict in dates, The comrades there have urged me to return on the
way %o Denver and are raising the extra money this will cost. It looks as if this
will be done and I will speak at the three above nemed places next week.

The Inventive Spirit: 4s our youth groups have been operating on their own, certsin
techniques have been developed in arees I have visited that could be utilized else-
where. ia has perrected a simple silk soreen process which produces a fine profes-
sional looking poster cheapiy. In addition, the equipment needed is slight. Jack
arnold, who developed it, has promisea to send out a fact sheet on it to all the area
groups. The Bay area hus perfecoted the newsstend. Tky now produce a professional
stand which is designed just for the YS and which is very dureble under verying
weather conditions, They have pramised to produce them for other arems for about {15
postpaid, average sales off such a stand are around 30-40 a month, and to have them
in front of leuading campuses around the oountry would be great. I hope that the
comrades elsewhere will take this up and write Jim Robertson about it.

PORTLAID: The rortland situation is realliy very fine for us. The center is the Reed
College campus, On this campus is the FOCUS club whieh was started es a YP4A clud

sanme 10 years ago, The head of it is liark Shaffer who is reasonably friendly to us
and favors working with us. However he is the clusest to the Ck of anyone in the olub.
The other kids are close to the Netional Guardian approach to things. They are gen-
erally very enthuaiastic about the United Soeialist ticket, They to one degres or
another have some Deutcherite views on the USSk, they all like the YS, etc, Eriece
Munk has agreed to write an article for the ¥S on Bertold Brecht which should be
retty goode 4 number of them are playing around with the idea of a US version of
Universities and left Review., They seem 10 have access to yuantities of money and

ere interested in working with us on the project. I tentitiveiy was rather euthusiasw-
tie about the deal but we will have to see what coues of it.

Close to 100 students out of 600 attended my talk at Reed. Following the talk we had
a special supper and more discussion. Following this we retreated to a loGge or some-
thing and diseussed even more, 1if both Seattle mud SF work on it we can develop a
strong group of supporters in this area. The social demoorats are in bad grace here
because they attempted to form a rival to FOQUS. The CP is playing around though and
we will have to watch this. 1t certeinly demends action on our parte.

Portland Stete: 1In addition 1 spoke to same 40 students at Portland State, a new
college with almost no political life. I was sponsored by a Social Sciences club
which seems to be run by liveralDemocrats. However we got two very good contacts out
of it and there is a good possibility of meking heudway there too,

Dave Heatley from Seattle came down and helped out a iot on the whole Portlend af-
fair, We stayed over at Reuel amdur's place, He is an anarchist type and reasonably
friendly to us. He may write something for the YS. :
