TERRORISM
CANNOT BEAT

- TORIES

HE killing of right-winger Ross McWhirter has been the
signal for every reactionary to scream for ‘shooting on
sight’, the return of hanging and even more sweeping
state powers than the anti-terror laws.

Home Secretary Roy Jenkins has stated that he would
feel no sympathy for terrorists ‘shot in the act’. He
added, ‘it would not be right for me to announce all
operational plans that the police may have in hand.’

Jenkins' statement is not only the clearest hint that
more extensive arming of the police is on the way — with

‘shoot to kill’ instructions; it is also a virtual invitation
to right wing vigilantes to take to the streets.

What happens if someone is shot dead by an
enthusiastic policeman or patriotic individual because
they thought he was ‘in the act’ of terrorism?

Ross McWhirter was the most reactionary Tory. But
shooting him has only played into the hands of his
right-wing allies. The Young Socialists stand opposed to |
suchdemmmhmeotbmun
never defeat Toryism.

Anti-terror laws

The McWhirter killing comes also as the Prevention dF
Terrorism Act is being renewed in Parliament. The
so-called anti-terror laws were passed last November in
the midst of the hysteria created by the Birmingham pub
bombings.

The Birmingham bomb case revealed a National Front
sympathiser and an informer — a man who was
harbouring Kenneth Littlejohn who robbed banks in
Southern ireland in order to discredn the IRA on behalif of
British nce.

There was also the case of Kenneth Lennon who told
the National Council for Civil Liberties that he was
employed by the police to encourage Irishman to commit
acts of terrorism in Britain. Soon after he was found in a
ditch —shotinthe head.

The question of who killed McWhirter and who lets off
the bombs remains unanswered. The capitalist papers
such as the ‘Sun’ and the ‘Daily Express’ have carried
blazing headlines accusing the IRA but no evidence
exists for this.

One thing is certain, whoever is carrying out these
acts, they aid only the Tories and their allies. The Tories
always intended the anti-terror laws to be permanent
| and to extend their scope to cover left-wing groups. Their
allies in the Parliamentary Labour Party have aided and
abetted them in this task.

Roy Jenkins at the time the original Bill was passed
said: ‘I shall certainly add to the list of political
organisations of whatever complexion, if necessary.’

Since the passing of the anti-terror laws, unopposed
by any Labour MP, there has been a consistent
campaign by the authorities to link legitimate working
| class organisations with terrorism.

By far the most serious incident has been the raid, the
biggest political raid since the war on the WRP educatlon
centre. The raid was part of an attempt to frame-up the
WRP and associate it with terrorism.

The scope of the anti-terror legisiation must not bJ
forgotten. People who have nothing to do with Irish
politics can and have been picked up.

Southampton

In Southampton a fortnight ago the house of a docks
shop steward was raided and he was taken at gunpoint.

These are the kind of the absolute powers the police
have been given and want to consolidate. Terrorism in
the act is described as ‘violence for political ends’. Are
strikes and picket lines then also to be added to the list?

The Shrewsbury Two were described by the Tory Press
as ‘vicious-arrogant thugs’ for picketing — were they
terrorists? ‘

Raising money or holding meetings ‘or any other form
of support’ for people so defined as terrorists would
make you liable for six months jail.

The Young Socialists warn that these laws are not
separate from the other preparations of the state. The
increased harassment of the youth, the use of the
Special Patrol group against so called muggers and the
introduction of identity cards at football matches.

The meéeting at the
University of Manchester
Institute of Science and
Technology (UMIST) had
been called to discuss "The

State. the Law and Ireland .

The NF thugs opened

Assaulted

They threw bottles at the
platform and then assaulted
members of the audience.
throwing chairs and breaking
windows. One of the first to
be hit was the 60-year-old
mother of NCCL member
Rock Tansey. a barrister.

At least six people were
injured. Two of them.
Malcolm Peach and Graeme
Atkinson were . taken (o
hospital. Mr Peach suffered
a severe eye injury and
broken arm after being

viciously assaulted, thrown
to the ground and kicked
about the head and body. Mr
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Atkinson was hit in the face
with
have 19 sutches.

Final damage to the hall
has been assessed at more
than £1.200.

Thirty of those taking part
in the assault were arrested
as they marched to their
coach chanting NF slogans.
They have not been charged
with anvthing yet.

This attack on the NCCL
raises  serious  questions
about the activity of the
police and the extreme nghl
\nni.

Trouble

Mr Bill Watson. one of the
organisers of the meeting
satd lhe) had sensed thére
was going to be trouble
when “these 40 or so people
came in a body into the hall
and we decided to phone for
the police. At that ume only
about 30 other peopl¢ were
present.

Yet the police apparently
did not arrive until the Front
thugs were on their way
back out of the building.
their attack completed.

The self-styled

have made no hysterical
outcry about this savage and
apparently ~ premeditated
attack on the rights of a civil
liberties organisation to hold
its meetings.

THE collective singing of the ‘Internationale’ in the

“languages of the 18 countries represented at the first

World Conference of Revolutionary Youth closed a
historic week of preparation for the building of the Worid

Party of the Socialist Revolution.

- The last day and a half of the conference was taken up
with detailed discussions on the lessons of the week’s
work and the task ahead — building powerful youth
sections which will become the revolutionary leadership

of the working class.

Each delegation worked out aperepecuve for this work
and reported it back to the entire conference. In many
countries plans were laid to bring out Young Socialist
papers and campaign with the use of social events,

propaganda and

sport for mass

‘movements. In

some cases, like Spain, the work will have to remain
underground—but nevertheless it will go ahead,

delegates heard.

Before the conference closed an international youth
committee was elected which will act as the leadership
of the youth movement. A manifesto will be issued on the
conference — it will be the result of a wide and searching
discussion on the political fight ahead. .

"Marx discovered . that the
relation between theory and
practice was one of unity and
conflict — but that before the
establishment of conflict there
had firstto be unity.

"Marx stressed that man
changes history and that history
changes man — that there was
an inseparable unity between
man and nature. and in the
conflict between man and nature
we find the source of
development,” said Healy.

Marx's great contribution was
to bring Hegel's studies of
movement of appearance into

the practice of the struggle of

ordinary men.

In 1848 in his 'Communist
Manifesto’ Marx described the
two main classes in society and
declared that the working class
Was the only progressive class.

This became-the basis for the

entire modern - Marxist
movement led and developed by
Lenin and Trotsky.

Turning to the developmentot
the Bolshevik Party and the first
socialist revolution Healy said:

“In 1902 Lenin in his “"What is
to be Done?"’
two ideologies in the world
socialist ideology and bourgeois
ideology.

Conflict

‘In the class struggle it is
necessary 1o take  socialist
theory into the working class
who are educated in bourgeois
ideology and begin in the
working class a conflict between
socialist and bourgeois
ideology .

Healy said that a year after

about by World War 1.
" It was over this central issue
of internationalism that Stalin
broKe- from Leninism after
Lenin's death saying it was
possible to build socialism in a
single country.

In this way Stalinism
subordinated the strength and
independence of the working
class throughout the world to
the parasitic bureaucracy in the
Soviet Union.

Usurped

Stalin usurped the rights won
by the Soviet working class in
the October revolution and built
throughout the world
caricatures of his own

bureaucracy — now the closest
collaborators  with the
bourgeoisie under the slogan of
the peaceful road to socialism.
Therefore the long battle

between Trotsky and Stalin was

over the highest political
conquest of Leninism and the
October revolution i.e.
internationalism.

The building of ‘socialism in
one country’ ran contrary to the
interests of the internationalism
of the world working class. The
essence of this conference was
based upon the most decisive
understanding of Marxism, in
the development of the
international class struggle.

Internationalism

The struggle for
internationalism was continued

by the early Trotskyist
movement. In” September 1938
the Fourth International was
founded.

Trotsky insisted  against
reformism and  centrist

revisionism that theré must be a
world party of the socialist
revolution — for the political
revolution in China. Russia and
Eastern Europe, which would
hand back to the working class
their revolutionary gains and
rights: and a social revolulnon in
the capitalist countries. -

Healy said that the last
struggle on this question had
been at the Essen vyouth
conference in 1971 when the
British Young" Socialists had
insisted  that  the unity and
conflict of Marxist theory and
practice must be established as
the basis of the revolutionary
international of youth.

“This was rejected by the
French OCI.
split took place — a split that
remains as unbridgeable as that
the Bolsheviks and
Mensheviks.

"This conference .represents
the highest. point of the
development of the international
revolutionary youth and it is
important  that we  should
establish the stage we are at —
we are simply at the unity stage.
It is the negation of 1842-1845.
1902 1903 and 1917.

‘It 1s a conference produced
out of the struggle against the
class  enemies and their

revisionist allies in some of the’

most important countries in the
world,  a struggle that has
elaborated the richness of
Leninism and Bolshevism. since
Trotsky was assassinated in
1940.*

“This conference | repeat is a
unity. Marx could not have
written the ““Communist
Manifesto”™ in 1848 without
having completed his break in
1842 from the idealist

We shall
organise the most intensive
preparations at our cadre
schools over the next three
weeks for this conference.

‘I want finally to stress that
the success of this conference is
not a coincidence. It comes from
the conscious struggle we have
undertaken in all the countries
to overthrow the rule of the
capitalist class.

"Into this struggle we bring all
the richness of the lessons of 250
years of class struggle — into
the socialist revolution will

of revolutionary youth.

From New Zeeland a
student told the conference:
that the country was in a
deepening economic Crisis.

e New Zealand Labour

Their armed forces are cavorting
in South-East Asia.

- Indonesia and Malaysia.

"The government is girding for
war, internally and externally. It

~1s the task of the youth to

prevent this. This can only be
done by leading the working
class to. power. guided by
Marxism.’ :

An unemployed Australian
youth told the conference how
the Whitlam Labour
government - had allowed
dictatorship to occur.

*The Labour government was
elected three times in recent
years. But unemployment rose

to 350.000 and inflation to 18 per -

cent. There is no future in
industry and over 500 firms have

" closed in the last 12 months.

"The Labour Party has no
policies to defend the working
class and youth. Unemployment
is _ the  highest
depression and it could rise to
well over 500.000 by Christmas.

“The bourgeoisie is desperate.
That's why they were forced to
instal* their man and put the
burden of the crisis on the backs
of the working class.

"Labour leaders and thelr
Stalinist henchmen in the trade

unions have held back the.

working class from a General
Strike against the dictatorship.
The question of state power and
of alternative leadership is

- posed sharply.”

Decisive

A Japanese comrade with the
German delegation said: "I am
learning Marxism in this
movement to builld up a
revolutionary leadership in
Japan because the Japanese
working class, an important part
of the world proletariat, has
from the start been isolated from
Marxism and suffered worst
from the betrayals of Stalinism
and bloody defeats. -

'"Today, - in conditions of
international crisis. the
Japanese bourgeoisie is heading
for collapse. A Marxist party is
decisive for the victory of the.
Japanese revolution.

"Exports have fallen
drastically. Thousands of firms
have gone bankrppt, including
some of the biggest trusts.

‘Suppression will not be

enough for bankrupt capitalism. -

They are forced to abolish
democratic rights and impose
direct and total dictatorship and
fascism.’

The first Spanish delegate in
the debate said to cheers and
applause: ‘In Spain the situation
has undergone an important
change — the assassin Franco i s
dead.

“This has happened in -a
situation of total economic
collapse on a world-wide basis.
In Spain, the economy is very
weak.

"The bourgeoisie tries to load
the crisis on our backs through
wage freezing and an enormous
rise in the cost of living and
through mass unemployment.
There are now | million
unemployed.’

‘It is precisely the economic
crisis and the enormous strength
of the working class which has
forced the fascist dictatorship
Into Crisis.

‘Franco’s government was

training

since the

formed over the blood of tens of
thousands ~of workers and
maintained by savage repression
which it has increased through
so-called anti-terror laws.

"Through this law, five youth
were murdered ~for being
anti-fascist. Hundreds of youth
are in jail for months without
charges. They are tortured in
police stations and many die.

‘In Spain, the working class
has demonstrated its will to fight
through political general strikes.
But Stalinism has refused
consciously to organise the
working class independently.

"They are trying to destroy the

workers’ commissions, in order -

to drive the vanguard of the
working class into fascist
institutions. They have refused
to call a General Strike to bring
down the fascist government.

*They again try to form
Popular Fronts with the Spanish
bourgeoisie. But conditions are
finished for the domination of
Stalinism and social democracy
and for this reason the
bourgeoisie - finds |tself in a
Crisis.

Fundamental

"At this time. when socialism
is the only solution for the
working class. the construction

of .an international of
revolutionary youth is
fundamental.

‘It must be the basis all over
the world of a new leadership of
the working class which can
take the working class to
power.’

A young worker from Merthyr
Tydfil, South Wales, said it was

not the 1930s and youth were on -

the offensive. "It is not a
working class tired through war
or depression. It's the complete

* opposite.

*But the fight and militancy of
workers and youth is not enough
to smash the capitalist state
machine. The essence of the
conference is that we must train
youth in dialectical materialism,
in the theory of knowledge of
the working class.” .

Editorial Board

IN preparation for the First World Conference
of Revolutionary Youth the American Young
Socialists conducted an intensive campaign on

the east and west coasts.

Thousands of dollars
had to be raised for our
charter plane. This was
the biggest challenge we
have ever faced. From

the struggle we waged 129

young workers, students
and unemployed vyouth

were brought to London.
This included a delegation
of English and

French-speaking youth from

Canada.
