The Tories are making a very definite attack on the rents front. The
increases in the borrowlpé rate earlicr in the year and the ending of sub-
sidies in the Mtumn Budget mean that the building of Council houses will
virtually cease. Local authorities who continue with house building will
have to levy tenants of exlsting Council houses in order to maintain reasonable
rents for the new ones. |

The Tories way of dealing with a matter such as the housing problem is
gquite a simple one. They believe in reducing demand by foreing up prices
parallel with attempting to make the working class pay in order to maintaln
and inmprove the standards of the upper reaches of society, There can be no
doubt that this is a conscious zttack by the Tories on working class living
standerds. Let it be emphasized that this is not only an attack on the pockets
of Council hruse tenants. It affects equally those who are buying their homes
through tuilding sociletics. ’

Some will counsel trat nothing can be done, that the Govermment is all
powerful and that is that, If the Parliamentery Labour Party can't stop it
then you've had it. 7This is a cousel of despair, The workers did not achileve
a higher standard of living by waitinz for Parliament to vote them one. Such
advances as have been made have been achieved as a result of long and bitter
struggles with the capitalisy class,

These standards are now being attacked and must be defended by all
possible neans, I the Tories ares able to carry out their policy on this
matter, they will undoubtedly turn thzir attention to the Rents Restriction
Acts and then those living in privately owned rented property will be brought
into line by having thelr rents raised, Socialist initiative is required
to galvanize existing tenanths! associations intc conscious activity. Where
no tenants' ass oc*wt$on3 axist they chould be formed to mobilise opinion
against the Tory attacks, Only by vigorous oppesition in all fields can the
Tories be defeated and mede to realisz that the working class will not sit
back and take meekly anything the Tories try on,
