This month the Youth Sec¢tiong "celebrate" théir second birthday,
for it was at the 1955 Annual Conference that the national and reg-
ional organisation of the League of Youth was disbanded and branches
renamed Ycuth Sections.

Two years seems a fair time in which to Jjudge the result of that
re-organisation., We said at the time that the policy of breaking down
the youth organisation into isolated Yquth Sections was not a move tO
build a strong Socialist youth movement - but a move by the right-wing
leadership of the Party to curb the pro-Bevanite L.0O.Y. Certainly
the state of the Youth Sections today confirms this.

Officially there are 275 Sections - 30 more than when the L.O,X,
was disbanded and many of these %0 came” into existence as a result of
the Suez crisis. The facilities which are open to these Sections,
Dotn i the Tield of political Lducaqlon and literature are less than

available in the L.0.Y, days. We now. have recruiting literature from
Transpor® hougu, an annual summer school, and a promise of a national
youth paper. We welcome the decision of the N.E.C, to bring  out an

What the docunent is really saying is that capitalism worksj;
that a socislist state would be no improvenent and that all that is
reguired is a few shares, and a 'Code of Conduct for the Board Room',
to see that we all get a better standard of living. I wonder 1I the
rise in tho bank rate has shaken the convictions of any members of
the NZC in the stability of eapitalism. This document has stirred up
a tramcndous wave of opposition throughout the constituties and Tne
trade unions, and the opposition will surely be channslled in support
of the Hational Union of Railwaymen's propcsal that ths whole aocu-
aent should be reforred back to the WEC with an instruction to them
to prepare a list of industries to be naticnalized by the next Lasour
Government. . | - -

One thing will link the debateg of Confecrecace, and that 1s that
the Labour Party must dciand, as the represcntatives of the working
class, the resiznation of the Tory Gevernment, and that we must use
2ll the strengbh of the Labour Movemecnt to bring this about.
