policy of the Youth Section and is beginmming to pay dividends,
in an increascd confidence in speaking and a readiness to spark
dlscussion. Another method of giving confidence in speaking
was a series ol llat Debates giving members s wide range of
subjects on which to speak and €nccuraging a quick mental
agsembly of ideas.

The most irmediate problem facing the Youth Section is
the need to increase membership and we are finding great

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"WHAT IS SOCIALISM?" - (7)Y What went wvrong in Russia®?

Tne Russian Revolution of October 1917 was the start of a
world wide movement for the overthrow of capitalism, Millions
of working men =nd women, tired of the war, looked with hope
vowards the young Soviet Republic, There the Russisan workers
struggled to hold on to political povwer, against the efforts
of the old land-owners and capitalists backed by world
imperialiam,

The right-wing labour leaders, heving betrayed the move-
ment in 1914 by supporting the imperialis biood-bath, procecded
after 1918 to help the ruling class to retaln power, Meanwhile,
under the inspiration of the Russian Revolution, left-wingers
came together to form the Third, Communist, International.

The workers of the western countries and the colonial
masses, even those who still followed the old right-wing,
ratlied to support the Soviets. The capitalist powers who sent



armles into Russia in the long wars of intcrvention, were
forced to retreat, In Britain, the 'Hands Off Russia' movement
of 1920 was as powerful as the recent anti-Suez demonstrations,

But =although the international working class was able to
stop the crushing of the first workers' state, it was not yet
sufficiently organised to end the rule of capitalism In the
other countries, The Revolution was left isolated in backward
Russia, There, the tiny working class, leading the mass of
poor peasants grappled with lmmense cconomic and social Probe
lems, As a-result, there graduslly grew up a burcaucratic
caste, separated from the workers, interested in holding on to
and expanding its own power and privilege, and consequently
not interested in building an international Socialist order in
which they. would lose their positions., This group, which bears
many resemblances in its political outloock to the right-wing
leaders, turned the Communist Intcernational into an instrument
of Kremlim forelgn policy, in which the interests of intepr-
nz2tional soclallism were subordinated to the nceds of the ruling
group in Russia,

Thisg degeneration led to the defeats and betrayals of the
1920's and 30's, culminating in the rise of Hitler to power,
the victory of Fascism in Spain and the war of 1939, The land
of Soviet democracy became the home of the secret police, of
fake trials, of the execution of thousands of loyal fighters
for the socialist cause, Lenin's Russia became 3talin's,

But desplte the power of the bureaucracy, despite the des-
truction of workers democracy, the industry of the U,8.8.R, was
nationalised, the economy planned., Despite Stalin, production
in Russia rose at a tremendous speed, The tiny handful of
industrial workers grew into an army 40 million strong. And -
despite the degenerstion of the commintern, despite the diplo-
matie horse-~trading, the workers' movements, especially the
colonial revolution have grown stronger and the stanglehold of
capitalism weaker, That 1s why the workers of Russia, China,
and Eastern Burope prepared today to cut cut buresucratic
cancer and return to the path opened up in October 1917.
Hungary and Poland are just the start of this process,

This sketechy bit of history is intended to show that the
main task for the working class is the same as it was in 1914:
to build a leadership and an organisation capable of smashing
capitalism, The solution to this problem lies in a hard
struggle for correct ldeas snd an even harder one to apply
them in day to day work, A careful study of the history and
theory of our movement has to be combined with vigorous political
and industrial activity. )

On this work hangs the future of the human race, for it
will Gecide whether we go backwards to barbarism or forward
“to a Soelalist future, Most of the series has been taken up
