Instead they had to live at a friend’s
house. And they were told they must renew
their visa every week.

On 1S January Mrs Oghouz was lured 1o
Heathrow Airport to renew her visa. She
was locked up without warning and told
that she would be immediately deported

Officials said that she had ne case to
extend her stay in Britain and that she
waould be sent to the south of Cyprus!

Brutal

When it was pointed aut that she had
nowhere (o go there, the officials suggested
that she should stay in a hotel. Her
husband was told to bring their daughter
and their belongings to the airport,

Again, Britain’s brutal and inhuman
immigration laws are dividing a family and
hitting at a defencemess child.

This is only one example of a daily tollin
the Cypriot community, and indeed in all
the other immigeant communities

I'here are at least 200 people in Penton-
ville alone. awaiting deportation. Every
one of those 200 is a personal tragedy: a
divided family, people being xent back to

Hearing this. bord Gowd-
man demanded to see it first,
As  chuirman ol the
publishing  company  and
chairman of the Newspipet
Publishers  Assaciation. he
was anvious 1o ensure there
was  no Clegal’  conflict
hetween  the  newspaper
puhlishers and the author.

Despite endless requests,
lord Goodman. failed to
return the manuseript., Fyen-
tually. it was taken from his
office in his absence by Mr
Fletcher’s publisher,

It still cannot be published
without his permission. Asa
result of legal procecdings
last June, he has agreed to
read the book, but nothing
has bappened since.

By doing nothing at all,
lLord Goodman, a great
defender of “press freedom’
has managed to suppress the
book.

Blasphemy Act

That is why the law changes: either
‘constitutionally’ by action i parlia-
ment or ‘unconstitutionally” hecause a
particuimg law simply cannot be en-
forced my longer (like the unrepealed
Blasphemy Act which makes it a-crime
{0 deny that Jesus Christ is the son of
God) or by a combination of the two
{like the Tory Industrial Relations Act,
wrecked by strike action and then

repenled as a result).

And justice? It is a matter
of more or less widely held
notions about what is Tair’
or ‘reasonable’, which may
or may not correspond to the
law. But these notions (oo,
are in the last resort political
because they depend on
some view. of what society
ought to be fike. Xnd since
such views depend, at least in
part, on inieresis they are
not the same for ¢veryone.

Whose?

The judges of the Court of
Appeal no doubt think it
just, as well as lawful, that
industrial action in support
of persecuted trade unionists
in South Africa should be
forbidden. “We think it un-
just. The point is: whose
Justice’ will presail? That
depends on the outcome of
struggle and there is not
much  value in  having
notions of justice unless vou
are willing to fight to impose
them on the enemy,

Thut, of course, is an
infringement of his
freedom’. It would  be
hypocritical to deny it. There
is, in truth, no such thing as
freedom in the abstract. It is
alwavy a matter of freedom
for some people to do some
things: and in our class-
divided society this s
generally at the expense of
some other people.,

‘The National Association
for Freedom stands for the
freedom  of employers to
refuse to  negotinte with
organised workers—as  at
Grunwicks: It stands for
the freedom of seabs to stab
their fellow workers in the
back. It is an organisation of
strike-breakers  and  seab-
herders.  1ts freedom to do
these things in the interests
of the rich must he destroved

Yet Sadat was willing to deepen this misery.

With the Egyptian economy in a state of complete collapse:
there is a deficit of £16,000 million dollars—and Sadat bowed to
demands for price increases from the International Monetary
Fund to obtain a pathefic 14 million dollars.

Egypt's rulers are desperate. They are unuble to escape the
effects of the international capitalist crisis.

They tried an economy
roughly modelled on that of
Eastern Europe for several
years. That failed, so they

“The employers have threatened to go on strike’, the
Sunday Times reported. They had told the government
that if Bullock were put into effect, they would delibertely
sahotage the economy, by refusing to invest in plant and

machinery.

*In effect,” the Sunday Times continued, "they have told
the government that it must choose between its industrial
sirategy with all its hopes for badly-needed new jobs and

inyestment, and Bullock”™.

Il any group of workers
had threatened the poverns
ment in that way, the press
would be full of screaming
headlines about “holding the
country (0 ransom’,

The government would
have been tatking  aboul
‘threats 1o demaocracy’.

No such reaction can be
expect to bhlackmail from
the commanding heights of
big business, however.

The Observer reported
thut *Me Callaghan and a
mujority of the Cahinet,
conscious of the hostility of
employers.,  have decided
against endorsing  the
proposals’. He who pays the
piper . . .

COLLABORATE

Yet, the astonishing thing
is that the Bullock proposals
do not constitute any real
threat to the big business
system.

Indeed. what they
threaten most is rank and file
organisation on the shop-
flour,

Bullock makes it quite
clear that the aim 8 to
strengthen the present big
business system, by per-
suading workers  to
collaborate  with  their
employers.

“There must be a new
legitimacy for the exercise of
maragement function .
We believe the new
legitimacy is exsential for ihe
long-term  efficiency  and
profuability of the privaie
secior,’

This would be achieved
‘by ‘putting the relationship
between capital and labour
on a new basis. which will
involve not just management
but the whole workforce in
sharing responsibility for the
suceess and profitability of
the enterprise.”

BOSSES

The Bullock proposals
aim to make workers feel
that they have an interest in
hosses getting higher profits,
without altering the fact that
these profits go
overwhelmingly to  the
employer.

So Bullock offers workers
representatives  as  many
positions as the sharcholders
representatives  on - the
hoards of companies.

He had returned to Britain from
his travels in the summer of 1926,
amriving  after  the collapse of the
General Strike but while the miners
were still out on their own. He was
shocked by what he saw. After
visiting his family who lived in the
heart of the Nottinghamshire
coatfield, he wrote: *The women have
turmed into fierce communists—you
would hardly believe your eyes.)
