Germany has gone quite as far as our rulers desire
towards {la.mncratxmtmn- [Lord Milner, 1In an
interview with the Hvenwng Standard, urged that
Germany should not be pressed too far in this
direction for, if Bolshevism should gain the upper
hand in Germany, the Allies would not. be able to
obtain from her the *‘ reparation ” they desire.

But for the mass of the German people the steps
taken towards German democratisation do nof
go far enough. News of German rioting and
mutiny comes almost daily. We believe that a
revolutionary struggle is in progress there.

The Austrian situation 18 of interest to all,
but especially to the fighting men. Ip accordance
with President Wilson's fourteen points the Austrian
Emperor has decreed that the subject peoples
within his Empire shall be granted federal zelf-
government and has assented to the freedom of
Poland as an independent state. Having complied

with Wilson’s demands the Austrian Government
sued for peace; only to be told that the situation
is now changed,for since the Czecho-Slovaks have
declared themselves an independent people and
have entered the War as a separate belligerent
people and as another member of the Allied
nations, their demands must be met before the

War comes to an end.

It should be noted that Hungary, too, has it®

President Wilson’s reply to Austria does not
seem to us one which he desires to see cairied to
its logical coneclusion, but may be taken by the
Austrians as saying : *° You will have to su.vender
without conditions and accept the terms>the
conquerors choose to impose.” And meanwhile 1t
seems to wus that the Allied Governments
have not agreéd amongst themselves as to their
terms, and so the war continues. Oh, for Socialism
and a people’s peace !

THE NATIONAL FRENCH SOCIALIST CONGRESS.

AND INTERNATIONALIST MANIFESTOES.
Tor GENBRAL Porcy oOF TEE PARTY. 1THE
Fo1TORSHIP OF THE ‘' HumANITL. TeE TrRiUMPH
oF THE MINORITAIRES.

Three Manifestoes were issued before the opening
of the Congress: one by the Confederation Général
du Travail, one by the Committee of Defense oi
International Socialism, and the third by the National
Socialist Congress.

The C.G.T. Manifesto, which ought to have ‘been
the imleL st, was, in faect, the most diseoncerting
of the three. At the beginming of the war, the
C.G.T. like most of the labour groups foles=red ‘the
eapitalists ‘and was thus unfaithful to 1vs*iuission
as it has often been before ; indeed, it has rarely
awakened to 1t duty. The first part of its Mani-
festo deals with President Wilson’s peace proposals
and contains all that bourgeois manifestoes would
contain. After condemning secret diplomacy and
asking for the chastisement of the enemies and of all
he evil they have done, 1t ends without uttering a
word in favour of the renewal of the Internationale.

The Manifesto of i]]t‘ (Tl’l]"‘l'llll“-t'.f‘E' of ]_\}i‘ft'*l'lﬁlff {'IE
International Soecialism 18 more in tune with labour
sspirations. It says that it remains faithful to 1ts mis.
son: the workers' salvation, and that 1t expects
nothing from the fortune of battles, from defeat or
ictory, and that its aims are emancipation and
justice 3 its muission is class socialism and social
revolution. It begins by asking the revival of the
International and blames all the bourgeois measures
ihat have come into force sinee the beginning of the
war.

Tenneveau opened the discussions by blaming
the Party for having given up its mission at the
beginning of the war and become a jingo party ; he
criticised the Socialists who joined the Government
and the forty soecialist M.P.s who abandoned nter-
national Socialism to [Hﬂ.[i]ﬁf' National Defence. 1t 1s
to the lackiof international Socialism that the present
state of affairs in Russia i1s due. Raflin-Duggens, a
““ Kienthalien,” asked that the efforts of the Party
be directed to fight the Junkers whoever they may be.
He himself would continue to vote against war eredits.
He wanted the Party to present a united front and
hoped that the question of Alsace-Lorraine would
not. be an obstacle to peace. * Why, " he asked,
‘do we not take for our guide the Mamifesto on
Alsace-Lorraine of the Reichstag members who
merely ask for autonomy for those provinces ? "’
When leaving the platform. he shouted : = All those
who want to concuer Alsace-Lorraine should go to
the trenches.”

For once,
in France, right and justice have triumphed.

To sum up, the Congress has definitely put an end
to the existence of jingo-socialism and set the Party
iree, to work towards its proper aims and the fulfil-
ment of its mrssion. Let us hope that the Party
will not stop there, and that whether the war is
over or not, its first step will be to proclaim the
determination of the Workers to make their .own
peace and to revive the Internationale.

If necessary, let us break tht? truce now existing
in the Socialist and Workers’ movement. If some
people insist upon remaining in alliance with capi-
talism, 'let them fight their own battle. There
must be only extremists, men either for or
against Socialism, and we want men of action, and
noclalists, nothing but Socialists.

“ Mosecow, Russia; April 15.—. . . . The Allies should
malke no concerted invasion of Siberia and they
should not' permit Japan tio invade Siberia, for such
an invasion would immediately result in the turning
of Russian resentment away from Gérmany and
against the Allies. The irvasion of Siberia would
result in the fall of the Soviet Government, a German
controlled government replaeing it in Europe and a
Japanese controlled government replacing 1t In
Siberia. Neither of these empires wishes Russian
democracy to succeed. - Autocracy 1s lonely. A
Japanese invasion of Siberia either with or without the
co-operation of the Allies would be the most serious
blow that could befall the Adlies in Russia. :
