The war department has 2t last
published the charges of torture,burn-
ing prisoners, butchering bound pris-
oners, whipping to death, water tor-
ture, robbing prisoners of war, oceu-
pying monasteries, and other viola-
tions of international law in the
Philippine Islands, which General
Miles has brought against the Ameri-
can army In those islands. Tha de-
partment has taken good care to pub-
liah a reply to each of these charges,
and thinks to settle the matter by de-
claring that most of these cases have
already been investigated, or are now
being investigated, or were dictated
by “military necessity.” But the tes-
timony of General Miles stands nev-
ertheless and proves In spite of the
evasive excuses of the war department
that the American army has played
the part of the vandals In the Philip-
pine Islands and amply fulfilled the
hopes which capitallsm inspires in
the heart of every “true hero.” The
Amercian capitalists may finally suc-
ceed in exploiting the Phlilippine Isl-
ands by the usual methods of coloni-
zation, that is of expropriation, ex-
tortion, brutal violence, 'slave or semi-
slave labor, corruption, and wholesale
slaughter.

And we have no hesitation In say-
ing that. the University of Chicago
needs the young women that favor it

then the young women need the Uxi-
versity, of Chicago. &

The foregoing is very pertinent to
the ‘times .in many ways. But espe-
cially is it of importance to the women
who ars interested in the progressive
movement advocated in the columns
of the Appeal. We are perfectly aware
of the fact that women are takingand

1 that they must continue to take, an

actiye. interést In the affairs of the
'publie.  And in order to do justice to
themselves and to the pablic they are
trying to serve they must become ed-
ucated ‘along lines that they have
never thought of before. They must
study the social, economic and indus-
trial problems of the age. They must
acquaint themselves with history and
with politics. These things are taught
in the orthodox schools and colleges
of the land, but in a very light way—
end with 8 bias. When I studied
history in high school I had no other
thought than to learn it as a sort of
culture. When I went over to Rus-
kin College, at Trenton, Mo., & school
where they taught things from an eco-
nomic standpoint, I discovered that
history held a very vital meanirg for
the people of the land, &nd that there
was much more to it than to memorize
the fact that so and so happened at
such and such a time, It {s misera-
ble, this orthodox form they have for
school histories. The same hoids true
in the study of literatxre. What s
there to the statement that Sheily was
born at such a time and place, that he
wrote certain poems of more or less
merit, and died by drowning? What
we must do 18 to get at the MEAN-
ING of things—at the secret lying at
the root of the action of men and na-
tiona.
