Young Strike Leader Tells Court-Martial He
Would Not Be Tool of Capitalists

Gets,;M‘qzdmum on “Desertion” Charge After
Officers Try to Av@@ Political Issues

FORT ADAMS, R. I, July 19.—
John Porter, arrested a month ago
and turned over to the military au-
thorities, following his New Bed-
ford strike activities and leadership
in the Young Workers (Commu-
nist) League, was sentenced by gen-
eral court-martial yesterday to two
and a half years imprisonment at
hard labor and “dishonorable” dis-
charge from the army, on a tech-
nical charge of desertion.

Exposed Role of Army.

The sentence followed Porter’s ex-
Eosnre of the role of the army and

is declaration that he would not
be used against his own class. He
took the stand, in spite of the
knowledge of the consequences, and
made one of the most militant chal-
lenges of capitalist militarism ever
known in the history of court-
martials.

Saved from Life Sentence.

The fact that Porter received a
sentence of two and a half years
instead of life imprisonment was
due to the big protest already be-
political significance of the case.
ties, and their efforts to avoid the
political signifcance - of the case.
Plans for trying Porter under the
96th Article of War for leadership
in the strike and membership in the
Young Workers (Communist)
League had been abandoned after
the beginning of mass protest ar-
ganized by the International Labor
Defense, the Young Workers League
and other organizations.

Porter was finally charged with
“degertion” from the army and tl:
the reasons for his arrest in New
Bedford and the causes which led
Porter to desert the army last year
when he had almost completed his
enlistment.

Tried t0 Weaken Position.

At the “investigation,” Porter
made a written statement in which
he told of his activities against the
bosses in the New Bedford strike,
and declared that the authorities
had known that he was a deserter
for a long time, but arrested him
only because of his participation in
the struggles of the workers. The
authorities tried to weaken his stand
and persuade him to accept freedom
or a short sentence on condition that
he make a sentimental plea and
Jeave the political issues out.

The trial was scheduled for July
17, but when Isaac Shoor, attorney
retained by the International Labor
Defense, arrived he found that most
of the members of the court-martial
were out of the post. Apparently,

it was their intention to call the

court-martial later without Shorr’s
presence and take care of the situ-
ation in their own way. Shorr
would permit nothing of the kind,
and demanded an immediate trial
with a definite date. At last, Por-
ter was brought before the court-
martial yesterday at 2 P. M.

At the opening of the trial,

everything seemed to be going well | ER.

They read ex-
tracts from court-martial regula-
tions and “evidence” in military
terms meaning nothing to a civilian.
Efforts to Avoid Issues.
Then the “investigating officer”
was called to the stand. He said
that Porter had “admitted the es-
sentials of desertion” without quot-
ing his words, and he would not
read Porter’s written statement that
his arrest was on account of his
strike activities, etc.
Finally, the “investigating offi-
cer” tried to make a sentimental ap-
for Porter to avoid completely
the real political issues. Fantastic
stories were given of “an aged
mother,” ete. Obviously, it was the
purpose of the officers to give Por-
ter a very short sentence in order to
get out of the predicament in which
they found themselves.
No Retreat By Porter.
Porter refused to fall into the
trap, regardless of the consequences
to himself. He demanded to take

CHICAGO, July 19.—Though over
$800,000,000 of private funds are
now invested and held for charity
and education in Chicago, the class

for whom the money was given has
nothing to say about how it is to be
spent.

the character of the beneficiaries.
Autocracy.

The Chicago Community Trust
earries this autocracy over charity
administration a step further. It is
a charity of charities, soliciting con-
trol over charity funds and seeking
authority to change the object for

“‘which they were originally given.

The giver himself is eventually dis-

franchised by a clause in a sug-
gested form of bequest reading:
“When in the judgment of the
Chicago Community Trust the need
for this charity shall cease the
money may be devoted by the

Chicago Community Trust to any of
the purposes of said trust,”

Organized in 1915 the trust now
controls over $3,000,000 and has in
sight millions more through wills
that have not yet gone through the
probate mill. Its five directors are
an interesting group. The chairman
is Clifford W. Barnes, long associ-
ated with the committee of fifteen
fand other silk stocking snoopers
lumped by the Chicago Federation
of Labor as “employer racketeering
outfits.” The vice chairman is Ber-
nard A. Eckhart, whose reluctant
revelations of Liberty bond dealings
with Fred Upham, Chicago bond
peddler, for Will Hays of the G. O.
P., were the feature of the Teapot
Dome hearings in Chicago last
spring.

A third is President E. J. Buffing-
ton of the Illinois Steel Company,
the steel trust subsidiary. Buffing-
ton is the man who tried hard, but
unsuccessfully, to make his workers
show joy and reverence for Queen
Marie of Rumania when she in-
spected the plant. Charles S. Cut-
ting, the fourth, is a former judge
of the probate court, where billions
are handled annually. The fifth is
Abel Davis, a banker, who had am-
bitions to head the Illinois national
guard and was receiver for a time
of the American Co-operative So-
city, the notorious Harrisen Parker
enterprise.

Not content with such an array,
an advisory council has been set up
almost exclusively of bankers.

Although generally the law pain-
stakingly makes careful provision
for the safeguarding of the vote, the
rule is invariably to disregard the
law and to violate its every pro-
vision, so long as the parties of Wall
Street are served and no official, no
policeman, no district attorney, and
no judge will ever consent to en-
force its provisions or prosecute any
violation made on behalf of these

| parties.

Democracy in America resolves it-
self into the proposition that new or
minor parties seriously making a
bid to elect any of their candidates
find themselves from the first en-
gaged in a series of bitter strug-
gles. Fraud and violence rule su-
preme. The brutal dictatorship of
the bourgeoisie throwing aside all
pretense of decency and legality
comes to the fore naked and nun-
ashamed. Workers participating in
the parliamentary campaigns in
America learn very quickly that the
bourgeoisie will never surrender po-
litical power without a desperate re-
sort to arms.
