Social Traitors.

The social democracy of Austria|
was considered to be a strong bul- |
wark against the counter-revolution.
It was powerful in the army, had
arms at its disposal, controlled a
republican guard in the shape of the
Scutzbund, the social democratic
workers’ defense league, and it con-
trolled the town parliament. Fur-
ther it had a decisive influence in
the National Council. But the re-
formism of Renner stifled these
forces in the heavy atmosphere of
parliamentarism. The social demo-
cracy entered the coalition and
sacrificed its influence over the
army. Organizations of reaction-
ary ex-soldiers and fascists took the
initiative and the weak and wvacil-
lating attitude of the social demo-
cracy strengthened them morally in |
the eyes of their backers and
brought them also organizational
success. The results were not long
in showing themselves. The em-
ployers commenced to use the na-
tiong)ist organizations as strike-
breaking reserves.
