Workers Demand Boss
Capitulation

(Special to the Daily Worker)
BOSTON, Sept. 6—Jim Reid,

leader of a delegation of textile
strikers to demand from Governor
Fuller the immediate termination of
the police and court terror, yester-
day denounced the murderer of Sac-

Jco and Vanzetti in Fuller’s own of-
fice. when the latter began to up-

I braid the delegation for putting for-
ward a demand for a wage increase
in answer to the New Bedford mill
owners’ wage cut.

“We came here to talk and not to
listen to a lecture,” Reid shot back
at Fuller when the governor em-
barked on an oration in which he
criticized the delegation for not be-
ing ready to make a concession to
the bosses in order to end the strika.
The session with the mill owners’
agent in the State House ended soon
after he had shouted to the workers’
leader: “I’ll have you put out of
my office.”

The score of strikers’ representa-
tives, poorly clothed, presented a 1
striking contrast to the creased
slickness of the Governor of the
State of Massachusetts, and to the
waxed mahogany fittings of the of-
fice. With quiet dignity the spokes-
man of New Bedford’s and Fall

I River’s workers began to talk of the
I struggle against the wage cut. T*he
* atmosphere soon underwent a ranid

change as Fuller began to assert his
fear and hatred of labor.

Confident beforehand that the mil-
lionaire manufacturer, Fuller, would
never take any step toward ending
the vicious terror of the police and
troopers in the strike area, the dele-
gation of leading strikers neverthe-
less decided to seek an appointment
with him in order to expose further
the strikebreaking role of the city
and state authorities.

The first clash between Fuller and
the delegation came after Reid had
described the unbearable sufferings
of the 28,000 strikers. ' Fuller kept
interrupting insolently. Reid then
calmly told the governor that he was
“worse than Chief of Police Feeney
of Fall River,” whose vicious at-
tacks of picketers was responsible
for the drowning of a six-year-old
child driven into the river to his
death by a trooper.

Although
denials of intentions to “settle” the
strike are still forthcoming from the
president of the manufacturers as-
sociation, the employers’ trade jour-
nals print predictions that the strike
will be “settled”’in about ten days.

These “predictions” and rumors of
settlements are merely a new strike-
breaking maneuver of the mill own-
ers, leaders of the Textile Workers
Union of the Textile Mill Commit-
tees declare. They also warn thfc j
workers that the bosses are now des-
perate enough to consider using the
American Federation of Labor union
as the chief agency for smashing the
strike.

Batty Sell-Out.
As evidence in support of this con-

tention they point to the fact that
Batty & Co., the U. T. W.' leaders
here, are the real sponsors of the
plan to grant the mill owners the
“Labor Extension System,” which is
one of the most vicious speed-ups

PITTSBURGH, Pa., Sept. 6
With the National Miners Conven-
tion for the purpose of building a
New Union in the American coal
industry but three days away, an
open letter has been addressed by
the Convention’s Arrangements
Committee to the membership of
District 1, the anthracite region, as
well as to the officials.

Bearing the signatures of John
Watt and Pat Toohey, chairman and
secretary, respectively, of the com-
mittee, the open letter calls on the
miners to make a final effort to
establish a new and powerful na-
tion-wide Miners Union beside the
wreck of the old United Mine
Workers.

The letter further calls on Mc-
Garry, Hermanson and Harris to
aid in the move to build the new
organization and demands that they
cease playing into the hands of the
operators by imploring recognition
from John L. Lewis.

The text of the open letter fol-
lows:

“In order to place once more be-
fore you the seriousness of the pres-
ent condition of the United Mine
Workers of America, we declare

i that the great fundamental prin-
I nples once established by the rank
and file membership of that organ-

j ization has been flagrantly vio-
lated and completely abrogated by
the officials, who, by hook and

j crook have managed to maintain
themselves in control. However,
these great principles have again
come to life and are embodied in the
movement for the New National
Miners Union.

“The justified dissatisfaction that
prevails in your district is the 1n- ;
evitable result of the wrong poli- j
cies and corrupt practices of the
Cappellini machine, acting for Lewis
and the coal operators, the viciou“
and abusive contractor system, the
increased speed-up system which is
now made worse by the appearance
of machines and mechanical devices
and the omplete refusal of the Con-
ciliation Board, an instrument of the
operators, to remedy any of the in-

j dustrial ills from which you suffer.
“In face of these facts and against J

such opposition as the operators,
aided by Lewis and Boylan, the busi-
ness men and city officials, are you
going to continue to beg recognition
from Lewis, who has destroyed the
union in the bituminous fields? Or
are you going to do the only sen-

; sible thing, under the circumstances,
and join in with- the progressives in
the soft coal fields and help to build
the New National Miners Union!

“The anthracite operators are now
beginning the same process that the
soft coal operators followed to in-

; crease their profits and weaken re-
sistance of the miners by crushing
their union. The first step is to
close the so-called uneconomic mines,

USSR SIGNS KELLOGG
PACT WITH CRITICISM

MOSCOW, U. S. S. R„ Sept. 6
Sharply criticizing the imperialist

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Early Morning Fire in Twenty-five Cent Hotel Endangers Lives of 150 Workers
POLICEMEN CLUB

JfIANY WHO STAY
TO GET CLOTHES

Structure Was Ancient
Variety

A fire which destroyed the top
floor of the Hotel Annex, a 25-cent-
a-night lodging house on the corner
of Fulton and Clinton Sts., early
yesterday morning drove 150 men,
mostly unemployed workers forced
to resort to the abominable condi-
tions imposed on them by the
squalid “hotel” management, into
the street.

The blaze was discovered shortly
after 2 a. m., when most of the
workers, tired from their long day
of seeking jobs, were fast asleep. A
lodger on the third floor discovered
the fire. Other lodgers, roused by
the fire, ran to the nearest alarm
boxes and turned in three alarms.

Meanwhile the workers, by this
time all awake, were running around
frantically, scantily dressed in the
early morning cold, trying to gather
their few personal belongings. Each
one went for his clothes, practically
all he owned.

They were progressing very
calmly, and in a few moments would
have had their entire belongings un-
der their arms and safe from the
fire, when policemen, running into
the building, began to strike right
and left among the workers with
their clubs, prodding the shivering
men into the street. Many of them
had their tattered clothes, which
were safely clutched in their hands,
grasped by the police, who used
their clubs and blackjacks on the
workers.

When finally driven into the
street by the frenzy of the police,
many of the workers were attired
only in their night clothes. Others
had bed sheets around them trying
vainly to keep warm.

Although the tinderbox hotel was
only slightly damaged almost the
entire possessions of the unemployed |
workers were lost.

COLOMBIA YIELDS
TO OIL MAGNATES
Native Indians Revolt

BOGOTA. Colombia, Sept. 6 (UP).

—Secretary of Industry Montalvo l
told the United Press today that he
was submitting to the senate a new
oil law based on “the open door na- 1
tionalization policy.”

The new law, it was hoped, would
meet the objections of foreign oil
interests that the revised Colombian
oil policy was confiscatory.

The government was investigating
today reports that oil men had in-
vaded the former Barrcos concession
territory, entering from the Vene-
zuelan border. The Barrcos conces-
sion to American oil interests recent- 1
ly was ordered invalidated by the
government. Border garrisons will
be reinforced.

It was reported from Cucuta today
that 200 natives of the Motilone In-
dian tribe were within a few miles
of Puerto Villamizar on the Barrcos
concession and were hostile.

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Surrender of Mexican Oil to U. S. Interests Seen in Statement of Commerce Sec’y
FINAL SELL-OUT

TO U. S. FIRMS
SEEN IN MOVE

All Facilities to Be
Granted Investors

MEXICO CITY, Sept. 7.—Ameri-
can oil investors and corporation
heads are rejoicing today over the

decision of Dr. Jose Manuel Puig-
Casauranc that henceforth in its
dealings with the American and
other oil companies the Mexican
government will consider oil as a
public utility.

The oil interests interpret this as
an end to the petroleum war be-
tween the government and the for-
eigners which the Mexican supreme
court in a number of rulings had
already gone far to decide in favor
of the Americans. They further
see in it a virtual surrender of the
petroleum resources of Mexico into
the hands of the powerfully en-
trenched American exploiters and a
complete abandonment of the prin-
ciple of the right of the American
people to the sub-soil products
around which the entire struggle re-
volved.

Secretary Puig-Casauranc made
precise explanation of a number of
points involved in the present rul-
ing. He declared that in lieu of
submitting oil claims, drilling per-
mits, or pipe-line franchises or*other
petroleum company documents to a
rigorous examination, his depart-
ment will “accept company docu- j
ments without reservation, consid-1
ering them legally drawm up.” He
stated further that if they were not
so drawn it was the business of the
courts to decide. Prompt action in
granting favors to American cor-
porations was also promised by the
secretary, and he assured them they
would be accommodated with all
legal facilities.

Approximately 100 applications
for confirmatory concessions are re-
ported to be pending at the present
time.

Continued, from Page One j
capitalist government should regard
the socialist party as a patriotic,
law-abiding political party and the
Workers' (Communist) Party a
“subversive” party inimical to the
interests of the capitalist class.
These fascist organizations are
working under the direction of the
big capitalists and enjoy all the
privileges of the regular forces of
the state.

Fascists Active in Nebraska. (
In Nebraska the American Legion

and the Veterans of Foreign Wars;
are leading the fight to throw the
Workers (Communist) Party ticket
off the ballot. The Communist peti-
tions were filed after a convention
held in Omaha on Aug. 19, which
wa sattended by the required num-
ber of citizens, and the required
number of signatures were collected.
Six hundred and Eighty-three per-
sons signed the roll, which was 183
more than was necessary according i
to law. Tho the law says that 590
persons must be present at a meet-
ing to launch a new party, a su-
preme court decision of 1912 held
that all of them need not be physi-
cally present at the gathering and
that if they sign the rostdrs of mem-
bers subsequently, that is sufficient.

The Sun, of Omaha, carried a news
story on August 27 which declared
that in default of a protest filed
within five Jays, Secretary of State
Marsh would have no other recourse
but to accept for filing the petitions
of the Workers (Communist) Party.

The posts of the American Legion
and Veterans of. Foreign Wars at
Lincoln then protested to the secre-
tary of state, and at the Legion con-
vention, held in Grand Island on
Aug. 29, R. A. Kirkpatrick, chair-
rftan of the Americanization Com-
mittee of the Legion, spoke on the
“menace” of Bolshevism and de-
clared that a grave danger confront-
ed the Legion.

This attack followed on the heels
of Governor Adam McMullen’s warn-
ing that Communist propaganda was
making great inroads among the
youth of Nebraska.

“Here in ’Nebraska,” Kirkpatrick
said, “for the first time we have the
Workers Party on the ballot. Also
16 other states have this party to
deal with politically this year.”

Spy System.
Kirkpatrick declared that the Le-

gion was carrying on an extensive
espionage campaign, boasting that

1 chairman of the Party State Execu-
tive Committee, were the same as
those taken by the American Party,
organized by former Governor Fer-
guson in 1920. Os course, the Amer-
ican Party was not a working-class
party, while the Workers-(Commun-

, ist) Party is.
In Springfield, Mass., the local

. authorities refused to accept Com-
. munist petitions for filing, and the
[ election committees everywhere in

. the state are protesting a high per-
. cefitage of the signatures. This

; compels the Communists to collect
three or four times as many signa-

¦ tures as the legal requirement.
In Manchester, N. H., the head of

: the local inspectors of the - voting
lists is the head of the employment
office of the Amoskeag Mills as
well as a state senator who works
in the State House at Concord in
the interests of the Amoskeag tex-
tile barons. He divides his time be-
tween the Amoskeag office, the
Manchester City Hall, and the State
House, but all that time is well
spent in the interests of the Amos-

! keag Mills.
The 800 signatures were collected

in Manchester alone—the require-

! ment for the whole state is 1,000—

the politicians, the police, and the

entire city administration is con-
trolled by the Amoskeag Mills, and
the election inspectors are challeng-
ing the signatures wholesale.

The action of the New England
authorities in trying to keep the
Workers (Communist) Party off
the ballo tis a reflex of the New
Bedford and Fall River strikes and
the activity of the Party and its'
membership in these bitter labor 5
struggles. The Communists in both ]
cities have given leadership and en-
couragement to the militant rank

and file in the fight against the mill
bosses. As in other states the au- 1
thorities are not interfering with j
the socialist pary, which is support-1
ing the reactionary bureaucrats of
the Textile Council of New Bed-
ford, who enjoy the protection of

In the election campaign conduct-
ed by the Workers (Communist)
Party thruout the country, Trach-
tenberg said, the mask is being torn
from the ugly face of capitalist
democracy.

KAROLYI SAME I
OLD “LIBERAL"

WORKERS FIND
Innocuous Statements

Charm Wall Street

Count Michael Karolyi, first pres-

ident of the Hungarian bourgeois
republic, left the United States.'

What caused these changes ?

Karolyi proved, partly by his si-
lence, partly by his statements, that
he is not dangerous to capitalism.

Karolyi had his first opportunity
to state his views after his arrival,
Sept. 1, at the Wall and South St.
mass meeting. But what happened ?

He had nothing to say, no pro-
gram to offer, not a word in the
interest of the working class.

He received a cool reception, in
contrast with Louis Kovess, Editor,
Uj Elorc Hungarian Communist
Daily; who spoke in the name of the
Party, despite the chairmen and po-
lice officers, who tried to stop him.
A five minutes demonstration fol-
lowed the appearance of the speaker,
a demonstration of the Communist
Party, for the Communist Interna-
tionale.

STINNES IN HUGE
WAR BOND STEAL

In 40,000,000 Mark
Swindle

BERLIN, Sept. 6.—Fraudulent
manipulation of German war bonds
totalling billions of marks has been ,

juncovered by the ministry of justice
; in an investigation that started sev-
eral days ago with the arrest of
Hugo Stinnes, son of the late Ger-
man industrialist, it was said today.

After consultation with his law-
yers, Stinnes said he had been the;
victim of “agents provocateurs”
who enticed him into making false
claims for the redemption of war
bonds. Officials claimcid the in-
vestigation revealed that the banks
in Germany, France, Rhmania and
Holland were implicated.

The fraud consisted of buying up
war bonds and claiming the full re- i
demption value allowed only to :
original holders. Thus claims have
been entered for 40,000,000 marks

i in war bonds ostensibly in the hands !
of original holders, whereas the ,
government had estimated only 20,-
000,000 were so held.

Union. Sentiment among the stage
hands is overwhelmingly for the
walkout if all the demands are not
met by the bosses.

The International Theatrical As- j
sociation is the organization of the-
atre managers, whose agreement
with the stage hands expired last
Sunday. The agreement was not re-
newed at once, since the members j
of the stage hands’ union refused to j
agree to work for S4B a week.

Demands of the stage hands in- ,

elude a weekly wage of SIOO for de- 1
partment heads, of whom three are j
required in each theatre—property j
man, carpenter and electrician. As-
sistants to department heads now re-
ceiving $65 a week are asking S9O.
Department heads are now paid
from $75 to SIOO.

The union is also asking a change
in working hours and a crew of
seven men in theatres alternating j
weekly between musical and dram- j
atic attractions. Ordinary stage \
hands want SBS a week. The old j
agreement was made two years ago. j

More than two thousand stage |
hands in New York are members of I
the union and if a strike is called j
Saturday virtually every theatre in j
New York willbe affected.

American trade. Imports totaled
87,700,000 rubles, 21 per cent in ex-
cess of the June figure and 66 per
cent greater than the imports for
July last year. Exports at 62,300,-
000 rubles registered a gain of 4
per cerft over June and 12 per cent

| over July 1927.
The July output of coal, 2,628,000

metric tons, and of oil, 1,032,400
tons, was somewhat greater than in
June. Pig iron at 268,200 tons, steel
at 310,600 tons and cotton cloth at
173,100,000 meters registered slight
decreases.

i ON BIG STRIKE
jRussian Unionists Send

SB,OOO Aid Weekly

STOCKHOLM (FP), Sept. 6.
Locked out last January because
they refused to take a wage cut, 4,-
000 iron miners are still on strike
in central Sweden after eight
months of conflict.

Wages underground equal 16.2
cents in American money, a 50 per
cent reduction in a few years. When

i the 1927 agreement ended, bosses
sought to write a further 10 per
cent cut into a new agreement to

run for two years. A strike and
lockout followed simultaneously.

The Russian Miners’ Federation,
which concluded a mutual aid pact
with the Swedish miners last au-

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The Textile Workers Meet the
Murderer of Sacco and

Vanzetti
Alvan T. Fuller, capitalist governor of Mas-

sachusetts, is one of the principal murderers
of Sacco and Vanzetti. Many thousands of
workers in all countries of the world know
him as such.

But not all of the working class has under-
stood that the capitalist governor of Massa-
chusetts is the consistent murderer of Sacco
and Vanzetti—that is, they have not under-
stood that Fuller, as the representative of
the capitalist state would always use every

weapon of force, violence and trickery against
the working class under all circumstances.
Many workers, especially in America where
the majority of the working class is still
within the capitalist political parties, do not
yet understand that the capitalist govern-

ment of the United States and that of the
states including Massachusetts are class or-
ganizations existing for the purpose of sup-

pressing the workers. To put it in dramatic
form, Massachusetts workers in tens and hun-
dreds of thousands knew Gov. Fuller was the
murderer of Sacco and Vanzetti, but they did
not yet know that he is also the murderer of
Johnny Madeiros, the striker’s boy that was
killed by a trooper in Fall River. They did
not see that behind every private thug of the
millowners and behind every policeman’s club
is the capitalist class’ political power.

That is because the working class generally

does not yet know the connection between the
capitalist state and the capitalist class includ-
ing the textile mill owners. They have not
yfet understood that the government of a
capitalist country is only the executive com-
mittee for managing the common affairs of
the capitalists. And to manage the affairs
of the capitalist class in Massachusetts means
among other things to use the police power,

the military, the courts and all other public
powers to break strikes of the textile
workers.

The workers have been slow to understand
the nature of the capitalist state.

But the visit of a delegation of New Bed-
ford and Fall River strikers to Fuller’s office
and the courageous conduct of the delega-

tion’s spokesman, Jim Reid, did something

toward showing the workers that Governor
Fuller or any other capitalist official of the
capitalist State of Massachusetts represents,

not “the people,” but the capitalist class and
the mill owners. When Fuller learned by the
strike demands they made that the delega-
tion was composed of real representatives of
the striking textile workers, he flew into a
rage and threatened to have his flunkies
throw the leader of the delegation out of his
office.

Did Governor Fuller consent to with-
draw the armed forces controlled by him
from their strikebreaking jobs at Fall River
and New Bedford?

Absolutely no. He could not. He repre-
sents the mill owners as much as does any

private guard or any superintendent of the
mills.

Fuller’s business is breaking strikes for
his masters, the capitalist class including

the rich mill owners. His business is kill-
ing Saccos and Vanzettis and—and Johnny
Madeiros. Os course Fuller and all of the
capitalist politicians (including the “social-
ists”) would deny this. They pretend that
they are representatives of “all the people.”
In this way they deceive millions of our
class into trusting our enemies.

The delegation of forty textile workers
that visited Fuller was apparently composed
of workers experienced enough to know that
Fuller is an enemy of our class and could
do nothing for us. But by visiting Fuller and
compelling him to say that he would not
withdraw the armed thugs of the state from
the strike situation, the delegation compelled
Fuller to expose himself to many more thou-
sands of workers who had not yet under-
stood that they can place no reliance in the
capitalist government.

These workers willcontinue to learn more
clearly by every experience of the strike
that the enemy that faces them is the capi-
talist class and its state organization. They
will learn that every class struggle is a polit-
ical struggle.

* * *

The textile workers of Massachusetts must
learn to connect their struggles on the pic-
ket line with the political struggle in order
to make themselves and our whole class
powerful enough to defeat our enemies. They
must vote in this election, not for the polit-
ical parties of the mill owners’ class, but for
their own class party—the Workers (Com-
munist) Party. They must leave the polit-
ical parties of the mill owners’ class and
join their own Workers Party.

And strengthen the picket lines! Don’t
put your faith in agents of the capitalist

class!

Why did Fuller, while practically throw-
ing out of his office a delegation representa-
tative of the striking workers, show such
a friendly attitude toward Mr. Batty, Mr.
Binns and other “labor” fakers? Because
Batty and Binns and their kind are profes-
sional tricksters engaged in strikebreaking
for the bosses and in trying to prevent the
organization of a powerful Textile Union
that will fight for the workers. The mill
bosses (and their little governor) hate the
Textile Mill Committees because the Tex-
tile Mill Committees, formed by the workers
themselves, are fighting bravely and effect-
ively to keep the bosses from cutting wages.
Batty, Binns and company are trying to pre-

vent the formation of the new Union, and
therefore are on friendly terms with the
bosses and Fuller.

The oppressed and exploited textile work-
ers of the entire country should hasten their
preparations for the great Textile Conven-
tion on September 22. All textile workers
must see to it that their delegates are elected
and that this great conference results in
building a powerful national union that will
fight effectively.

And the working class everywhere must
give generously to the support of the textile
workers through the Workers’ International
Relief. The textile workers are fighting not
for themselves alone, but for the entire work-
ing class, and we must help them.

The American Party’s opposition
say that they accept the main line
of Comrade Bukharin’s theses but
they have seven reservations; one,
they want an elaboration of some
sections; second, an emphasis on
other sections; third, they say that
the rate of decline in the growth of
production is already clear. Then

, they say that the rate of increase
of exports is already declining.
Fourth, our opposition demands a
“new emphasis” on America. Fifth,
according to our opposition the
thesis of Comrade Bukharin fails to
show clearly the interpendence of
the class struggle within the im-
perialist countries and the contra-
dictions between the capitalist coun-
tries. Sixth “it is necessary that ,
the Congress should work out a
more concrete perspective or Amer- !
:ca,” said Comrade Foster. Sev- :
enth, all in all, oui* opposition, in
rccepting the thnses of Comrade i
Bukharin, say that they want “a
new word” on America. Otherwise j
our self-styled left wing which the j
Comintern has repeatedly criticized ¦
for its right errors, accepts the j
theses of Comrade Bukharin.

Comrade Bukharin says that
American imperialism is still on the
ascent; that the vei-y prowess of
American imperialism is the basis
of rationalization in Europe.

course most of the responsibility
rests on the majority of the C. E.
C.—have under-estimated the rapi-
dity of the development of the class
struggle in America, underestimated
the tempo both of the decline of
American national economy and the
will and the desire of the masses to
struggle.”

A few words about the present
economic situation in the United
States. Yes, there is an acute de-
pression in the United States to-
day. Basic features of this depres-
sion are shown in mass unemploy-
ment, arising first of all from the
depression itself and secondly from
the tremcindous rationalization pro-
cess which is producing an army of
virtually permanently “disemployed”
workers. Secondly:—the mass pro-
duction which has been the very
boast and pride of the development
of American imperialism is bringing
on sharp contradictions in its
course. Thirdly: the credit situa-
tion—with America as the leading
world creditor—is in' a crisis, be-
cause of the terrific plethora of cap-
ital. There are also crises in dif-
ferent industries. But these crises
are not elements of. decay, elements
of decline, but on the other hand
are symptoms of growth of ration-
alization in these industries. For
examples, I mention coal, oil, tex-

tiles.
Are there contradictions in Amer-

ican imperialism? I refer you to

1 tho fact that at the February Planum
of our Central Committee the thesis

| presented to the Central Commit-
tee and voted for by the opposition
pointed out very sharply a number
jof contradictions in American im-
perialism. Merely to enumerate

J these are: 1. The large excess pro-
! ductive capacities as indicated in the
I “over-development” of certain in-

j dustries. 2. The deepening funda-
mentally critical condition of agri-
culture. 3. The superabundance of
credit 4. Intensive installment buy-
ing which really should be called
over-buying or over-selling. To a
large extent American prosperity is

, based on installment buying. This
mortgage on the future purchasing
power of the workers and fathers

; which may for a time defer 8n econ-
I omic depression, will become an ag-

i gravatir.g force of an economic
crisis, onco it sets in. 5. Derange-
ment of certain basic industries.
This is due for the time to insuffi-
cient rationalization and being ap-
pendage industries, like coal to steel
and rails, and like coal and oil be-
ing more subject to distributing con-
Ttions of the world market than
other industries. 6. The rapid de-

J velopment of great international
¦'artels in Europe indicates a grow-
ing capacity of other imperialist
powers not only to challenge but
also to undermine the supremacy of
American imperialism. 7. American
imperialism is dependent on other
’mperialist powers for certain basic
raw materials, as rubber, nitrates,
oil, tin, nickel, etc. 8. The increas-
ing export of capital creates for
American imperialism a problem in
the final repayment of commodities.

We have elaborated and em-
phasized the contradictions develop-
ing in American imperialism and
the opportunities for work for our
Party growing out of the conditions
arising from these very contradic-
tions. Are there already, visible ele-
ments of decay? Yes! And we
have pointed out very emphatically
such elements of decay in American
imperialism as the development of a
rentier class, the narrowing domes-
tic market hitherto largely the very
base of American prosperity.

But we must not overlook its cer-
tain strength and special reserve
powers.

However, when we look at this
reserve power we do not become
pessimistic. We say that ir. this
very aggression of American im-
perialism we find the basis for the
increased militarization as well as
the certainty of America being in-
volved in the coming imperialist
war. In appraising the role of
American imperialism we must not
over-estimate the strength of Amer-
ican capitalism. There are forces
gnawing at its very vitals despite
the outward substantial signs of
prosperity. Above all, we must
keep in mir.d the fact that interna-
tional capitalism is now in its last
stage—the decadent stage of imper-
ialism.

Comrades, our opposition sees
only either the contradictions or
strength. They cannot see, at the
same time, that the very strength
of American imperialism brings
about contradictions and hence in-
creasing opportunities for our
Party’s working.

Now I want to examine some of
the criticisms made of Comrade
Bukharin’s these*: by our opposition.

The vitality of American imper-
ialism is not to be measured by mere
figures of the value of commodities
produced in certain years, but by
the whole system of rationalization,
particularly by the productivity
status of the individual productive
: unit, that is, by the productivity per
man per hour.

The number of persons engaged in
industry for the product of one hun-
dred men in 1914 is as follows:

1921 99.6

1923 80.5
1925 71.0
1927 64.0

Up to 1919 employment and pro-

ductivity had increased simultane-
ously. Now the trend indicates con-
tinued increase in productivity but,
particularly in 'he last three years,

a marked decrease in the number
o men employed in the manuactur-
ing industries. The average work-
of men employed in the manufactur-
ing industries increased about 45
per cent in 1927 above 1914.

The second point. Comrade Bit-
telman says that there is a decline
in the rate of increase .of exports.

all, the war and immediate post-
war years are an unusual period.
Secondly we must examine the val-
ues in pre-war dollars and not stop
at mere superficial dollar value. In
order to have correctness in this
respect, we should not take the years
of 1919-21 for they are not the
proper base to take. The United
States is not living in a vacuum.
We must look at it in relation to

other imperialist powers. The ques-
tion is: is the United States still
beating in the world market all
other imperialist powers? We say,
yes. It is this that indicates the
present strength and prowess of
American imperialism. On this
basis American exports are still ex-
panding despite Bittelman’s figures.

But why does Comrade Bittelman
leave out the question of the trend
in the export of capital which is
the very key to the present interna-
tional situation? These facts show
that American imperialism is still
on the upgrade. We herewith pro-
duce the following table:

American Export of Capital.

Year Amount
1923 $ 414.000,000
192-1 878,000.000
1925 1,031.000,000
1926 1,135.000,000
1927 1,377,000,000

These figures are exclusive of re-
funding loans and are the net
amount of additional new capital ex-
ported within these years.

For the last six months of 1928
America has exported $1,053,164,000.
This compared with $794,277,000 in
the first half of 1927. It is a fact
that American capitalism is invest-
ing in foreign securities and in do-
mestic securities for export and at
home, a thousand dollar per busi-
ness second.

Now Comrade Bittelman’s main
argument to prove his fallacious
theory of the decline of American
imperialism is that the percentage
of national income received by the
workers is decreasing. Comrade
Bittelman cites this in order to show'
the increasing misery of the Ameri-
can workers. He forgets that
though it is absolutely true that the
rate of exploitation of the American
workers is increasing, this fact in
itself does not mean that their con-
dition is getting w'orse. A smaller
share of a bigger national income
is bigger than a larger share of a

: smaller national income. To prove
our point we herewith indicate the

I constant rate of increase in the
growth of the national income of
the United States:

Year Amount of Income
1921 $62,736,000,000
1922 65,567,000,000
1923 76,769,000,000
1924 79,365,000,000
1925 86,461,000,000
1926 89,682,000,000

Here we have an increase of $28,-

I 000,000,000 in seven years—a pretty
rapid decline!

Comrade Varga is correct when
he states that the American stand-
ard of living is not going down. The
fact of the matter is that the real
income has been increasing 7 per
cent every year. What the opposi-
tion confuses is real wages with the
rate of exploitation.

Now from this’fallacious income
analysis Comrade Bittelman comes
to his most “damaging” conclusion
against the theses proposed by Buk-
harin. He saj)h: “The theses do not
bring out sufficiently the dependence
oetween the outer and inner con-
flicts of imperialism." Comrade
Bittelman wants to create the im-
pression that Bukharin’s theses tried
to explain the conflict among the
imperialist powers w’ithout a class
basis, without linking them up with
the relations of the classes in the
various countries.

It goes without saying that this
is a ridiculous charge which, if it
were truo, would challenge the

! whole Marxian basis of the theses

The Com-
munists are in the campaign
to make revolutionists by agi-
tation and propaganda, to help in
the organization of militant indus-
trial unions and to bring all class-
conscious workers into the Commu-
nist Party.

pONVINCING workers to vote the
Communist ticket is an ex-

tremely important duty. Getting
those voters to subscribe to the
Daily Worker is doubly important.
The speeches made by Communist
speakers during an election cam-
paign may be quickly forgotten by
thousands of workers on whom they
made an impression at the moment.
Even workers who vote for the
Communist ticket as a result of
those speeches may become lost to
the movement afterwards unless
they are kept constantly in touch
with the activities of the Workers
(Communist) Party. But when you
get a worker to subscribe to the
Daily Worker, there is a strong pos-
sibility that he will become a con-
vinced Communist and a member
of the Party.

OHOULD the Communist ticket
poll 100,000 votes in this election

campaign and secure 10,000 new
readers for the Daily Worker and
5,000 new members for the Workers
(Communist) Party, this would be
considered by the Central Executive
Committee of the Party a more suc-
cessful election campaign than if the
Party ticket polled 250,000 votes,
but failed to secure any subscrip-
tions to the Daily or any new mem-
bers for the Party. Such a cam-
paign would be hardly worth the
time and energy expended on it. It
would be only a bubble, like the cam-
paigns of the socialist party which
always put the emphasis on votes.
This is not the kind of a campaign
that the Communist Party is
making.

THERE are wonderful possibilities
* for realizing the goal of 10,000

new subscribers for the Daily Work-
er between now and voting day in
November. Every worker who signs
his name to a Communist petition
is a prospect for a sub. In the state
of Ohio alone the comrades collected
20,000 signatures.' Ten thousand of
those were collected in Cleveland.
If only one out of every twenty of
those signers could be induced to
subscribe to the Daily Worker it
would be a great accomplishment
and a guarantee for broadening the
base of the Party in Ohio. This ap-
plies to every other state.

AUR readers must not come to the
"

conclusion that the subscription
list is closed to members of the
Party. They should be the first to

subscribe. The business manager
will tell you that papers sold on the
newsstand are a financial loss, to

the Daily Worker Publishing Com-
pany. It is better that the profit
made by the distributor and the
news-agents should go where it will
do most good, in the-coffers of the
Daily Worker, tho everything should
be done to encourage newsstand
sales. A revolutionary newspaper
is usually published at a loss. The
big business advertisers that enable
the capitalist newspapers to run
largq editions with all kinds of fea-
tures would not give a Polish zloty
to the Daily Worker, which depends
almost entirely on subscriptions and
contributions from the workers.
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
