Tie-up Is Complete

Wool Growers May Call
in Scabs

CANBERRA, Australia, Sept. 12.
—Premier Stanley Bruce today
threatened to invoke the crimes act
to break the strike of the dock
workers, which is tying up every

port in the country.
. The crimes act involves a year’s

imprisonment for organizers con-
victed of “agitation” and deporta-
tion of those not born in the Com-
monwealth. As many of the labor
leaders are alleged to come from
ether parts of the British empire
the government plans to make a
drastic step towards destroying the
strike in this way.

. Reports from virtually every har-
I her in Australia tell the same story

of a complete tie-up of shipping.
! Scores of vessels are lying idle in

every large port.
The wool-growers of Australia,

who are preparing to ship their
crop, have announced their intention
of employing strikebreakers and
loading their wool on the idle ves-
sel*’.

The present strike began follow-
ing the refusal of the dockers to
accent the award of the arbitration
court, providing for two pick-ups a
day instead of one.

Thn term pick-up is used to desig-
nate the employers’ practice of hir-
ing a shift of men from among the
first applicants in the morning.
The two-shift system would mean
tint workers employed in. the morn-
ing would receive only half a day’s
wages, whereas under the one-shift
system they would work all day.

Nationalists and Folks
Party Bloc Seen

BERT,IN, Sept. 12 (UP).—The

nationalist party executive has de-
manded an immediate convening of
the foreign relations committee of
the Reichstag in view of develop-
ments at Geneva where Chancellor
Mueller has been discussing evacua-
tion of the Rhineland with France.
Belgium, England and Italy.

The executive has recalled all na-
tionalist members of the Reichstag
to Berlin and it was believed the
party is planning a drive to force
German’s retirement from the
League of Nations.

Such action, it was said, might
result in a domestic crisis since the
folks paidy is disappointed by the
Geneva conferences and might join

' with the nationalists.

sanitation engineer, and Gilbert C. .
Waldrop, the attorney of the slain !
man.

Wallace insisted that Connolly
had had a “conference” with
D’Olier a few days before he was
killed This statement sharply con-
tradicts Connollys testimony that he
had not seen D’Olier since July 3.

Pious denial of Wallace’s state-
ment was made by Connolly when
he was informed of it yesterday.

“It’s adding nonsense to non-
sense.” he commented blandly.

District Attorney Listless.
Waldrop further informed the !

district attorney, to whom he gave
his deposition yesterday, that
D’Olier attended a conference of
"Connolly’s friends” August 27.

The district attorney, thus far,
has neglected to go into a thorough
investigation of Connolly and his
close associates during the week be-

Ryan, who is also president of
the Central Trades and Labor Coun-
cil, yesterday heaied a committee
which called upon Frederick C. Top-
pin, vice president of the Interna-
tional Mercantile Marine and leader
of the bosses’ union-haters, with a
nominal demand for a 5 cents an
hour increase. The proposal was
promptly “rejected” by the bosses
on the ground that “the condition
of business does not warrant an in-
crease.”

Boss Agent Splutters

Hatred for “Reds”
Matthew Woll, professional red-

baiter and A. F. of L. viep-presi-
j dent, unloaded his annual “red hunt-
ing” speech to the United Textile
Workers Union convention in the
Great Northern Hotel yesterday. At
the same time he blandly offered
“hope” as the only solution to the
problem before American workers
of being faced with the growing
competition of European factories,
established and enlarged by the tides
of gold pouring into Europe by
American capitalists.

Militant delegates at the conven-
tion. at the conclusion of Woll’s
speech, declared that the acting
president of the National Civic Fed-
eration had inadvertently confessed
that the Communists have the real
solution for the problems of the
workers which arise under the pres-
ent system.

“A social fabric,” they said, “that
can bring down upon the heads of
the workers untold suffering through
unemployment caused by invest-
ments of capital in foreign factor-
ies, and which chokes the workers
with their own production, ought to
be destroyed.”

Commenting on the boss-agent
Woll’s statement that the “Commu-
nists preach a philosophy of de-
spair,” militant delegates remarked
that, in addition to it being untrue,
it is far preferable to Woll’s policy

MOSCOW, Sept. 12 (UP).—The

Russian aviator Chukhnovsky, who
is accompanying the icebreaker
Krassin on its search for the en-
velope crew of the dirigible Italia
and the Roald Amundsen party,
made one successful flight yester-
day and has started another.

These are the first flights made
on the present excursion of the
Krassin.

On the first flight Chukhnovsky
reconnoitcred eastward from Cape,

North and finally returned to the
Krassin. After a short rest he
started another flight.

ROME, Sept. 12.—While the So-
viet icebreaker Krassin ploughs the
Arctic seas in search of the 12 men
mysteriously swallowed up by the
ice deserts of the north, announce-
ment was made today by the 1 Stef- i
ani News Agency that the fascist
Italian government had decided to
recall all its vessels now in the

, Spitsbergen waters. |

Six Italian subjects, members of 1
the so-called Allessandri party, are
among the 12 men being sought.
The other six are Roald Amundsen,
Norwegian explorer, and his five
companions.

The announcement gave the un-
favorable weather conditions as the
reason for the abandonment of the
search. It is planned to release the
Norwegian icebreaker Braganza,
which is under charter by the Ital-
ian government.

The Julios live in a ramshackle!

house on South First Street; the;
father is a widower and he and his i
eight children live in three rooms.!
His average earnings for the past
tv.'o years have been sl3 a week. Hi;
fourteen year old daughter has no
time to go to school as she looks
after her little brothers and sisters.

This family is typical of the thou-
sands of striking families here and
Fall River who are standing by the
Textile Mill Committee in the fight
to break the power of the treacher-
ous American Federation of Labor
textile union which is making break-
neck efforts to betray the 22-week
strike.

Aluminum Workers
Are Paid Low Wage

WASHINGTON. Female work-
ers in the manufacture of aluminum
utensils are paid as low as $14.69 a
week, according to the United States
Bureau of Labor Statistics.

A study of 32 plants in seven
1 states show that weekly earnings
for male and female workers aver-
age $25.68. Full-time weekly hours
average 52%, but the time actually
worked average 50 hours. The com-
paratively few molders are the high-
est paid employes, their full-time
weekly earnings average $41.37 !

stressed the need for military de-
fense against a war which he
charged was being prepared by the
Soviet Union, resulted in many com-
ments here, the most important of
which was the denunciation of the
militarist policy of the French gov-
ernment by the Communist press.

The criticism pointed out that
French military and naval costs
were rising, that new preparations
were being made, in the
new line of fortifications stiyjtching
across Europe, the construction of
airplane bases, and the perfection
of chemical means of warfare.

When Briand charges the Soviet
Union with “fostering a class war”
and claimed that military strength

i was necessary not so much for na-
tional defense but for protection
against the “menace,” the Commu-
nist press charges that was only an
excuse for further preparations for
an offensive war against the Soviet
Union, and for the perfection of a
strike-breaking and counter-revolu-
tionary organization of military
and naval strength.

By trying to discredit the Soviet
Union by his references to “theatri-

cal gestures” Briand is only trying
i to draw the attention of the French
masses from the significance of its
class struggle and the sincere and
whole-hearted desire of the Soviet
Union for peace, the press said.

On the other hand, semi-official
government papers like the Temps,
commended Briand on his stand at
Geneva, especially against the Ger-
man demand for evacuation.

JAPANESE TORIES
PLAN OFFENSIVE

TOKIO, Sept. 12.-—Many charges
of bribery and other underhand
methods punctuate the comment
here on the complete dissolvency of
the opposition party, Minseito,
which leaves Baron Tanaka in pow-
er and his policy towards Manchuria
and the Nanking regime intact.

The first move in this series of
government maneuvers took place
on August 1 wdien Takejiro Toko-
nami seceded from the opposition
group and threatened to form a
third party, which weakened the op-
position (Minseito). Well informed
observers charge that this move was
inspired by the government group
and that the further disintegration
of the Minseito was brought about
by cash bribes.

This clever maneuvering has re-
sulted in the maintenance of the
policy of military aggy-'Sion in
Manchuria and enmity to the Sov-
iet Union. The Minseito, in event
it had attained power, would per-
haps have adopted a less “militant-
ly aggressive” policy but one es-
sentially based on the protection of
the Japanese “interests” in Man-
churia.

MOLDERS RAISE WAGES.
SEATTLE.—MoIders raised their

minimum wage to $7.50 a day after
a short strike. The former mini-
mum was $6.40 but several employ-
ers paid more than this rate. The
average increase is 60 cents a day.

erators have rejected a 10 per cent
cut proposed by St. Louis owners
Negotiations continue.

OIL INTERESTS
END INDIA WAR

Price-cutting- Cut Too
Many Profits

LONDON, Sept. 12.—After the
price war between Dutch Shell and
the Standard Oil in India, in which
it was found that the Royal Dutch
Shell undercharged considerable in
order to win the eastern market
from the United States, both com-
oanies are now charging exorbitant
prices, according to the report of
an Indian board of inquiry.

At the beginning of the price war
the Dutch Shell alleged that the j
Standard had bought oil from the j
Soviet Oil Syndicate which right- j
fully belonged to it, on the basis of j
pre-revolutionary claims.

It is generally believed that the j
two oil companies, after their re-
cent conference in England, had,
among other things, decided to give
up the price-war because of its dam-
aging results. According to the
board of inquiry, the excess charged
by the oil companies would amount !
to about $20,000,000 above the or- j
binary economic prices.

DRIVE TO HELP
MILL CHILDREN

Open W. I. R. Station
in New Bedford

A relief station to feed the chil-
dren of the textile strikers is soon
to be opened in New Bedford by the
Workers International Relief. The
Mothers’ League of New England
is launching a special campaign for
its support. The Hebrew Bakers’
Local 45 has taxed its members vcith
fifty cents per capita, making a
sum of about $125 which is to go
toward the initial expense of the
children’s station. Two food sta-
tions, at the north and south end
of New Bedford, are maintained by
the Workers International Relief.
It also conducts soup kitchens in
Fall River.

Increased relief activity is report-
ed in Boston and vicinity. Jean-
nette D. Pearl, field organizer for
the W. I. R., is visiting and address-
ing organizations, enlisting sym-
pathy and support of workers and
friends. At a special meeting of
the Carpenters’ Local 157 a dollar
tax per member was levied. The
president, A. Roosar, advanced a
check of 200 on account, and prom-
check of S2OO on account, and prom-
soon. Generous donations have been
made by the New York and Inde-
pendent W'orkmen’s Circle of Bos-
ton, W. S. & D. B. F., American
Austrian Benefit Society, with
promise of help from several other
organizations.

The board of directors of the
Community Church, after listening
to report of the New Bedford situa-
tion, assured Miss Pearl of their
sympathy with the need for relief
and offered to start a relief drive
in support of the W. I. R. relief
kitchens.

Imperialists Discuss
Occupation of Rhine

at Session in Geneva
GENEVA, Sept. 12.—Five repre-

sentatives of big powers met here
today to discuss the question of the
evacuation of German land occupiod
by allied troops and to formulate a
common platform to present to the
United States government that
would combine the question of the
evacuation of the Rhine with that
of war debts.

Previously Briand of France had
declared that evacuation would not
take place without some form of re-
payment. The French delegation,
supported by the British, has de-
manded as a form of remuneration
that the railroad and industrial se- |
curtties of Germany be marketed
abroad, that the allies control the
German frontier and that there be
no talk of a German-Austrian po-
litical union. By a united platform
the European powers expect to have
the United States government re-
duce or cancel the war debts in re-
turn for the German securities.

With characteristic seclusion noth-
ing was said of the results of the
first conference, but a long series
of negotiations are thought neces-
sary before the powers concerned
will agree to a common platform, j

In spite of the strictness with
which the Rumanian censorship has
endeavored to keep the less savory j
details of the arrests from leaving j
the country, stories of unbelievable j
cruelty and tortures in the Rumani-!
an jails have frequently found their
way across the frontier and into:
the stories of correspondents.

Many of the defendants in the!
present trial have been held in
prisons for months following their
arrest on charges which, at times,
are no more serious than the pos-
session of a book declared illegal
by the authorities or an accidental
world. In many cases the arrests
can be laid to local jealousies and
informing for revenge.

Last year the
coal diggers struck for a wage in-
crease. Officials with polished
boots, riding breeches and canes
soiled manicured hands to help
strikebreakers.

ARGENTINE OIL
Block Nationalization

Project
BUENOS AYRES, Argentina,

Sept. 12.—The proposal to national-
ize all oil lands met with a setback
when a coalition of the minority

parties, including the conservatives,

“socialists” and anti-personal rad-
icals decided to obstruct any discus-
sion of the plan in the chamber.

The bill calls for the expropri-
ation of all oil lands including those
held by private and foreign interests
and would effect British and Amer-
ican oil companies have the
principle concessions in the Argeri-
tine. The largest United States in-?'
terest is held by the Standard Oil
Company of New Jersey.

The minority bloc can obstruct
the discussion on the proposed legist
lation by absenting itself from the
chamber, thus preventing a quorum
which is necessary for any discus-'
sion of new laws.

The Argentine produces about 1,-
372,000 tons of crude oil, of which
only 800,000 come from the national
reserves, the remainder being sup-
plied by the foreign investors. In
order to fulfill the fuel need Argen-
tine must import about tons.
Between the oil interests in the
country itself and the companies
that export to Argentina, a virtual
control over the fuel supply is exer-
cised by the foreign interests.

The “socialist” and conservative
bloc stand for an open-door policy
for foreign oil exploiters.

Steel Workers Must Push Organization Thru U. S., Correspondent Says
300,000 SLAVES !N
MOLTEN HELLS;
6,000 ARE IN UNION
Big- Corporation Buys

Up Officials, Police
£ (By a Worker Correspondent)
'

PITTSBURGH, Pa. (By Mail).—
The steel workers of this country
stand as an unparalleled example of
the need of organization. For of all
the workers in the country who are
supposed to have some skill in their
~:ork they have a smaller member-
ship in the organized membership
of the American Federation of La-
bor, in proportion to the number

•employed in the steel industry, than
any other body within that organ-
ization. Os all the skilled and semi-
skilled craftsmen in this country
which the officials of the Federa-
tion claim control there are less
members in the Amalgamated As-
sociation of Iron, Steel and Tin
Plate Workers, and more non-union
and open shops in which no mem-
bers of the Iron and Steel organ-
iation can be found than in any of
the other branches in which the
many thousands of workers are em-
ployed. In the whole industry in
the country there are working,
when the industry is running at ca-
pacity, about six hundred thousand
skilled, semi-skilled and unskilled
workers and out of that vast whole
it is doubtful if there are six thou-
sand bona fide steel and iron work-
ers in the Amalgamated Associa-
tion.

Open Shop.

The steel mills of the country,

both Bessemer and open hearth, are
notorious for their lack of organ-
nation, notwithstanding the fact
that the men are exploited under
the most inhuman speed-up system.

The blast furnaces of the country

have been open shop and non-union
throughout the history of their ex-
istance as part of the huge iron and
steel trust, and even earlier than
the formation of the trust, the men
who worked in the blast furnaces
were mercilessly exploited, thru
long hours, in the exhausting heat
fro the barest existence wage. The
trust have ruthlessly used their pri-
vate army of coal and iron police,
and their espionage system of stool
pigeons, and private detectives, to
keep out any organizers and break
up any attempt to organize these
wage workers. No union has ever
been permitted to get a foot hold
in the steel mills or the blast fur-
naces of this country since the
Homestead strike.

Not even in the great effort of
1919 when Bill Foster made one of
the most determined attempts to
organize the steel workers was the
organization allowed to take deep
root in the mills, by the officers of
the steel trusts thruoutf the coun-
try. In that strike they used every
force at their command to break up
the union, bafore those in charge
were allowed to consolidate the
ranks of those who had joined the
new union. Os course to these ef-
forts of the Garey’s must be added
the open and secret sabotage of
this work by the reactionary offi-
cialdom of the American Federa-
tion of Labor, who did their best
to see that no organization was al-
lowed to get a start in the steel
mills and blast furnaces of the
trusts.

Divisions of Workers.
One of the difficulties that must

be faced in the organization of the
steel workers will be that this in-
dustry is divided into a great many
different kinds of fabrication plants
as well as into many different kinds
of production plants. The organ-
izers of the steel workers must
reckon on going into tube mills, pipe
mills, rail mills, rod mills, nail mills,
mills where they turn out armour
plate for battleships, tin and sheet
mills where they turn out the metal
for the bodies of automobiles and
trucks, and many other plants in
which the steel workers are em-
ployed and in which we must carry
on in our organizing campaign.

Steel in City Politics.
The steel trusts have learned a

lesson in their numerous campaigns
against the workers for the open
shop, that it would be well if the
workers would take to heart. They
are always found buttressed in the
numerous political offices in the
towns where their plants are oper-
ated. In Homestead, Braddock,
Rankin, McKeesport, McKees Rocks
and the other small boros and
towns in and around Pittsburgh,
taking this city as an example,
every office of any note is in the
hands of some tool of the big cor-
porations. In Woodlawn, a suburb
if Pittsburgh, the Jones and Laugh-

lin Steel Corporation control the en-'
tire town. The intern church move-
ment exposed in one of their re-'
ports on the conditions of the steel
workers, that the police of Pitts-
burgh -who had beats in and near
steel mills were paid during the !
1919 steel strike $l5O per month by
the big steel corporations, exclusive
of their regular pay as city police-
men of the city of Pittsburgh. This
accounts in part for the many meet-
ings which could not be held in any
of the towns in * and around the
Pittsburgh district. They were paid
by the mill barons to see that their
interests were not interfered with
and they delivered the goods as
every organizer in the steel cam-
paign can testify. The steel cor-
porations enter the campaigns and
have their tools in office so that
when trouble comes they are ready '
to beat up, arrest, jail and send to
prison those who would interfere
with their “business” by organizing
their slaves.

Politics In Organizing Game.
This phase of any effort on our

part to organize the steel mills is
not to be overlooked for it is a big
problem and one with which we are i
confronted at every turn in our
work. The gun of the thug and
gangster when backed by the ad-
vice of the rulers in steel—“to go
the limit and we will protect you
and see that no harm befalls you
no matter what you do”—has
caused many a militant organizer
to slow up in the steel owned towns
of the country. These thugs and
gangsters are hired in every big in-
dustry not only in times of strke
but in the days even when there is
no evidence of trouble they can be
seen strutting about the mill yards
with colts strapped to their belts.
They know the mayors and bur-
gesses are owned and are the tools
of the big trusts and if they bump

°P some organizer of the workers
they will be protected. Hence we
must make this a very concrete part
of our work among the iron and
steel workers and go into thp poli-
tical game witih the deliberate in-
tention of wresting out of the hands
of the steel barons this potent wea-
pon which they use so effectively
in suppressing the right of free

Department Boss Is

Called Bully
(By a Woijfi- Correspondent)

DETROIT, Mich., (By Mail).— !
Some red-blooded workers should go !
to the Packard plant in Detroit and
organize a union because htis plant
is a slave-driving outfit, especially
certain motor departments.

There is a bull boss there named
Smith, who never speaks to anybody
who works under him except when
he wants to holler his head off tel- !
ling the men that they work too |
slow.

Ifwe want to find out something :
or ask him something he never
answers our questions. He just
bawls us out good and proper.

There we work from fifty cents ;

to fifty-four cents an hour. If a
answered that he gets too much al-
ready. The bull tells him that he’ll
get a cut in wages not a raise. I’ve
known men working there for three
years and they are still getting fifty[
cents an hour.

I’ve asked the big bully about the
bonus and he says that we did not
make any bonus. They don’t want j
anybody to know too much, the less |
a man knows the better for the!
boss. If a man is a little educated j
he is no good to them, he knows too 1
much.

The bosses’ system is never to
talk to the slaves, just be rough to
them, don’t tell them anything.

Ifa man stays at home a day be-
cause he is sick and comes back to
work the next day, he gets a good j
bawling out and may get fired too.
If a man gets a raise in wages he
gets only two cents an hour more.

One man told the bull that he
wanted to go home because he was
sick. The bull told him to go ahead
and stay home altogether. He told
him never to come hack to work no
more.

Parden me for my bad writing
because 1 4 have no time to go to
school under this system. They
want you to work hard till you die,
then you get promoted. I started to
work when I was nine years of age
and still I am a slave.

The Daily Worker has received from Gen-
eva a wireless telegram of the International
Press Correspondence which reads as fol-
lows:

“The speech of Aristide Briand to the
League of Nations Assembly contain
some passages that are extremely inter-
esting and which show the possibilities
of the League of Nations as a rallying
point for the united imperialist front for
war against the Union of Socialist
Soviet Republics.

“Briand denied that armaments have
increased since the inception of the
League of Nations, and continued:

“‘There is one country which is no member
of the League of Nations and where arma-
ments with regard to both men and material
are increasing, and which is proud of this
fact.

“‘This country is prepared to make theatri-
cal gestures for disarmament, and demands
disarmament complete and absolute. This
country has signed the Paris pact. It re-
nounces war. What war? Past war which
has spotted with blood all the pages of human
history? Or war which led one people pursu-
ing national aspirations to attack other peo-
ple? This war is damned, but there is another
sort of war which doesn’t seem to be damned.
This other form of war seems to be holy for
this people and leads it to misuse its power
everywhere. The effects of such war are not

t. less bloody for peoples. If the delegates here
tl failed to realise this truth they would not be

doing their duty. I speak not to create hin-
drances but in order to show that certain fears
are justified.’ ”

Other dispatches published in the capital-
ist newspapers here fully bear out the in-
terpretation of the French foreign minis-
ter’s speech as one directed toward consoli-
dating the imperialist forces of the world for
concerted military action against the Union
of Socialist Soviet Republics, and using the
League of Nations as the base for counter-
revolutionary war against the peoples of
France, Germany, England and other coun-
tries in the expected revolutionary working

'"eSdss upheavals accompanying the outbreak
of imperialist war. This is the correct con-
ception of the League of Nations. Briand is
merely trying to develop a more frank ex-
pression of the essential character of the
League of Imperialists which has been half-
concealed under Wilsonian hypocrisy. The.
half-concealment of this imperialist charac-
ter has been necessary in the past to enable
the social-democratic flunkeys of the imper-
ialists to dupe the working class into sup-
port of the League of Imperialists. But in
the complex maneuvres of European govern-
ments against one another, the Poincare gov-
ernment felt that the sentimental hog-wash
was being used against the particular inter-
ests of,French capitalist imperialism. This
is interestingly brought out by the Temps
(the semi-official organ of the French gov-
ernment), which says:

“The Minister of Foreign Affairs has said
all that should be said at this moment when
there is being carried on a certain campaign
which tends to give a completely false note
to the current peace efforts.”
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For par ty of the Class Struggle! WMMij*.

For the Workers! Against the Capitalists!

Referring tactfully to Briand as “the cre-
ator of Locarno, the initiator of the (Kel-
logg-Briand) pact against war,” the Temps
continues:

‘‘The German campaign for early evacuation
of the Rhineland without any recompense in
return, for immediate and general disarma-
ment and for anschiuss with Austria has
created misunderstanding which it is vital to
dissipate. No one can do this with more pur-
pose, authority and clarity than M. Briand,
the creator of Locarno, the initiator of the
pact against war, the man who has worked
with the greatest ardor for the rapproche-
ment of peoples and the peace of Europe.

“His discourse has brought great comfort to
all true friends of peace. It can only have
deceived those who are content with the
equivocal and who have abandoned for a mir-
age certain absolute formulas which they wish
to exploit for certain particular causes or
revolutionary theories.”

The crafty brain of Briand, the ex-“so-
cialist,” in carrying through the imperialist
purposes of the French finance-capitalists,
foresees the need of his capitalist masters to
prepare the way for’the imperialists to at-
tack the Soviet Union and any working-
class revolution which may be found to in-
tervene in the imperialist war to which his
policies lead. The masses must be psycholo-
gized to believe that the menace of war
comes from the efforts of the exploited
masses. Revolutionary war against im-
perialism and against imperialist war (“the
transformation of imperialist war into civil
war against the capitalist class”) are the
only means by which peace can be brought
to the world. The crafty imperialist war
makehs would reverse the picture and make
the less conscious masses think that revolu-
tionary war is the source of war danger.
Especially the fact that the socialist Union
of Socialist Soviet Republics must he de
fended by the proletariat of every capitalist
country, is transformed by this dirty political
“apache” Briand into a claim that menace of
war comes from the only great power on
earth that stands as a bulwark against im-
perialist war and as a concrete realization
of the only social system that can and will
put an end to all war.

Black is white, up is down, water is dry
and fire is wet, says Mr. Briand; so the So-
viet Union which is the only power to pro-
pose complete and absolute disarmament is
the one which initiates war.

This is another warning to the working
class of the world. The world war is coming
without doubt. It is uncertain only as to the
time at which it will break out with unpre-
cedented suddenness and ferocity. The work-
ing class must be prepared ideologically to
play its part as the most courageous de-
fenders of the Socialist Fatherland of the
world’s working class—the Union of Socialist
Soviet Republics. The imperialists will start
the war which the working class of all coun-
tries must transform into revolutionary war
against the imperialists.

The speech of Briand shows the criminal
idiocy of pacifist illusions. It shows that not
only the Union of Socialist Soviet Republics
is justified in being proud” of its Red Army
of free workers i .id peasants, but also the
workers, farmers and colonial peoples of the
whole world must be proud of the Red Army
which belongs to all of us and will be the ac-
tive champion of the oppressed of all coun-
tries in their struggles for liberation.

The youth bureau in Berne, with
its periodical, “The Youth Interna-
tional,” received the closest and
warmest collaboration of the exiled
Russian Bolsheviks. Some of the
most notewoi-thy contributions on
imperialism, war, socialist-jingoism
and the like, by such men as Lenin,
Bucharin, Zinoviev, Trotsky, Kol-
lontai and other Russian revolu-
tionaries of the time could be found
in the pages of the “Youth Interna-
tional.” And this collaboration
was a fruitful ot.e in more than one
respect, for the articles of Lenin in
particular helped to burn away the
last remnants of pacifist and petty-
bourgeois illusions that still hovered
over the revolutionary youth ele-
ments who were so anxiously and
bravely striving to struggle against
imperialism, the war, and the social
patriots.

Set Aside Youth Week

It was while the trenphes were
flowing with working class blood, to
the chants of praise sung by the

bureau in Berne issued a call to the
revolutionary young workers and
peasants throughout Europe to set
aside the first week in September
1915 for broad, militant demonstra-
tions against the imperialist war
and the treason of the social demo-
crats. The* voice of the revolution-
ary youth was the first on a

Europe-wide scale to be raised in
harmony with the Russian Bolshe-
viks, the German Spartacists led by
Liebknecht and Rosa Luxemburg,
and the reds in other lands.

This great tradition, sprouting
from the seeds of struggle, and forc-

i ing its way through the weeds of
treason, has been properly carried
down to this day. It is an occasion
when the working and peasant
youth of all countries demonstrate
their hatred and opposition towards
the imperialist wars of their master
class. It is a special opportunity
for the rallying of all of the toiling
youth to the banner of struggle
against imperialist war by enlisting
on the side of the proletariat in the
war of the class that continues every
day. It comes during the election
campaign of the Workers (Com-
munist) Party which gives an added
opportunity to the young militants.
It is the warning of the militant
youth to the imperialists that they
will continue a revolutionary war
against the reaction even if an im-
perialist slaughter should be going
on at the time. • ¦
