Communist Party Calls on All Workers to Strengthen Hand in Fight in 34 States
WILMINGTON POLICE THREATEN

WORKERS PARTY SPEAKERS FOR
ADVOCATING NEGRO EQUALITY

Crouch and Moore Released as Attempts to
Intimidate Them Fail

Communists Refuse to Guarantee That Red
Meets Will Be Stopped

WILMINGTON, Del., Oct. 18.—After failure of their at-
tempts to force a promise that no further Communist meetings
will be held in Wilmington, the police authorities last night
released Richard B. Moore, Negro candidate for congress from
the 21st district of New York on the Workers (Communist)
Party ticket, Paul Crouch of the All-America Anti-Imperialist
League, candidate for congress from the 2nd district of New
York, Esther Markizon and Jennie Fornaro.

Pull Down Speakers. <
Moore was arrested by the police

after he had spoken for more than
an hour at an open air meeting at
Bth and Walnut Streets. As the
police pulled Moore off the stand,
Paul Crouch got up and continued
the meeting, but was arrested almost
immediately. Then the police ar-
rested Esther Markizon, chairman
of the meeting, and Jennie Fornaro,
Secretary of the Young Workers
(Communist) League here.

On the way to the station, police
tried to intimidate Moore and
Crouch, declaring: “We told you
that no more Red meetings would
be permitted in Wilmington.” The
fact that an attorney and workers
ready with bail w Tere on the spot
and insisted on accompanying the
prisoners to the station, prevented
the police from carrying out their
threat of beating up the Commu-
nists.

“We give jobs to the Negroes
here,” declared a police official, in-
timating that if the Workers (Com-
munist) Party desires to hold meet-
ings in this city it must avoid the
race equality question and all ef-
forts to organize the Negroes.

“Disorderly Conduct.”
Charges of “disorderly conduct”

were made agaipst Moore, Crouch,
Esther Markizon and Jennie For-
naro. But after being held for sev-
eral hours, they offered release on
condition that the Party promise to
hold no more meetings not approved
by the police. This demand was im-
mediately refused, those arrested de-
claring that whether the police like
it or not they will continue to hold
meetings in Wilmington.

Finally, the police decided that
they did not wish the courts used
to expose the terror being carried
on against the workers in Wilming-
ton and released those arrested.

The Workers (Communist) Party
will hold more open air meeting here
next week in spite of the police
terror.

WARSAW, Oct. 18.—The general
strike in Lodz, called in support of
the 100,000 textile strikers who are
demanding a 20 per cent increase
in wages, is complete and spreading
to the outlying provinces. The tex-
tile districts of Kaliszh, Konststhty-
nov, Alexandrov and Tomaszov have
joined the general walkout.

Lodz seems to he in a state of
' siege with police everywhere. The
police protect the scabs and have
tried to prevent Communist meet-
ings, while seeking for the Commu-
nist deputies Resiak and Bittner.
One conflict between the workers
and police has occured in which some
of the strikers were injured.

The Polish social democrats are
depressed at the Lodz situation, but
they must remain im.the movement
while trying to sabotage it, at the
same time recognizing that the
movement is beyond them. Even the
social democrats admit that the gov-
ernment sides with the indus-
trialists.

The Lodz strike is still complete
! with the tramway workers, metal
| workers, woodworkers, gas works

' employees, power station workers,
garment workers, waiters, etc., in

j the solidarity strike. All the muni-
ciptal workers, except hospital em- >

j ployees have joined the strike, and
when the Petrokov civil servants
struck great indignation was ex-
pressed in the bourgeois press in
Warsaw.

FRAMED WORKER

International Protest
Urged by Red Aid

GENEVA, Oct. 18—Della Mag-
giore, a member of the Communist
Party of Italy, who was sentenced
to death by the fascist “emergency
court for the protection of the
state,” was executed today. He was
taken before a squad of fascist gun-
men and killed.

This murder has had a tremendous
effect in arousing the Italian work-
ers to increased militancy. It is the
first death penalty since the estab-
lishment of the fascist dictatorship,
and workers throughout Italy now
realize that fascism is determined
to secure undisputed power by ter-

ror methods.
The measure was taken by the

fascists after their alarm because
of the effects of economic misery
and the work that the Communist
Party of Italy is doing to organize
the Italian workers to fight against
fascism.

It is believed that many mere such
executions are contemplated unless
there is a mighty international pro-
test from the workers of the world.
The International Red Aid is ap- j
pealing to the workers of all coun-
tries to organize mass protests
against the fascist terror.

AGAINST COMMUNIST NOMINEES
Suppression Can Be Stopped Says Central

Lovestone and Foster Call on Working Class
to Respond

In the face of reports from many sections of the
United States of a wave of violent and suppressive actions
against the Communist election campaign, the National
Headquarters of the Workers (Communist) Party, 43 E.
125th St., yesterday issued a ringing call to the working
class of America for an immediate fund of SIO,OOO.

NECESSARY TO MEET TERROR.
Jay Lovestone, executive secretary of the Party, yes-

terday characterized the statement which was issued in
making the appeal as “a political document and not a mere
routine call for funds.

“We cannot fulfill our duty to the working class in
the critical time of this election campaign,’’ Lovestone
said, “without fighting every inch of the ground on which
the arrogant American capitalist class declares the boasted
principles of ‘democratic election’ do not apply to the
Communist working class candidates.

REACH BIG TERRITORY.
“We have shown a strength already which has as-

tonished our enemies. We have reached a territory already
exceeding the area that was ever covered before by a
party claiming to be, as the Communist Party actually is,
the party speaking for the working class.

This explains the frenzied effort of the bourgeoisie
by every ‘legal’ and ‘illegal’ means to keep the Workers
Party off the ballot and to drive the workers’ candidates
off the public platform.

“But we are going to meet this attack and defeat it.
However, we have never spread over so much territory,
never had so many fights on so many fronts, as we have
today. Therefore our expenses have been beyond our
strength. Additional funds have become a question of
life and death to our campaign.

“Therefore our appeal is a political document ad-
dressed to the American working class.”

“A CAPITAL EMERGENCY.”
William Z. Foster, Communist candidate for president,

who returned to New York yesterday between campaign
meetings, told the Daily Worker reporter that the Party
meetings at which he spoke in “virgin”fields of the south-
ern states were an experience of tremendous significance.

“One of the outstanding facts,” he said, “is that our
Workers (Communist) Party is breaking into the ‘solid
south,’ a ‘solid’ reservoir heretofore of reaction. The po-
lice attacks and the extra-legal violence of the ruling class
in the attempt to prevent the Communist Party’s voice
being heard by the enslaved workers, black and white, are
a tribute to our Party’s attainments in this election

MUST FIGHT.
“But let no one make a mistake—we willattain noth-

ing in this campaign but what we fight for. The appeal
of the Central Committee for funds to carry on the cam-
paign must meet immediate and big response. The de-
pletion of our Party resources is in a very material way
a weakening of our Party’s capacity for action. It is a
capital emergency. We must go thru and wind up this
campaign with a smashing drive for the support of the
masses of the workers.

Lewis Machine Arranges New Wage-Cut Sellout of Indiana Coal Mine Districts
HENCHMAN HINTS
HE WILL STEAL
THE REFERENDUM
Betrayal Follows Many

in Other Fields
TERRE HAUTE, Ind., Oct. 18.—

Adding another to its string of be-
trayals of the coal diggers, the
Lewis machine today made public
its part in the deal with the Indiana
Coal Operators’ Association to put
over a wage cut in the mine fields
of this state. The cut involves a
reduction of from $1.40 to $2 per
day for day men and it is estimated
about $lO and above for tonnage
workers.

Harvey Cartwright, president of
the district, a discredited Lewis
henchman, openly hinted today that
the miners would in all probability
vote “favorably” on the cut when
a so-called referendum is taken. I
This is understood to be a promise
to the operators that the vote will j
be stolen as was the case in lowa, :
Illinois and in other sections in
which “referendums” were staged
by the machine.

Wholesale Reductions.
TERRE HAUTE, Ind., Oct. 18;

(U.R).—The joint wage scale commit-
tee of Indiana coal operators and 1
miners, which has been negotiating
for several weeks, agreed tonight to
a wage contract which called for a
scalo of $6.10 per day and a 91
cent rate for tonnage workers.

Harvey Cartwright, president of!
District No. 17, United Mine Work-:
ers of America, said that a refer-
endum vote of the miners on the
agreement will be called for imme-
diately and he predicted that it
would be in and tabulated within
three or four days.

Other scales agreed upon by the
committee: loading machine men,
conveyor men and shearing men, $9;
shot firers in pick mines, $lO and
shot firers in machine mines, $8.20.

BISHOP BROWN

Used by Capitalists to

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Trenton, N. J. Is a Paradise of the Open Shop Bosses, Writes Worker Correspondent
LABOR FAKERS
HAVE WEAKENED
TRADE UNIONS

23.000 Slaves Supuort
107,000

Trenton is a city with a popula-
tion of about 130,000 people. Ac-
cording to a local capitalist paper

which investigated the local unem-
ployment situation last winter, nor-
mally about 27,000 workers of this
number are productive workers. Last
winter, according to this statement, 1
there were only 23,000 productive j
workers. This was an amazing j
statement. It showed clearly that
the toil of these 23,000 slaves sup-
ported the other non-productive
107,000. The wealth produced by j
these 23,000 workers holds in ex-
istence this other great multitude
and outside of the workers’ fam-
ilies, under much better conditions.:
Besides the capitalists themselves
with their fat profits, the clergy,
the lawyers, the doctors, the busi-
ness men, the agents and still others
all gain their existence from the la-
bor of this mere handful of wealth-
producing slaves. It is readily seen
why this middle group in society are
such staunch supporters of the pres-
ent capitalist system.

Many Unemployed.
Last winter, Trenton had a great

number of unemployed. Many more
than were admitted. Besides the
productive workers, many engaged
in non-productive work were also
thrown out of employment. Some
factories operated with a greatly re-
duced number of workers, some part
time and others shut down com-
pletely. Since then production has
increased greatly with the exception
of the rubber tire industry. Many
of these rubber mills have shut down
permanently. Even though produc-
tion has increased greatly, the num-
ber of employed workers has not
been increased, due to the speed-up
and efficiency systems installed.
New machinery and new methods
have been installed which greatly
reduced the number of required
workers. In one of the few remain-
ing rubber mills, a compound mix-
ing machine has been installed
which, operated by two workers, de-
prives 18 mill men of their jobs.

Unorganized Town.
Trenton as a whole is an unor-

ganized town. The organized labor
movement has been practically
wiped out. The few remaining
unions exist only in skeleton form
and are under the control of the
most reactionary leadership.

Outside of the building trades,
very few workers are organized and
the few unions remaining are under
the control of the bosses themselves.
The trolleymen’s union, which at
one time was a militant organiza-
tion and which has a splendid past
record of successful struggles, is
today dominated by men who are
mere flunkeys of the traction inter-
ests. It has been reduced to a com-
pany union and is dominated by the
bosses themselves. The most en-
slaving conditions are being im-
posed, agreements are broken and
ignored and the officialdom suc-

cumbs to the whims of the company
without protest.

Machinists' Union Weak.
The machinists of Trenton also

had a strong militant organization.
Today only a skeleton exists. Al-
though strong in number at one
time, today the membership of Local
298 is only known to the officials
themselves* The meetings are at-
tended by the heads only, four or
five at the most and dues of two
dollars per month are collected by
the business agent who now and
then conies to town for this purpose.
He, by the way, is a reactionary of
the worst type and dominates the
others with an iron* hand. Nothing
is being done to bring the member-
ship to the meetings and the ma-
jority have lost track of when the
meetings are held. This is to the
liking of the business agent and
nothing is being done to change this
policy.

The unskilled workers have no
organization whatever. The Roeb-
ling mills which employ thousands
of workers are wholly unorganized.
Here the workers are greatly .ex-
ploited and at the complete mercy
of the bosses. Long hours are in
force and as little as 35 cents an
hour is paid to a great many of
the workers.

Open Shop Rubber Mills.
The few remaining rubber mills

are also open shop institutions. The
rubber workers also at one time
were partly organized, but today
nothing remains of their union. Even

Westmoreland Coal
Co., Hillman Coal and Coke Co.,
Terminal Coal Corporation, Key-
stone Coal Co., Clinton Coal Co.,
Poland Coal Co., and numerous
other smaller companies in Western
Pennsylvania. Although this pow-
erful combine of operators states

that the purpose of the organiza-

tion is to fight against rate discrim-
ination, yet it is clearly evident that
it primary purpose is to maintain

coal "fields non-
union. They will, no doubt, launch

s attack upon the New
, Miners Union and make the attack
while the organization is in its in-
fancy. They fear this new union

BRITISH DEMAND
ARGENTINE LAND
FOR NAVALBASES
To Hold Land Despite

Counter-claim
BUENOS AIRfiS, Oct. 18—The

j Argentine government will continue
| to claim ownership of the Falklands,
! South Georgia and the South Ork-
ney Islands, despite actual posses-
sion by the British whose flag at

: present flies over the islands, it was
revealed here today when the notes
exchanged between the two govern-
ments were made public.

It seems certain that the British
have no intention of relinquishing
the islands since they are strategic
points for naval bases and wireless
stations. The government protested
that Argentina had built a wireless

j station in South Orkneys, which
1 are southeast of Cape Horn, but Ar-
gentina replied that the islands are
hers, and that the Falklands are
hers, but she has been unable to take
possession of them because of
British occupation. Argentina took
formal possession of the Falklands
in 1833, but was forced a year later
to abandon them by the British.

Another point which has attracted
; considerable attention is the British-
competition in wireless and tele-
graph, which has recently resulted
in gains for United States interests.
It is stated, although this has not
been confirmed, that the chief in-
terests in the wireless station in the
South Orkneys are owned by Ameri-
cans.

Women seem to have a weakness
for Mr. Overbeck, with the excep-
tion of Miss Drury, who got over
hers, so in the boarding house where
the little accident is being tortured
with clumsy care the unmarried
father is again almost in the toils
of the landlady’s daughter, who pets
the unwanted child in order to win
the wanted father’s affections.

The thing comes to an end with
Miss Ferris walking out of the pic-

ture with as littie emotion as if she
had changed her mind about taking
a piece of candy, the landlady’s
daughter doing likewise and the j
mother of the unwanted baby acting
as if she might have agreed to marry j
Mr. Overbeck bad the play contin-
ued indefinitely.

The play proves conclusively that
the unmarried mother, provided she
has the dough is not nearly in so bad
a predicament as the poor father
who is troubled with a conscience.

The acting of Thomas Mitchell as
Norman Overbeck kept one from do-1
ing any thinking at all about the
play. He looked the personification,
of trouble and if he overacted it
was just because he had either to

do that or lay off every five minutes
for want of something intelligent
to say.

There was hardly anything for!
the rest of the cast to do except to
punch the clock with the exception '
of Fleming Ward, as Gilbert Rand,
Norman’s friend. This young man j
did a lot of talking, most of which
seemed to me unnecessary. Kather-
ine Alexander as the unmarried
mother showed up for a few brief
moments and defended her point of
view rather unconvincingly. One felt
that she was liable to fall in love
with her child at any moment and I
turn the tables on the author. Elvia
Enders as Madge Ferris, Mr. Over-
beck’s fiance, will have to put more
pep into her love-making if she ever
wants to get anywhere in real life.

Lots of laughs but little to take
away in the head.—T. J. O’F.

Among these can
be found the old leaders of the so-
cialist party who had strongly
dominated the potters’ union.

The final stage of the 192& election cam-
paign is marked by the unleashing of the
most ruthless capitalist terror against the
working class. The past week has been
marked by so many attacks against the elec-
tion campaign of the Workers (Communist)
Party that the mere recital of them reads
like the narrative of a year’s ordinary de-
velopment.

As the campaign draws to a close a ver-
itable avalanche of money is turned into the
campaign funds of the old parties and their
supporting organs: the capitalist press, the
radio, the pulpit, the moving picture in-
dustries. .Every conceivable means of pub-
licityis utilized to the limit for the purpose of
spreading the poison virus of capitalist illu-
sions. Besides the funds spent directly
through open channels there are countless
subterranean forces mobilized against the
campaign of the Party of the class struggle
—the Party of the Hammer and Sickle—the
Party of working class revolution.

The American Legion, the Ku Klux Klan, ,
the catholic hooligans of the Knights of Col-
umbus. the gangsters, the gunmen, the thugs
of every variety are mobilized against the

. Party of the working class. Election time
is the period in which the whole riff-raff of
capitalist society, the very scum of the earth,
is openly bought to defend the interests of
the upper strata of capitalist society.

It is not at all strange that our Party has
Tbeen attacked in the South. We have for the

?arfirst time invaded that territory with a direct
appeal to the racial and class interests of

un the Negro masses, the most exploited sec-
a, tion of American society. Nor is it sur-
rr prising that our meetings should be sup-

pressed and our candidates arrested in Wil-
j' mington, Delaware, the dynasty of the Du-

t
Pont powder and chemical trust, on this

j identical Negro issue. Wretchedly paid, hor-
c ribly exploited Negro labor is depended upon
t to keep the wheels of the munitions plants

turning. The Party that strikes at the
powder and chemical trust strikes at the very
heart of imperialist war preparations. Nor
is it at all extraordinary that the railroad in-
terests, the grain trust and the packing-
house trust should unite to prevent our Party I

• going on the ballot in many states where the
impoverished farmers are showing increas-
ing signs of revolt.

In face of the terror organized against us *

on every side, the Workers (Communist)
Party has given an excellent account of it-
self in this campaign. But, results thus far
have not been accomplished without an enor-
mous expenditure of money and energy. The
situation has developed to such proportions
and the demands are so great that, in order
for the campaign to continue, it is absolutely
imperative that funds be instantly rushed to
our national campaign headquarters. *

Money is urgently needed NOW; at this
I moment; in order that the campaign of the

class struggle may be waged to the end.
Our readers know us for what we have

done in the class struggles of the American
working class the past few years. We have
borne the brunt of every fight whether'it be
in the mines, the needle industry, textiles,
traction, or elsewhere.

The one thing that is of paramount im-
portance to the working class in this cam-
paign is the fact that for the first time the
Workers (Communist) Party is a vital fac-
tor in the political life of the country.

When the State Federation of La- j
1 bor of Arizona saw that the state

I government was too weak to en-
force its own laws, it sent a com-
mittee to Washington and had the;
A. F. of L. lay the matter before!
President Wilson. Wilson appointed
a special commission to investigate.

Wilson—War-Monger.
President Wilson told the commis-

jsion. . .“I am very much interested:
J in the labor situation in the moun- j
i tain region. . .1 have listened with!'
I the closest attention to the charges !
of misconduct and injustice that have
been made against each other by i
employers and employes... I am
not so much concerned, however, 1
with the manner in which they have
treated each other in tne past, as I 1
am desirous of seeing some work-
ing arrangement for the future, par-
ticularly during the period of the
war.” The members of the investi- 1
gating commission were the follow-
ing: William B. Wilson, secretary
of labor; Col. J. L. Spangler, of
Penn.; Verner Z. Reed, Colorado;
John H. Walker, 111.; E. P. Marsh, 1
Washington; Felix Frankfurter, N.
Y.

Committee Report.
This commission made the follow-

ing report to President Wilson on 1
Nov. 6, 1917:

1.—A strike was called in Warren
district on June 26, 1917. The griev-
ances of the men did not justify the
strike. ’

2.—Many workers did not believe i
j in the strike but left the job out of

The plot of the Arizona open-shop
hoodlums in the American Legion,
Ku Klux Klan, the city police and
newspapers to stop the campaign
of the Workers (Communist) Party
is in keeping with the tradition of
that state. Arizona's principal in-
dustry is copper mining. These
mines are among the greatest in the
world, the largest of which is the
United Verde.

In the town of Bisbee, Arizona,
occurred one of the most flagrant
acts of terrorism in the whole his-
tory of American labor struggles.
In reviewing this case the American
Labor Year Book for 1917-18 says
in part:

On July 12, 1917, 1,200 men con-
nected with the strike of the copper
mines in the Globe-Miami district in
Arizona, were rounded up by a
“Vigilance Committee” organized by
the business men of Bisbee and de-
ported from the town into the des-
ert.

At the same time a concerted
movement against the I. W. W. de-
veloped throughout the southwest.

Fanned War Hysteria.
Eastern newspapers, notably the

New York Times and the Herald
Tribune made it appear that the
1,200 deported strikers were all I.
W. W. adherents and that they were
all engaged in a conspiracy to de-
feat the war aims of the United
States. For this reason they con-
demned these men without a hear-
ing extolling the “patriotic action”
of the “law and order” committee.

Barred A. F. of L.
A careful investigation of the

situation carried on by a committee
of the Arizona A. F. of L„ consisting
of*six men, disclosed the fact that
most ueporivu men were not
members of the I. W. W., but of the
Arizona State Federation of Labor.
Ihi„ was forcibly kept
out of Bisbee by the vigilantes and
prevented from making an investi-
gation. State Attorney General Wily
E. Jones made an attempt to en-
force state law in Bisbee, but he,

! solidaYity.
3.—Governor Campbell asked for

federal troops—but an army officer
after looking over the situation, said j
that all was peaceful and no federal

j troops were necessary.
4. Early July 12, the sheriff and

a large armed force of about *2,000
men, rounded up 1,186 men, put them
in cars and carried them to Col-
umbus, New Mexico. But the au-
thorities at Columbus refused to let
them dump the men there and the
train carried them to the desert

•town of Hermandad, New Mexico.
The deported were without ade-

quate supply of food and water and
shelter for two days. Here the men
were abandoned. On July 14 the war

j department escorted these men to
Columbus, New Mexico, where they
were maintained by the government
until the middle of September.

According to the army census the
composition of the deported were as
follows: 199 native born Americans;
486 citizens; 472 registered under
draft; 433 married; 141 British; 82
Serbians; 179 Slavs.

6. The sheriff carried out the de-
portation. This was decided on July
11 by managers and other officials
of the Copper Queen Consolidated
Mining Co. (Phelps Dodge Corpora-
tion) and the Calumet and Arizona
Mining Co.

7. —Those carrying out the depor-
tation prevented any news of it
reaching the outside world.

8.—The deportation was wholly il-
legal.

And after all this the commission
makes the following recommenda-
tions: 1. All illegal practices must
cease. 2. Asks the president to
pass law making such deportation in
the future a criminal offense under
the federal law. And that’s all—not
a single recommendation to redress
the crimes committed against these
1,200 workers.

No Action Taken.
That the report of the committee

was merely a brazen white-wash of
the whole affair was known to every
militant trade unionist of that day.

ANE October evening I was arrest-
"

ed after a search had been made
in my room. Despite the fact that
nothing “suspicious” was found, I
was arrested. When I threw in my
lot with the Party I knew very well
that one day the time would come
when I would have to say farewell
to my freedom. When I was ar-
rested I did not lose courage but
remained cheerful. Only when I
met the other comrades in the police
station and saw all who had been
arrested, did my heart begin to sink.
The idea that our ranks had been
broken up depressed me.

We were locked in a cellar usu-
ally reserved for drunks and in-
capables„ There I met seven of our

] young comrades. They were all lean-
ing against the wall, for there was
nowhere to sit down.

The “Examination.”
Finally the examination com-

menced. For three days in succes-
sion we were dragged into the build-
ing of the “Defensive” (Polish sec-
ret police) for examination. On the
fourth day we were taken to prison
under a strong escort. From there
we were then taken to Petrokoff.

Solitary Confinement.
We arrived in Petrokoff in the

j evening. At the prison doors we

i were received by large numbers of
! warders. After a very detailed

j search we were placed in solitary
i cells. These cells are small, three
metres long and two metres wide.

] The window is high up in the cell
' with a heavy iron grating in front
of it. All that was in the cell was a
bed and a table fixed to the wall.

In the Cell.
The prison bell sounded and soon

after we could hear the sound of
keys and the heavy steps of the
warders. The lock creaked and the
iron-bound door opened. A warder j
handed me a basin.

In the basin was a black and
stinking mass of something or the
other. Supper! I had not eaten for
a long time and was thoroughly:
hungry, but I could not touch the!
mess in the basin. I would have!
liked to have slept, but the bed;
frame was still locked against the
wall. Prison life is severe, but those
who fightTfor their class, must learn ’
to suffer.

The Warder’s Tramp.
Later the prison bell sounded

again. The signal to go to bed. The
beds were unlocked and let down j
from the wall. The prison sunk into
silence. I lay down on the bed and
tried to sleep. The mattress was
hard and I could not close my eyes.
Through the window of the cell the
light from the lamp in the prison
yard fell through. The lamp burns
the whole night. The tramp of the
patrolling warders sounded from the
prison yard. I longed for the morn-
ing in the hope that I would be able
somehow to get into touch with the

The federal government has never
passed a law against such deporta-
tions. The 1,200 workers who suf-
fered indescribable hardships and
many families who were deprived
of their husbands through death
from hardship and exposure result-
ing from the atrocity were in no
way taken care of. Today the terror
against labor still rages in Arizona,
Texas, and other states of that re-
gion, as is to be seen from the con-
spiracies against the campaign tour
of Ben Gitlow, vice-presidential can-
didate on the Workers (Communist)
Party ticket.

The workers of the southwest and
of other parts of the country who
are victims of this organized fright-
fulness must realize that only a re-
volutionary party of labor, only the
Workers (Communist) Party can
fight effectively against this sort of
thing.

other comrades. The 7th of Novem- !
ber was approaching and it was nec-
essary to discuss how we could cele-
brate the day.

Finally I slept. I was awakened
by the loud voice of the warder:
“Get up!” The warder brought me
a piece of bread as black as coal and
a cup of bitter coffee. I ate all the
bread and drank the coffee in gulps,
but I remained hungry.

Suddenly I heard women’s voices
in the prison yard. Soon afterwards
I was taken to exercise. The yard
was small and dirty and surrounded
with a high wall. The air was bad,
but better than the close air of the
cell. I had been exercising a few
minutes only when one of the com-
mon criminals who do the work of
the prison passed close to me and
threw a little pellet of bread at my
feet. I let fall my handkerchief and
picked it up again together with
the bread. Impatiently I awaited
the end of my exercise. It was news
from my comrades in the same
prison.

Upon my return to the cell I
found a slip of paper inside the
bread pellet. The slip contained the
program for the 7th of November
celebration. All the cells were to be
made as clean as possible. In the

morning when the warders entered
the cell they were to find all the
prisoners dressed and wearing a red
ribbon which was only to be taken
off upon going to bed. During the
exercise remain silent until the
clock strikes twelve, then simultan- j
eously strike up the “Internation-1
ale.”

November 7,

I communicated with the other
comrades by rapping on the wall
with a wooden spoon until I broke
the spoon and made holes in the
wall. For this I was punished by
being deprived of the right to exer-
cise in the yard for 14 days.

On the eve of the 7th of Novem- j
ber we were terribly busy prepar-
ing for the morrow. Everything in
the cells were cleaned and polished.
The cells shone with cleanliness.
The red ribbons were also to hand. |

At six o’clock the next morning,'
the 7th of November we were all up!
and dressed with the red ribbons
affixed to our jackets. No control
was carried out, the warders con- j
tented themselves with looking
through the spyhole. With anxiety
we awaited the hour for exercise.
The time came and passed and we
were not called out. We protested, i
The warders then proposed that we
should remove the ribbons. Never!

HENRI BARBUSSE ON
FASCIST ESPIONAGE

(Red Aid Press Service)
BERLIN (By Mail.) —The com-

mittee for the defense of the victims
of Fascism, headquarters in Paris, an
organization of which many intel-
lectuals of worldwide fame are mem-
bers, and which works under the
presidency of Henri Barbusse, has
sent the following letter to the cen-
tral committee of the Anti-Fascist
Alliance in .Switzerland:

“We are fully convinced that the
alarm which you called a few days
ago: ‘Banish Mussolini’s agents
from Switzerland’, will meet with
the support of wide strata of the
Swiss population. We long since ex-
pressed our surprise that the fascist
spies and provocateurs are given
freedom and immunity for their ac-
tivities on Swiss soil. We have
long known that plots and intrigues
are being carried on by these ele-
ments on Swiss territory, and have
not been confined to the persecution
of Italian political fugitives, but are
injurious to Switzerland itself. To
the impartial observer it appears as
if the Helvetian republic has sunk
to a level of servility towards Mus-
solini only equalled by that of Al-
bania, where a favorite of the fascist
system has just been raised to the
dignity of king. How is it possible
that the black shirts, in spite of the
information repeatedly lodged
against them, have been able to
spread to such an extent in the most
important centres? How is it that
the fascists have been able to per-
mit themselves such impudent be-
havior as that most crassly evi-
denced in the abduction of Cesare
Rossi ?

"We, who have brought to the
light of day, with unwearying tenac-
ity, every delinquency and deed of
violence committed by Italian
fascism; we who have overcome <the
apathy which makes so many human
beings indifferent to events, and who

have always taken the part of the
I Italians persecuted by fascism, deem
it to be our sacred duty to react to
the utmost of our powers on the
atrocities committed by the brutal
monster of fascism.

“The inquiry into the Milan as-
sassination brought us to the con-
clusion «that the participants were
themselves fascists, and that the
Canton of Tessin is one of the most
important fulcrums for the whole
of the work of fascist provocatory
organization. Our investigation of

- the blackest depths of the police
centre of Pavia, headed by Com- j
mendatore Nudi, one of the leading

| personages of the ministry of in- j
terior affairs at Rome, and respon-
sible author of all the atrocities com- 1
jknitted in the course of the second
jhalf of 1927 and the first half of
1928, placed sufficient proof in our
hands to show that Lugano is a
stronghold the fascist criminals
cooperating in fascist provocation.
One of Commendatore Nudi’s im-
mediate collaborators has, been Com-
mendatore Pacenza, who occupied the
post of ‘vice consul’ and secretary
in the Italian consulate at Lugano.
After having officially laid down
this post at Lugano to take up work

! in the service of the secret police in
j Italy again, this Pacenza visited
Lugano from time to time, in order j
to instruct his ''subordinates, and i
sometimes travelled to Paris. It was j
Commendatore Pacenza who tried
personally'to force confessions, and
to buy depositions to the effect
that Italian fugitives in Switzerland
had taken part in the Milan assas-
sination. It was Pacenza who caused
the Swiss citizen Hofmeier to be ar-
rested and beaten in Como, and at-
tempted to press from him a con-
fession on a fantastic plot supposed
to have been formed against the
security of the Fascist state.

Prison Memories of Communist
“Just as . like, they answered,,

but with those ribbons there will be
no exercise.” We did not give way
but awaited the stroke of 12. When
the last stroke had died down the
whole prison resounded with the bat-

tle hymn of the proletariat. There
were over a hundred.prisoners in the
building. After we had sung the
“Internationale” we followed it up
with other revolutionary songs
Mounted and foot police surrounded
the prison. We were punished for
our demonstration by losing the
right to have visits, newspapers,!
books and packets.

Worms in Soup.
Apart from this special order, our

situation in general was worsened.
The soup/ for instance, was always
full of half drowned and swollen i
worms. We tried to eat the food
without looking at it, closing our
eyes and thinking about something
else. The result was terrible vomit-
ing. If it had not been for the as-
sistance given to us by the Interna-
tional Red Aid we would probably
have starved from inability to eat
the “food” offered to us.

Those comrades who have been in
prison in Poland will certainly never
forget with what anxiety and hope!
they waited for the day which
brought the packets of the IRA.
From early morning we waited in
fear and trembling until the packets
were finally in our hands.

In winter the cells of our prison
were heated once every four days.
On account of the damp the walls |
of the cells were green with mildew.'
We protested op a number of oc-
casions to the director of prisons but;
received the laconic answer that we
were in a hard labor prison and that j
could not be a paradise. Nothing
remained for us but to declare war.

The Internationale.
We came to the following de-

cisions: At the first opportunity to
throw everything in the cell out on
to the corridor and to sing the “In-
ternationale” three times a day, in
the morning, at midday and in the
evening for three days in succes-
sion. This we did and on the anni-
versary of Lenin’s death we declared
a general hunger strike which lasted
five days. The hunger strike ended
with a victory for us and the prison
administration gave way. Up to the
month of March the conditions were
tolerable, but then the prison direc-
tor, Minnitzki, laid his hands on the|
political rights which we had so!
hardly won.

Minnitzki had a harder job with
us than he had reckoned on. He
used various methods to force us
back into our former position, some
of these methods were extremely
cruel and brutal, but to all his de-
mands we answered that we would
sooner die in prison as so many had
done before us than give up the
rights we had won or permit him to
break our courage. We suffered
much and were very much weakened
physically, but the more our physi-
cal strength ebbed, the brighter
burned the flame of our revolution-
ary spirit, and the stronger and
more passionate grew our hatred.

The political prisoners decided to
celebrate the 7th of November, 1927
with particular thoroughness. The
prison administration also prepared
itself for the day. On the 7th of
November, Minnitzki caused the
czarist warders to be assembled in
the prison yard and distributed in-
toxicants to them. When the “In-
ternationale” sounded from the
prison cells the drunken band of
warders burst into the cells and
beat up the helpless comrades ter-
ribly. The comrades were beaten
half-dead, cold water was poured
over them and then they were put
in the punishment cells. Everything
was removed from the punishment
cells so that the injured comrades
had nothing to lie down upon other

U. S., Britain
Struggle In
Latin America

(Continued.)
At the last Pan-American Con-

gress at Havana, a project for a
Pan-American railway, and a high-
way which would connect New York
with Buenos Aires, was adopted.
Each Latin American country will
have to build its part of the line,
financed of course, by the United

j States. Almost the whole stretch be-
| tween New York and the Panama
Canal can at present be travelled by
railway except a short distance in
Southern Mexico and Guatemala.
The building of this railroad con-
nection through Colombia, Peru and

| Bolivia is contemplated. This will
jbe connected with the Argentine
system. It is interesting that of all

| countries Argentina, alone, which is
still to some extent under British in-

! fluence, was quite hostile to this
plan, though it would have the least
expense in this project, as it has a

! considerable railroad system to all
! its frontiers with Paraguay, Bolivia

and Brazil.

Americans Build Roads.
Though this plan, the materializa-

tion of which is not expected within
less than ten years, may be delayed
considerably more, American en-
gineers supervise everywhere the

| building of good automobile roads.
American trucks and passenger
omnibus connections are already
functioning in some parts and are

i quicker and cheaper than railways.
They are already competing with

| local railway systems.
An important move against the

British-owned communication sys-
i tern in Colombia, between the coast

I and the capital Bogota, is nearing
jits completion. Up to this time the

| travel from the sea-coast to Bogota
| was made possible only by the
British-owned railways and Naviga-

i tion Company, which owns the rail-
! way line from the port and railway
terminal of Cartagena, to the river
transfer point in Calamar on the
Magdalena River. From there Brit-
ish river boats ti-ansport passengers,
mail and goods up the river to Gir-
ardot, whence another rail line leads
to' Bogota. This river and rail trans-
port usually takes about two weeks
and even more in the dry season,
when the river is dried out, and the

j passengers and boats have to wait
for rain and the rising of the river.

The only other way of travel to
Bogota was by airplane which is
extremely expensive and not with-
out danger. Now, due to American
capital, a direct railway connection
between the Pacific coast and Bo-
gota is in operation, for 390 out of
441 miles between the port of
Buenaventura on the Pacific Coast

j and Bogota. The intervening gap
of 50 miles is covered by automobile
for 35 miles on a completed road,
and only 15 miles of road which is
in course of construction, must be
made on horseback. This whole
trip, safer than by airplane, and
much quicker and safer than by
boat, is also the cheapest of all the
available methods.

U. S. Railway Control.
When the road will be completed,

the British will have a very diffi-
cult time maintaining its present
position. *

The International Railways of
Central America, an American com-
pany, owns and operates the rail-
ways of Guatemala, Salvador, and
stretches in other Central American

j countries. The railways of Nicara-
gua are also controlled by American
interests.

In the field of electric light and
supply the American and

1 Foreign Power Corporation, con-
trolled by the General Electric Co.,
which in turn is controlled by the
Electric Bond and Share Co., is re-
placing British electrical companies.
These companies have built power
stations in Guayaquil, Ecuador,

where they supply light and power
and operate the tramways. They
operate electric power and light sta-
tions in many smaller towns of
South America, though the electric
power supply in the principal cities
of South America is still controlled
by the British. But the American
and Foreign Power Co. is increas-
ing its holdings and expanding all

I over South America rapidly while
the British plants remain more or

I less stationary. While formerly
American tr a the and influence
flourished only in the coast towns
and capitals of Latin America, the

j growth of public utility control has
extended this influence into the in-
terior. Just as in mining, oil fields,
telephones and cable systems the.
Americans have successfully in-
vaded the domains of electric energy
and railways.

than the stone floor. When the com-
rades commenced a three day
hunger strike as a protest, a number
of them were again beaten. Finally
they were all taken to the lazarette.
The beatings had been so brutal that
many of the comrades were ill for
a long time and some of them were j
even in danger of death. The women 1
political prisoners were also not '
treated with kid gloves. For four
days we had no strawsack, no cover-
ing and no clothing of our own. Our
life developed in this period between
the lazarette and the cells. As soon
as one comrade left the lazarette
another was sent in from the cells.

It is difficult to write about things
which are still so fresh in the
memory. It is sad to think of • all
our comrades, fighters for a bet-
ter future for humanity, who are
suffering in the prisons. The strug-
gle is difficult, but those who have
once entered upon the path of the >
irreconcilable struggle may
look back. v, •
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
