HOOVER’S BATTLESHIPS

Keep Details of Imperial Tour Secret; Latin-
American Newspapers Are Caustic

er’s tentative Latin American itinerary provides for stops in
Nicaragua, it was announced today by George Akerson, Hoov-
er’s assistant here. The U. S. S. Maryland will stop at Cor-
into, and Hoover is expected to visit Managua, the Nicaraguan
capital.

SAN FRANCISCO, Calif., Ncv. 14.—With all details of
his triumphal progress thru Latin America still a profoundly
guarded secret, it became known today that President-elect
Hoover is considering visiting Mexico Gity. The visit will
take place either at the
or at the end of his tour; it
has not yet been decided
which.

Hoover has also been invited by
Governor Towner to visit Porto Rico
during his Central and South Amer-
ican journey, the war department
announced today.

Captain Victor Kimberley, com-
manding the battleship Maryland,
which will carry Hoover to Val-
paraiso, called this afternoon to dis-
cuss with the president-elect plans
for the overland journey to Buenos
Ayres. There the battleship Utah
will be waiting to carry him north.

Latin American Comment.
Comment in the Latin American

press on Hoover’s projected trip
continues to be suspicious in spite of
the almost complete domination of
the newspapers by commercial and
industrial interests friendly to
American investors.

MEXICO CITY, Nov. 14.—The
daily newspaper “Excelsior,” in an
editorial yesterday, said that neith-

er the 15 letters which make up the
name of Herbert Hoover when it is
spelled in Spanish, nor all the words
of the Spanish dictionary will be
able to blot out the suspicion of
Latin America towards the United
States, unless the coming voyage of
Hoover has, as a result, genuine
acts of friendship.

The editorial points out that the
handshakes and smiles would be a
good job for a statesman, but the
sincerity of these manifestations of
friendship must be proven in a more
substantial manner. The editorial
ends as follows:

“Thf Latin American republics
ask only one thing: that they be left
alone to live their own lives in their
own house.”

Against Monroe Doctrine.
HAVANA, Cuba, Nov. 14.—The

daily journal “The World” (El
Mundo), commenting upon “Hoover,
the Southern Nations and the Mon-
roe Doctrine,” under an editorial so
entitled, says in part:

“Already a rumor is circulated
respecting the Monroe Doctrine. Ar-
gentina has made a negative in-
terpretation of this doctrine. In the
last council of the League of Na-
tions the Argentine minister to
Switzerland flatly declared that the
Monroe Doctrine was, at the most,
a unilateral principle because it
originated without any intervention
whatsoever of the other 20 Amer-
ican nations.”

The paper cites that Costa Rica
made a similar declaration, and con-
jecturing that these matters excite
the interest of Hoover and lead to
his voyage, it says concerning the
trip:

“Although the intention is laud-
able, the results so far as getting
Information is concerned are not
worth the trouble, because to find
out the true state of affairs, an of-
ficial trip with an escort of cruis-
ers and a program of banquets is
not the most efficient method.”

The two workers, who are uniden-
tified, were caught in a three story
extension of the six story building
piled high with bales of old paper

owned by several fire insurance
companies under the name of the

j Effe Trading Company.

A boy who discovered the fire,
ran through the building warning
workers there, 15 of whom escaped,
but the boy himself was caught be-
hind barred windows and would have
also met death had he not been res-
cued from the outside.

The fire became too strong to put
out although five alarms brought
all possible equipment to the scene.
The firemen finally tried only to

prevent its spread. They awaited
j the end to see if any more than two

workers were killed in the flames.

Break Up Union Meet,

Strike Committee

Workers Defy Traitors

To Strike On, Parade
to Be Held

(Special to the Daily Worker)
PATERSON, N. J., Nov. 14.

Frantic at the loss of support from
the membership of the Associated
Silk Workers Union, the officialdom
of that organization unmasked its
true reactionary character by start-
ing a riot at the membership meet-
ing last night, assaulting left wing
workers, and dissolving the strike
committee, a majority of which has
been won over to left wing policies
in conducting the silk strike. Police
were called by a right wing official
who halted the meeting. The left
wing then led the workers to an-
other hall at 3 Governor Street.

Hitherto posing as “progressive”
trade union leaders by not openly
violating the militant policies put
forward by the left wing and en-
dorsed by the membership, the offi-
cialdom has now launched a cam-
paign of terror against those who
oppose the breaking of the strike.
The bona fide strike committee an-
nounces that it refuses to consider
itself dissolved and that it will
challenge the authority of the fake

| committee when that body meets to-

morrow night.
Strike-Breaking Steps.

Two concrete steps toward smash-
ing the heroic struggle of the silk
workers have already been taken by
the leadership. They are: ordering
the eight-hour day parade on Satur-
day called off, despite fact that this
demonstration has aroused the en-
thusiasm of not only silk workers,
but of the working class in Paterson
generally. The parade will be held
regardless of the officialdom ukase,
the constitutional strike committee
declared.

Another direct strike-breaking
step taken by the leaders was the
announcement of Fred Hoelscher,
chief of the reactionary clique, that
the workers striking against the
Columbia Silk Company, one of the
largest and bitterest labor hating
corporations in town, should go
back to work tomorrow morning.
This was announced at the mass

1 meeting of strikers this morning. It
is definitely known that no agree-

' ment was signed, no working con-
ditions are agreed to and the union

remains un-recognized.

Important
revelations now coming to light show

that criminal negligence and mis-
management were largely respon-

sible for the tragedy.

The Lamport & Holt Co. is blamed

for the disaster, and is charged with
having fully known that the vessel
was unfit for the voyage before she

left port. The Lamport & Holt
steamers are notorious, according

\o seamen, for their unseaworthiness.

CREW, SAYS STEWARD

VOTE ON STRIKE
IN DRESS TRADE

Cooper Union Meeting
to Decide Tonight

Historic Cooper Union Hall will
tonight be the scene of a mass meet-
ing where the question of a general
strike in the dress manufacturing
industry will be decided by the
thousands of workers attending.

Jhe meeting, called by the Na-
tional Organization Committee of
the Cloak and Dressmakers’ Union,
is to be held immediately after work
in Cooper Union, Bth St. and 4th
Ave.

A tremendous sentiment for
struggle in order to Win livable
working conditions, and in order to
retain them by the erection of a
powerful dressmakers’ union, exists
among the wide masses of workers
m this trade. This sentiment,
aroused and crystallized by the cam-
paigns carried on by N. O. C., is to
register itself in the decision that
will be made tonight.

The heroic militancy of the dress
workers, in the fights against the
reactionary officials of the right
wing company union and in their

j past struggles against the employ-
ers have suffered severely in the
particularly intense attacks they
nad to face from the union’s ene-
mies. Their conditions are there-
fore extremely bad.

| Since the left wing union has
again gone on the offensive, by pre-
paring an all-embracing organiza-
tion drive in the ladies’ garment
manufacturing industry thruout the
country, the National Organization
Committee planned the first big
move against the enemies of union-¦ zation to be made in the dress in-
dustry.

The decision to call a general
jtrike in the dress trades was first
made by the monthly conference of
shop chairmen and delegates, and
their decision fs brought for en-
dorsement to the meeting of the
workers directly.

Leaders of the National Organ-
ization Committee and of other nee-
dle trades unions will speak at the
meeting.

Survivors of “Vestris” Rescued From Seas OFFICIALS KNEW VESSEL
WAS UNFIT FOR VOYAGE

BEFORE IT LEFT PORT
Lamport and Holt Liners Known Among: All

Seamen as Old and Unseaworthy

Giant Dirigible, Groomed for War, Was Held
From Aiding in Rescue Work

Government shipping inspectors,
ship owners and captain were re-
sponsible for the sinking of the
Lamport and Holt liner Vestris with
the loss of 149 passengers and sea-
men, assert sailors rescued from the
lost ship. In most cases penniless,
and clad in castoff clothing, they told
their stories to a Federated Press
representative as they huddled about
radiators and drank coffee at the
Seamen’s Church Institute in New
York yesterday.

Seventeen to 20 hours in the
water, or in water-filled lifeboats

: had left them haggard and drawn,
alternately shaken by fevers and
chills. They wasted no words in de-
nouncing the rotten condition of the
Vestris’ hull, the negligence of Brit-

: ish and American steamship inspec-
tors in permitting the boat to go

to sea, and the fatal indecision of the
captain in calling for help and low- J
ering the life boats.

Knew Ship Was Unfit.
“The boat left New York listing

badly to port,” a steward related.
“We were heading into rough
weather when suddenly she was

1 shaken by a heavy sea, the cargo
apparently shifted and the boat

; tilted over to 30 degrees. Next morn-

ing the passengers were ordered to

the top decks. But the captain re-
fused to send out an S. O. S. TWie

list got worse and worse and by

jnoon the port rail was under water.

Only then did the skipper order the

| boats over.

“But it was too late. The first
| two boats, filled with women and
children, were ruined when the ship
lurched again. One sank and the
other spilled its women and little
ones into the sea.

“Not a person should have been
lost. Had the radio been sent out
when we were struck by the wave

j and began filling, ships would have
arrived hours before the Vestris
sank. And had the lifeboats been
launched before noon, everyone

would have gotten away safely.”

Hull Was Rotten.
“Why was the Vestris permitted

!to go to sea overloaded and listing
to port,” asked a fireman. “The
hull was rotten. Rust had eaten into
the plates, then paint had been
slapped on and the whole thing
ok’ed by the government inspectors.

-Why, the first good sea knocked in

a bulkhead, and then the ship was
! lost.

“The cargo was just dumped into
the boat. After we had been hit, it

! scuttled over to one side of the ship

and not all the stuff we dumne<
over could help out after that.’

Other members of the crew were

curious about the insurance. The

boat was 20 years old, had seen hard
service -with few repairs during the

war, had burned at sea once and
been towed into port, and was

“junk,” in their opinion. The mys-

terious action of the captain in fad-
ing to call for help quickly enough

reinforced suspicions of seamen that

Lamport and Holt may have felt
better satisfied to have the old Ves-
tris at the bottom of the sea and
her insurance money in their treas-

| ury.
Brand Official Lies.

Passengers pooh-poohed stories

WASHINGTON, (By Mail,.—
American coal mines are more dan-
gerous than European and British
coal mines, the United States Bu'pau
of Mines has admitted.

With the arrival of 149 of the
survivors of the Vestris at the port
of New York from which the ship
set sail Saturday, charges of in-
competent handling and criminal
negligence surpassing that of all
other ship disasters in recent years
were made by members of the crew
and surviving passengers.

The charges involve the own-
ers of the liner, Lamport and
Holt Company of England, and the
U. S. shipping authorities which, by
their failure to send out the navy
irigible Los Angems, must noulder

the major part of the blame for
the loss of over 100 lives.

The survivors, as they arrived at
the port, were in a critical condi-
tion, and showed the tremendous
strain under which they had labored
during the past few days. Many
were crippled; arms and legs and
ribs were broken, some of them were
disabled for life. And from all
came the same stories of horror, of
the mismanagement and incompe-
tence of those in control and com-
mand of the vessel who are princi-
pally charged with responsibility for
the tremendous loss of life.

Cargo Badly Loaded.
One of the causes of the disaster

brought to the fore yesterday was
that the cargo in the Vestris had
shifted in mid-sea, causing the ves-
sel to flounder. It was pointed out,
however, that this could not have

j occurred if the cargo had been prop-
erly stored in the hold. Sailors with

ja score of years of experience ex-
pressed their belief that cargoes
have been known to shift in heavy
seas without any ill effects on the

, vessel. All evidence here last night
jpointed to the fact that the ship had

;been old and unseaworthy, and that
; this had been the primary cause of
the wreck.

One man who had made several
trips on the liners of the Lamport
arc* Holt Company told of the fact

I that the company's liners were
known throughout the world to be
the rottenest and most unseaworthy
ships to be sent on long ocean trips.
“Every time a liner would

; the United States,” he said, “there
was talk aboard about sending it to
the scrap heap when it returned to
England. But the policy of the
Lamport and Holt Company, in total
disregard of the lives of its crews
and passengers, would repeatedly
put off the scrapping. The sinking
of the Vestris, I believe, is un-
doubtedly due to the criminal negli-
gence of the company.”

Old. Unfit Ships.
Many of the sailors, interviewed

jyesterday at the International Sea-
jmen’s Club, 28 South St., told of the
reputation the Lamport and Holt

I line has had among sea workers for
j the last decade. “L. and H„” the
initials of the company, means
Lousy and Hungry to sailors all
over the world. It is a standing quip
among sailors that sea-gulls, as
soon as they would sight a Lamport
and Holt ship, would turn right
back and fly away in terror.

The sailors angrily charged that
the life-boats on the Vestris had

! been old and leaky, totally unfit fpr
usage. Besides, they added, the
boats were not properly secured in
their places, a fact which caused un-
necessary delay in setting them
afloat and manning them.

Surviving passengers were bitter
in their denunciation of Captain

; Carey. Knowing that the ship was
unfit for the voyage before it left
port, he had allowed the cargo to
be dumped in haphazardly, they
charge. After the Vestris began

I listing, to the starboard side, the
passengers and crew had grown
alarmed and, several of the passen-
gers had approached the captain to
send out calls for help. His ac-
tions, they allege, were criminally
negligent. For 16 hours after thefvessel began to flounder, he pro-1
hibited any distress signals from I
being sent out, in spite of the!
growing anxiety of all on board. A

Only after the deck had been sub-
merged did he allow the radio man
aboard the ship, O’Laughlin, wU
lost his life in the disaster, to send
out an S. O. S. Even then, the cap-
tain permitted the radio operator to
send out calls for aid only at long
intervals.

DEAD MEN DREW
PAY, IS CLAIMOF
MANIU CABINET

B’/atianu Brothers Left
Nothing- But Debts

BUCHAREST, Rumania, Nov. 14.
—All Rumania is agog at the proof
of graft by the recent regime of
the Bratianu brothers njw supplant-
ed by Maniu, of the National Peks-
ants’ Party, who is trying to en-
trench himself by exposing his pre-
decessors.

When Maniu’s cabinet ministers
entered office, they found not a
single cent in the cash drawers and
a debt of 9,000,000,000 lei (about
$55.000,000) to pay, along with
forthcoming wages to 500,000 gov-
ernment employes, they claim.

Dead Men Drew Salary.
Then they looked further and

found that many persons who died
long ago and others who were never
born have been drawing salaries
regularly and giving receipts for
their salaries, while many civil ser-
vice workers for the government de-
partments had been forced to work
without wages. In addition, many
of Bratianu’s friends, who held no
government office at all, neverthe-,
less have been furnished by the gov-;
ernment with expensive automobiles
and plenty of money on which they
have lived luxuriously.

Newspapers who support the past
regime, for cash, attack the expos-
ures as “improper” and not accord-
ing to the best “traditions” as it has
always been the custom that a new
government says nothing about the
graft of the past one.

Incite Pogroms.

The Bratianu clique that is called
the Liberal Party, is countering the
attack on them by sending agents
among the peasantry to incite po-
grom: against the Jews, hoping to
embarrass Maniu’s efforts to get a
foreign loan from Jewish bankers
and to bring a conflict between
Maniu and the peasants, who are
taught by their Greek Catholic
priests that killing Jews is a holy
act.

Maniu’s government reports that
the advances by the National Bank
to the government have been made
to a sum greatly exceeding the sum
allowed by law, so the government
cannot borrow more from the bank.
In addition, the circulation of paper
money is greatly beyond the legal
limit, causing a falling of the val-
uta.

not by desire to a low standard of
living, complained at the food and
conditions.

Work 18 Hours for Parasites.
"Every other night the nabobs in

first-class, composed of imperialists
of all stripes and sprinkled with
various lords and ladys of Great
Britain, with American agents of

! imperialist oil companies, mining
concerns and so on. held parties and
dances that kept the stewards work-
ing from 6 in the morning to 12 at
night, with no extra pay. But the
lion of the occasion, whose birthday
or other ceremony is observed, gives
a SSO bill to the head steward, while
the workers get nothing.

“After getting through waiting
on the passengers the stewards have
to eat standing up, if they can fight
their way into a tiny pantry where
there is no place at all to sit down
and battle each other to grab hand-
fuls of third-rate food. If lucky,
they get what the passengers have
refused to eat.

“This is the regular thing day
after day, the company not allowing
the stewards to eat in the dining
room like human beings, although
the place is empty after the pas-
sengers are served.

Dirt and Tyranny.
“The sleeping quarters were, for

example, in the place where I slept,
terrible. Eight men in the fore-
castle not big enough for three,
with no air and no clean linen, un-
less a regular battle was made with
the chief steward. The ship was
supposed to furnish a man to clean
the quarters, but they didn’t have
any, so we had to clean them out
ourselves, on our own time, what
there was.

In certain ports, like in Brazil,
the chief steward would not let us
ashore, although the port laws al-
low the crew to go ashore. We were
treated like coolies, without rights
of any kind.

Graft on Sailors’ Wages.
“Negroes and Hindus, who work

as coal passers and oilers, are
grafted upon by the chiefs of the
departments, who give them the
jobs only with the understanding
that the workers must make a
“present” to the boss, generally a
per cent of the wages.

The purser on the boat had an
understanding with a fellow at
Buenos Aires, supposed to be sell-
ing shoes and clothing to the crew,
but who does a little loan sharking
on the side. He will loan $lO to a
sailor, but the sailor will get only
$7 or SB, while the loan shark draws
the $lO and splits with the purser,

who has helped him to get the busi-
ness. If the sailor asks the purser
directly for the $lO he would not
get it.

“Well, this purser is lost with the
Vestris, so he will graft no more,
but there’s a k>t more like him left.”

RUHR LABOR IN

BERLIN, Nov. 14.—The metal

workers locked out in the Rhine and
Ruhr districts have, through their
Fighting Committee established in
defiance of the trade union bureau-
crats, decided that the situation
caused by the adverse verdict of the
Duisburg Labor Court demands an
intensification of the work, mass
picketing, money collections for re-
lief and mass meetings to insure
solidarity.

It is necessary, according to the
Fighting Committee, to rouse the
workers and frustrate the treason
planned by the reformists. A dele-
gation of metal workers is visiting
Berlin in support of Communist pro-
posals in the reichstag for a govern-
ment grant of relief to workers
locked out in the Ruhr.

Trade Union Bureaucrats.
Brandes, the chairman of the

Metal Workers’ Union, a socialist
leader, refused to see the delegation
until told that a report on his con-
duct would be published. Then he
evaded the question of relief.

The social democratic reichstag
deputy, Metz, also a leader of the
Metal Workers’ Union, refused any
co-operation with the unorganized
workers, (only about 100,000 out of
the 213,000 are organized).

opinion that the employers will pro-
pose to resume work under the old
terms while negotiations continue.
This would mean to wear away the
spirit of resistance of the workers
and end in their complete defeat.

An American Trick.
The plan of the bosses is to get

the men back to work, and continue
negotiations until the end of Janu-
ary, the tei'ms of the old and new
agreements then to be applied to
the time between now and January.

The intention of the employers
to force the workers to a complete
surrender is obvious. The trade
union leaders fall in line with the
employers and are ready to per-
suade the men to return to the old
terms.

In the Reichstag the debate on the
Ruhr lockout continues. Brandes,
the president of the German Metal
Workers' Union, involved in the
struggle, railed at the Communist
Party and against the committees
elected by the Ruhr workers in de-
fiance of the trade union bureau-
cracy. He advocated government
mediation.

The German nationalists, Lin-
c’einer ' and Wildau, were delighted
at the united front on the arbitra-
tion question from the social demo-
crats to the German nationalists.
Moldehauer, in behalf of the peo-
ple’s party, welcomed the Duisburg
verdict as “a suitable basis for nego-
tiations.”

Colosser, of the economic party,
praised the British trade union lead-
ers for maintaining “economic
peace,” especially MacDonald, who
agrees to wage reductions to “pre-
eerve peace.” The democrats and
others demanded reforms of the ar-
bitration system.

Argentina Is Finally

Foley, Red candidate for congress, j
secured 600 votes. In this county
Thomas received 450 votes, which is
said to be less than one-fifth that
secured by the socialists in previous
elections in St. Paul.

Reports from Rice County, Minn.,
show that Foster and Gitlow re-
ceived 87 votes. The Red candidate
for U. S. Senator received 203 votes
and the candidate for governor re-
ceived 5 ’ 57. Foley, running for con-
gress, received 1,399 votes. In this
county the Communist election
watchers charge that large steals
were made of the votes of Foster
and Gitlow and of those of the other
candidates, as shown in the dis-
crepancy between the votes cast for
Foley and those cast for the presi-
dential candidates.

SHANGHAI, Nov. 14.—Sturdy

SPANISH DICTATOR-IS
PLANNING FOR WAR

By I’. NOEL, Barcelona.
AFTER the festivities arranged by
** by the government to celebrate

fifth anniversary of the coup

d’etat, P .mo de Rivera felt it in-
cumbent upon him to issue a mani-
festo to the Spaniards. It had be-
come exident that such a proclama-
tion was necessary in order to coun-
teract the pessimism, which had
seized upon the reactionary elements
after the failure of the demonstra-
tions in honor of the dictatorship.
It is hardly to be assumed that this
appeal will suffice to remove the
impression left by the thousands of
arrests made in connection with the
so-called plot of September 12, for
these arrests have brought the “pop-
ularity” and “stability” of the gov-

ernment under a very searching
light.

As a matter of fact it is appar-
ently a question of a banal mani-
festo intended to raise the spirits
of the supporters of the “patriotic
union” by means of high-sounding
phrases about the “grandiose” sup-
port, which public opinion has ren-
dered to the “patriotic union”. But

ho wthings are in reality in regard

to the “popular enthusiasm” fhr the
dictatorship and the dictator him-
self has been all too clearly shown,

and as the real facts are so un-

pleasant, Primo de Rivera was ob-
liged to find fault with the majors,
who paid out of public means the
reTum journey of all those who went

there to cheer for the regime. Primo
de Rivera declared that up to the
Ist of January admittance into the
“patriotic union” is possible,
although only a few months ago he
had announced ceremoniously that
after September 13th he would ac

cept no more supporters in his party

But it is not these admissions
which represent the decisive charac-
teristic of this proclamation pub-
lished by the dictator. It is also
not only the assurance given on
other occasions, that the “jfetriotic
union” will, within measurable
time, take the power out of the
hands of the dicctator, nor is it even
the weight attaching to the corpora-
tive organization, those famous com-
mittees, which are intended to sup-
port the dictatorship and which are
zealously propagated by the soccial-
ists. The essential point in this
manifesto is that it is admitted-
Spain is preparing for war!

Naturally, this admission is not
and could not be made openly. But
it is contained in it indirectly and
in a veiled form. This is ail the
more important, as it is the first
time in which there has been men-
tion in an official document of the
dictator of Spain's preparation for
the imperialist war, and this men-
tion is quite clear, although it is
masked.

As was to be expected, this thesis
is promulgated in the form which
has now become classic in the eyes
of the international bourgeoisie: it
is not the imperialist war for which
preparations are being made; no,
only “defense against possible at-
tack.” Spain is to devote itself dur-
ing the coming period to the task
of '“reorganizing and co-ordinating
fleet, army and air force in order to
achieve maximum effect with a mini-
mum exertion of force , . . We must
have the assurance that all moral,
material and technical elements suf-
fice to effect the arming of the ter-
ritory of the fatherland in the very

shortest time against eventual at-
tacck.”

Wall St. Agent in
Equador Arouses Ire

Because of Insults
QUITO, Equador, Nov. 14.—A

scandal has arisen here concerning
the actions of Harry Tompkins, a
North American hired by the Equa-
dorian government at the “recom-
mendation” of the American state
department, to superintend the
banks of the republic.

Tompkins, in his report to the na-
tional assembly, used the most in-
sulting language against the high
officials of Equador, it is charged,
and ended by blaming the govern-
ment for the ineffectiveness of hig
work.

The Minister of the Interior has
sent a complaint to the Supreme
Court asking that the agreement
with Tompkins be canceled because
of his failure to carry out the tasks
and his incompetence to manage the
job.

BASIC CREDIT
CHANGES SEEN

Super-Profits Lead to
New Stock Issues

A revolution is taking place in the
method of financing the expansion
of business enterprise in the United

i States, according to E. H. H. Sim-
i mons, president of the New York
stock exchange, who spoke on “The
Factor of Credit in American Busi-
ness” before the New York Credit
Men’s Association Tuesday evening.

“One surprising change in the
present methods of • employing
credit”, Simmons said, “has been the
almost complete disappearance of
old-fashioned prime commercial
paper and at the same time the con-
tinual increase in loans made upon
security collateral, not merely in
Wall Street, but throughout the
whole nation.”

New Form of Expansion
In non-technical language the

change referred to means that cor-
porations instead of as in the past
borrowing money for expansion and
for other purposes from their banks
on credit, are now almost uniformly j
issuing new stock, which is offered 1
to the public and to bankers.

That there is now always an
abundance of money to buy up these
stock and bond flotations is to be ex-
plained by the fact that a huge un-
employable surplus is now being de-
rived by American capitalism. T’-is
steadily rising surplus fights for re-

I investment and is always ready to
| buy itself back into profitable in-
dustry.

Chain Will Break.
That this process cannot go on in-

definitely is self evident. Huge sur-
plus profits of industry, reinvested
in the same or in other industries in
the form of enormous new stock is-
sues which in turn call huge
super-profits frim the same indus-
tries—obviously the chain will have
to be broken somewhere.

No one can tell yet how soon or in
what form the crash will come, but
that it is being prepared, there can

jbe no doubt.

I Up to the present, in the matter of
! international policy Spain has fol-
lowed the line prescribed by British
imperialism.

No
ether “recent anarchistic efforts
among the youth” have been “dis-
closed by the press.”

Ignorant Pay-Triots.
But Mr. Boddy, the police, the

capitalist press and the 284 mem
bers of the local chapter of the
counter-revolutionary Daughters of
the American Revolution are all too
ignorant, it seems, to know the dif-
ference between anarchism and
Communism.

The plunderbund is not afraid of
the few who are calling tlfemselves
anarchists around here. Tom Bell
is their high-priest-in-chief. . Noth-
ing but personal liberty matters to
him and his counter-revolutionary
crowd. Although he does not admit
it, he is realiy a defender of cap-
italism. Well, what else can it be?
A couple of years ago, under the
auspices of the American Civil Lib-
erties Union, Mr. Bell delivered
three lectures at Music-Art Hall, 233
South Broadway, defending the
work of the Church of'Rome in Mex-
ico, upheld the rule of Mussolini,
and had nothing but praise and
glory to offer concerning the mur-
derous tar-and-fcather institution—-
the Ku Klux Klan.

Mr. Boddy of the Daly News
ought to have plenty to do leading
liis own criminal class along the
narrow road of law and order with
out pointing to young Communists
an anarchists and an all around bad
clement. Communists are working
for a decent society, fit for workers
to live and enjoy themselves in.
They are dangerous, of course, to

the present rotten capitalist sys-
tem, which creates parasites, crooks
and hypocrites—especially among

the ruling class.

He be-
comes quite exercised about it and
rightly wishes that the lord had
called him with his son John ana
daughter Lila to the remote mission
in China. Reformers are much more
appreciated by the imperialist bour-
geoisie when they try it on the so-
called “lover classes” or the alleged

J "backward peoples” than oh the
bourgeoisie itself.

His own son is headed for perdi-
i tion and frankly admits “a binib that
| turned Apollo down” and opines to
the governor’s face that he is a
“goddam fool.” The reverend, in his
campaign to . introduce religious
study in the university as his most
“vital and urgent Duty,” meets with
hostile rebuff from Professor Clark
of the German department and In-
structor Willard of rhetoric.

CITY HOSPITAL
Must Cry for Proper ,

Care
(By a Worker Correspondent).
A worker coming home last

Wednesday took sick on the subway
and collapsed at the Grand Central
Station. He was helped to the
street and taken in a taxi to Belle-
vue Hospital. The second worker
was on night shift, and could not
remain at the hospital with the
first. The following are the exper-
iences of the sick man at the hos-
pital.

I was shown into the receiving
room of Bellevue Hospital where 1
was told to wait by a After
waiting about an hour, in the mean-
time burning in a fever, I asked the
nurse how long I had to wait. She
replied that the doctor was not yet
here. The doctor arrived at about
7:30. The doctor sent me to an-
other ward thru a long corridor on
foot to have my temperature. When
I reached that ward, I was obliged * j
to remain outside in an unheated
corridor for a half hour before my

temperature was finally taken and
I was sent -back to the doctor. She
in turn sent me back to the original
desk in the receiving room. After
waiting another half hour there, I
was sent to the registry clerk. I
found that again I was obliged to
wait, and when I protested that I
was too ill, the nurse there told me
that it could not be helped. “You
are not the only one.” It was after
9 p. m. before I was finally put to
bed, with a diagnosis of heavy
grippe.

The conditions in the wards are
beyond description; patients are
obliged to cry and plead before they
are provided with bedpans. Al-
though I was in a continual sweat
due to my fever, my bed linens and
clothes were not changed in spite of
my continued requests until I was
in chills. The food is not fit for
dogs.

On Sunday afternoon, altho still t
ill, I left the hospital, preferring to
brave the New York streets, rather
than “enjoy any more of our mas-
ters’ ‘charity’.”

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In Face of Disaster the Class
Struggle Goes On

The rabid editorial and news writers of
the capitalist press cannot find words with
which to denounce members of the crew of
the Vestris who are reported to have saved
themselves when the ship sank, instead of
giving up their life-boats to passengers. J
Such an attitude is quite in keeping with the
attitude of the ruling class toward the work-
ing class. If the sailors and other members
of the crew did save themselves without re-
gard to the fate of the passengers it is to
their credit.

Victims of capitalism, among the most ex-
ploited and oppressed of wage slaves who
are compelled, in order to exist, to risk their
lives year in and year out on boats operated
for profit, the seamen are considered mere
menials mission in life is to live like j
dogs in filthy, stinking quarters in order
that the tired capitalists and their families
may traverse the globe in search of pleasure
and in order that commerce may continue to
flow hither and thither for the benefit of
the ruling class.

Another ruling class tradition of the sea
is that it is the duty of seamen to die in
order that the first and second class pas-
sengers, the bourgeoisie and petty-bour-
geoisie, travelling on the seas may live.

If the crew of the Vestris did try to save
themselves first they are to be congratu-

lated for having done so. Such an act is a
phase (ff the class struggle. All the talk of
the reptile press about class lines being
wiped out in face of disaster is so much pif-
fle to fool the working class. Even in the
open sea, face to face with death, class lines
still exist and the class struggle goes on.

If the seamen of the whole world serve
notice on the ruling class who own the ships
that unless ample life-boats, life-preservers
and other protective measures are provided
so that crews as well as passengers can be
rescued, the passengers will go to the bot-
tom and the crews will save themselves, it is
a certainty that the ruling class who do most
of the sea voyaging will, as a matter of self-
preservation, be forced to yield to the de- 1
mands of the masses who slave on ships at
sea.

The sinking of the Vestris with the re-
sultant loss of life is a most flagrant exam-
ple of capitalist greed and avarice. Ample
facts are at hand to show that the boat was
not fit to sail the seas. Furthermore, after
the danger was imminent, the captain, a
loyal lackey of the ship owners, refused to
send an S. 0. S. call because he did not w’ant
the company to be forced to pay salvage on
a disabled ship. Instead he waited too long,
with the disastrous results already knowm.

But primarily the governmental inspec-
tors are to blame for permitting a ship to
leave port that was obviously unfit and that
contained life-boats that were defective.
However, so long as capitalism exists such
conditions will prevail; ship companies can
afford to bribe government officials rather
than place their ships in shape for voyages.

It is probably cheaper in the long run to
pay the damages for death and occasional
loss of cargo than to make ships safe for
crews and passengers.

Consider for a moment the rotten tubs |
that sail the seas under the flags of the
capitalist class governments and the new
Soviet ships that sail under the Red Flag
of the proletarian revolution. The new
Soviet ships reserve their best quarters, not
for so-called first-class passengers, but for
the ship crew. They sail under a flag that
symbolizes the rule of the workers and
peasants and hence the welfare of the work-
ers is the first consideration and the ques-
tion of commerce of secondary importance,
while on capitalist ships, like the Vestris,
the question of profits comes first, and the
lives of the crew last, if at all.

When sailors become aware of these facts
they become class conscious revolutionaries,
who utilize their opportunities in the ports
of the world to fight for the abolition of
capitalism.

live.

Deflating- the Farm Bloc Leader
Senator George W. Norris of Nebraska,

successor of the late Robert M. LaFollette as
leader of the “progressives” in the United
States senate, was left high and dry by the
votes of his own constituents in his own home
state when he bolted the republican candidate
and began bellowing up and down the
countryside for Tammany Al. Smith.

While Senator William E. Borah con-
veniently forgot all the rhetorical attacks he

| had made upon Herbert Hoover in the days
before the 1928 nominations and tried to con-
vince the farmers that Hoover was their
friend who would rescue them from bank-
ruptcy, his liberal and “progressive” col-
league, Senator Norris, devoted his talents
trying to prove that Smith would do all that
Borah claimed for Hoover.

Deeply stung by the failure of his con-
stituents who sent him to the senate to fol-
low his lead into the Tammany camp, the
senator from Nebraska begins to upbraid the
farmers. According to the flamboyant
Norris “the farmers have themselves decided
that no farm relief is necessary.” Never for
a moment would he admit that the farmers
were probably unable to perceive any differ-
ence between the programs of Smith and
Hoover and, not goaded to that point of ex-
tremity where they would support the candi-
dates of the one party with a genuine
program for farm relief, the Workers (Com-
munist) Party, they decided to vote as they
had been accustomed to, and hope for the
best.

What is significant in regards to Norris
and the rest of his “insurgents” is the com-
plete failure of that group to agree on group
support of any candidate. It is significant,
but not surprising, for the simple reason that

i Norris and his ilk represent the impotent
middle class, the well-to-do farmers, the small
industrialists, the merchant princes of the
prairie towns and cities, in short the petty
bourgeoisie—a class that constantly vacil-
lates in face of any situation requiring action.
The Hoover landslide has rendered the so-
called progressive bloc impotent. Its mem-
bers will continue to roar and bellow and
whimper in the cave of the winds at Wash-
ington, but their “balance of power” is gone.

As if to add insult to his humiliating de-
feat in his own state, the republican spokes-
men have already announced that no organi-
zational measures, such as depriving him of
committee appointments upon the reorgani-
zation of the senate, will be taken against
Norris. He, like the class he"serves, is so
futile that he is regarded with amused toler-
ance rather than fear.

Norris and his crew are also tolerated be-
cause they are most valuable servants of the
big bankers and industrialists whom they
cavail against, inasmuch as they persistently
sow the most vicious illusions among the
masses of workers and farmers. For in-

j stance at this particular time, when the
United States imperialist powers are pre-
paring for a new world war, it is the par-
ticular role of Norris, Shipstead, Brookhart
and their ilk, to create the illusion that mere
parliamentary verbiage can avert such a
catastrophe. It is the task of such people to
horn in on labor struggles under the guise of
conducting a “senatorial investigation” and
pave the way for a sell-out under the guise
of “arbitration” when the employers are on
the verge of being forced to yield to the
workers’ demands—as was the case of the
Pennsylvania-Ohio mine struggle.

Workers and farmers should refuse to be
deceived by such agents of capitalism as the
“liberal”politicians and should affiliate with
the one party that represents the interests
of the class victims of imperialism—the
Workers (Communist) Party.

AMERICAN imperialism is mobil-
“izing all its strength. The big
election victory of the republican
reaction serves as a basis for a new
imperialist offensive of unprece-
dented vigor and brutality against
Latin America and Europe.

Before Hoover’s election United
States finance capital made it clear
to the whole world that it is mak-
ing preparations for the permanent
occupation of Nicaragua. The ap-
pointment of American financial
and economic “advisors” by the
Nanking government showed further
steps of United States imperialism
towards the penetration of the tre-
mendous Chinese market. Even be-
fore election day the Coolidge ad-
ministration did not leave unutilized
any opportunity to fight for an in-
creasing share of the world market,
but Hoover’s election means a new
era in the history of American im-
perialism. Coolidge is a provincial
lawyer compared to Hoover, the sea-
soned agent of imperialism through-
out five continents. Mr. Coolidge
won his spurs in the service of capi-
talism as strikebreaker of the Bos-
ton police strike, but Mr. Hoover is
notorious throughout the whole
world as the ruthless exploiter of
Indian slaves, Chinese coolies, Rus-
sian serfs, and American wage-
workers. Mr. Hoover is an ade-
quate president of American imper-
ialism struggling for its final hege-
mony over the world market.

The republican reaction is utiliz-
ing its big victory along the whole
front.

Aggressive step follows aggres-
sive step with unusual swiftness.

Hoover is preparing for his trip
to visit the Latin American coun-
tries. The new czar of American
finance capital wants to get ac-
quainted with his Latin American
vassals. Republican advertisement
calls this trip a sign of “good will”
and “peace-making,” and to sym-
bolize this purpose of his voyage
Hoover will make the trip on board
the most powerful, most modem
dreadnaught, Maryland, which
boasts of having thefheaviest, most
efficient gun equipment.

The second step was President
Coolidge’s Armistice Day speech.
As the best manifestation of the
“earnest” and “sincere” will to pro-
mote “peace” the president of the
most powerful imperialist country
emphasized with an unheard-of
sharpness and aggressiveness—the
need of a big navy policy.

The British Daily Telegraph, and
with it the whole capitalist press
of Europe, calls Coolidge’s speech
nn indictment of a whole continent.
A Washington dispatch of the New
York World states that “President
Coolidge has delivered an ultimatum
to Europe.” The same report in the
same paper reveals:

“President Coolidge and Presi-
dent-elect Hovoer are walking
hand-in-hand in establishing the
foreign policy of this government,
which proposes to walk gently but
to carry the big stick.”

Coolidge’s speech, which he made
in complete agreement with Hoover,
is the most significant document of
American imperialism. It is an

l outright, brazen-faced declaration
of the claim of United States im-
perialism to world hegemony.

It states:
“Recent developments have

brought to us not only a new
economic but a new political re-
lationship to the rest of the
world.”
It declares frankly for the utmost

preparedness policy of the United
States government:

“It is our duty to ourselves and
to the cause of civilization, to the
preservation of domestic tran-
quility, to our orderly and law-
ful relations to foreign people,
to Maintain an adequate army

and navy. ...
It is obvious

that, eliminating all competition,
world standards of defense re-
quire us to have more cruisers.”
It proclaims American imperial-

ism as the supreme arbiter in world
affairs:

"The gravest responsibilities
that can come to a people in this
world have come to us. We want
peace not only for the same rea-
son that every other nation
wants it, because we believe it to

be right, but because war would
interfere with our progress. Our
interests ail over the earth are
such that a conflict anywhere
would be enormously to our dis-
advantage.”
It admits the growing controver-

sies between American imperialism
and European imperialisms:

“It is always plain that Europe
and the United States are lack-
ing in mutual understanding.”

The spokesman of American im-
perialism demands increased arma-
ments for the United States:

“We do not need a large land
force. The present size of our
regular army is entire adequate,
but it should continue to be sup-
plemented by a national guard
and reserves, and especially with
the equipment and organization
in all industries for furnishing
supplies. When we turn to the
sea the situation is different. We
have not only a long coast-line,
distant outlying possessions, a
foreign commerce unsurpassed in
importance, and foreign invest-
ments unsurpassed in amount,
the number of our people and
value of our treasure to be pro-
tected, but we are also bound by
international treaty to defend the
Panama Canal. Having few
fueling stations, we require ships
of large tonnage, and having
scarcely any merchant vessels
capable of mounting five or six-
inch guns, it is obvious that, based
on needs, we are entitled to a

larger number of warships than,

a nation havirfg these advan-
tages.”
Claiming for itself the right to

increase its military equipment,
American imperialism declares, in
the words of its spokesman, its
firm will to try to disarm the other
capitalist countries. It demands
limitation of armaments for the
other capitalist countries, and
threatens to insist upon the pay-
ment of the -\yar debts and to stop
the granting of any American loans.
Coolidge said:

“We do not wish to finance
preparation for a future war.”
The "big stick” of American im-

perialism has never been brandished
with such aggressiveness as in this
ultimatum to European imperialism.

And the third step of the United
States government immediately fol-
lowed the second.

The statement of the General
Board of the Navy Department
translated Coolidge’s ultimatum
from political language into the
technical language of “navy con-
struction.” The statement by Sec-
retary W’ilbur lets loose all the
furies of war. The basic principles
of American imperialist domination
of the seas are here formulated in
the most menacing form.

First:
“To create, maintain, and oper-

ate a navy second to none.”
I Second:

“To make war efficiency the ob-
ject of all training.”
Third:
“To develop and to organize the

navy for operations in any part of
either ocean.”
Fourth:
“To make the strength of the

navy for battle of primary impor-
-1 tance.”

Fifth:
“To support in every possible

way American interests, especial-
i ly in the expansion and develop-

ment of American foreign com-.

“A marine corps . . .the main-

tenance in readiness of an expe-
ditionary force.”

Seventh:
‘‘To organize the navy as far as

possible so that expansion only
will be necessary in the event of
war.”
Eighth:

“To replace all old cruisers with
modern cruisers of 10,000 stand-
ard tons displacement, carrying
8-inch guns, and, in addition, to
build similar cruisers.”

Ninth:
“A system of outlying naval

and commercial bases suitably dis-
tributed, developed and defended,
is one of the most important ele-
ments of national strength.”
Tenth:
“To maintain and operate a

system of naval districts organ-
ized for rapid expansion in war.”
Eleventh:

, “To acquire accurate informa-
tion pertaining to* the political,
military, naval, economic and in-
dustrial policies of our own and
of foreign countries.”

The most powerful imperialist
country in the world declares in
these eleven essential points of the
statement of the navy department
that it is building a navy second to
none. And that declaration is not
ohly a plan. Hoover’s election and
the solid majority of the republican
party secured in the last elections
in the senate and house are guaran-
tees that American imperialism will
carry out the “constructive” and
“peaceful” work of naval construc-
tion.

Senator Borah, the chairman of
the Foreign Relations Committee of
the senate, has already disclosed
that the “senate leaders” are al-
ready agreed upon early passage of
the naval construction bill. In other

•words, the senate will pass the 16-
ship, quarter-billion bill previously
adopted by the House of Represen-
tatives. But this will only be the
first step to be carried out in De-
cember still under the Coolidge ad-
ministration. The second step will
be carried out by Hoover himself—-
the realization of the three-quarter
billion program of 71 cruisers.

And American imperialism is al-
'ready taking steps to carry out the
other part of the big imperialist
program expressed by Coolidge.
Senator Tydings of Maryland has
announced that when congress re-
assembles in December, he will offer
a resolution expressing the sense of
the senate in opposition to any-
more loans by American banking in-
terests to European nations which
are maintaining large military es-
tablishments—so says a Washing-
ton dispatch in the New York
Times.

The capitalist press is jubilant
over the militaristic plans of the
United States government. Pre-
paredness is once again the slogan
of the day for the American mas-
ter class. Wall Street is going mad
in its “Hoover boom,” reaching al-
most every day new climaxes in its
stock exchange turnover. The re-
publican government is ready to
safeguard its capitalist "prosperity”
with all means and at all costs. The
working class of the United States
must watch very carefully every
move of the government. The Com-
munist Party must denounce and
fight every step of American im-
perialism in the course of its policy
of war preparations. The growing
aggressiveness of American imper-
ialism in suppressing the peoples of
Latin America and China and in
struggling with the other imperial-
ist powers for world hegemony must
be met by the working class with
increased activity, increased organ-
ization, with a higher stage of con-
sciousness of the revolutionary
class struggle.

Misleaders in
the American
Labor Unions

A N especially disastrous form of
“working class betrayal is union
scabbery: that is, where the leaders
keep one or more unions in an in-

dustry at work while others strike.
This degrading practice of union
scabbery, which is more prevalent in

the United States than in any other
country, has lost the workers hun-
dreds of strikes and has spread in-
calculable demoralization in their
ranks. In numberless cases where,

for example, the machinists struck,
the union boilermakers stayed at
work, where the carpenters went out
the organized bricklayers remained
at the job, where the longshoremen
tried to tie up the docks the union
sailors manned the ships loaded by
scabs, where the printers struck the
pressmen stayed at work, and where
the railroad firemen declared a
strike the engineers stuck at work

i and helped the employers break it,
and vice versa, in practically all the
industries. And, of course, there is
also endless scabbing between the
industries, the railroad workers haul
coal produced by scab miners, the
miners produce coal for scab rail-
roads, scab steel mills, etc. The
trade union leaders have done noth-
ing to check this shameful system

I of mutual betrayal by the unions.
On the contrary, their system of
leadership being based upon it, they
have clung to it and bitterly resisted
every effort of the rank and file to

force a consolidation of the labor
organizations and to develop a real
solidarity of labor.

Labor Spies.

And finally, to speciiy no more
forms, there is the utter and shame-
ful betrayal exemplified by the labor
detective, the under-cover man of
the employers. Mulhall exposed
many of these degraded creatures
who are often degenerate trade
union officials. Sydney Howard and i
Robert W. Dunn, in their book, “Thej)
Labor Spy,” show how the whole
contemptible system works and paint
graphic pictures of many of these
sorry heroes. The corrupt practices
which flourish unchecked in the
unions contribute largely to produc-
ing these labor spies, who, well
placed and influential, infest the
trade unions in astonishing numbers.
When a trade union official takes
money from a capitalist politican for
misleading the workers in election
times, or when he accepts a bribe
from an employer for calling off a
strike, and great numbers have
done and are doing both, he is on a
toboggan of corruption which may
easily carry him to the very lowest
depths of treachery to the working
clas, even to actually spying.

In the ensuing pages we shall meet
with every sort of bribery and work-
ing class betrayal. We shall see the |
innumerable ways in which the re-1
actionary leaders demoralize the |
workers and the devious ways they
are recompensed therefore by the
employers. It is a sad picture, and
one which will shock the honest and
devoted elements who make up the
overwhelming mass of the rank and
file and the lower officialdom of the
unions, but it must nevertheless be
painted. To know how corrupted the
upper trade union leaders are, is the
first requisite for the launching of a
movement to cleanse our organiza-
tions.

In the Coal Mining Industry.

No body of workers have made a
more determined and loyal fight to
establish a real union than have the
coal miners. For decades they have
fought, and worked, and sacrificed.
And no body of workers have had to
contend with a more venal and
treacherous upper leadership. The
history of the Miners’ Union for the
past 30 years has been marked by
the most heroic struggles of the
rank and file and lower officialdom
and by blackest treason on the part

i of the general leadership.

John Mitchell was perhaps the
! most brilliant leader ever produced j
by the miners. Energetic, resource-
ful, a capable organizer, he came
forward like a flash in the struggles
of the anthracite miners in the late
nineties. He quickly became presi-
dent of the U. M. W. A. But just
as quickly he degenerated into a
tool of the employers. Debs says of
him: (Debs, His Life, Writings and
Speeches.)

“There was a time when I ad-
mired and applauded Mitchell’s
leadership. I thought I saw the
coming of a man. But alas! Little
by little, I have seen him suc-
cumb to the blandishments cf the
pmtocrats. He is today their beau
ideal of a labor leader.”
