Distribute the “Daily”

43 Demonstrators in
Philadelphia Jailed
“Down with Bloody Amer-

ican Imperialism in Latin
America!” “Stand by the Col-
ombia Fruit Workers’ Strike!”
“Strike Against United Fruit
Company Brutality!”

These and other slogans
served as rallying cries of a
picket demonstration held Sat-
urday at Pier 16, North River,

where the Santa Marta, United
Fruit Company ship, had
docked the day before. This is the
ship which railroad workers in
Santa Marta, Colombia, showing
their solidarity with the 40,000
striking banana plantation workers,
had refused to load. A detachment
of 800 troops fired on them, kill-
ing 14 in cold blood and wounding!
many others and forcing the res.t to
load the ship at the point of guns.

400 Participate.

About 400 dock workers took
part in the picket demonstration
which lasted several hours. The
demonstration - was - arranged by the
Marine Workers’ Progressive League
and the New York Branch of the
All-America Anti-Imperialist League.

The police were at first uncertain
what to do. After consulting with
officials of the United Fruit Com-
pany, they decided not to incur un-
pleasant publicity by attacks on the
pickets. They interfered with the
demonstration as much as ''they
could without actually using vio-
lence or making arrests. News-
paper photographers were also
molested.

Distribute “Daily.”

Copies of the Daily Worker, giv-
ing details of the massacre of the
Colombia strikers, were distributed
during the demonstration and were
read eagerly by the dock workers.

Following the picketing a meeting
was held outside the offices of the
United Fruit Company. Among
those who spoke were George Mink,
national secretary of the Marine
Workers’ Progressive League; Har-
riet Silverman, secretary of the
New York branch of the All-Amer-
ica Anti-Imperialist League; I.
Zimmerman, and Harold Williams,
a Negro worker. All the speakers
pointed out the murderous role of
American in Latin
America and called on the workers
to stand solid behind the struggle
of the Colombia plantation strikers.

It is announced that picketing of

United Fruit Company ships will
continue and workers are urged to
volunteer for picket duty.

* * *

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 16.—Po-
lice yesterday arrested 43 workers
who were participating in a demon-
stration of solidarity with the 40,000
Colombian fruit strikers. The dem-
onstration was held at Pier 9, which
is occupied by the United Fruit Co.,
against whom the Colombian banana
workers are striking.

Over 150 workers took part in the
demonstration, which was held
under the auspices of the Workers
(Communist) Party, the All-Amer-
ica Anti-Imperialisb League, ( and
the Young Workers League.

The arrested workers were
brought before Magistrate Fahn-
stock, who refused to sHow them
time to get in touch with their at-
torney. • Each demonstrator was
charged with “inciting to riot.”
When the workers refused to swear
on the bible, an additional charge
of “contempt of court” was made
by Fahnstock. Fahnstock, who is
notorious as a labor-baiter, sen-
tenced 40 of the workers tb 30 days
in the workhouse. Three of the
demonstrators were released on S6OO
bail.

The International Labor Defense,
representing the workers, will ap-
peal the cases tomorrow morning.

ments in Canada, Cuba, Mexico and

other countries, which desire to do
exactly the same thing and want
(Tnwgfc fvaVfe lengths left for them--
sclves to build up their own trusts.

The layman, the commission
points out, thinks of radio only as
a means of entertainment. This
phase of radio development, it is
contended, is superficial when com-
pared with the possibilities of ra-
dio’s development along commercial
and scientific lines.

“Among the services being con-
tinued,” the report states, “are the
following:

Communication between airplanes
, and ground stations, communication

jbetween ships and coastal stations,
1 police departments, marine-calling

1 frequencies, experimental work,
| geophysical service, railway com-

! munication, scientific expeditions
and yachts, portable stations, power

company emergency communica-
tions, television, experimental and
development work, picture .trans-
mission, amateurs and others.”

300 Channels.
Actually, the commission reports,

there are thousands of applications
pending for these prized short wave
channels, radio experts at this time
do not know the exact number of
channels available, but are positive
that not more than some 300 will be
available to the United States.

There are more channels than this
number in the spectrum, the leport

: said, but Canada, Mexico and Cuba
each must get a share. The short
wave channels in the point to point
band exist over the entire continent.

him of being drunk and ordered

\ him out. The man was reluctant to

| go, but made no resistance. How-
ever, since he did not move rapidly
rnough, the manager called his
“bouncers” to help and the man was
nut out. He came back and was

i flung on the floor between the re- !
volving doors at the entrance. His i

! skull was broken on the imitation
| marble pavement and when the am-

j bulance arrived he was pronounced
dead. The manager tried to drag

| the body out on the sidewalk, but
the crowd stopped him, so he took

! it into the office.
Police Won’t Investigate.

The police entered when they
heard the noise, but refused to make
any arrests, or to hear the stories
of witnesses, though many workers
there insisted on the guilty persons
being arrested, and, when the po-
lice refused, some asked in vain to
be arrested themselves, in order to
be able to testify in the case. Of-
ficer No. 10,482, who w-as present,
angrily declared that he would take
no complaints, and with other police
chased away all witnesses and
cleared the room.

pedition of Roiild Amundson.

members of the expedition, who were

Tessom and Knudsen. Both were
members of the crew of Amundsen’s
Polar ship, the Maud.

Pursuing the war plans of the
Standard Oil Company to force
an outlet for its known but un-
developed holdings in Bolivia
eastward to the sea, Polivian
troops were announced here
yesterday as having attacked
the small Paraguayan outpost
at Fort Boqueron and captured
it after hard fighting.

Alarmed and excited by this
fresh offensive of Yankee imperial-
ism acting through its puppet gov-
ernment in Bolivia, Paraguay, which
has hitherto taken little or no war
measures, rather foolishly deoend-
ing, apparently, on the fake “con-
ciliation” conference at Washing-
ton, is mobilizing to resist the im-
perialist offensive. Ten thousand
volunteers answered the call within
a few hours. Mobilization is limited
to men between 18 and 23. Na-
tional*unity against the invader is
being planned.

In the form of food packages, the
Workers International Relief will
bring greetings of working class
solidarity to the children of the vic-
timized and unemployed miners and
textile workers on Christmas Day.

According to the plans of the W.
I. R., the distribution will be made
through the local branches working
in cooperation with the National
Textile Workers’ Union and the Na-
tional Miners’ Union, so that those
who are in greatest need will re-
ceive first attention.

“According to the schedule we
have worked out,” Fred G. Bieden-
kap, national secretary of the W.
I. R., stated yesterday, “many thou-
sands of children will receive our
packages. The W. I. R. local secre-
taries in the textile and mining dis-
tricts have several thousand fam-
ilies listed whose children are eager-
ly awaiting the food packages. We
fear that if we do not obtain enough
financial help in the next few days,
many of the children will have to
be disappointed. Many workers and
friends throughout the country have
responded liberally with their con-
tributions. The response to our ap-

peal has, however, not been enough
so far to enable lis to buy as much
supplies as will be necessary. I feel
confident nevertheless that every j
militant and progressive worker, as ]
well as every honest friend of the
labor movement, who can, will not
jefuse to give a donation to the
Christmas fund drive of the Work-
ers .International Relief.

“The children we are aiding have

suffered much because of the great
labor struggles during the last few

all the support that can be given.
Their parents have been in the front
line trenches of the class struggle,
many of them even now are in jail,

It should be noted here, that al-
though Bolivia signed the Gondra
accoiii which set up a permanent
arbitration commission of Latin
Americans for adjudication of their
own disputes in 1923, yet the Amer-
ican bankers controlling Bolivia hhve
managed so that the Bolivian con-
gress has never ratified that accord,
although Paraguay has. More, in re-
turning to this conference, Bolivia
says it limits its return only to the
conference as a whole, and will “not
yet” return to the s iicia! commit-
tee set up for settlement of the pres-
ent dispute with Paraguay. So that
committee is maneuvered into the
position of demanding concessions
from Paraguay to coax Bolivia back.
Paraguay is being isolated and put
on the defensive both diplomatically
and militarily'.

To Sum Up.
Let us summarize events to avoid

confusing details: Wall Street got
1 control of Bolivia in 1922. Latin
American arbitration set up by Gon-
dra accord in 1923. Standard Oil
gets 7,500,000 acres cf oil lands in
Bolivia, needing outlet through ter-
ritory now in dispute. Bolivia
doesn’t ratify Gondra accord. Gets
more money from Wall Street and
buys arms with it. Havana confer-
ence under Hughes leadership per-
mits arms transit thru Peru to Bo-
livia to attack Paraguay. Hushes,
Standard Cil attorney.

Armed dashes between Bolivia
and Paraguay. Hughes calls this
Washington conference. The horse-
play of Bolivia’s break and return.
All maneuvers end with this confer-
een< e destroying all competition by

] Gondra or other all-Latin American
bodies. Bolivia back with an ad-
vantage over Paraguay. Bolivia mo-
bilizing with arms furnished by
Wall Street. Paraguay isolated.
Hughes, Kellogg and Yankee imperi-
alism posing as angels of peace.
What more could Yankee imperial-
ism want except to pick the bones
of Paraguay as the intrigue goes
on?

Proof of the rapid increase in un-

employment in New York City and
vicinity has been shown by tha ad-
mission of the officials in charge
of the Madonna House, a so-called
charitable institution at 173 Cherry
St., that the number of unemployed
workers seeking aid at the doors of
this institution has doubled over the
number last winter. A new feature
of the breadlines, indicating the ex-
treme seriousness of the unemploy-
ment situation, is the presence of
hundreds of women, most of them
mothers, and children in the line.
The Maddonna House is running a
mid-day breadline for unemployed
men, forcing the workers to wait for
hours before doling out a “meal” of
stale bread and muddy coffee. So
many women and children have ap-
peared on the breadlines that the
Madonna House has forced the chil-
dren and women to form a separate
breadline at 4 p. m. Officials of
the missions on the Bowery have
also admitted that breadlines ex-
ceeding even those formed last win-
ter, which were the greatest in
fifty years, have formed this win-
ter.

Hundred Billion Listed

ARMS, SEIZED IN
VIENNA, BOUND
FOR BUDAPEST

Is Proof That Balkans
Prepare War

VIENNA, Dec. 16.—That the
shipment of machine gun parts and
munitions intended for Budapest
and probably sent by the Italian
government, discovered by Vienna
workmen Saturday, was meant for
none other than Bethlen, premier of
Hungary, was established after
Bethlen had rushed to Vienna from
Lugana where he is engaged in try-
ing to negotiate another loan for his
fascist regime thru the League of
Nations.

It was announced that the arms
were intended for Bethlen’s clique,
who are reported to be preparing a
coup d’etat for the Archduke Al-
brecht whom they support for the
throne. It was revealed here by an
unofficial investigation that two
other shipments were made pre-!
viously this month by General Reut-
ters, former aide-de-camp of the
late emperor of Austria-Hungary,
and Nicholas Kemenov, who was
chief engineer at the great Weiss
arms works at Osepel. The name
of the consignee is given as the ]
Mobil Forwarding Company at'
Budapest.

When the arms were first discov-
ered the Austrian authorities tried
to belittle the matter and the charge
was made that an engineering firm
in Vienna had sent the arms. This
firm, however, proved that the
name was a forgery and that they
had not sent the munitions.

It is generally knowti that a con-
siderable amount of arms had been
smuggled into Hungary with the
knowledge of Bethlen and Austrian
authorities. Since the similar as-

U. S. COMPLETES
CABLE CONTROL
IN ARGENTINA

Wall St. Wire Net to
Combat British

NEW YORK, Dee. 16.—A further
extension of American imperialist
control over the communication sys-
tems of South America is revealed
in the announcement that the In-
ternational Telephone and Tele-
graph Corporation is negotiating
for the purchase from an English
concern of the United River Plate
Telephone Company, the largest
telephone system in Buenos Aires
and four Argentine provinces. Ac-
quisition of this company will com-
plete the control of American capi-
tal over the national and interna-
tional telephone systems of Chile,
Argentina and Uruguay.
- The International Telephone and
Telegraph Company already has
control of the Chile Telephone Com-
pany, the Compania Telefonia Ar-
gentina and two telephone com-
panies in Uruguay, as well as the
long distance lines connecting these
countries. It is also associated
with the telephone company of
Southern Brazil.

It is announced that within a
short time Chile and Argentina will
be connected by wireless telephone
—under American control with
Europe and North America.

Acquisition of this South Amer-
ican property is the second large
extension of the International Tele-
phone and Telegraph system within
a year. Last June this company
took control of the Postal-Telegraph
and Commercial Cables system, with
an extensive net-work of ocean ca-
bles and land wires in the United
States. This corporation also has
connections with telephone com-

He Was Active in Aid-

ing Unemployed
(By a Worker Correspondent)
When in Cleveland, jobless, and

without a penny, I was compelled
by necessity to seek the aid of the
Jewish Social Service, j y,ad then
been without work for 4 months. I
found out that there were m-ny
other workers’ families in the same
plight as T was, and I wished to
help them, so I kept advising them
to demand aid from this so-called
charitable society. At this period,
T was active in the attempts of the
80,000 unemployed workers to de-
mand aid from the city authorities.

I was unable to find any for
a while. When I went to the Jewish
Social Service in New York City, I
found that they had received my
“record” from the Social Service
from Cleveland. When they learned
that I had no relatives or friends in
New York City, they threatened to
have me sent to another Mental Hos-
pital. They did this because they
knew I was in a helpless position.

operations for a ten per cent wage
cut and this goes into effect imme-
diately, according to notices posted
at the P. and W. mine at Avella,
Pa., which is operated by this com-
pany.

However, the men employed at
the mine feel differently about the
matter, and a fight is in prospect
if the company does not back down
on its threat. Short-time work and
starvation earnings are already the
rule here, in fact, it is the rule all
over the district, and a new star is
imminent in the mine fields.

This latest wage cut, which re-
duces the pay of day men from
$4.75 to $4.25, machine loaders from
58 cents to 52 cents a ton, pick
miners from 85 cents to 75 cents a
ton and machine runners from 11
cents to .10 cents a ton, is believed
to be a move on the part of Lewis
and his henchmen to create a situa-
tion favorable to the establishment
of a real company union over which
they can exercise control and to

Burmese Lackeys of
British Imperialism

RANGOON, Burma, Dec. 16.—The

The League has already sent notes
to both Bolivia and Paraguay, both

The League was rebuffed by
Bolivia, which is already making
war, and in order to avoid losing
out altogether, the League must in-
crease its diplomatic intervention in
Latin America, though it infringe on
the Monroe Doctrine and will lead,
in the end, to a new world war -.nth
British and American imperialisms
in open, armed conflict.

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Organize Auto and Aircraft
Industry

The Detroit conference of trade union,

fraternal and beneficial workingmen’s or-

ganizations, to lay plans for an organization

drive in the motor industry, announced for
Sunday, January 13th, while embracing only

the automobile city and vicinity, is of na-

tional, in fact international significance, in

view of the fact that this is a period of fran-

tic preparation for another world war that b>
comparison willmake the last world wai ap-

pear almost an incident-

Detroit is the center of one of the most

highly concentrated war industries in the

whole country. Long the center of the auto
industry, Detroit is now the center of the

aircraft industry. This supremacy has been

attained within the past three and a half

years. Out of the auto industry in Detroit

has grown the aircraft industry. These two

industries are classified under the genera!

head —the motor industry. In Detroit alone

there are at present 42 concerns manufactur-

ing aricraft or aircraft parts and supplies.

Their products last year were above $3,500.-

000. This year they have already exceeded
$5,000,000 and the Detroit News estimates

that it may before January Ist, even double

the volume of last year.

In preparing for another world war the aii-

craft industry is being stimulated by the in-

vestment of millions upon millions. of dollars.

Every effort is made to see that this industry

is carefully “protected from labor agitators."

Only the most servile superintendents and

foremen and picked crews of .workers v ere

at first placed in the aircraft industry. But

the rapid development of that branch of

motors has compelled the employment of

thousands of unskilled and semi-skilled work-

ers, who can be organized.

The workers of the entire motor industry

have suffered unemployment that has made

possible, because of a total absence of ef-

fective organization, a whole series of

cuts. The speed-up has been intensified to

an unheard of degree. So frightful is the

demands upon human vitality that only

workers with the strongest constitutions can

endure work in the industry even for a few

years. Workers in the motor industry are

worn out and thrown upon the human sciap-

heap before the machines upon which they

work are thrown upon the junk-pile.

The bureaucracy of the American Federa-

tion of Labor in Detroit furnished a classic

example of the depths to which this vicious
machine can sink in the service of the em-

ployers. It appears openly in alliance ith

the most reactionary politicians and is a part

of the republican strike-breaking machine,

the identical state machine that was formerly

dominated by the millionaire grafter and
crook, Newberry, and a part of the national

machine of Cal Coolidge. Andrew W. Mellon
and Herbert Hoover. These Detroit labor

fakers are open servants of the war-mongers,
fawning before General Motors, the House of
Morgan concern, which is in one gigantic

war merger with United States Steel and

DuPont powder. None but an idiot would
expect this American Federation of Labor

outfit to organize the slaves of the motor in-
dustry against their political bosses.

The only trade union organization that at
present is capable of rallying the masses of

auto workers is the Auto and Aircraft Work-
ers Union, an industrial union, independent
of the American Federation of Labor. It is
that union that is calling the January 13th
conference of workers for the purpose of lay-
ing plans for an intensive drive in the very

heart of the motor industry.

Every worker in Detroit and vicinity
should work day and night in order that the
conference may be successful; in order that
every organization of workers may be repre-

sented there and in order that thousands of
workers may join the auto workers union and
wage a struggle to organize the other hun-
dreds of thousands of inert women and youth
in the motor industry. A nucleus of thou-
sands of the more conscious workers must
be created to blaze the trail over which the
great masses can march toward effective or-
ganization against the wage-cuts, the speed-
up r.nd other tyrannies of the motor mag-

nates.
An excellent opportunity for organization

is now afforded with the motor industry re-
sponding to the new and sharp turn of Amer-

ican imperialism that ig driving forward pell-
mell toward a new war and that is opening
up new markets through deeper penetration
of Latin-America symbolized by Hoover’s
imperialist tour.

An organization drive in the motor in-
dustry is not merely an ordinary trade union
fight. It is in every sense of the word si polit-
ical fight, a drive against the war-mengers.
Every worker who really wants to put up an
effective fight against the imperialist war
should support the movement to organize the

Boston Jingoes at It Again
(Special to the Daily Worker)

BOSTON, Mass., Dec. 16.—The Boston jingoes are
at it again. This time the matter that has aroused
the ire of police and censors and caused the society
madames of the Back Bay district to blush with out-
raged purity is Michael Gold’s play of the Mexican

i peasantry, ‘Fiesta,” now being produced by the
Harvard Dramatic Club in Cambridge.

The police of Cambridge threaten to stop the play
unless several “objectionable” lines are cut out. One
letter sent to Superintendent of Police Michael 11.
Crowle.' who led the Boston police force in its
brutality during the last days of the Sacco-Van-
zetti agitation, and who banned “Oil” recently, com-
plained that the play was "indecent” and "the most
disgraceful and immoral production” the sensitive
chief had ever seen.

The letter was immediately forwarded to City
Censor John M. Casey, who sent three of his bluecoat
sluggers to witness a performance of the play. On
the strength of his committee’s report, Boston police
have announced that they will lock up the entire

i cast if “Fiesta” is produced in Boston.

The International Labor Defense
has received copies of several let-
ters which John Porter has just
written from Fort Leavenworth
military prison. Ported, who was
sentenced by court martial to serve
two and one-half years for “deser-
tion,” after he became a leader of
the New Bedford textile workers’
strike, reveals in these letters the
abuse and mistreatment to which he
is being subjected.

Receives No Mail.
Porter declares: “Pardon my de-

lay in writing. I would have writ-
ten sooner, but I am practically held
incommunicado, as I am permitted
to write only one letter per week.
Os course 1 have written to Theresa

I Valente and have asked her to write
jto several comrades for me, but I
have no answer as to whether she
has or not. I have not received any

mail from her for over a month,
and her letters are the only ones
that arc permitted, as she is my

fiancee and she is the only one
from' whom I can obtain news from
the outside.

“I wish that you would write to
her and find out the reason.

Rushed Away By Officers.
“On August 5, at 12, noon, I was

notified that I was to be shipped
away. About 20 minutes later I
was rushed away to Boston, at the
average rate of 55 miles an hour,

in the commanding officer’s special
car. This, of course, was done
quickly so that I would not be able
to get in contact with comrades out-
side, for their intentions undoubtedly
were not to let anyone know where
I was to serve my sentence. Three
times I tried to write a letter while
enroute here, but was stopped by
my two guards, who denied me this

and even denied me the privilege of
notifying my mother by telegram.
While enroute I was only allowed
to eat when they ate and to sleep
when they slept. Sometimes I would
go 10 hours without a bit to eat.

“On Saturday morning I was
brought before Colonel Morrow. He
seemed angry, because he had found
out that the working class was de-
manding my release. In front of
him, on the desk, lay about ten let-
ters which he had already opened
and read. He referred to one let-
ter which was from my mother, say-

ing that the International Labor De-
fense and the Textile Mill Commit-
tee were behind me. He asked me
what I thought of people wbo pick-
eted a mill, to which my reply was
that I didn’t blame them for fight-
ing for better living and working
conditions and secondly picketing is
a constitutional right. To my sur-
prise he brought forth this reply:
‘What do you mean, a constitutional
right, there is no such thing.’ He
also stated that I should be shipped
to Russia.

Given Hardest Work.
"As usual, I was given the hard-

est work that they could find here,
and ever since then, although other
prisoners have been given better
jobs, I still do the hardest work they
can find. Here each one has the
privilege of taking up vocational
training. This, too, has been denied
me. Also, the commandant stated
that he would not allow me any mail
that would encourage me in any

way. Os course, he has kept His
word, for since I have been here I
received mail only from my mother
and my fiancee.

“At the time of my arrival here
the kitchen was in the most unsan-
itary condition I have seen. We
were forced to eat out of plates
half washed and greasy. Our food
was also unsanitary and, although
T had no intentions of doing so, I
have eaten more than one cockroach
in my food. We received just a
little food on our plate and we had
to satisfy the rest of our hunger on

bread. This place, which they call
an institution, is the worst peniten-
tiary in the United States. This
military pen is supposed to be gov-
erned by regulations issued by the
war department, but they seem to
govern it by their own rules. We
are only permitted to write one let-
ter per week and are not allowed
to receive any" tobacco or edibles,
except on Christmas. The only
reading material which is permitted
is that which teaches us to slave for

i less money and to become real
American citizens. When we write
a letter we are only permitted to use
one sheet of paper. We are not
free to write that which we want
to, for if we do our letters are de-
stroyed.

Beaten By Guard.
“On Aug. 12 I received a letter

from Theresa, asking to report con-
ditions here. I was, of course, called

: again to the office and asked to
I write favorable reports. That is
(he reason for my not reporting true

i conditions to her, as all my letters
are read before they are sent out.

“On Nov. 5 I was clubbed by a
sentry and, although not severely,

I still bad enough so that the back
of my head ached for over a week,
and the only reason for my not per-
haps being beaten to death was be-
cause five other prisoners were
present and would have prevented
him from doing so.

“When brought before
*

the fore-
man he seemed surprised that I was
alive, for he asked the sentry why
he did not use the club, to which the
sentry replied that he did. It seems
that he is prejudiced because I am
a Communist, or else he has been
instructed to do this by higher au-
thorities. If he and I would have
been alone, he would have undoubt-
edly beaten me to death and said
that I attacked him, and of course
the military czars would have pro-
tected him, for they are always will-
ing to protect anyone who allows
himself to be used as a scab rgainst

! his fellow-workers. I want to make

Lewis’ District Gang Goes
Underground; Raises Dues

PITTSBURGH, Pa., (By Mail).--,
With more secrecy than attends a
night raiding party of the Ku
Klux Klan, the officials and dis-
organizes of the United Mine
Workers of America in District 5
(Pittsburgh) called together their
loyal standpatter henchmen and paid
pickets (somewhere in Pittsburgh) i
ard wrote finis to their claim to
leadership of the W’estern Pennsyl-
vania miners.

The gathering was designated as
the regular (7) Biennial Convention
of District 5, United Mine Workers
of America, although not a line was
written or printed to cal! it together,
nor were the so-called local unions
invited to elected their own delegates
to represent them at the convention.
Each one of the delegates was hand-
picked or self-picked, because there
is not a mining town in Western
Pennsylvania with a functioning lo-
cal union that is paying dues to the
machine of International President
Lewis or District President Fagan
in District 5 of the United Mine
Workers of America. All of the
unions that do exist are locals newly
organized and belonging to the Na-
tional Miners Union. Because of
this, the so-called convention is all
the more a huge joke.

Convention Or Funeral?
It would be more appropriate to

call the gathering a funeral than a
convention, because its work was of
such a nature that District 5, United
Mine Workers of America pronunced
dead by all its former members, was
waiting only for the burial service
and the funeral dirge. At least that
much is gleaned from the order of
business which consisted of a dis-
cussion of the lost strike and re-
sulted in the decision to instruct all
those not already working, to return
to work wherever they could get it
and to pay dues to any of the offi-
cials whose records are proof that
no further organization work will be
attempted.

In every sense of the word the
United Mine Workers of America is
as dead now as the Knights of Labor
has been for close to forty-eight
years, but the dues are necessary to
provide wages and hotel 'expenses

for those who stay on the old pay-
roll.

However, judging from the lack of
response from the mine regions to
the call for dues payments, one can
easily visualize the opening of more
private detective agencies, labor
agencies, speakeasies or some other

,kind of racketeering enterprises, be-
cause therd is not much else that the

I fat boys can do and if the men from
jthe mines refuse to contribute to
their upkeep, they have to do some-
thing or starve to death. There are
many miners who sincerely wish
that they find themselves unable to
do anything.

Dues Raised.
Some years agu the district union

formulated a splendid method by
which they could build a worth-while
treasury to grab their spoils from
and they instituted a burial fund.

| This was to be built by a levy on
each members’ earnings to the tune
lof one-half of one per cent. This
! w 'as before the days of Volstead. Out
of this fund, $l5O was to be paid to
the beneficiary of every member who
died, but when the strike came there
was “grave” fear that the dead
members would cut into the treasury
too deep. The officials stopped pay-
ment of death benefits so that they
themselves could keep on drawing
salaries. Now they have stopped
the benefits to the members because
all the funds have been used to kill
and bury the United Mine Workers
of America. They are asking the
miners to carry them through their
purgatory period until some kind
coal operator that they have served
so well in the past offers them a
permanent haven of rest. To this
end the miners are asked to pay an
increased monthly dues which will
be $1.50 a month instead of the
eighty cents per month before the
strike.

New Union Growing.
The new National Miners Union

is growing by leaps and bounds and
the old U. M. W. A. is forgotten ex-
cept for its betrayals. The miners
realize that their future depends on
the new union and are joining it de-
spite the combined opposition of the
operators and the fakers.

Since the defense attorney came
down they seem to use me much j
better, although I still receive the
hard and dirty work.

I these attempts will never crush my
j i evolutionary spirit, for I will al-
ways remain a loyal fighter of the
toiling masses.

Still Full of Fight.

“I thank all the comrades who
jhave fought so bravely for my re-

| lease and send them my best greet-
ings and fighting spirit. I will still
continue to fight for the emancipa-
tion of the toiling masses and per-
haps some day I may be able to do

the same for them. Continue the
fight, comrades, for the czars here
realize that the fight is growing
intense. I pledge myself to be a
loyal fighter of the toiling masses,

out notice given to them. In plain,
all privileges granted us by the
War Department are denied by of-
ficials here. All this should be tak-
en into consideration. Please for-
ward a copy to the I. L. D.

Illegal Restrictions.
“For instance, in my case I am

not permitted any mail from other
than relatives.

“All this should be made public
and a fight put up so that we can

: receive some privileges granted us
for, although we are prisoners, we

are still human beings,
j “Please send best regards to

comrades jailed at Washington. Best
regards to all comrades.”

Porter then gives quotations from

the War Department regulations
and shows how they are being vio-

1 letters from the prison in order to

inform the workers what is going
on.

Own Regulations Violated.
The letter of Porter telling of the

violation of War Department regu-
lations follows:

“(a) Privileges of first class pris-
oners. Permission to write as many
letters as desired each week. The

; officials have changed it of their
own accord without notifying the
War Department, to one letter a
week. No specific reason given for
change other than it is too much
work reading two or three letters of
each man.

“(b) Permission to receive visi-
tors on Saturdays, Sundays and
holiday afternoons, between 1 and
4 p. m.

“This also has been changed. First

Misleaders in
the American
Labor Unions

Closely connected with the build- [
ing trades corruptionists are the
grafters in many other unions. The l
Teamsters’ Unions have a rest of
them. (In 1918 a strike occurred
among the bitterly exploited girls of
the "Rit” soap works in Chicago.
J. W. Johnstone and the writer, as
officials of the Stockyards Labor
Council, took charge cf the strike.
A few days later a big automobile,
loaded with ostentatiously armed
huskies, drew up to our union head-
ouarters. Two of them announced
themselves as stockholders' in the
“Rit” company and also, to our sur-
prise, as business agents of the Chi-
cago Teamsters. They demanded
brusquely how much we wanted for
calling off the strike. They were
astonished when we refused their
money and insisted that the only
way to end the strike was to grant
the workers’ demands.) A shining
example is “Con” Shea. This man,
at the time president of the Interna-
tional Brotherhood of Teamsters, ied ,

the great Chicago Teamsters’ strike
of 1905 in which 21 men were killed
and 415 wounded. Shea was then a
pal of the notorious labor grafter,
J. C. Driscoll, a man who had sold
out dozens of strikes and who ad-
mitted that he had a gross annual
income of $60,000. The teamsters’
strike was lost, charges being made
that Shea sold it out. In 1909 Shea,
then secretary of the New York
Teamsters’ District Council, brutally
stabbed his sweetheart, Alice Y'-'ikh
38 times, almost killing her, for
which he was sent to Sing Sing
prison for six years. Released, Shea
leturned to Chicago. Since then he
has been a member of the Building
Trades ring, with a reeking record
of labor grafting, automobile thiev-
ery, bootlegging, white slavery,
tbady business deals, corrupt poli-
tics, jury fixing, etc. He is a special
friend of Tim Murphy and he has
been arrested many times. Hutchins .

Hapgood thus writes of this “repre-
sentative” of the trade union move- j
ment: (The Spirit of Labour, p. \

346.)
“I met Shea on several occasions.

He sat more or less like a poisonous
toad in his rooms at the Briggs
House. He seemed a fitting com-

! panion to Young and Driscoll.”
One of the “toughest” Chicago

unions is the Motion Picture Opera-
tors’ Union. The boss of this strong-
ly organized and strategically situ-
ated organization is “Tommy” Mal-
loy, a pupil of “Mossie” Enright’s.
The officials of this union have
grafted huge sums of money, vari-
ously estimated up to several hun-
dred thousands of dollars, from the-
atre owners, not to mention what
they have taken from their own
rank and.file. They have used many

i schemes, including “strike insur-
ance,” “initiation fees” for opening
new theatres, “fines” lor infractions,
real or imaginary, of union rules,
etc. A prolific source of graft was f
the Peerless Advertising Co., or- j
ganized by the union officials. The ;
latter gave this company the sole
right to use the union label on ad-

¦ vertising slides, and then refused to
permit union operators to run the
slides of other, non-union companies.
Thus, with a practical monopoly,
the union officials were able to
charge exorbitant rates ad-
vertising slides and to reap large
sums of money. The leaders of this
union won the right to control the

motion picture operators in open
armed struggle against the Electri-
cal Workers’ officials. Automobile
loads of gunmen from each union
met on the streets in the heart of
the city, and fired into each other.
When the smoke of battle cleared
away Malloy and his friends re-
mained the victors. That settled the
jurisdictional question.

Always, when a
man on home parole is arrested,
whether guilty or not, he automati-
cally forfeits his parole and when
he comes back he loses all good

• conduct time earned and does the
' remainder of his sentence in full.

They have a form here that the men
sign stating that they don’t want
home parole and the officer tries to
get all the men to sign it so that
the men won’t have any come-back.

GREAT GERMAN IMMIGRATION
WASHINGTON, Dec. 16.—with

45,776, Germany led in immigration
from Europe to the United States
