rE murder of Comrade Harry Simms by coal company thugs has

marked the launching of a new and intense wave of assault and

suppression directed against the striking miners of Kentucky and Ten-

nessee, their militant organization—the National Miners’ Union, and the

Communist Party.
Fascist in method, brutal, bloody and unrestrained except by the

resistance of the workers and growing mass protest throughout the coun-

try, the attacks upon the miners and their leadership, upon strikers and

unemployed upon relief and defense organizations, has the full sanction

and support of the authorities in Kentucky and Tennessee.

Mass protest and action throughout the country can defeat these

attacks.
Dispatches from these two states show that the capitalist press is

outdoing itself in calling for suppression of the heroic struggles of the

miners and other workers—by any and all means.
The resolute struggle of the miner* and their families in the face

at armed suppression and wholesale jailings, in the face of the continued

attacks and raids even upon the strike relief, has aroused the capitalists—

Morgan, Insull, Rockefeller, Schwab, etc.—their government and their

bpotlickers to murderous fury. They have seen the struggle continue

and secure wider and wider mass support in what they always considered

an Impregnable stronghold—the South.
They have seen the fighting front extend beyond the strike area in

ipite of their vicious propaganda of Negro hatred, religious prejudice

and patriotism. They have seen the unity of the working class
>

Negro

and white, being consolidated in the fight against wage cuts, unemploy-

ment and starvation.
They have seen the Communist Party winning workers for its pro-

gram where their right to rob and rule has never before been challenged.
They have seen the workers of Kentucky and Tennessee welcoming or-

'ganizers of the National Miners’ Union—these hated “foreigners” from

the northern industrial centers.

They have seen Communists teaching and organizing workers. They

have found that Kentucky and Tennessee workers welcome our Party.

They know that the conditions they have forced upon the workers are

Unbearable, that thousands of them have chosen to fight rather than
starve, and that many more thousands will make the same choice with
revolutionary leadership.

They fear the building of the Communist Party in Kentucky and
Tennessee.

The capitalist class of America is concentrating its forces in Kentucky

and Tennessee. This is where the most determined challenge to the whole

Wall Street-Hoover Hunger Program is being made today. This is where

the class war is sharpest.

While the Kentucky and Tennessee miners continue their magnificent
fight against the starvation drive of American capitalism, the attack on
other sections of the working class cannot proceed with the desired
smoothness. In the mine fields of Kentucky and Tennessee there is a
center of working class resistance which, in spite of the efforts of the
capitalist press to suppress the news of the struggle, furnishes an exam-
ple and an inspiration to an American working class beset on all sides
by wage cuts and mass unemployment by steady attacks on its already
miserable standard of living.

In the very center of the struggle against starvation in Ken-
tucky and Tennessee are the basic Issues of the right to organize,
the right to strike and picket, the right of free speech and assem-
blage. These rights have been trampled under foot in the mine
fields. They have been blown to dust by the guns of the coal com-
pany deputies.

The criminal syndicalism law is used to jail organizers and strikers.
Twelve are now in the Pineville jail and 11 of them have been from the
beginning of the strike. They are threatened daily with lynching and
flogging. Miners protect them as best they can.

From three to six warrants for criminal syndicalism and other
charges have been issued for practically' every member of the strike
executive committee—all Kentucky miners. They are ambushed and fired
on with machine guns.

Organizers and active strikers are hounded like wild beasts. The
Shacks which they call homes are watched and searched. Their families
are evicted. Federal injunctions are issued against them. A price of one
thousand dollars, dead or alive, has been placed on the head of Frank
Borich, secretary of the National Miners’ Union.

The Rockefeller, Morgan, Insull, Schwab, the governments of Kentucky
and Tennessee, the federal government—must be made responsible before
the American working class for lives and liberties of the miners and
their leaders. They must be held strictly responsible for the mass starva-
tion and the reign of terror in and around the strike areas.

Answer the attacks by carrying forward the Party recruiting.
Mass protest and mass action, protest meetings in all industrial

centers—the building of a mass defense movement for the uncon-
ditional release of all arrested strikers and organizers—mass collec-
tions of money, food and clothing for thie strikers and their fam-
ilies—this is the way in which the murderous assault upon the
Kentucky and Tennessee miners and their revolutionary leaders can
be repelled and the campaign of fascist suppression smashed.
All support to the heroic struggle of the miners and their leaders.

Chinese Red Army
Captures Nanchang;

Encircling Hankow
Imperialists Prepare Blood Bath Against the

Revolutionary Chinese Workers
in Shanghai

(By Cable to the Daily Worker'.

LONDON, Feb. 15.—Over 10,000 British workers demonstrated here
yesterday against the imperialist war on the Chinese masses and for the
defense of the Chinese Soviet Republic and the Soviet Union.

The demonstration began at Trafalger Square with 4,000 workers.
An open-air meeting unanimously adopted a resolution supporting the
Chinese workers and peasants in their fight against imperialism, and ap-
pealing to the British workers to prevent the transport of war material
to the Far East. Speakers of the British Communist Party exoosed the
plans of the imperialists for armed intervention against the Soviet Union
and pointed out that Manchuria was being converted by the Japanese
into a military base against workers’ Russia.

From Trafalger Square, the workers marched to the Japanese Em-
bassy, gathering support on their way. A demonstration was held before
the Japanese embassy, and a copy of the resolution presented. The dem-
onstration closed in Hyde Park with over ten thousand workers in at-
tendance.

Workers Repulse
Hamburg Fascists

(Siects! Cable t- the Daily Worker)

BERLIN, February 15.—Yesterday
morning fascists appeared in great
numbers in the workers’ quarters of
Hamburg which is predominantly
Communist. The fascists intended
a repetition of last Sunday’s action
in Eastend Berlin, but were just as
unsuccessful. (Last Sunday fascists
in elaborate military array swarmed
into Eastend Berlin with the purpose
of “cleaning out” the Communists but
were repulsed by masses of workers
and their plans were a complete fias-
co.—Editor),

The chief collisions occurred solidly
before 'he Communist Party quar-
ters when sixty fascists attempted
to storm the local. Windows and
doors were smashed and the interior
wrecked during the fierce fight, but
the fascists were repulsed.

Revolvers were used In the clash.
One fascist was killed and many in-
jured on both sides. Police rushed
to the scene, cordoned off the streets

and arrested thirty. The Communist
local was closed down for a fortnight,
by order of the police.

A confirmed report states that scores
of working miners in the various

nines in Brush Creek section in which
Simms was murdered have struck in

protest against this murder and
against the gun thug rule in that sec-
tion.

B. S. Brackett, who was beaten up
and barely escaped with his life from
Harlan gun thugs some ten days ago,

was arrested yesterday for distribut-
ing leaflets calling for the memorial
meeting for Harry Simms. Jess Smith,

a striker from Middlesboro was ar-
rested at the same time. Both are
now charged with criminal syndical-
ism.

A hearing is now on against Harold
Hlckerson, playright, and Doris Park*,
representative of the Workers Inter-

national Relief of Knoxville who were
arrested at the time the writers’ com-
mittee was kidnapped by the coal op-
erators and Waldo Frank and Allan
Taub were slugged. They are charged
with criminal syndicalism.

Thirty strikers from Straight Creek
have been cited for contempt of court
for violation of the injunction secured
by the Straight Creek Coal Co. two
weeks ago from the federal court seek-
ing to prevent picketing and all other
strike activity. They will appear be-
fore Federal Judge Conklin of Lex-
ington, Kv., tomorrow morning. At-
torney Stone from PinPeville, whose
life has been threatened by the coal
operators, will be there to represent
the strikers and the National Miner*
Union.

Thugs Line All Hoads

Harlan gun thugs were In Bar-

bourville and stationed on every road
throughout the county. Thousands of
miners from Brush Creek, Straight
Creek, Pineville and Middlesboro were

, turned back. Around 150 miners who

had marched 35 miles from Gatliff
were turned back when they attempt-
ed to come in. All roads were patrol-
led by guardsmen with rifles and
machine guns, assisted by scores of
gun thugs and special deputies sworn
in in Knox County,

National Guardsmen took posses-
sion of the body of Harry Simms de-
spite the protest of the miners’ guard
of 15 who were watching the body.

The miners’ guard was intimidated
with machine guns. The gun thugs
forecd them to ship the body on the
2:38 train to New York,

Two representatives, one from the
National Miners Union and the other
from the Central Strike Committee,
along with the guard of 15, were al-
lowed in town to take possession of
the body. No other strikers were al-
lowed in Barbourville. All cars on the
road, without exception, were stopped
and searched before they were allow-
ed to Barbourville.

This act of preventing the mass
funeral of Harry Simms followed

three or four days of the most in- '
tense terror and persecution through-
out the entire strike field. In Bar-
bourville itself Dorothy Wilks, sent
in by the Workers International Re-
lief to care for Simms when he was
wounded, and who remained with
him until the end, has been forcibly
kept in Barbourville since the death
of Simms, She has been under the

Bell and Harlan Counties.

Flooding Bell County with swarms of depu-
tized coal company gun thugs and open declara-
tion by the mayor of Pineville that members of
the Nationla Miners’ Union are to be regarded
and treated as “criminals” and "enemies of the
city,” promise further acts of terror. Plans
made openly by city authorities and coal oper-
ators at meetings in Hotel Continental, Pine-
ville, to take all prisoners charged with crim-
inal syndicalism "for a ride,” indicate there will
be more atrocities committed by the coal oper-
ators and their/ agoota

The most brutal act so far is the murder of
Simms. The reason he was picked as a vic-
tim is plain. When the National Miners’
Union office was raided on the fourth day of
the strike and most of us were arrested, Simms
carried on relief and union organization.
When Joe Weber and Bill Duncan were kid-
napped, beaten and expelled by force from
Kentucky, when coal operators placed a re-
ward of SI,OOO on the head of Frank Borich,
national secretary of the National Miners’
Union, *t was 19 year old Harry Simms, youth
organizer of the union, who filled the gap
until new forces could be trained. Hiding in
miners' shacks, drafting ttrike leaflets, giving

invaluable advice on organization policy to
committees of miners, going fearlessly into
every 5 danger spot where leadership was re-
quired, Simms earned the deadly hatred of
coal operators determined to starve the miners,
their wives and babies to death In order to
break the strike and maintain their starva-
tion level of wages.

The hired assassins of these coal operators,
working in cowardly fashion behind deputy
sheriffs’ badges, had orders to "get” Harry
Simms. He knew it. The miners knew it.
Everybody knew it. But Harry never faltered,
and has now paid with his life for his devotion

Harry has done his work well. He built or-
ganization among those who hardly knew its
meaning before. His life and death are an
example to all workers everywhere. It Is now
for us and for all workers to carry on this work
with the same determination. His death must
not be In vain.

The only real and sincere propos-
als for peace, the proposals of th;
Soviet Union for immediate and to-
tal disarmament, are being brushed
aside by the capitalist war mongers.
The Geneva dispatches, indeed, only
give them brief mention or do not
mention them at all. The actions of
the delegates at Geneva makes clear
that, although divided amongst

themselves, the imperialist delegates,
like the nations they represent, are
united on the policy of an armd at-
tack against the Soviet Union and
the Chinese Soviets.

Although the capitalist press has
continued to report that the Tar-
dieu plan for a world imperialir
army, which is directed against thr
Soviet Union and the colonial mass-
es, has had little support among th
imperialist powers, P. J. Philip, writ-
ing in the New York Times, lets the
cat out of the bag. The Tardieu pla‘
is looked upon favorably by man;
of the big powers.

Philip says:

"It has become apparent that
while few are ready to go as far a
France has boldly proposed, near!

and make up a fund of SSO for each ,
worker for ‘‘unemployment insurance.”

The most that would be paid, if the
worker does not lose his job of "his
own accord” would be $lO a week, for
not more than ten weeks.

The commission admits that the
workers would have to stand the

The Central Strike Committee of the dress-
makers’ united front, which met yesterday,
issued a ringing- call to the dressmakers in the
international Ladies Garment Workers Union,

1929 and the dressmakers in 1930.

several blocks.
The march began at 7:30 a. m. It*

ended at 10 o'clock. The ranks of
the workers swelled and tripled dur-
ing the two and a half hours of dem-
onstration. It grew more militant.

Along the side of the streets stood
the Tammany police and Schles-
singer thugs, who glared at the strik-
ers in silence, awed into passivity by
the stubborn and determined mood
of the workers.

The line swung down 28th St. to
7th Ave., west on 34th St. and down
Bth Ave. Workers going to work,
unemployed workers, housewives
from the windows cheered the strik-
ers in their victorious march. Swing-
ing to the right and then to the left,
up and down the streets, the great
line wove its way through the dress
market.

The line swung past the struck
shops, where committees of strikers
patrolled up and down before the
doors. Deafening cheers swelled
from the masses of strikers, as if
coming from one great throat, as
they marched past the striking shops.
Negro and white, native American,
Jewish workers, workers of many
nationalities, men and women work-
ers, marched side by side spreading
the word of struggle, spreading the
United Front strike to new shops.

A large percentage of the demon-
strating strikers were youth. Along
the edge of the great file were many
youthful captains who led the sing-
ing. the cheering, the shouting of the
strike demands. The slogan “Out of
the shops and into the United Front”
was hailed by workers In the Schles-
singer company union shops who
came to the windows to watch the
demonstration.

At 10 o’clock the demonstration
divided into sections and the work-
ers marched to their respective strike
headquarters where meetings were
held and the tasks of the day for
spreading the strike were taken in a
precise and businesslike manner.

Throughout the day many more
shops joined the strike. Applications
are still coming In to the strike com-
mittee for settlement. A settlement
headquarters has been set up by the
Central Strike Committee at 798
Broadway. All the rooms from 623
to 636 have been rented by the United
Front Committe. All cases of settle-
ment will be taken up at this head-
quarters.
