Bill Passed to Cut
Real Wages Through
Currency Inflation

WASHINGTON, July 12.-4 further
step toward deliberate inflation wes
marked when the Senate adopted the
Glass Bill which Senator Borah urged
as a substitute to the Goldsborough
-| “stabilization” bill.

If enaoted by Congress and algned
by the president, this bill will bring

about a billion dollar expansion of the
currency with a corresponding depre-
ciation, which will reduce the buying
power of workers’ wages..

The bill authorizes the utmutlon of
all government bonds bearing 3 3-8
per cent interest to back up the in-
surance of paper money. It is es-
timated that banks will thus be em-

| powered to issue close to one billion

dollars in new currency.

The author of th ebjll made né at-
tempt to deny that the bill calls for
monetary inflation. On the contrary
he admitted this when he termed the
bill a step toward “diffusive infla-
tion.”

To the workers this inflation will
mean a substantial reduction of their
real wages, as measured in terms of
the commodities that they can buy.

REVOLT SPREADS

British Imperialism
Backing Revolt

The military revolt against Pres-
ident Getulio Vargas in Brazil is
more serious than is admitted in the
official statements issued by the gov-
ernment, a dispatch from Buenos
Aires indicated yesterday.

The strict censorship established by
President Vargas did not prevent dis-
patches from reaching Rivera, on the
Uruguayan side of the frontier, to
the effect that four states are al-
ready involved in the revolt.

Posed by their ques-
tions and embarrassed at having to
answer anything favorable to the Ne-
groes in front of the rich white audi-
ence, he made the admission that
he couldn’t be sure that race pre-
judice would ceac~ under the So-
cialist Party's re,ime. “I can't pro-
mise you,” he ‘aid.

At subsequent times Norman Tho-
mas and Paul Blanshard have spoken
to students in Richmond, one in-
stance being at the John Marshall
High Scheol. On this oceasion, the
rich society element of the Socialist
Party again dictated orders. The Me-
gro students were segregated.

The Negro student who told me
this realized the difference between
the promises of the Socialist Party
and their actual policy. He knows
there is no place for Negroes or any
other workers there; so when he was
asked, because of his known interest
in labor and his influence with Ne-
gro -workers. and students, to take-a
course in Socialist Party tactics at
the socialists’ expense, he refused the
offer to mislead his people in Jim
Crow tactics.

Wall Street Butcher-Agents Legalize Deadly
Peppy to Raise Funds for War On
Soviet Districts

Following the sweeping victories by the Chinese Red Armigs in Hunan,
Hupeh, Kwangtung and other provinces the Kuomintang militarists and
their imperialist masters have clamped down a strict censorship on all news
of the gigantic struggles now proceeding in China. Latest reports of that
struggle show growing revolutionary aetivity among the workers in the big

cities in support of the great counter- &

offensive with which the Chinese Red
Armies have answered the fourth
“Communist Suppression” campaign
of the Nanking butchers.

Legislative Yuan
several days ago revived the National
Finance Commission under a decree
tightening the control of the Chinese
bankers on the government apparat-
us. The task was set the commission
of reorganizing the bankrupt govern-
ment economy and raising funds for
the war against the revolutionary
worker-peasant masses in the Soviet
Distriets.

One of the first acts of the Chin-
ese bankers in control of the com-
mission was to endorse the crimi-
nal plans of Chiang Kai-shek to
legalize the hideous opium traffic,
The following Tientsin dispatch to
the New York Sun tells the revolt-
ing story, even while attempting to
conceal the role of the Wall Street
tool, Chiang Kai-shek in this at-
tempt to dope the Chinese masses,
“Opium, long known as the great-

est scourge of China and the deter-
rent of Chinese progress, is to be
given a form of official recognition,
if reports here are to be credited.

“In dire need of funds for admin-
istrative purposes, Marshal Chiang
Hsueh-liang, once the proud suzerain
of Manchuria, but now the admin-
istrator of the Peiping area through
the grace of the Nanking Govern-
ment, has, according to reports here,
consented to a government monopoly
of the opium trade.

“Armed gcards, according to ac-
counts published here and which
have not been denied, are to be sup-
plied as convoys to bring the opium
into north China from distant Jehol.
Special licensing stamps are to be
placed on all official cargo, and that

MAY BE HALTED

Disappearance of
Guards Is Excuse

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., July 12—
With the disapp2arance of two prison
guards who are considered key wit-
nesses in the Sunbeam Prison camp
crueltics, there lomed up a possibility
that an investigation will be spiked.

When Arthur Maillefort, of West-
field, N. J., met his death in the
camp's torture box last month, the
Daily Worker was the first to reveal
the horrible circumstances. of his
death. Otherwise it was ignored.

James Travis, one of the inform-
ants, described the torture chamber
as a “sweat box" three feet in width
and six and a half fest in height.

Already we have two such
blast furnaces, which are expected to
give us from 2500 to 3,000 tons of
pig iron in 2. hours. Blast furnace
No. 2 is the eighth of the 24 blast |
furnaces that have begun to be op-
erated this year in the USSR. In
1930 there were only five; in 1931,
we built five new blast furnaces. We
are bringing the number of blast
furnaces operated in the USSR to
cne hundred at a time when, in Ger-
many of 155 blast furnaces only 40
were working in April of this year;
in France, of 211, only 79 working;
in England, of 304, only 69; and in
the United States, of 298 furnaces,
only 53 were operated on the first of |

DETROIT POLICE
(LUB CHILDREN
AT CITY HALL

DETROIT, July 12-—~One hundred
police, with clubs, on horses, and on
‘mergency trucks, attacked the Chil-
dren’s Hunger March in Detroit on
Monday., The workers’ children,
numbering about 500, resisted the at-
tempt of the police to drive them
from the steps of the City Hall.

The demonstration started at 11 a.
m. at the Lincoln School, in the heart
of the Negro neighborhood, gathered
farce as it went along. The parade
stopped at Grang Circus Park, and
listened to speakers representing var-
ious working class organizations.
Mothers of children who need food,
but are getting nothing, spoke. Work-
ers’ children from different parts of
the city also spoke.

A committee of ten parents ‘ad
children, supported by 50 children,
went to the City Hall to demand that
they see Mayor Murphy. They were
told that he was busy and would see
them later. Meanwhile the entire
demonstration marched from the park
down the main avenue to the City
Hall with the children singing and
cheering. Speakers mounted the
steps. Polics rushed out from the
City Hall and began to club and beat

{ the children.

Children Thrown to Ground

After putting up a stubborn fight,
in which a number of children and
mothers were thrown to the ground
and one young worker arrested, the
workers and children went back to
the park, and held a meeting at which
the committee to the mayor reported.
Murphy used his typically demagogie

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FIGHT IMPERIALIST WAR!
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A New Period of Unem-

ployed Struggle

HE unemployed demonstrations in St. Louis last ¥Friday and again on

Monday marked the beginning of a new upward swing in the struggle
of the starving millions of America for bread. Workers everywhere must
seriously study these two demonstrations and apply the lessons which they
give to their own struggles in their city and neighborhood.

On Friday, 5,000 workers marched to the city hall on the call of the
Unemployed Councils, marching in six big columns from different parts
of the city, meeting before the city hall with a mass of workers estimated
at more than 15,000, who came in small groups. The immediate cause of
the demonstrations was the closing of all relief stations in St. Louis,
condemning to immediate starvation more than 8,000 families who had
been relying upon relief. The demonstration elected a committee to
present to the mayor and his staff a list of eight demands. Threatened by
the presence of 15,000 determined workers, the mayor refused to see the
rommittee and tried to persuade them to send in only three representatives
to a small private conference. But under pressure of the demonstration
he was finally forced to receive the committee of twelve.

At first the mayor refused to consider their demands, but when the
committee demanded that the mayor go and report to the 15000 workers
outside, he changed his mind and in the presence of the committee issued
orders granting three of their eight demands. These were (1.) Immediate
re-opening of the relief stations and issuing grocery orders to the 8,000
cut off the list in the last ten days. (2.) Immediate release of the eight
workers sentenced to jail for struggle against the evictions of unemployed.
(3.) Immediate distribution of seven thousand sacks of flour held by the
Farm Board in St. Louis. These three demands were granted after three
heurs of negotiations during which the mass of workers refused to move
from the city hall steps until the demands were granted. After the mayor
had issued his orders, 2,000 workers marched from the demonstration to
the central relief station where the grocery orders were issued without
the previously required red-tape. The relief stations were forced to keep
spen and give out relief to all who came.

Th mayor had refused the other five demands on the grounds that
they could only be acted on officially by the City Council which was not in
session. He invited the committee to return on Monday to be present
w¥hen their other demands were ccnsidered.

The Unemployed Councils called upon the workers to be present again
Monday in full force to support the other five demands. But on Monday
the city authorities had already organized actions to try to smash the
mass movement. When the delegation arrived at the city hall instead
of being admitted to the Council meeting it was locked up. Fifteen thous-
and workers were standing on the city hall steps for three hours under
the scorching sun, demanding an answer to their demands upon the
city and the release of their delegation. When it became clear that the
15,000 workers would not abandon their delegates and their demands, the
police began firing from the third floor of the city hall into the crowd
seriously wounding four workers, supplementing the gug-ﬁre with gas
bombs. The workers replied by seizing the gas bombs thrown among them
and throwing them back among the police, as well as with a shower of
stones which smashed the city hall windows. The masses stood their
ground for two hours under the police attack.

It is clear that if the workers of St. Louis had quietly accepted the
decisions of the city officials that nothing whatever would have been done
to save them and their families from starvation. The first big mass méve-
ment immediately brought food for the starving. The Unemployed
Council began to grow by leaps and bounds, new hope and a new energy
sprang up among the broad starving masses of St. Louis. For the first
time in the history of St. Louis this broad mass movement comprised
Negro and white workers in almost equal numbers fighting shoulder to
shoulder.

The attempt of the city authorities to smash this mass movement
by bloodshed and terrotr wil not be successful. Already the workers are
showing the determination to protect themselves from these attacks.
Already the workers show that they not only have a will but the ability
to stand up against the attempts to disperse them by force.

The unemployed masses in the United States are everywhere suffer-
ing from the same misery and starvation which forced the St. Louis
workers into action. It is this same mass starvation which is the soil from
which arose the heroic movement of the ex-soldiers to Washington. There
is a direct connection between the struggles of the ex-soldiers in St. Louis
and vicinty to seize transportation in their march to Washington, ‘with
the present mass struggle of the unemployed around the St. Louis city
hall. Everywhere throughout the country the starving masses are begin-
ning more militantly to fight for bread

It is the special duty of every class conscious worker and workers’
organization to turn all energies toward giving this mass movement or-
ganizaton and leadership. Everywhere the unemployed committees and
Councils must become the all-embracing mass organization of these
workers. Everywhere the demands of the workers must be concretely
formulated and presented directly to the government authorities and their
local bodies with the mass support of the workers expressed on the
streets, in the neighborhoods and before the city and state buildings. The
movement of the unemployed locally for the most burning demands must
be closely linked up in mutual solidarity with the struggle of the ex-
soldiers for the bonus, and with the fight for jobless insurance.

The new wave of struggle of the unemployed is now beginning. It
must set as its goal, and must really achieve, relief and insurance from
the intolerable conditions which are destroying the very lives of millions
of men, women and children. This mass struggle is the foundation for
the Communist National Election Campaign which gives the highest ex-
pression to the struggle of the starving millions against hunger and war.

If the taxation were.directed solely
against the capitalist class (which
is an utter impossibility) and the
money used to buy the industries
from the capitalist class, this would
simply be an indirect, foolish way of
confiscating the industries anyway.

Father Cox, the Catholic priest
and candidate for President on the

made clear his ambition to become
the Mussolini of the United States,
and has openly declared that his
Blue Shirts are to be modeled after
the Mussolini and Hitler fascists in
Italy and Germany. Of course, in
the building of the National Fascist
organigation Cox will spend the
greatest efforts in those places
where the workers are hardest hit
by the crisis.

Extent of Cox’s Organization

Already the Cox movement has
begun to assume national scope.
Cox has united with W. H. (“Coin”)
Harvey, who is handling the West-
ern front of the Jobless Liberty
Party and who will undoubtedly be
the candidate for Vice-President.
Father Cox expects one million del-
egates to his national convention in
St. Louis. The Blue Shirts claim
to have more than five thousand
units throughout t he country. The
placing of the Jobless Liberty Party
on the ballot is going forward in
many states, with state tickets in
a number of important stptes. In
Indiana, Ward B. Heiner is the
Jobless Liberty candidate for Gov-
ernor of Indiana, and Dr. C. S.
Wykoff is the ¢ andidate f or U. S.
Senator in the same state. Judge
R. A. Crossman is chairman of the
state committee i n Montana, where
a state convention of the Jobless
Liberty Party has already been held
and a full ticket nominated for the
state elections. Idaho held its
state convention on June 24 and
put up a complete slate of Jobless
Liberty candidates. In Michigan, a
full slate has been put up. Dr. Ball
is the chairman of the national
committee in charge of the cam-
paign. In New Mexico, Green B.
Patterson is the candidate for Gov-
ernor of the Jobless Liberty Party.
In New Jersey, a Jobless Liberty
Party has been organized with G.
G. Hancock at its head, and steps
are being taken to get the party
on the ballot.

This is the information which is
printed in the “Father Cox’s Blue
Shirt News,” the weekly 12-page
newspaper of the Cox organization.
The alliance of Cox and Harvey
gives the organization a national
character and amalgamates the
western Liberty Party with the Job-
less Party of Father Cox. The
“Liberty Bell” becomes the official
organ of the Jobless Liberty Party
in the West. Arrangements have
already been made for the running
of excursion trains from all points
of the country to the St. Louis con-
vention on August 17.

Underestimation by Our Party

The Pittsburgh District in its agi-
tational work and in its unemployed
work and work for the election
campaign has mnot sufficiently
studied or exposed before the work-
ers the Cox mbvemgnt. This can
also be said of the Party nationally.
The main speeches of the Party
leaders in the Chicago Nominating
Convention did not say a single
word about the Cox movement nor
did the platform of the Party. Even
at this date the treatment of the
Cox movement in the Daily Worker
is entirely inadequate. In the Daily
Worker of this week, on a page
giving the characterizations of the
parties, party by party, no mention
was made of the Cox movement. It
is now time for the distried gend
the Party nationally, in entering
the final stage of the Election Cam-
paign to study the movement deep-
ly and in all phases of its work to
carry out a concrete exposure of
the Cox movement.

Program of Father Cox.

The fascist character of the
movement has come more into the
open in recent weeks. Cox’s state-
ments in Europe—that his Blue
Shirts are modeled after the Italian
and German fascists, has opened
the eyes of many workers and the
significance of this statement must
be fully explained. It is significant
that Father Cox does not admit
foreign-born workers to his organi-
zation unless they are naturalized
citizens and his literature states
that in order to become a member
of the Father Cox Blue Shirts —
“he or she must be a citizen of
the TUnited States of America,
pledge allegiance to the American
flag”, While the Cox movement
has enlisted many honest workers
who do not understand where Cox
is leading them, a number of his
officers and most active Blue Shirts
are recruited from the gangsters,
speakeasy frequenters and profes-
sional gun-men. The true purpose
of the Cox movement is seen in the
actjvities of this element, in at-
tacks on the Communist Party’
Election meetings in the City of
Pittsburgh. Several meetings of the
Communist Party were broken up
by the Cox Blue Shirts in past
weeks. The struggle for the right
to hold meetings at the corner of
Boggs and Buhl continues. The
Communist Party last week by or-
ganizing a militant defgnhse corp
succeeded in driving away the Blue
Shirts who had come in trucks and
prowled the neighborhood for sev-
eral howrs and stationed cars
around the My office- look!nc for

Father Cox again showed his

hand in doing the dirty work of
the bosses in the struggle of the
Terminal miners against the wage-
cut in the Library Section. In this
section the UM.W.A., headed by
Fagan, McCracken and Hyman has
just caused the company to fire
and blacklist over one hundred of
the militant miners in the Term-
inal No. 8 Mine in Coverdale, In
the meeting of the UM.W.A., where
Fagan spoke and attempted to put
over the third wage-cut this year,
he introduced one of the leading
Blue Shirts to speak and it was on-
ly on seeing the militant mood of

Paris

‘When he said good-bye to me in
London he promised to come to
Capri for a rest. But before he had
made up his mind to come, I saw
him in Paris in a two-roomed stu-
dent’s flat (it was a student’s flat
only in size, not in the cleanliness
and order that reigned there).
Nadeja Constantinovna hadq gone
out after giving us tea and we re-
mained alone together. “Znanie”
had just gone to pieces, and I had
come to discuss with V. Ilyitch
the organizing of a new publish-
ing house which would embrace as
far as possible all our literary peo-
ple. I proposed for the editorial
office abroad, V. Vorovsky and
someone else, and in Russia V. A.
Dyesnitsky would represent them.
I thought that a series of books
should be published on the history
of the literatures of the West and
on Russian literature, books on the
history of civilization which would
provide the workers with a mine of
information for purposes of self-
education and propaganda. But
Vladimir Ilyitch quashed the plan
by pointing to the censorship and
the difficulty of organizing the peo-
ple. The majority of the comrades
were occupied with praetical Party
work—they had no time for writ-
ing. But his chief, and for me,
most conclusive argument was ap-
proximately as follows: There is no
time for writing thick books, a
thick book would be read only by
the intelligentsia, who are quite
év{dently giving up socialism for
liberalism and it is not for us to
turn them from the path they have
chosen. Newspapers and brochures
are what we need. It would be a
good thing to renew the “Znanie”
library, but it would be impossible
in Russia because of the censorship,

ship of its will or power.

His words had agitated him. He
sat down rand wiping the sweat
from his forehead drank a little
cold tea and asked unexpectedly:
“What was that affair of yours in
America? I know from the news-
papers what it was about, but how
did it end?”

Humor is a
splendid, - healthy quality. And
really life is as funny as it is sad,
just as much.” We agreed that I
should visit him in a day’s time,
but the weather was bad and I
began spitting a good deal of
blood in the evening and left the
