Hoover and Roosevelt

Question: Does the New Deal represent a come
plete break away from the policies of the Hoover
government? JBE.

Answer: The New Deal did not make a fundae
mental break with the policies of the Hoover re-
gime. Like Hoover before him, Roosevelt carries
out the program of Wall Street, maintaining the
domination of Big Business at the expense of the
welfare and living standards of the majses.

The basic planks of Roosevelt’s program wers
taken over from Hoover. It was Hoover who
launched the Reconstruction Finance Corporition
which gavé billions to the banks, the raiiroads, the
insurance companies, etc. It was Hoovér who took
the first steps toward: inflation which has raised
prices and lowered the lving standards of the
workers. Both preachéd class collaboration as a
method of breaking strikes and other workers’
struggles. Both denied adequate relief to the un-
employed. Both ftised terror against workers espe-
cially against Negro and foreign-born workers.

Thus the New Deal does not represent a com-
plete departure from Hoover's program. The class
basis and class character of both programs are the
same. Both sought a capitalist solution of the crisis
at the expense of the working class.

What is new in the New Deal are some of the
methods and agenciés with which the capitalists
are attempting to push through their program.
Roosevélt’s program represents a sharper turn on
the part of the capitalist class towards fascism and
war 4s the means of finding the capifalist solution
of the crisis. The Néw Dedl waAs dictated by $he
exigencies of the crigis which forced the capitalists
to use desperate measures to reconsolidate their
power. It is a development of the old deal under
the pressure of the devastating blows of the crisis.
For the workers there has been a change in the
kind of ballyhoo that is ladled out to them. But in
the termss of wages and living conditions thére has
been. no new deal for the workers. It is the capi-

| talists who received a new deal in the form of the

biggest profits since 1930.

}_Short Wave Radio

“Wired Wireless”

N ENTERPRISING firm recently received a lot

of free publicity whén it was announced that
it intended to bring to the. city of New York, a
radio pfogram lasting all day long and containing
no advertising. This program service is to be ré-
leased over the city lighting wires and received by
means of small receivers located in the house.
These receivers are very small and require no an-
tenna or other connections in addition to the
ordinary socket connection. The -quality of the
music and other selections received by this system
should be excellent due to the absence of static
and other forms of distortion common to ordinary
radio reception.

All this will not be free, however—not under
capitalism. In order to receivé thésé programs you
must have a special type of receiver, a type of
set on which the distributing company holds a
monopoly. These receivers although very cheap in
cost will not be sold cheaply, in fact, they will
not be sold at all. The telephone companies long
ago discovered that it was much more profitable
to rent the instruments and charge for service and
the new company will operate on the same basis,
the greatest possible profit. Receiving sets and
loud speakers will be rented for a weekly or monthly
rental and will remain the property of the come
pany. This system is already in operation in several
smaller cities and hundreds of radio addicts are
now paying a daily tribute in order to escape the
advertising blurbs of the announcers.

Plans are under way to connect up all of the
large cities so that one program source can sefve
an immense territory, possibly the entire country.
This inter-city tie-up will be effected by means
of a new type of cable. This “coaxial” cable is-
a simple device consisting of two copper rods and
eight ordinary telephone wires, all wrapped up in
a protective coating of metal. -Although simple th
construction it is capable of performing a lot of
work. Hundreds of phcpe calls and thousands of
code messages can be sént along ,this wire at the
same time that several musical programs are being
carried.
