Profits and the New Deal

Question: Is it true that the New Deal is threate
ening the profits of the capitalists?—C. H. M,

Answer: The New Deal has brought a golden
flood of profits to the big capitalists. The National
1483 large commercial and
corporations which had a deficit of $97.-

000,000 in 1982, increased their profits to $080,000.-

000 in 1983 and to $1,061,000,000 in 1934

These huge profits bécame even larger during
1085. Profits during the first six months of 1935

.were about 20 per cent higher than in the corre-

sponding period last year, according to the National

| City Bank ahd Moody's Investment Survey. It is

significant that this increase took place despite
the fact that business activity during the first six
months. of this year was only slightly above
year's level :
These large profits were made on the basis of
the inflationary rise in prices and the tremendous
iicrease in the speed-up of the workers. The con-
servative Buréau of Economic Research estimates

| that the productivity of the workers was raised

18 per cent in the two years of the New Deal.

While ‘the capitalists were enjoying their best ”
years since 1930, the workers had their real wages
cut by the rise in the cost of living which cut the

| purchasing power of their pay envelopes. It is
| Indicative of the capitalist character of the New
{ Deal that it cut the real wages of the workers by

six or seven pér cent according t6 the Brookings
Institution. At the same time the Federal Reserve
Board afimitted that the profits of the largest 600
corporations in the country increased by over 600
per cent between 1082 and 1934. ;

Apologists for the New Deal try to cover up
these facts by saying that not all capitalists are
making profits. It is frue that the small capital-

ists a8 a whole are still in the red. But the big

capitalists were aided by the New Deal and are
rolling up huge dividends while denying their
workers a living wage. 5

Short Wave Radio

Foreign Reception

HORT wave listening s daily becoming more im-
portant. England the United States and Ger-
many, each have many high powered short wave

stations. Prancs, Spain, Italy, the South American

couritries, and the Soviet Union, all have short wave
transmitters that can easily be picked up here in
this pountry. It is true that some of these pro-
grams are not up to American standards, and many
of them are as cluttered up with propaganda as
our own programs are with advertising, but on the
whole most of the programs on the air in the short
wave bands are intensely interesting. All of the
major powers realize the tremendous value of radio
as & means of moulding public opinion within their
own lands, and short wave radio, which may be
heard around the world, is now being used to affect
world wide public opinion. Poland has just com-
pléted its first-short wave station.

The United States will have the most powerful
station in the western hemisphere, about 200 kilo-
watts, on the air November 16. This station under
the call letters WEF will be uséd to relay programs
to Europe. The Soviet Union has announced that
it will construct three new short wave stations, one
of which will be five times as powerful as any In
Europe and twice as powerful as any in the world,

Ethiopia is rushing plans to bulld a modern short
wave station In order to give to the world the news
of Mussolini’s attempt to “civilize” the Ethiopians.
