It is strange that up to now nobody has
writien a bock on the relation of the church
to woman. Nevertheless the women must

have long known that they owe to . religion '

and ‘to the church, in particular the “or-
thodox” christian church.
It known that™ all religions have

adepted a more or less negative attitude

is

 towards the woman, some of them being !

‘even decisively hostile. 2700 years ago the
‘Greek poet Hesiod declared i his book—
“Zeus gave mortal men one evil: the wo-
men”: in his poem “Works and Days” he
‘calls woman “a beautiful evil’ and “a mis-
‘fortune of humanity.” In a Jewish prayer
ithere is a short but very characteristic pas-
‘sage: “I thank you my Lord, that you have
~not created me a woman.”
{ The religious legend of the c_-cation of
woman from the rib of man, the shameful
words of the prophets on women, the le-
'gends of the Arabs, Hindus and numerous
examples of suc¢h calumnies of woman show
the unanimous efforts of ihe churches of
‘all religions' to degrade women socially.
1 Woman is considered as the only one re-
'sponsible for the driving out of man from
.paradise! She is the “vessel, of sin” and
“the seducer of the world,” and these views
penetrate from the church into the daily
life. ) ’ N

The christiag church was for twa fhou-
sand years the source from which justifi-
cation was derived for the legal and eco-
nomic subjection of woman. In the words
of the apostle Paul the church teaches:
“Man has not been created for the woman.
but the woman for the man.” With such
and similar- doctrines it is maintained that
jwoman is at hottom not equal to man but
“a human being of a lower order.” This
does not prevent women, who believe in the
Bible, from considering this book as the
“most Buman” and wisest book, although
its whole wisdom consists in tlie attempt
to make men believe that life on this earth
with all its trials is nothing but a prepa-
ration of humanity for-eternal happiness in
heaven, to which man ecan zain admission
if he is patient and gentle as an ox and
obeys the commands of the church. .

The negative and hostile attitude to the
woman has influenced the man for twenty
centuries. This attitude of the church has
deeply penetrated into the consciousness of
men. and obtained an almost instinetive
power. -The influénce of religious “con-
tempt for woman” is clearly expressed in
the works of those scholars who have en-
deavored to prove to the world that woman
is “by nature” a “mentally narrow” human
being and cannot be considered as the equal

We get, for instance
(by decree), two months leave of absence
before and after confinement with full pay,
and for nine months we leave off working
half an hour before the regular time, being
nursing mothers. When the child is born,
it gets an outfit — thirty meters of various
material free of charge. There is State in-
surance for all the workers, which is a
guarantee in case of sickness, and gives
us and our families free medical treatment
and medicine.

If the illness does last longer than three
months we keep our place in the factory
or institution where we are working, but
f it lasts longer, we are considered as tem-
porary invalids, and in either case we get
full pay from the insurance fund, provided
we have a three years’ labor status.
