QWhat thel" rénch, Belgian and German Teachers
Saw in Soviet Russia

MOSCOW.—On the S8th of
August, all of us, fifteen Ger-
man, 12 French and 11 Belgium
teachers departed for Soviet
Russia. The Russian Union of
Educational Workers had invit-
ed us to come and study the
Russian schools for a poriod of
four weeks.

The interference of the Ger-
man capitalist officials forced us
to cut our stay short; we could
only stay 15 days. What we
saw and heard in these 15 days
we will now tell you.

First of all we must tell you a
few words about these teachers
who went to Russia. Of the
whole 38 there were only 1)
