for the American workers?

'Gene Debs.

Gene Debe was borp in 1855. He
went to work early and worked at
various trades, finally becoming a lo-
comotive engineer,

In 1894, he was already in the front
rank in the workers’' struggle. He
led the great strike of the American
Railway Union against the Pullinan
Company. For 1ing 80 well he
was sent to prison for six months by
the bosses’ government.

He then joined the Socialst Party]|

which was then a party of the work-
ers. He kept up bis fight all the
time,

When America entered the world
war Dedbs came out against the war,
tolling the workers that they were
scnt to be killed for the benefit of the
bosses. You ecan imagine that the
government didn’t let that pass. He
was arreeted and sentenced to prison
for TEN YEARS He remained in
orison and refused to stop fighting
against the capitalists. He was let
out of prison in 1521,

When he entered prison, Debs was
already a sick man and the years of
prison made him worse, He left pris-
on very sick. And so, aitho he sym-
pathized with and strongly supported
the Russian Revolution, he did not
join the Communists but remained a
member of the c¢ld Socialist Party
which was now uo more than a tool
of the bosses to fool the workers.

But this doesn't matter because we
know that Gene Debs was a fighter to
the very bone and Le always stood
with the workers. He was not like
the fakers of the Socialist Party—he
was a REAL FIGHTER.

That's why Gene Debs really be-
longs to the Communist movement in
this country—the only revolutionary
workers’ moyement—and not to the
Sociallsts.

Tbe workers' echildren especially
should remember and honor Comrade
Debs. He was always thinking about
them. He was such a good fighter be-
cause he wanted to make things bet-
ter for the workers’ children,
