As these young workers and work-
ers’ children were marching through
the city of Prague they were met by
a police patrol. Without even bother-
ing to tell the marchers to halt their
parade, the police started shooting.

At the head of the parade there
were many workers’ children led by
the Young Pioneers of Czecho-
Slovakia. Five of the children were
seriously wounded, two were killed.
Three other children are not ex-
pected to recover.

The American workers’ children
and the Young Pioneers honor these
comrades who were killed in the
fight against the bosses. We pro-
mise to carry on their fight!

Six workers face the eleciric chair
in Atlanta, Georgia! M. H. Powers,
organizer of the Communist Party,
Joe Carr, of the Young Communist
League, Ann Burlak, Mary Dalton,
and 2 Negro workers, Henry Storey,
and H. Newton, have been arrested
and are charged with “insurrection.”

The real reason why the bosses’
government of Georgia has arrested
these 6 workers is because they were
organizing the workers, both Negro
and white, intc the Trade Union
Unity League, and the American Ne-
gro Labor Congress. They are
charged with violating a law that
was passed in 1867, after the Civil
War, to keep the Negroes, who had
just been “freed,” in chains.

The workers’' children must fight
to free the 6 workers whom the bos-
ses are trying to send to the electric
chair! Down with the lynching ter-
ror against the Negro workers!

12 YEARS OF THE RED ARMY

By a Russian Pioneer

It was long ago. I was very little.
Passing along the street I heard shots
I could not see the enemy, I saw conly
the dark wasted faces of our workers
with rifles in hands. They did not
know how to use the mproperly, many
died, working women were bandag-
ing them—this was the Red Guard
(the forerunners of the Red Army)
who were fighting the whites. With
unskilled hands they were winning
the fights of the October Revolution.
It was cold — the Red Guards were
poorly clothed, sometimes quite un-
clothed. It was also a hungry time—
even the Red Guards got only one
pound of bread. In the agony of cold,
hunger and war the Red Army was

born, but the country knew how to :

value its services. Lenin said ‘“the
country has ceased to fear the man
with a gun.”

The Red Army began to grow. It
fought on all the fronts, also hungry,
sometimes cold, put up a hot fight
and gradually pushed back the tren-
ches of the bourgeoisie who were
straining every effort to crush the
October Revolution and destroy the

first and only Soviet Republic in the
world.

Twelve years have passed in the
life of the Red Army. In the second
year of the Five-Year Plan it has had
to guard the peaceful industry of our
Union even more vigilantly than ever.
The Chinese imperialists have at-
tacked the peaceful construction of
our Union. True to their peace policy,
the Soviet Government attempted to
settle the conflict, but the Chinese
generals began warlike actions, and
the young fighters of our Red Army,
with mighty blows, had to compel the
imperialists to take their hands off
the borders of our Union.
