UNITED FRONT ACTIVITIES

- An increased application and more
successful results during the past pe-
ried from the United Front :ctics,
was the opinion of the Flenum. Many
rich experiences were given and
lengthy discussion with criticlam
and suggestions followed. The E.
C. Y C. 1 continued its United
Front efforts on an international
scale. In connection wita the Brit-
ish strik: *he Y. C. 1. suggested
to the Y. 8. 1. a united front campuign
to support the PBritish coal miners but
this  so-callci working class body
dldn’t even answer the coummunication
and In actions showed itself a true
counterpart of the Amsterdammers,
who had oaly criticiam instead of sun
port for the strike. The greatest ac-
complishment waa the organization of
seven young workers' delegations to
Soviet Russia. The composition and
ivpe of these delegations waz much
higher this vear than previously.

Especlally  intetesting  waa  the
Malian Delezation, organized entirely
illegal and. containing even a reproe
sentative of the Catholic \\'nrkingl
Youth. The Rritish Delegation had|
the best composition of ali and re
fected the conditions of the voush

the opposition was so strong that on
a referendum on the U. F. with the
Y. C. L., 1t received 40 per cent of
the, vote cast. In the Catholic and
Peasant Youth, previously™ a fascist
stronghold, strong oppositional move-
ments are being built, :

The Plenum recommended that in
those countries where ¥nfty commii-
tees have boen established they be
extended in scope inty real organs of
political and ecoromic~truggle of the
entire working youth.

But
hehind all the semi-anarchistic stupid-
ity of Herveism there was a lining
that was correct from the practical
point of view: to give an impulse to
soclalism in the sense that we maust
not 1imit ourselves merely to parlia-
mentary methods of fighting, but de-
velop in the masses the consciousness
of the necessity for revolutionary
methods of action in connection with
the crisls which war inevitably calls
forth, and to imbue the massas with
a more lvely consclousness of inter
national working class solidarity, and
the false character of dourgeols par-
liameatarism.

AlY thess amendments were fnclud-
od by the sudb-commission (appointed
ia Bebel's resolutions). Moreover.
‘Yaures proposed the happy plan of,
instead of pointing out the means of
struggle- (strikes, rebellions), quoting
historical examples of the struggle of
the proletariat against war from dem-
onstrations in Furope to revolution in
Rusaia. Finally a resolution was in
this manner drawn up, extraordinarily
long, it is true, but rich In ideas and
precisely pointing out the tasks of
the proletariat. In this resolution
strict orthodoxy, 1. e., scientific Marx-
ian analysis, was combined with rec-
ommendations to labdor parties te
adopt the most resoluste and revole-
tionAry measures of fighting.

Taken as a whole, the Stuttgart
Cougress, on a number of important
questions, placed in striking contrast
the opportnnist and revolutionary
wings of international socialdemoo
racy and gave solutions to these ques.

Marxism,
