WALL STREET WAR
IN MICARAGUA
REENFORCED

BY JACK RICHARDS
WASHINGTON, D. C.—Under
cover of the popular illusions
treated by Lindbergh’s flight
and the official protection offer-
ed by the Havana conference;
1,000 additional marines have
been shipped to Nicaragua, and
the bloody greed of United

States imperialism  becomes
more apparent than ever be-
fore.

On Friday the 6th a small, hand-
picked group of veteran leathernecks
sailed from the Brooklyn navy yards,
boasting what they would do to San-
dine. Eary Saturday morning the big
transpe-t Chateau Thicrry sailed from
the army base in Brooklyn also tak-
ing a small number of ms~.nes, but
8 larger quantity of war supplies,
especially heavy airplanes, which have
been shipped to Nicaragua in a steady
stream during the past period.

The biggest shipment, however,
left early Tuesday morning, the 10th,
th day after the S. S. Texas was on
its way to carry Coolidge to the “har-
mony” conference at Havana. One
o1 these shipments consisted of slight-
1y less than HOO marines which left
from Norfolk, Va., another shipment
of the same cize lraving Tuenday
from San Diego.

Inquiry Shelved

When news was first announcedd as
ty the intended reinforcement imme-
diately following the news of the ma-
rine casualities---a sort of hulf heart
ed attempt was made at » protest.
In addition to a good deal of talking,
Senator Shipstead was understtod to
have “pressed” for a Senate investi-
gation of Latin-Americaa policy, but
the capitalist press dispatches uave
out the following, which we will quote
to show more clearly how the Hava-
ua conference is heing used ty cover
up, as meationed it the bevinning of
thisx article:

Shows Extent of War -

Recent attacks by Marine flyers
on General Sandino’s forces, in which
Nlcaraguqn civilians have been killeg
in large numbers, have been made In
planes shipped from Long Island
City, N. Y. . The planes ‘wvere built
by the Chance Vought Ce:rporation
located there, and it has been re-
vealed that the entire output of this
company for November was sent to
Nicaragua under urgent orders from
the navy, which recently ordered 130
Vought Corsajr sbeervation and fight-
ing planes.

All of which goes to show that the
bloody war of Wall Street in Nicara-
gua is being carried on on a more ex-
tensive scale that the capitalist press
reports.

This factory -worked overtime for
a long period in order to supply the
rnecessary planes.

The Corsair is equipped with ma-
chine guns firing through the propel-
ler and from the gunners-observer’s

‘cockpit aft. They are equipped with

the latest radio sending and reteiving
sets and with modern bombing equip-
ment. They are driven by Pratt &
Whitrey Vasp air-cooled radial en-
gines of 400 horse power each; and
are capable of a 150;mile an hour
speed, being considered the latest
thing of their type.
